LABOR OUTLOOK

T he cotton chopping season is 
Just abou t fin ished, reports th e  
M uleshoe office of the Texas E m ­
ploym ent Comm ission, w h I c  h 
placed m ore th a n  225 persons in 
ag ricu ltu ra l positions d u r i n g  
July. But th e  farm  labor p icture  
con tinues bright, w ith  consider­
ab le  help  being used both locally

INCOME
Incom e from farm  products in 

th is county last y ear am ounted  
to about $10.5 m illion. T h is fall, 
if conditions continue as they a re  ; 
now, farm ers can  expect a gross 
income of about 514.6 m illion for 
the year. T his is tak ing  in to  con ­
sideration  an  estim ated  $10.2 
m illion incom e from cotton, and  
an  add itional 40 per cent of th a t 
figure from th e  sa le  of a ll o ther i 
farm  products.

Maize prices are  up now, and

And yt‘t, based on w hat he has 
in it, a good crop y e a r would 
yield Tom M o '^an  a  w h ale  of a 
lot more m oney than  if he were 
involved in large .scale, high 
m echanized farm ing  of several 
sections of land.

There m ay be a m oral in this 
story for others.

For a long tim e now, farm ers 
an d  b an k ers  have been aw are 
th a t  th e  law  of d im in ish ing  re ­
tu fa s , an d  rising  incom e taxes 
h av e  b rough t pressure to  bear on 
th e  fa rm er w here it h u rts  the 
m ost, in  h is  pocketbook.

No longer is it true  th a t the 
fa rm er w ith  th e  most arceage 
is  th e  fa rm er w ith  the  most 
m oney.

High incom e taxes on large 
gross e a rn in g  tak e  a m igh ty  big 
sh a re  of w hat a  farm er has on 
hand  before he visits h is banker. 
D epreciation  of m achinery  and 
th e  necessity  of pu rchasing  new 
heavy  m achinery , tak e  ano ther 
h e a lth y  s lice  of w hatever is left. 
And o p era tin g  expenses, like the 
cost of steel, do no t ap p ea r to 
lessen a s  the years go by.

Huge investm en ts in high pric­
ed land require  high production, 
an d  In order to m a in ta in  high 
production, a  fine degree of 
m echan iza tion  is necessary. 
M a^lnery is expensive and c a n ­
not be expected  to last long if 
It is used vigorously.

And so  th e  p icture  darkens 
fo r the  b ig  farm er. He grosses 
a lot of money, but by the  tim e 
U ncle Sam . th e  banker, and  the 
te n a n t get th rough  w ith  him 
th e  percen tage  of h is  net in re ­
la tion  to  h is cap ita l investm ent 
seem s depressing lv  sm all.

i j d  it need not be so, accord­
ing  to several ag ricu ltu ra l o b ­
servers w ho a re  w ell Informed.

A fa rm er w ith a sm all ac re ­
age, w hich he farm s efficiently  
m ay  m ake  m ore money in pro­
portion to  his investm ent than  
a la rger acreage operator.

A case in point is the  40 acre 
farm  of Tom Morgan located five 
m iles northw est of Muleshoe.

Mr. an d  Mrs. M organ do al! 
thW» own work except for h ir­
ing  som e chopping done, and 
realize m ore than  a com fortable 
liv ing  from their efforts.

Tom bought the place In 1949, 
and paid it out in 1951. He has 
an  e igh t inch well w ith  a 30

HP electric m otor for Irrigation, 
and  seldom  does he use m ore 
th a n  h is m inim um  am oun t of 
electricity.

W ith 15 acres of cotton a llo t­
m ent p lan ted  in Georgia Em phc, 
Tom has 16 acres of new  com ­
bine hegari and  four acres of 
new hybrid grain  sorghum s in 
an  experim ent cooperating w ith  
th e  County Agent. Mrs. M organ 
h as a vegetab le  and flower g a r ­
den, and  16 cherry trees.

Due to fam ily com m itm ents, 
Mrs. M organ has been unab le  to 
can  or freeze very m uch th is 
sum m er, but even if sne  had. 
there  would be a problem  of 
sto rage space, w ith  all the  vege 
tab les and  fru it canned  in p re ­
vious sum m ers.

The cherry trees yielded m ore 
than  100 gallons of pie cherries 
th is sum m er, som e of w hich w ere 
frozen, and  the rest sold.

Tom 's cotton is heavily  fruited 
and ou tsiders estim ate  he w ill 
m ake from 1'* to possibly two 
bales per acre, barrin g  hail or 
o ther m isfortune.

He g inned  19 bales las t year, 
and  th e  year before th a t he re a l­
ized $5700 from h is cotton crop.

M organ ow ns and  operates a 
sm all Ford trac to r w ith  im ple­
m ents, and  does all his own 
field work, w ith  the exception 
of occasional listing  done lor 
h im  by a  neighbor.

He p lan ted  his cotton May 3 
a n d  h is feed on M ay 12. The 
lan d  w as pre-irrigated , but no 
fertilizer has been applied  on 
any  of th e  40 acres.

By ro ta ting  h is row crops w ith 
Tom feels he has kept
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servatlon  d is tric ts  o r in terested  
ind iv iduals. T he  boys th is  y e a r 
w ill come as  fa r north  a s  A m ar­
illo. south to H ebbronville, H ous­
ton on the sou theast, D ecatur on 
th e  n o rtheast and S te rling  City 
on th e  west.

D uring the w eek in cam p  they  
will s tudy  th e  re la tio n sh ip  of 
p lan ts, an im a ls  and w ild life  to  
th e  soil and  w ill m ak e  field  
tr ip s  to  nearby  ranches, to  th e  
Kerr W ildlife lu-fuge a rea  and  
Sonora E xperim ent S tation .

The 
problem  h a s  become serious 
enough , say s  Fred C. E llio tt, e x ­
tension  cotton w ork specialist, to 
w a rran t a be ltw ide cam p a ig n  of 
e lim ination .

A chief source of c o n ta m in a ­
tion  is believed to  com e from  the 
use of ta r  coa tings for pick  sacks. 
But. according to E lliott, ta r  spo ts 
m a y  a lso  get in to  th e  unginru-d 
cotton from  ta r  tracked  in to  the 
tra ile r  or w agon, from ta r  throw n 
in to  th e  co tton  w hen the tra ile r  
is pu lled  over roads coated  w ith 
ta r  or from  ta r  spots left in  the 
tra ile r  o r truck.

But th is artic le  w as by a m an  w ho w asn 't 
proposing we h ire  a rain  m aker for a few isolated 
spots, hut for huge sections of the country. As he 
view ed it. an  a ttem pt should be m ade to m ake 
m ore ra in  fa ll over wWit* a reas  of the U nited 
S ta tes  w here it’s dry.

Now th is  sounds like a good proposal to  m e 
and w on't oust nearly  a s  m uch as foreign aid w ith 
very little  difference in th e  results. In fact, a ll it 
lacks really  is one th in e ; a  m an w ho has d iscov­
ered the trick of m ak ing  it rain  for sure. I know 
in every dry spot in th e  country cand ida tes  in 
variab ly  include in th e ir p latform  a m ention of 
the need to  do som eth ing  about the droutli situ 
ation, but it 's  sort of like being opposed to h igher 
taxes, a ll can d id a tes  a re  bu t taxes ha 
in any  direction but up during  my lifetim e.

But w hat I sta rted  out to  say w as if they can ’t 
find th is m an. I'll subsiitu te . I'll adm it I can 't 
m ake it ra in , arty m ore th an  Dulles can  m ake 
Egypt behave, but I'm  perfectly w illing  to tak e  
credit for any  rain th a t fa lls , if there 's  pay in It 
for me. And if I go in to  th is  type of work. I'd w ant 
to go in on a bip scale . No sm all, isolated spots 
for me.

Retail sales and  em ploym ent have been kept 

up  by ex tensive local and  na tiona l advertising . 
The la tte r  h as  been g rea tly  aided  by photography, 
color prin ting , radio, and  now TV. U nless som e­
th ing  unexpected happens to  shake  conditions, re 
ta il sa les  w ill be fu rther s tim u la ted  by a ir  cond i­
tion ing  an d  self-service. Some day  a little  oxygen 
will be fed in to  air-cond ition ing  system s, w hich 
w ill be a ,great b lessing to all.

I, however, w ish to refer th is  w eek to "pills" 
w hich a re  being used so unnecessarily  by w ag e­
w orkers. m any  of w hom  leave hom e w ithout a 
real b reakfast. The "coffee b reak" is the most a p ­
paren t developm ent In th is line. The m ilk  and  
su g a r a re  real food; but th e  coffee Is only a te m ­
porary s tim u lan t las ting  a t most one h a lf  hour. 
Those w orking on con tinuous-line  production — 
w ho m ust keep u p  w ith th e  speud of the bells — 
often use dexedrino  pills. These tend to  keep one 
aw ak e  and  supp ly  "pep". They don’t w ork w ith 
all |>eople who really  need better m eals and  more 
sleep.

ASTOUNDING STATISTICS
But consider th e  follow ing s ta tis tic s  on pills 

w hich a re  being used today  — not by sick people 
— but those who a re  em ployed in factories, r e ­
ta il stores and  offices. T he follow ing figures have

| be to  give pills, free, to custom rs a s  th ey  en te r 
the store! Such pills w ould keep them  longer on 
the ir ach ing  fi>et and  give them  courage to buy 

| m ore goods. All of these s tim u lan ts  a re  in a d d i­
tion to the h ig h b a lls  and  doses of w hiskey or

brandy  lukeri regu larly  at home

Contrary to the wit who once 
remarked that we are "fortuttute 
that we arc not getting all of the 
government we are paying for," we 
actually have been getting co' x 
siderably more thun we have beeh 
paving for. In the past 25 years, 
Washington has spent almost $300 
billion more than it has rolltcted 
in taxes That's the public debt.

We once had a Vice President, 
Henry Wallace, who said we 
shouldn't be concerned over the 
sire of the public debt because, 
after all. w e only owe it to our­
selves. Maybe so. but our grand­
children will be trying to pay It off

There are some 4 000 Federal 
departments, agencies and cor- 
missions in Washington. Ydl. 
fewer than half of all Federal em­
ployees work in Washington. In 
several. If not most. States, the 
number of Federal employees is 
larger than the number working 
for the State and local govern­
ments.

Take, for example, Just one of 
those 4,000 Washington bureaus— 
the Agriculture Department. Out 
of 61,000 full-time employees, only 
about 7,000 work in Washington.XThere are another 20.000 part-tin^' 
USDA employees, all of x 
work outside Washington

Government checks, for per- 
riiern work, go to an additional 
90,000 to 100.000 part-time field 
workers for just one USDA agency 
the Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service. To super­
vise those workers, the USDA 
maintains 2,961 county offices em­
ploying some 13.000 full-time em­
ployees.

F e d e r a l  Government still U 
growing. Additional employe ‘ 
will be hired to administer mativ 
of the 1000 new laws. For ex'- 
ample. it probably will take 10 000 
more workers to administer Just 
one of tlxose, .the Soil Rank pro­
gram.
