McCleary logs

The sky's never been a limit for
Charles McCleary. The Ozona pilot
logged his 10,000th bour Jan. 8. This

is the equivalent of one year and 51
days in the air.

"'m just eat up withit," McCleary
said of his love of flying. "Iliveit, eat
it, drink it."

McCleary has been around planes
and flying all his life. His father, C.
A. McCleary, was a member of the
Army Air Corps and became a Flying
Tiger in World War II.

Charles first started flying when
the family lived in the St. Joseph, MO,
area. The McClearys moved to Dal-
las in 1962, and Charles earned his
pilot's license in 1966 at the age of 18.
He started flying in a Beechcraft Mus-
keteer and "then found out there were
better airplanes. Cessna Rules!"
McCleary said.

Deciding to get in some flying
hours, the two McClearys bought a
Cessna 180 in 1972. Charles was
working as the manager of a home
improvement center when they bought
the plane, and before long the lure of
the airport and flying led him to miss
work. "A mechanic out there hired
me," Charles said, and this led to the

10,000th hour

airplane maintenance business he has
today.

After a stint in the National
Guard, McCleary finished college. He
completed Braniff Flight Engineering
School about the time the airline went
bankrupt.

Jay Miller had an ad in the Dal-
las Morning News "Brush pilot
needed," and the rest is Ozona history.
McCleary flew to the Miller Ranch in
the 180. After landing there and meet-
ing Miller, he was told "You came in
that, you got the job if you want it".

Miller put Charles up in the hotel
here for a week to see if he liked the
job and the town. "I didn't even go
home for a month," said McCleary.

He flew for Miller until 1983,
then opened a maintenance service at
the Ozona airport. He also ran a char-
ter service for the first two years he
was in the maintenance business until
"the insurance got too expensive".

McCleary does major and minor
engine overhauls, A-frame repairs and
annuals (an inspection which is re-
quired each year) as part of his main-
tenance service. Ozona's volume of
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Water rates
increase

Water bills mailed this week re-
flect a change in rates which went into
effect Jan. 1, said Dee Keilers, man-
ager of Crockett County Water Con-
trol and Improvement District #1.

Ozona customers who are not
served through a re-pump process
which delivers water to elevated lo-
cations have been charged $7.50 for
up to 3,000 gallons and .95 per thou-
sand over 3,001 gallons. This will in-
crease to $14.00 up to 3,000 gallons
with an added charge of $1.30 per
thousand for 3,001 to 10,000 gallons
and $1.45 per thousand over 10,001
gallons.

The $10.50 sewer fee remains the
same at this time. The sanitation fee
continues to be $12.00, and the tax
of .75 remains the same.

Total minimum bill for these cus-
tomers will increase from $30.75 to
$37.25.

Ozona re-pump customers and
those at Crockett Heights have been
paying $8.25 up to 3,000 gallons with
re-pump customers charged, $1.00 per
thousand over 3,001 gallons. This
charge for Crockett Heights' custom-
ers was $1.05 per thousand over 3,001
gallons.

Under the new rate, the amounts
are the same for Ozona re-pump and
Crockett Heights, $14.75 up to 3,000
gallons, $1.45 per thousand for 3,001
to 10,000 gallons and $1.60 per thou-
sand over 10,001 gallons.

Sewer, sanitation and tax rates
remain the same as for regular Ozona
customers.

Rates for the Ozonare-pump and
Crockett Heights' customers will
change {rom $31.50 to $38.00 for the
minimum bill.

New minimum rates of $14.00,
$15.00 and $16.00 were considered by
the board as proposed minimums for
3,000 gallons. The $14.00 amount was
chosen because of the number of cus-
tomers on fixed incomes according to
Dee Keilers.

These increases were put in place
to fund the annual debt payment of
$256,809.28 on the $3,000,000.00
improvement bond.

No operating cost increases or
wastewater improvements are being
funded through this rate increase,
Keilers said. The water rates are based
on an assumed average use of 17,500
gallons per month per customer. "This
increase is estimated to meet the de-
mand we had," Keilers said. "A rainy
year could cause a shortfall (in rev-
enue)."

Water rates per 5,000 gallons for
West Texas towns show the follow-
ing: Alpine $17.00, Presidio $15.05,
Ballinger $20.75, Big Lake $13.90,
Crane $20.08, Sonora $13.55, Marfa
$14.85, Junction $14.22, McCamey

Eden $16.40, Menard $14.10, Iraan
$13.45, Robert Lee $13.80, Sterling
City $14.50, Rankin $10.93, Bronte
$14.50, Mertzon $21.00. Ozona's rate
for 5,000 gallons would be $16.60.

Johnny Jones appointed county judge

John Robert "Johnny" Jones was appointed county judge at a meeting of commissi‘oners Aoour,t Jan. 26. He will
fill the two-year unexpired term created by the resignation of Jeffrey Sutton.
Jones was administered the oath of office by his brother, 112th District Judge Brock Jones, during a noon

meeting of the court.

"I'm excited about it," Jones said of his appointment. "I'm looking forward to it. I've always been interested in

the county and what goes on here."

The new judge comes from a line of Crockett County judges. His father, Martin Brock Jones Sr., served from
Jan. 1, 1962, until his death Nov. 22, 1965. Johnny s mother, Bernice Bailey Jones, filled her husband's unexplred
term and was elected to another term, serving from Nov. 22, 1965 until Dec. 31, 1970. o

Johnny Jones was later elected county judge and served from 1977 to 1983.

"We're lucky we have the simplified system (of government) that we do have," Jones said, referring to the lack of
city government here. "Although there's a lot more for commissioners to deal with, it's a challenge of personal

interest to all of us (on the court)."

"In a small town with small government, everyone is affected by everything that goes on in county government."
Jones said that he plans to run for the office of county judge when the time comes.

: Johnny Jones was born in 1941 in Houston. He graduated from Ozona High School in 1960 and served in the U.
S. Army before earning a degree from Texas Tech University. Jones is a lifetime rancher, -a realtor and has owned
various retail businesses through the years. He is a past president of Ozona Chamber of Commerce and Ozona Lions
Club and a past district director of the Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers Association. He has served on the school board
and hospital board and resigned as a director of Emerald Underground Water District in order to serve as judge.

AUSTIN, Texas, Jan. 22,2001 —
Natural gas prices, which have con-
tinued to skyrocket over the last sev-
eral months, have forced American
Electric Power’s (AEP) West Texas
Utilities Company (WTU) subsidiary
to file a request with the Public Util-
ity Commission of Texas (PUCT) on
January 19, 2001 for permission to
increase fuel factors used to calculate
the fuel charge portion of customer
bills. This request is necessary in or-
der to reflect the current expected
costs of fuel.

If approved as requested, the new
fuel factor would increase the typical
WTU residential customer bills by
$10.65 per month beginning in March.
The requested fuel factors will recover
over the period March through De-
cember 2001 an additional $43 mil-
lion in expected fuel costs.

“Natural gas prices in December
2000 were three-to-four times higher
than prices during December 1999,”
said David Carpenter, AEP director of
Texas Regulatory Services. “Despite
the fact that 43.4 percent of WTU’s
generation is fueled by low-cost coal,
the sheer magnitude of the continued
increases in the price of natural gas
since last summer forces WTU to re-
quest a fuel factor increase.”

Fuel costs are an expense of gen-
erating electricity, which WTU must
pay to fuel suppliers. WTU does not
make any profit on fuel costs as the
PUCT requires that these costs be
passed through to customers at the
price paid by WTU.

Investor-owned electric utilities
in Texas, like WTU, are required by
the PUCT to use fuel factors based on
cost estimates to collect the projected
cost of fuel used to generate electric-
ity at their power plants. When the
actual cost of fuel exceeds that which
customers are paying in their monthly
bills, then WTU under-collects the
costs of fuel used for the generation
of electricity. When fuel costs are an-
ticipated to change from their current
levels for an extended period of time,
the electric utility may request permis-
sion to adjust the monthly fuel factors
used to determine the fuel charge por-
tion of customers’ bills.

Without the increase in fuel fac-
tors, WTU projects that it will under-

recover fuel and purchased power

costs by approximately $43 million
“for the peniod from March through De-
cember 2001. Consequently, WTU is
requesting permission to adjust the
fuel factors used to calculate the fuel
charge portion of customer bills. At
some point in the near future, WTU
likely will have to request permission
to recover through a surcharge fuel
costs that the company has under-re-
covered over the last several months.

If approved as requested, the new
fuel factors would go into effect in
March. The new fuel factor would in-
crease bills for typical residential cus-
tomers using 1,000 kilowatthours a
month by $10.65 a month for the pe-
riod from March through December
2001. :

However, the typical WTU resi-
dential customer does not use 1,000
kWh per month. Based on the most
recent twelve months of data avail-
able, a typical WTU residential cus-
tomer uses, on average, 904 kWh per

month, which means that the new fuel
factors would result in a monthly in-
crease of $9.19.

WTU will publish notices of the
filing in selected newspapers with
general circulation throughout the
company’s service area. WTU also
will provide individual notice to the
governing bodies of all incorporated
municipalities retaining original juris-
diction.

planes is good. Last year McCleary
annualed 23 planes based in Crockett
County, two from Eldorado and two
from Iraan.

In April of 1999 he bought the
airport's fuel service from Mary Jo
Hearne. McCleary lives at the airport,
a facility he characterizes as among
the best small airports in Texas.

The Ozona airport was one of the
first in the state to get a global posi-
tioning system approach, the GPS-16.
It will get planes down to 559'.

The airport was enlarged through
construction which began in 1997 and
was completed in 1998. A new
6,000'x75' runway was built with a
new parking apron and 15 tie-downs
and connecting taxiways.

Since McCleary bought the fuel
system, it has been moved, separat-
ing the types of fuel and eliminating
the chance of misfueling. The most
recent addition to the airportis a new,.
office. The building is one of the por-
table classrooms bought from the
school system. The building is not
complete, it remains to be bricked. An
open house is in the planning stage,
McCleary said.

Since the airport improvements,

two weather modification planes have
been based here, and a third, a Cessna

340, is expected to arrive by the end
of March. Fred Jones has been the lead
weather modification pilot with
McCleary at parttime, but those roles
have reversed now.

Both men attended a Cessna 340
ground and flight school in San
Angelo Jan. 19 to qualify to pilot the
new plane. Ice and snow were factors
during the school, McCleary said
when asked about flying in bad
weather situations. :

Privacy issues to be debated

by 77th Texas

By Dolph Tillotson

If you are interested in open gov-

: ernment, there is an issue that should

grab your attention as the Texas Leg-
islature convenes. That issue may be
a Surprising one — privacy.

In the Legislature, privacy is this
year’s version of motherhood —
everybody’s for it, nobody’s against
it.

In an increasingly complex
world, one in which the crime of iden-
tity theft occurs regularly and comput-
erized medical histories may be used
to deny insurance or turn down a job
applicant, privacy is indeed a legiti-
mate concern.

The Legislature still should be
careful not to let this march to privacy
become a dangerous stampede.

Roughly 20 bills already have
been filed dealing with, among other
things, the privacy of motor vehicle
accident records, those in family abuse
shelters, against discrimination in in-
surance and hiring based on medical
records, even for those with handgun
permits.

The crown jewel of all this is HIR
15, authored by Rep. Susanna Gratia
Hupp. It calls for a Constitutional
amendment asserting: “The right of
every individual to privacy is recog-
nized and may not be infringed with-
out the showing of a compelling state
interest that may not be achieved in a
less intrusive and more reasonable
manner.”

" What exactly does that mean in
the real world? it sounds laudable, but
is it?

Privacy protection already is pro-
tected in criminal and civil law.
There’s no doubt the proposal would
put many years of legal precedent in
doubt, leading to frivolous lawsuits
against government and media.

As Legislators ponder all these
new privacy laws, they should remem-
ber several important concepts:

« Effectiveness. Many so-
called privacy laws purport to protect
people against such evils as stalking
or identity theft. Yet closing public
records to accomplish that usually
does not work. In the age of informa-
tion, information is almost always
available from multiple sources. Clos-

-ing publicrecords creates a headache

for the'law-abiding and usually does:

Legislature

nothing to deter evildoers.

e The tradition of openness.
Many of the records to be closed os-
tensibly for privacy reasons are open
by state law for good reason. The
records are owned by the public, paid
for by the public and used by the pub-
lic. The state of Texas — most states,
in fact — have gone to pains to en-
sure they are open to the public.

*  Predictable and negative re-
percussions. Insofar as the battle for
privacy means closing public agencies
and records once open, it can cause
easily foreseeable problems — if any-
one takes the time to think of them. In
1997, the state passed a bill, promoted
as an anti-stalking law, closing motor
vehicle accident records. Suddenly,
the media no longer could write sto-
ries about dangerous intersections.
Government agencies could not share
information, even with one another.
Texas newspapers sued the state to
have the law set aside, and they won.

o The bad guys. Consider the
public and private sponsors of all such
legislation. Many lobbying groups in
Texas will use the popular issue of
privacy to seek protection from legiti-
mate' public scrutiny. They may use
that issue to close free public access
to information while selling that same
information to those willing to pay for
it.

Much privacy legislation is be-
nign and even useful. Newspapers
usually won’t fight it.

The point is, however, that Leg-
islators, considering their votes on
hundreds of bills, should not assume
that anything labeled as a privacy bill
is necessarily a good thing.

The American tradition of open-
ness in government and a free press
carries with it, unfortunately, some
small loss of privacy. In retum, citi-
zens have unprecedented knowledge
of their government and ownership of
the government’s records. There is
enormous value in that.

The balance between openness
and privacy is a delicate one, and our

‘ Legislature must be thoughtful and

careful to maintain it, especially this
year.
