P u t tim e on y ou r 
side w hen a  h ea rt 
a ttack  s trikes

When a heart attack strikes, 
the window for recovery and sur-; 
vival becomes narrower with ev­
ery minute that passes, says Dr. ■ 
Ellen Keeley of UT Southwestern 
Medical Center at Dallas.

"A delay in seeking medical 
treatment after the onset of symp­
toms greatly increases a patient's 
risk of developing complications 
and death and may decrease the 
e ffec tiv en ess  o f em ergency  
angioplasty," says Keeley, assis­
tant professor of internal medi­
cine.

Angioplasty - inserting a bal­
loon into the blocked artery and 
inflating it to clear blockage - has 
been shown to be the most effec­
tive treatment for acute heart at­
tacks. The sooner this procedure 
is perform ed, the g rea ter the 
chance for a patient's full recov­
ery.

"It is crucial that patients 
know who to recognize the signs 
of heart attack and take them se­
riously," says Keeley. "We, as doc­
tors, have an unparalleled tool for 
treatment, but we have to count 
on the patients to put time on our 
side."

Kidney stones are one of life's 
more painful disorders and have 
been around for at least 7,000 
years, as discovered in an Egyp­
tian mummy.

Modem lifestyles, however, 
can exacerbate kidney stones, 
which can contain a variety of 
substances, most commonly, cal­
cium and uric acid. Dr. Orson Moe 
of UT Southwestern Medical Cen­
ter at Dallas says there are ways 
to prevent kidney stones from 
forming.

In general, drinking up to 12 
full glasses of water daily will 
help to dilute or flush away sub­
stances that form stones, says 
Moe, associate professor of inter­
nal medicine. Avoiding excessive 
protein intake can also reduce the 
risk.

It is estimated that 10 percent 
to 20 percent of Americans at one 
point will have a kidney stone, 
which can be as small as a grain 
of sand or as big as a golf ball. 
Stones occur more frequently in 
men, but the number of women 
afflicted has been increasing. Kid­
ney stones strike most people be­
tween the ages of 20 and 40.

Moe says signs of a possible 
kidney stone include extreme pain 
in the back or side that will not go 
away, blood in the urine, fever and 
chills, vomiting, urine that smells 
bad or looks cloudy, and a burn­
ing feeling during urination. If you 
are experiencing any o f these 
symptoms, Moe says, see your 
physician as soon as possible.

W hat Can Lower High 
Cholesterol?

Start with what you eat. 
Eating the right foods can help.

Less Saturated Fats.

Cut back on foods high in 
saturated (i.e. animal) fats. Sub­
stitute non-fat milks and low-fat 
dairy products for whole milk and 
cheese.

More Healthy Oils.

Use canola or olive oil. 
These oils help you to control your 
total cholesterol much better than 
butter, shortening and stick mar­
garine. Avoid coconut or palm oils. 
Instead of mayonnaise, use non-fat 
yogurt (1/2 cup), fresh herbs (tea­
spoon) and a dash o f soy sauce.

More Fiber.

Eat whole-grain breads and 
whole-grain cereals. Try to eat five

Eat a lot o f vegetables, es­
pecially the brightly colored ones. 
Steam them, or eat them raw.

What is cholesterol? Less meat.

Cholesterol is made by the 
liver but also supplied in the diet 
through anim al products. A l­
though cholesterol is needed to 
form  nerves and certa in  hor­
mones, our bodies make enough 
cholesterol to accomplish this -  
we don’t need additional dietary 
cholesterol found in meats, poul­
try, fish and dairy products.

What’s so dangerous about 
high cholesterol?

When there is too much 
cholesterol in the blood, it builds 
up in the walls o f the arteries and 
forms plaques. Over time, this 
build-up narrow s the arteries, 
which can reduce blood flow to the 
heart. If blood clots form at these 
narrowings, they can completely 
cut off the blood supply to the heart, 
resulting in a heart attack.

Select lean cuts o f red meat. 
Cut or drain fat from ground meat 
and remove skin from chicken. 
Substitute dishes such as brown 
rice and beans for meat. Eat lean 
sources of protein, such as skin­
less turkey breast, egg whites and 
fish. Eat fish and skinless chicken 
instead o f red meats like ground 
beef or steak.

More Exercise.

Get in motion. Check with 
your doctor first. Find out what 
is right for you. Go for a walk. 
Take the stairs. Dance. Exercise 
a minimum o f 30 minutes a day, 
most days of the week.

Medication, if needed.

What can you do?

Cholesterol levels are im­
pacted by different factors. A diet 
high in saturated (i.e. animal) fat 
can lead to high cholesterol. Be­
ing overweight and physically 
inactive can also affect choles­
terol. So can smoking.

The American Heart Asso­
ciation recommends that every­
one age 20 years and older should 
have their cholesterol levels mea-

. M edication can help you 
control your cholesterol. Ask your 
doctor if you need to take medica­
tion to help lower your numbers.

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Identity theft and you....

Growing numbers o f people 
are learn ing  tha t crooks and 
thieves are using their Social Se­
curity numbers and other identi­
fying information to open credit 
accounts and damage their credit 
ratings. It's called identity theft.

If you are the victim o f  iden­
tity theft, the Federal Trade Com­
mission recommends taking these 
three steps. First, contact the fraud 
departments o f each o f the three 
m ajor credit bureaus. Second, 
contact the creditors for any ac­
counts that have been tampered 
w ith  or opened  fraudulently . 
Third, file a report with your lo­
cal police.

Frequently, victims o f these 
crimes turn to the Social Security 
Administration for help. Unfortu­
nately, we cannot play any role in 
resolving damage done to their 
good names and credit. That must 
be worked out with the appropri­
ate credit agencies. What we can 
do is fix a Social Security eam-

Expert: m em ory does 
not decline w ith age

Feeling forgetful? Don’t au­
tom atically blame your "aging 
brain". A Baylor College o f Medi­
cine expert says that memory loss 
has relatively little to do with 
growing old.

"There is the assumption that 
memory fails when we get older 
when in fact, memory stays stable 
into old age," said  Dr. A nita 
Woods, a geriatrician at Baylor’s 
Huffington Center on Aging.

Woods adds that there are 
some normal changes in memory 
function expected as we age. The 
delayed recollection o f names, for 
example, may not be diie to a de­
teriorating brain, but to a slowed 
down central nervous system and 
decreased cognitive energy.

Older brains have an incred­
ible potential for regeneration and 
growth, she said. Just as the body 
needs to be conditioned to stay 
healthy, it is important to exercise 
your brain with mental activities 

,kefif(,newo|i% firing at^an*.^d~ 
age.

"Meaningful .mental activi­
ties, whether it’s doing a cross­
word puzzle or debating w ith 
loved ones or friends, keeps the 
mind active," she said. "Also, a 
high level o f social engagement 
is correlated with good memory 
performance in old age."

When older individuals for­
get something they often panic, 
assuming their m ind is failing 
them, she said. This self-perpetu­
ating thinking increases anxiety, 
w hich  in ad v e rten tly  b locks 
memory. Woods advises seniors to 
relax when they have trouble re­
membering something.

DALLAS - A cancer we don't 
really like to talk about happens 
to be one of the deadliest.

Colorectal cancer is the sec­
ond deadliest cancer in the United 
States. It kills more people every 
year than breast cancer or pros­
tate cancer. Only lung cancer 
causes more deaths.

Nearly 150,000 new cases of 
colorectal cancer are diagnosed 
every year, and more than 50,000 
people die of the disease, accord­
ing to the Cancer Research Foun­
dation of America. f

Fortunately, this is one of the 
most preventable forms of cancer. 
D octors at UT Southw estern  
Medical Center at Dallas say that 
early detection makes colorectal 
cancer 75 to 85 percent treatable. 
The cancer starts in colon polyps, 
and if these are removed before 
they become cancerous, it greatly 
reduces the chance that cancer 
will develop.

Colon polyps don 't really 
have any obvious symptoms, so 
the key to preventing colon can­
cer is regular screenings. Dr. 
Clifford Simmang, a surgeon at 
UT Southwestern Medical, rec­
ommends regular screenings for 
colon cancer for al people - men 
and women - over the age of 50.

Lifestyle factors also make a 
difference for preventing colon 
cancer A low-fat diet high in fruits 
and vegetables, along with regu­
lar exercise, appears to help lower 
cancer risks. Simmang says a 
healthy diet and exercise keep the 
immune system functioning bet­
ter.

ings record to ensure that only 
earnings properly belonging to 
individual Social Security number 
holders are on their records. And 
in extreme circumstances we can 
issue a new Social Security num­
ber to som eone w hose cred it 
records have been damaged be­
yond repair.

But our larger role is in help­
ing prevent people from becom­
ing victims o f identity theft. Our 
message is a simple one; safe­
guard your Social Security num­
ber. But I know that's often easier 
said than done in today's society. 
It sometimes seems that every­
where you go, people ask for your 
Social Security number. Part o f 
the problem is that there is no law 
that prevents businesses and gov­
ernment agencies from using the 
Social Security number for record 
keeping purposes. On the other 
hand, there's no law that says you 
have to give them your number.

But many times, the choice 
of withholding your number is not 
made so easily. If  you really want 
a credit card from a certain store, 
for example, and the store won't 
issue you a card without a Social 
Security number, you'll have to 
make a judgment call. Which do 
you want more: the credit card or 
your privacy? You can try asking 
if there is any way to get the credit 
card without your Social Security 
number. Sometimes the business 
will use some other number for 
record keeping purposes.

Here's another bit o f advice 
that falls into the "ounce o f pre­
vention is worth a pound o f cure" 
category. Don't carry your Social 
Security card in your wallet or 
purse. About the only time you 
need to show someone your ac­
tual Social Security card is if  
you're applying for a job or trying 
to collect some kind o f govern­
ment benefit. In most other situa­
tions, you are asked for your So­
cial Security number only, not the 
card. And you probably have your 
number memorized. So keep your 
Social Security card at home with 
your other important papers.

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G irl Scout research institute study reveals g irls’ top fears
If  you think typical tweens 

and teens are most fearful o f be­
ing k idnapped  or physica lly  
harmed, then think again. Fear o f > 
being teased,judged and betrayed - 
are among their top concerns, a c - . 
cording to a new study from the 
G irl Scout Research Institute 
(GSR), conducted with Harris In­
teractive, Inc. The study, titled 
Feeling Safe: What Girls Say, ex­
amines feelings and perceptions 
about safety o f 2,341 Girl Scouts 
and non-Girl Scouts ages 8-17.

"Findings in this study reveal 
that girls are equally concerned 
about their emotional and physi­
cal safety, and threats to feelings 
o f  safety negatively impact the 
quality of a girl’s life," said Nancy 
Henderson, Executive Director, 
Girl Scouts - El Camino Council 
in San Angelo. "As the leader on 
issues o f relevance to girls, our 
goal is to bring attention to their 
concerns in the El Camino com­
munity and empower girls and 
adults in their lives to develop ef­
fective coping methods."

G irls’ Fears Defined: While 
girls in the study listed kidnap­
pers, terrorists, theft, being left 
alone, gang violence and school 
shootings among those things that 
make them feel physically unsafe, 
emotional safety is of top concern 
in their everyday lives.

Most girls in the study define 
safety through their relationships 
with others. Girls say they feel 
safest when they are with people 
they love, with mothers and fa­
thers topping the list. However, as 
teens grow older their trust in 
adults tends to dim inish. The * 
study reveals that almost one-  ̂
quarter o f teens have fewer than 
three adults they can go to if  they 
are in trouble or need help.

"When you are a teenager, 
you’re not so sure o f yourself and 
you don’t have self-esteem, and 
your parents (just) say get over it." 
-A ge 16

More than one-third o f teens 
worry about finding peers to talk 
to and trust, while 38 percent o f 
tween and teen girls worry about 
their emotional safety when they 
are -with their peers. , 4^ *

"A lot o f people tease. Rather 
than physical bullying, there’s a 
lot o f emotional bullying, like 

judging, (and) I don’t like that." - 
Age 15

W hen asked what worries 
them most in their every day lives 
- 3 2 percent o f girls said they fear 
being teased.

"A broken arm can heal, but 
what about a broken heart? Words 
can burt a lot." - Age 12

Although adults may think 
teens don’t consider the conse­
quences o f risky behavior, the 
study’s findings reveal that teen 
girls feel vulnerable in situations 
where drugs and alcohol are in­
volved.

"The people around me were 
using drugs and alcohol and I felt 
very uncomfortable and unsafe." 
-A ge 12

The Domino Effect o f Feel­
ing Unsafe: "A key finding re­
veals that g ir ls ’ re lationships 
make them feel safe, or not, in a 
given space or situation," said 
Judy Schoenberg, Ed. M., lead re­
searcher for Feeling Safe, What 
Girls Say. "Consequently, girls’ 
overall well-being is diminished 
when they lack positive relation­
ships, and they may not feel safe."

Feeling safe is associated 
with the following:

>32 percent o f girls who feel 
emotionally unsafe feel they can 
do anything if  they try (compared 
to 59 percent who feel safe).

> 22 percent o f girls who feel 
emotionally unsafe often feel that 
they have no one to talk to (com­
pared to 4 percent who feel safe).

>38 percent o f girls who feel 
emotionally unsafe worry about 
finding adults to talk to and trust 
(compared to 17 percent who feel 
safe).

W h a t A d u lts  N eed  to  
Know: Findings note that girls 

.^,who generally feel unsafe inter­

nalize their concerns by crying, 
sleeping and eating more or less 
than girls who feel safe. With help 
from adults, girls need to develop 
additional strategies to deal with 
their feelings o f unsafety. Adults 
may consider partnering with girls 
to address their safety issues, ini­
tiating conversations about safety 
and understanding the seriousness 
o f their emotional distress.

.top of the screen near.-eye level. 
One should also aypid glare, keep 
the computer screen and glasses 
clean, and adjust brightness, con­
trast and font size to comfortable 
levels.

F o rtunate ly , com puter 
screens don 't dam age vision, 
Blomquist says. Relief can be as 
simple as taking more frequent 
breaks and getting proper glasses 
or contact lenses. If discomfort 
persists, he says, see an ophthal­
mologist for a thorough eye exam.
