Ensuring the consent
of the governed:

Celebrating America's commitment
to freedom of information and

""" openness'in

The celebration of our nation's
first-ever national Sunshine Week
is, at its essence, a celebration of
our nation's founding principles.

The Declaration of Indepen-
dence makes clear that our inalien-
able rights to life, liberty and the
pursuit of happiness may be se-
cured only where "Governments
are instituted among Men, deriving
their just powers from the consent

of the governed." And James Madi-

son, the father of our Constitution,
famously wrote that consent of the
governed means informed con-
sent—that "a people who mean to
be their own Governors, must arm
themselves with the power which
knowledge gives."

Our founders thus firmly be-
lieved that a free society cannot exist
without an informed citizenry and an
open and accessible government.
That is why the cause of open gov-
ernment has been a top priority
throughout my time in public service.

As Attorney General of Texas,
I was charged with the important
responsibility of enforcing and
maintaining openness in Texas gov-
emment. Open government advo-
cates have long recognized that
Texas’s open government laws are

stronger and more robust than fed-
eral open government laws.

Just last month, U.S. Sen.
Patrick Leahy, D-Vt., a longtime
champion of open government at
the federal level, and I joined forces
to introduce the OPEN Govern-
ment Act of 2005, to strengthen and
enhance our federal open govern-
ment laws. It has been nearly a de-
cade since Congress has approved
major reforms to the Freedom of
Information Act (FOIA). And the
Senate Judiciary Committee has
not convened an oversight hearing
to monitor compliance with FOIA
since 1992, So this week, I will chair
a Senate hearing to examine needed
improvements to our open govern-
ment laws.

The legislation we introduced

governmen t

contains important Congressional
findings to reiterate and reinforce
our belief that the Freedom of In-
formation Act establishes a pre-
sumption of openness, and that our
government is based not on the
need to know, but upon the funda-
mental right to know. In addition,
the bill contains more than a dozen
substantive provisions, designed to
strengthen FOIA and close loop-
holes, help FOIA requestors obtain
timely responses to their requests,
ensure that agencies have strong in-
centives to act on FOIA requests in
atimely fashion, and provide FOIA
officials with all of the tools they
need to ensure that our government
remains open and accessible.

Moreover, our legislation is
not just pro-openness, pro-account-
ability, and pro-accessibility—it is
also pro-Internet. It requires gov-
ernment agencies to establish a
hotline to enable citizens to track
their FOIA requests, including
Internet tracking, and grants the same
privileged FOIA fee status currently
enjoyed by traditional media outlets
to bloggers and others who publish
reports on the Intemet.

The OPEN Government Act is
the culmination of months of ex-
tensive discussions between my
office, Sen. Leahy’s office, and
various members of the requestor
community. After all, open govern-
ment is not a Republican or a
Democrat issue; it is an American
issue. Indeed, the bill is supported
by a broad coalition of open gov-
ernment advocates and organiza-
tions across the ideological spec-
trum as well as by Texas Attorney
General Greg Abbott.

Open government is a funda-

mental principle of our democracy. As
President Lincoln once said, "no man

- is good enough to govern another

without that person's consent"—and
of course, consent is meaningless if it
is not informed consent. For that very
reason, the cause of open government
is as American as our commitment
to constitutional democracy.
Cornyn is a U.S. Senator from
Texas and a member of the Senate
Judiciary Committee. He previ-
ously served as Texas attorney gen-
eral and supreme court justice and
received the James Madison Award
Jfrom the Freedom of Information
Foundation of Texas in 2001.

I read somewhere that the
world is growing by 168 peo-
ple every minute... and I suspect
all of them are moving to my
small town.

The global village is getting
far too crowded for my tastes. Ac-
cording to my outdated encyclo-
pedia the population density of the
entire planet 'is 117 people per
square mile. So, the United States
at 76 persons per square mile
looks rather uncluttered. Especial-
ly when you compare it to a place
called Macao, which evidently has
never heard of sex education, with
a population density of 69,000
people per square mile!

- AUSTIN - It
wasn't quite as
big a deal as
some  other
dates this
month - Texas
Independence
Day (March 2)
and the anni-

fall of the Alamo (March 6) - but
March 11 loomed large in the
Legislature.

That day, the 60th of this
legislative session, was the last
day lawmakers could file bills or
joint resolutions.

After the 60-day deadline
only local bills, emergency
appropriations and bills on
issues the governor declares to
be an emergency can be filed.

The only other way to get a,
non-emergency - bill considered
takes a four-to-five vote to
waive the rules.

As of closing time March
11, House members had filed
4,395 measures, while their
Senate colleagues had placed
2,199 pieces of legislation in the
hopper. That adds up to 6,594
measures ranging from resolu-
tions honoring someone on a
milestone birthday to bills that
will change the way Texans pay
their taxes.

So far, the Legislature has
passed 853 measures - mainly
non-controversial resolutions.

The deadline day saw the
filing of 863 bills, the most for
any single day since bill pre-fil-
ing began last Nov. 8. March 10
was almost as busy, with 651
measures filed. In fact, the last
three days for bill filling are
always the busiest.

Last session, more than 20
percent of the legislation was
filed on days 58, 59 and 60.
