It's the Pitts

Feed the
Farmer

The D.C. fat cats are talking
about “THE FARM PROBLEM”
once again in Congress. The real
farm problem'is Congress. And

ithe President. And the multina-

tional conglomerates who want to
trade away our future and flood
our market with foreign food so
that they can sell their computers,
Hollywood movies and “intellec-
tual property” overseas. Al-
though, becoming dependent on
countries who hate our guts does
not sound too “intellectual” to me.
Abandoning domestic production
and importing more foreign food
may look good on paper but you
can’t eat paper... or DVD’s and
hard drives. And Disney movies
aren’t exactly a staple of life.

The theory is that we should
sacrifice our farmers and depend
on foreigners for our food be-
cause we are now just one big
worldwide happy family. If Chi-
nese farmers earning the equiva-
lent of $15 per month can produce
food cheaper than our own in the fer-
tile fields of California or Iowa then
by all means we should do business
with them. Even though China
wanted to nuke us off the face of the
earth just a few years ago.

I don’t know when we lost our
respect for farmers and ranchers
in this country. It seems like yes-
terday that we’d sit down to a
bountiful dinner and thank God
and the farmers for feeding us.
Now we blame them for the bud-
get deficit, greenhouse gasses and
for fouling their own environment.
We take away their water for more
important uses than growing food,
like golf courses and sucker fish.
In America’s eyes farmers and
ranchers have gone from being the
salt of the earth to the salt in the
wound. We seem to prefer foreign
farmers over our own homegrown
ones and want our landscape filled
with wildlife preserves and subdi-
visions, not farms.

The nation that taught the
world how to farm now wants to
buy its oranges from Chile, its
beef from Brazil and its grain
from the lowest bidder. As a re-
sult the heartland of America is
changing from the breadbasket of
the world to a basket case. We talk

about homeland security and then
buy that most basic ingredient of
life, food, from foreigners.

I don’t get it... in one short
generation America lost its fond-
ness for the farmer. Perhaps it’s
because that generation never
went hungry or wondered where
their next meal was coming from.

Forty years ago I remember
visiting my father’s Missouri
folks. All they had were the sim-
ple pleasures of agriculture and
each other. Security to them was
a family and a garden close by.
Their pump house was full of
canned peaches and their cellar
with jars of green beans. A freez-
er held half a beef with another
in reserve still chewing its cud.
They saved back a little seed ev-
ery year for they’d learned their
lesson well. You see, they lived
through a time we call the Great
Depression. A natural disaster
mingled with a political one and
the crops withered right along
with a generation’s hopes and
dreams. My grandparents were
temporarily blown out of the dust
bowl to the land of milk and hon-
ey, only to find that the milk had
gone sour and hunger stung worse
than any bee. America’s larder
was empty. People went hungry.
Dinner was tightening your belt
another notch. It’s hard to believe
now but it happened here and it

so scarred and scared a genera-

tion that they vowed their children
would never go hungry. They
didn’t and so food and the farmer
were taken for granted.

I hope that terrible time will
never come again in this country.
I pray there will be no more world
wars. But I fear when Congress
discusses “the farm problem” in
the future it will be because there
aren’t any. The ag schools will all
be teaching marketing, Nebraska
will be a Buffalo Common,
there’ll be no room in the condo
for a victory garden and a gener-
ation that knew how to farm will
be planted in the ground or living
in town getting by on food
stamps. They’d be the only wel-
fare farmers I know.

But it can’t happen here. Can
it?

Pack safe school lunches

School children who come
home with stomach cramps,
diarrhea or vomiting may be
suffering from a “food bug”
rather than a “flu bug.”

And the sack lunches that
many of them take to school
may be the reason, said Dr.
Peggy Van Laanen, Texas
Cooperative Extension food and
nutrition specialist.

“Packing a lunch that will
be stored at room temperature
and eaten many hours later
requires special precautions,”
Van Laanen said. “Temperatures
between 40 and 140 degrees F,
also known as the ‘danger
zone,’can cause these harmful
bacteria to multiply and cause
illness.”

“Bacteria that cause food-
bome illness need moisture, the
right temperature, a food source
such as protein, and time,”
added Britta = Thompson,
Extension food and nutrition
associate. “Any moist protein
food is especially susceptible.
Foods that are handled a lot dur-
ing preparation — such as ham,
chicken or egg salad — pose an
extra risk because bacteria from
hands can spread to them.”

The experts offer the fol-

lowing advice to lessen the risk
of bringing food-borne illness
home from school:

- Maintain a clean area
when preparing sack lunches.
Make sure utensils, hands, work
areas and food containers are
clean. Wash the lunch box or
thermos after each use. If using
a paper bag, use a bag made for
food, not grocery bags that may
be contaminated from insects or
food leakage.

- Keep cold lunch foods
cold. Store lunches in a refriger-
ator. If one is not available, use
an insulated lunch box, which
will keep foods colder than
paper bags. A freezing gel, ice or
frozen drink placed in an insu-
lated lunch box will keep food
chilled. Make sure children
know to place their lunches in a
cool place out of direct sunlight.

- Keep hot lunch foods hot.
Use a clean thermos with a tight-
fitting lid for hot foods such as
chili, soups and stews. Rinse the
thermos with boiling water and
pour steaming hot food into the
thermos. The food should still
be hot at lunchtime.

- If making sandwiches
with lunch meat, keep them
cold. When purchasing lunch

meat, pay close attention to
“use-by” dates. These products
can harbor bacteria that can
grow slowly, even at refrigerator
temperatures.

- Plan a menu of properly
prepared and healthy - foods.
Foods that look or smell sour
may be contaminated with bac-
teria that cause foodbome ill-
ness. Don’t pack leftovers that
have been in the refrigerator for
an extended time, and don’t re-
pack perishable lunch items that
have not been eaten. Throw
them away.

- If a refrigerator is not
available, make -sack lunches
with foods that don’t need to be
kept cold, such as peanut butter;
dried products such as beef-
jerky; and  non-perishable
cheese and cheese spreads.
Other choices include canned
meat, poultry and seafood that
can be opened and eaten imme-
diately; fresh fruits and vegeta-
bles; and breads, cereals, and
nuts. Ready-to-eat foods in indi-
vidual servings such as pud-
dings or canned fruits make a
nice addition to sack lunches.

Bluebonnet planting time is now

Bluebonnet planting time is
now. Many people wait until they
see bluebonnet plants blooming
in the spring to begin planting.
It’s too late to plant in the spring.
Fall is the time! The sooner in the
fall (beginning in September) that
scarified seed and transplants are
planted, the larger the plants will
grow in the spring and subse-
quently more blooms will occur.

Root systems of seedlings
and transplants established in early
fall expand more and are able to
produce a larger plant when top
growth and blooms begin in the
spring. Scarified seed should be
planted in our area no later than
mid-November and transplants no
later than Valentine’s Day.
Bluebonnets will thrive in any soil
as long as it is well drained. If you
are plagued with a sticky clay soil,
try building raised (6 inches or
more) planting beds and amending
the soil with 3-4 inches of organic
matter (compost, tree leaves,
spoiled hay, etc) Don’t keep the
soil too wet; just keep it slightly
moist. Remember that once plants
become established (two or three
weeks after planting), they are
drought tolerant and one of Texas’
toughest natives.

Also remember that during
early growth, bluebonnets form
ground-hugging rosettes.
whole plant may not be over sev-
eral inches tall but the leaves may
cover an area the size of a dinner
plate. This is a natural condition
and regardless of how much one
waters or fertilizes, the plant will
not grow rapidly until the warmth
of spring initiates flower stalks. It
is also natural for the lower leaves
to turn a crimson color after the
first freeze. Beneath the rosette of
leaves, a large mass of roots is
growing. These roots have the
ability to form nitrogen-fixing
nodules which are filled with ben-
eficial bacteria that can take nitro-
gen from the atmosphere and feed

the plant. This means that fertiliza- *

mum. No additional fertilizer
needs to be added to bluebonnet
planting beds since most estab-
lished planting beds have an
abundance of plant nutrients
remaining from fertilization of
previous crops. ;

When actually planting blue-
bonnet seed, forget the idea of just
throwing or scattering the seed in
the grass! Much bluebonnet seed
has been wasted as bird feed using
this scattering technique. The seed
must be lightly covered or raked
into the soil. In naturalized fields
of bluebonnets, the seed id gradu-
ally covered by washing soil and
defoliation of weeds and grass, nut
it is covered before it actually ger-
minates. When planting a blue-
bonnet transplant, be careful not to
plant it too deeply. You will notice
that all of the leaves arise from a
central crown-like structure. This
crown should not be buried, other-
wise the plant will rot. The addi-

were not genetically created by
man; these colors have existed for
as long as bluebonnets have
bloomed. The additional colors,
which already existed in nature
and have for hundreds of years,
were simply isolated, purified and
grown in large numbers. No plant
breeding or genetic manipulation
of bluebonnets have been done
except by God. All of these colors
have been developed to enhance
the Texas state flower. Now, for
the first time in history, color pat-
terns of the state flower can be
planted and enjoyed. And, since
these colors are all naturally occur-
ring selections, they complement

each other perfectly, a making

design and color selection almost
fool-proof There is nothing prettier
that a mixed bed of pink, white
and blue bluebonnets. Through
working with Mother Nature, the
Texas state flower can now be
raised to new heights of beauty
and enjoyment.

month-long special session II of
the 79th Texas Legislature
ended.

After House and Senate
gavels signaled adjournment
sine die on Aug. 19, in the minds
of some the only thing missing
around the Capitol was a sound
resembling the release of air
from a birthday balloon. Others
thought no legislation is better
than bad legislation.

_ During the regular session
that ended May 30 and the fol-
lowing special sessions, House
and Senate majorities, in effect, ,
conceded they could not act
without hurting people who sent
them to Austin in the first place.

Lawmakers could have
knocked down property tax
levies, but not without closing
franchise tax loopholes, not
without raising cigarette and
alcohol taxes, and not without
hurting their friends in the oil
business, among others. Some
lawmakers even suggested
legalizing Las Vegas-style video
lottery terminals to generate rev-
enue. But that was a no-go.

No — not even mounting
pressure from a governor who is
seeking reelection that would
put him in that high office for an
unprecedented 10 years — could
make House members wrench
loose their dug-in rowels.

Maybe not individually, but

, éolIectiver, lawmakers saw that

doing nothing turned out to be
the best way for them to go,
especially in light of a lawsuit by
poorer school districts heard by
Travis County District Judge
John Dietz.

In August 2004, Dietz ruled
that current state laws violate the

ik

Texas_Constitution by taking

away school districts’ meaning-
ful discretion in setting local
property tax rates and through
unfair funding formulas making
the cost of funding an adequate
education beyond the means of
poorer school districts. On Nov.
30, 2004, Dietz gave the
Legislature until Oct. 1, 2005, to
address his legal conclusions.
The state appealed Dietz’s

ruling and oral arguments were
heard by the Texas Supreme
Court on July 6. A ruling on the
state’s -appeal could come any
day.

House = Speaker  Tom
Craddick resisted the passage of
slap-dash fixes to these enor-
mous problems. He has been
content to wait for the Texas
Supreme Court to hand down
what he hopes will be a template
for the Legislature to use to sat-
isfy the state constitution.

It is anyone’s guess how
such a template might look in
regards to caps on Robin Hood
contributions by wealthy school
districts, increases in teacher pay
and benefits, and dollars spent
per pupil on actual classroom
instruction that has nothing to do
with the time-consuming Texas
Assessment of Knowledge and
Skills exam.

Suppose the Supreme Court
rules. The governor may be
moved to call another special
session if so directed by the
court. Lawmakers could find
themselves back in Austin fairly
soon.

Executive authority

to the rescue

Gov. Rick Perry swatted the
Legislature for its failure. On
Aug. 20, he trumpeted his inten-
tion to use executive authority to
pay for new textbooks and grant
teachers a modest raise.

“Even though the
Legislature did not act, I will,”
Perry said. Craddick and Lt.
Gov. ‘David Dewhurst, joint
chairs of the Legislative Budget
Board, have said they approve
Perry’s stop-gap funding plan.

AG comments on
Vioxx verdict

An Angleton jury on Aug.
19 awarded a $250 million ver-
dict to plaintiff Carol Ernst in a
case against drug maker Merck.
The jury said the death of Robert
Ernst, the plaintiff’s husband,
came about as a direct result of
his taking the pain medication
Vioxx.

Attorney General Greg
Abbott said, “The verdict also
shows why Texas deserves to get
its money back from Merck; the
company purposely peddled a
drug on the open market that it
knew could harm people.

“Merck compounded this
problem by giving false infor-
mation to the state’s Medicaid
program about the drug’s safe-

ty-”
