Lions hold off Owls for win

BIG LAKE -  The Ozona Li­
ons defense created a wall around 
the Reagan County Owls Friday 
night to keep a one-point lead and 
an 8-7 win.

The Lions held off the Owls 
to gain their second District 2-AA 
victory.

"Friday night was a tough 
game. We were so emotionally 
spent from the week before and 
we had a bad week of workouts," 
said Coach Benny Granger. 
"Somehow, the boys were able to 
find a way to win. I've coached 
many games that if you didn't play 
great, you lost. We were fortunate 
to get a win due to the fact that 
we played so poorly.

Ozona would trail to Reagan 
County, 2-7, until the fourth quar­
ter when quarterback Justin Mal­
donado completed a 32-yard pass 
to Matt McGuire to put the Lions 
on the Owls’ 19-yard line.

Congressman spends time talking with citizens
Bonilla discusses problems with 

illegal immgration, border control

Security along the Texas- 
Mexico Border has become a top 
priority for U.S. Rep. Henry Bon­
illa, R-San Antonio.

Bonilla addressed the issue, 
along with other happenings in 
Washington D.C., in front of a 
crowd of local citizens on Oct. 12 
at the Crockett Room.

“This is not an ethnic issue,” 
Bonilla said. “The Department of 
Homeland Security is dysfunc­
tional in securing our borders.”

Bonilla’s fight deals with the 
invasion of OTMs (Other Than 
Mexicans) that have been cross­
ing into the United States through 
towns like Eagle Pass, Del Rio 
and Laredo. The people come 
from countries like Central and 
South America and Asia.

In a Sept. 21 letter from the 
Texas Delegation of the U.S. 
House of Representatives to Pres­
ident George W. Bush, the group 
declared a “state of emergency” 
along the border.

Bonilla, who signed the let­
ter along with other Texas Repub­
licans and Democrats, said that 
Eagle Pass has an average of 200

OTMs crossing the border daily.
The letter also states that the 

165 agents the Department of 
Homeland Security took from 
Texas and assigned to Arizona 
should be returned.

“The DHS policy of process­
ing OTMs and releasing them 
with orders to appear in court has 
made a mockery of our border 
security. OTMs' now seek out Bor­
der Patrol agents rather than run 
from them because they know 
they will be arrested, given a good 
meal, a nice place to sleep, medi­
cal care and then released. At 
some times, the number of OTMs 
is so great that agents have diffi­
culty performing the required 
background checks before releas­
ing them on their own recogni­
zance,” the letter stated.

“We don’t know why the De­
partment of Homeland Security is 
hesitant to do this,” Bonilla said. 
“We demand something be done 
and we are tired of waiting.”

The border crisis also in­
cludes an increase of illegal drugs 
and border violence.

“I have friends in Del Rio and 
Eagle Pass who can’t run ranches 
due to illegals coming across and

This 
is a good time for us to learn and 
remind ourselves about the seri­
ous facts surrounding this disease 
and to look ahead to the promis­
ing news about breast cancer re­
search.

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T u r f  g r a s s  f e r t i l i z e r  a p p l i c a t i o n s
Spring is when most people 

think of fertilizing lawns. 
However, warm-season turf 
grasses, especially Bermuda 
grass and St. Augustine, benefit 
greatly from fall fertilizer appli­
cations. Lawns receiving a fer­
tilizer boost in the fall are more 
winter hardy, have a healthier 
root system, and green-up earli­
er next spring. Area lawns need 
all the help they can get after the 
last three hot, dry summers.

What kind of fertilizer 
should I use?

We recommend using a 3-1-2 
ratio fertilizer. This means fertiliz­
er that contains 3 parts nitrogen to 
1 part phosphorus and 2 parts 
potassium. This ratio will supply 
the correct proportion of the three 
main nutrients - nitrogen, phos­
phorus and potassium. Examples 
include 21-7-14 or 15-5-10 fertil­
izers. Depending on the fertilizer 
used, several micronutrients may 
also be supplied.

When should I fertilize?
Applications should be 

sometime between Sept. 15 and

Oct. 14. This will give plants 
sufficient time for growth and 
storage of nutrients prior to the 
freeze and winter dormancy.

How much fertilizer 
should I apply?

Apply the fertilizer at a rate 
of 1 pound actual nitrogen per 
1,000 square feet of lawn area. 
Using more than this at a time 
can promote excessive growth, 
turf diseases, and other prob­
lems. Nitrogen is very water sol­
uble and excess nitrogen can 
lead to nitrate problems in 
runoff during rainfall.
How do 1 determine the area 

or square footage of my lawn?
Measure or step-off your 

turf grass areas in both direc­
tions. Be sure to include small­
er areas next to driveways, side­
walks, and between houses. 
Length (feet) x Width (feet) = 
Area Example: 50 feet x 50 feet 
= 2500 square feet

What is meant by actual 
nitrogen?

The numbers on a fertilizer

percent content of the three main 
nutrients. The first number 
always given the percent nitro­
gen (N), the second is percent 
phosphorus (P) a, the third per­
cent potassium (K). For exam­
ple, a 50 pound bag of a 21-7-14 
fertilizer is 21 percent Nitrogen 
7 percent Phosphorus and 14 
percent Potassium. To figure the 
actual pounds of the nutrient just 
multiply the weight of the bag 
times the percent - 50 x 0.21 = 
10.5 pounds of actual nitrogen in 
the 50 pound bag. The actual 
pounds of phosphorus and 
potassium are figured the same 
way and in this case are 3.5 
pounds of phosphorus and 7.00 
pounds of potassium.

At the recommended rate of 
1 pound actual N per 1,000 
square feet, a 50 pound bag of 
21-7-14 fertilizer will cover 
10,500 square feet. Most yards 
are not that large. It may be nec­
essary to weigh out the amount 
of fertilizer needed and store the 
remainder in a sealed container 
in a cool, dry place.

tearing up their buildings and 
ranches. This has a huge impact 
on agriculture and I encourage 
you to keep after this,” said Coun­
ty Commissioner Pleas Childress 
during the meeting with Bonilla.

District Attorney Laurie English 
said more agents are not enough 
without a mandate to back them up.

“We are trying to get local 
sheriff departments funds to also 
allow them to have more help, 
even if it’s just temporary. This 
will empower local law enforce­
ment to help with border securi­
ty,” Bonilla said.

The letter also states that the 
U.S. State Department should en­
courage foreign countries to take 
responsibility for their citizens 
who enter the U.S. illegally by 
cutting back on the number of Vi­
sas issued to foreign visitors from 
countries who refuse to cooperate.

It also states that the number 
of immigration trail attorneys and 
judges should be increased to re­
duce the judicial backlog, and that 
the use of any available technology 
recommended by law enforcement 
agencies should be considered.

“We are considering very 
drastic action in the next six 
months,” Bonilla said.

AUSTIN - 
Gov. Rick 
Perry on Oct. 
12 proposed a 
security plan 
for the Texas- 
Mexico border 
region, saying, 

"In this post 
9-11 era, there

dressed included the recent impact 
of Hurricane Katrina. Bonilla said 
Congress is demanding account­
ability for the money being sent to 
Louisiana, Mississippi and Alabama.

“We are not convinced we 
should send more funding until we 
know exactly how every penny is 
being spent and there is some ac­
countability on the local level,” 
Bonilla said. “The culture there has 
a history of not being responsible.” 

On the recent indictments of 
former House Majority Leader Tom 
Delay, R-Texas, Bonilla said if the 
case is based on truth, facts and sub­
stance there is “no way it will go 
anywhere or will he be convicted.” 

“Tom has 99 percent support 
among members who have followed 
him over the years,” Bonilla said.

Support of the War in Iraq has 
Congress spilt down the middle, 
Bonilla said.

“If we quit this and leave then 
it will be like leaving a neighbor­
hood to the drug lords,” he said. 
“We just can’t afford to do that. If 
we can establish a democracy in 
that part of the world then that is 
the greatest thing we can do.”

Washington, D.C.-based
Free Enterprise Fund sponsored 
the commercial, which aired in 
Austin first but later may be 
broadcast in other markets. 
Meanwhile, Earle filed a new 
subpoena seeking DeLay's 
phone records from Sept. 1 to 
Dec. 31, 2002, and documents 
related to the purchase of a 2004 
minivan.

DeLay and two associates 
have been indicted by Travis 
County 'grand" jilil'ds 6'n' cfraTges 
of money laundering and con­
spiracy to violate Texas law in 
the months leading up to the 
November 2002 state election. 
DeLay's lawyers have called the 
charges politically motivated 
and baseless.
