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More than $2 million was ‘recklessly

misapplied’ in Wool Grower’s scheme

Laughlin, Stalcup allegedly made unauthorized salary
advances during the past five years

The former manager of
Ozona Wool Grower’s Cen-
tral Storage Co. and the current
bookkeeper -allegedly “inten-
tionally, knowingly and reck-
lessly misapplied approximately
$2,072,326.56,” over the past
five years, in unauthorized wool
and mohair proceeds, according
to an affidavit filed in the Crock-
ett County Justice of Peace office
by Texas Ranger Brooks Long.

Donnie Laughlin, 59, was
arrested on May 29 on a charge
of misapplication of fiduciary
property over $200,000.

Laughlin remains in jail. His
bond is set at $500,000.

Tonya Stalcup, 38, turned
herself into the Crockett County
Sheriff’s Office on May 31 for
the same charge as Laughlin.
She remains in jail and her bond
is set at $250,000.

The affidavit stated that
through the examination of bank
statements and checks that Laugh-
lin and Stalcup were engaged in
a scheme where each “funneled
large amounts of proceeds via
unauthorized salary advances and
cash withdrawals” from the regu-
lar checking account.

Laughlin, who was termi-
nated on April 8 as manager of
Wool Grower’s, confessed his
role in the unauthorized transfer
of sale proceeds from the sale of
mohair from the wool and mohair
account to the regular checking

account, and wrote checks from
the regular checking account to
cover routine business expenses,
the affidavit said.

Laughlin then sold the mo-

producer’s, obtained payment
for the mohair via legitimate
buyer’s via wire and check trans-
fers, which were legally depos-
ited into the wool and mohair
account, the affidavit stated.

According to the affidavit,
some producers were paid for
the sale, but a large majority of
the producers were not paid as
the proceeds from the sales were
then improperly transferred into
the regular checking account and
used for regular business expens-
es without the board of directors
consent or authorization.

Laughlin also confessed
about the unauthorized transfers
from the wool and mohair account
into the regular checking account
and the fact that all mohair was
sold and no producer funds re-
mained, the affidavit stated.

Stalcup stated in a written
statement that she had obtained
more than $40,000 in advances
to cover a gastric bypass surgery
and that this “loan” was approved
by Laughlin, the affidavit stated.

Stalcup also stated that
Laughlin would receive multiple
payroll checks during the week,
and that, on some occasions,
Laughlin would receive a daily
paycheck during the week, the
affidavit stated.

The affidavit stated that
Stalcup obtained cash from the
Sanderson  Wool Commission
bank account, which is also
owned by Wool Grower’s, and
the bulk of the bank deposits
from the Sanderson account
were then transferred to the reg-
ular checking account and used
by Laughlin and Stalcup for un-
authorized salary expenses and
routine business expenses.

Since Laughlin was the

s2dupe 20-27%,

manager, he had authority to ob-
tain and store a producer’s wool or
mohair, and would then act on be-
half of the producer in selling the
goods and paying the producer.

However, based on the
bank statements, Laughlin sold
the vast majority of mohair and
wool, which was then paid for
by electronic wire transfers and
co-mingled with the regular ac-
counts receivable and cash sales
in the regular checking account,
the affidavit stated.

The co-mingled funds were
then funneled to Laughlin and
Stalcup in a salary advance
scheme, the affidavit stated.

According to the affidavit,
examination of bank statements
and checks revealed that Laugh-
lin and Stalcup received ap-
proximately $605,935.92 in total
salary and unauthorized salary
advances from September 2001-
April 2006.

The affidavit also stated that
numerous mohair and wool pro-
ducers who placed their product
at Wool Grower’s during the
past 10 years have been contact-
ed and now know their product
has been sold and they have yet
to be paid for their product, even
though Laughlin sold their prod-
uct without their knowledge.

Wool Grower’s filed for
Chapter 11 bankruptcy earlier
this month.

Chapter 11 under the fed-
eral bankruptcy code means that
a company is able to work out
a plan in hope of trying to pay
people back, as well as working
out a plan to keep operating, said
attorney Greg Gossett, of Gos-
sett, Harrison, Reese, Millican
and Stipanovich in San Angelo.

Taliaferro

appointed

county attorney, again

Steve Taliaferro was app-
pointed county attorney Tues-
day during a special called
meeting of the Crockett County
Commissioners’ Court.

The vote remained the same
as before on the May 8 meeting,
3-2, with County Judge Johnny
Jones and Commissioner Pleas
Childress III casting the de-
cending votes.

The meeting was called to
revote on actions taken at the
May 8 meeting in accepting the
resignation of Bill Mason as
county attorney on May 31, and
the appointment of Taliaferro.

The supplemental agenda
of the May 8 meeting making
the appointment and resignation
action items was posted after
the 72-hour notice requirement
from the Texas Open Meetings
Act.

Mason filed a complaint
with the Texas Attorney Gener-
al’s office. Mason said that the

attorney general’s office told"
him that the vote taken in the-

May 8 meeting was a violation
of the Texas Open Meetings
Act.

“The last meeting was an
invalid vote,” Mason said. “I am
at a point where I have decided
either to do something about it
in district court or work it out.
You have short changed people
in this community who wanted
to take a shot at this position. It
didn’t look good to the commu-
nity.”

Mason gave his oral res-
ignation to the commissioners,
who then accepted it by a vote
of 5-0.

On the appointment of a
new county attorney, local at-
torney Jody Upham said she
was interested in the position.
Jones said he received a phone
call earlier Tuesday that Joe
Warren Friend, another local at-
torney, was also interested.

Upham said that it was her
understanding that the appoint-
ment of a new county attorney
was a discussion item on the

May 8 agenda, and that she

didn’t know about the supple-
mental agenda making it an ac-.
tion item.

Jones said he apologized
for the supplemental agenda for
the May 8 meeting, and that the
item was orginally posted as a
discussion item.

Childress said that the
commissioners should wait un-
til their June 12 meeting to take
some time and visit with people
who are interested in the posi-
tion.

Commissioners Randy
Branch, Rudy Martinez and
Frank Tambunga, who all vot-
ed for Taliaferro at the May 8
meeting, all said that they plan
on sticking to their original
vote.

“I don’t like appoint-
ments. I don’t think it’s fair to
the taxpayers and to the voting
public,” Branch said. “Steve |
(Taliaferro) ran for the position
and was narrowly defeated. To
me that shows that 48 percent
of the voters that voted in the
last election are for his appoint- |,
ment.”

Taliaferro was sworn-in as
county attorney on May 15. -

The other item -on Tues- |
day’s agenda was to take action
on the swimming pool hours.

The commissioners voted
to have the pool hours for the
south pool set at 1-7 p.m., seven
days a week, with private par-
ties to be 7-9 p.m.

The commissioners then
voted that when the new pool
opens, the hours will be 1-9
p.m., seven days a week and
that there will be no private par-
ties during the 1-9 p.m. hours.

The commissioners  also
voted that children under the
age of 10 have to be accompa-
nied by an adult 18 years of age
or older or their parent. This
rule will apply to both the south
pool and the new pool.

TIMING IS EVERTHING

All I wanted to do was to
retire; just quietly take leave of
my office and head out to spend
the rest of my life with Mary Jo.
Easy, right? Just get everything
audited and bid all of my co-
workers a fond adieu. “Not Ex-
actly!” At any rate, I gave notice
on May 1, 2006 that I was plan-
ning to resign on May 31. That
would give me enough time to
get everything audited, the coun-
ty commissioners at their next
meeting to invite other qualified
attorney’s to apply for the vacan-
cy when it occurred and adver-
tise for another secretary to take
Amparo’s position as she intends
to enroll in college. ~ *

The regular commissioner’s
court agenda was posted on the

- court house door (no place else)

at 8:22 a.m. on Friday, May 5,
2006 and scheduled 72 hours and
38 minutes later or at 9 a.m. on
Monday, May 8, within the Open
Meeting Act time requirement of
72 hours minimum notice of any
public meeting.

Among the items for DIS-
CUSSION ONLY was my no-
tice of intended resignation and
discussion of the appointment
of the next County Attorney and
possibly requesting those appli-
cations of qualified candidates.
Easy enough you say.

Enter Commissioner Branch
with a last minute supplemental
agenda filed on May 5, 2006 at
1:22 p.m. for ACTION to ac-
cept my resignation on May 5
(not May 31) and appoint a new
county attorney the same day --
the only problem? The supple-
mental agenda must be also be
posted for the MINIMUM 72
HOURS PRIOR TO THE COM-
MENCEMENT of the commis-
sioner’s court at 9 a.m.

That didn’t happen; his post-
ing was 4 hours and 22 minutes
less than the required 72 hours.
Nevertheless a vote was called
for (demanded) and taken and
the new county attorney was ap-
pointed WITHOUT discussion
or for that matter much less con-

cern for the Rules of Order or for
any other qualified attorney that
might have wanted to apply..

The three commissioners
voting in favor of this action
were instantaneous in their vote,
giving one pause to wonder if
there was something other than
three energetic minds coinciden-
tally coming to the same conclu-
sion at the same time. Mental
telepathy? - ;

The vote was INVALID due
to the 72 hour timing failure. This
was so noted by my challenge.
Had I not challenged this vote,
not only to the County Judge but
to the District Attorney and the
Attorney General, any act subse-
quently taken by the new county
attorney would have been subject
to being called into question by
anyone at anytime in the future.

Nevertheless, after my chal-
lenge was filed as a matter of
Public Record, Commissioner
Branch escorted the new coun-
ty attorney to the Justice of the
Peace and on said commission-
er’s solemn word, said Justice
of the Peace administered the
oath to the new county attorney.
That’s all well and good except
that the Justice of the Peace was
on CONSTRUCTIVE notice that
such a challenge had been made
and said commissioner was on
ACTUAL notice of the same.
Anyone for Governor? I know
where you can get sworn in.

However, as everyone was
either convinced of the reality of
this fiasco or was not interested
in my filing for an injunction in
the District Court and drawing
this matter out over a period of
weeks or maybe months, a new
meeting was scheduled for yes-
terday having been posted for at
least 72 hours prior and the entire
episode was to be reconsidered,
hopefully giving all potential
candidates a chance to present
their qualifications, though at
this writing, concluded over the
weekend, I was in doubt that the
court would go that far.

As a final note, Commis-
sioners’ Court Agendas are gen-
erally posted only on the front
door of the court house annex.
Why not post it on Monday pre-
ceding Commissioners’ Court.

That would allow the pa-
per to publish it giving notice to
general public about things like
the number and cost of base-
ball fields, swimming pools and
the cost of new vehicles for the
county, etc. etc. etc.?

Have you ever considered
how lucky we are that animal
doctors are not more like people
doctors?

Tips on mowing the lawn

Is the lawn smooth enough
to mow with a reel mower? Is
.it smooth enough to mow at the
optimal mowing height for the
grass variety without continual
scalping damage? Scalping will
put grass at a competitive dis-
advantage and eventually lead
to the decline of lawn quality.
Evaluate the yard for high sports,
low spots, and ruts to decrease
scalping. Add soil to level out
the lawn surface. Fill in ruts by
lifting sod (in ruts) with a sharp
spade and place topsoil under-
neath. Replace sod and keep
the area moist for several days
to help redevelop a healthy root
system.

Selecting the right mowing
height:

All grass varieties should be
mowed at or near their optimal
mowing height. This will keep
grass healthy and dense (highest
number of shoots per unit area).
Higher density means more soil
surface shading, which severe-
ly restricts the germination of
many annual grassy and broad-
leaf weeds. Maintaining a dense
and healthy turf is the best weed
control.

WOOL: Bankruptcy file lists

Selecting the right mowing
height also means selecting the
right mower. Do not invest in
high density Bermuda grass or
zoysia grass hybrid varieties if
you plan to mw at three inches
with a rotary mower. Many of
the varieties available today re-
quire mowing height at or below
one inch, which cannot be done
effectively with a rotary mower.

Buffalo grass mowing
height range is 2 to 4 inches.

Common Bermuda grass
mowing height range is 1 to 3
inches.

Hybrid Bermuda = grass
mowing height range is .75 to 2
inches .

St. Augustine Grass mowing
height range is 2.5 to 4 inches.

~ Tall Fescue mowing range
is 2 to 4 inches.
How often to mow:

Seasons, weather, and nutri-
ent availability, are some of the
many things that can affect grass
growth. The best and most safe
rule of thumb is to never remove
more than 1/3 of the leaf blade at
any one time. Lawns are being
mowed too frequently if there
are piles of grass clippings left

after each mowing. Consider a
farmers hay field. Farmers re-
move close to 90 percent of the
grass plants leaf surface when
cutting hay. The grass left after
the hay is baled turns a golden
tan color. The color change
takes place because grass plants
are not capable of recovering
from large amounts of stress for
quite a while. The small amount
of leaf surface left on the plant
is not enough to maintain the
physiological activities (photo-
synthesis) for plant energy.

Grass plants have a “grow-
ing point” where all of the leaves
originate. The growing point stays
near the soil surface when grass is
mowed frequently. When people
let their lawns get really “hairy’”
the growing point begins to el-
evate from the soil surface. When
finally mowed, the growing point
may be cut and removed with the
fest of the clippings. This means
death to the plant.

Frequent mowing, never re-
moving more the 1/3 of the grass
blade ensures that the growing
point will stay near the soil sur-
face and the turf will stay healthy
and dense.

Twenty-first century pilots
still know weather is their wild
card, but GPS (global position-
ing satellite) navigation has
taken the guesswork out of fly-
ing as straight a line as possible
between two- points.

There
were thirty Powder Puff Derbys.
The last one was flown in 1977
(there were interruptions when
our country was at war). There is
every indication this year’s 30th
Air Race Classic, with more than
68,000 statue miles and 1,156
teams in its history, will continue
for as long as there are women
who fly.

Why do these women com-
pete? While this year’s race
prizes are said to be worth more
the $16,500 (cash awards, rib-
bons and medallions, a trophy),
answers seldom include “for the
money.”
