Auction websites

Who would have thought that
some day millions of consum-
ers and some businesses Awould
be purchasing goods they have
never touched, from pcop}jc they
have never met? Well. thatiday is
here with auction websites such as
cBay. Most likely it is an exten-
sion of the popular consumer cat-
alogs that began over a handred
years ago. The differences:being
more and more businessés are
using auction websites, and buy-
ers and scllers can get relatively
instant feedback on ecach other’s
marketplace performance.

Some would say eBay and
other auction websites ar¢ phe-
nomena. As a former retailer, |
believe they are changing retail-
ing and possibly the selling of
some business products. ‘Why?
Because the barriers to entry are
low. the world is your market-
place. and the marketplace can
be reached inexpensively. Also
as 1 mentioned previously: buy-
crs and sellers can get up to date
feedback on cach other’s perfor-
mance. If yvou haven't looked
into auction websites as another
source of revenue for vour busi-
ness. vou might want to consider
taking a look at it. If vou haven’t
looked into them as a source of
purchasing certain - goods = for
yvour business. vou might also
want to look into it. v

Statisties - collected  from  a
couple of vears ago are staggering.
For instance. statistics from cBay
show there are 114 million regis-
tered users from 29 countries. and
a whopping 430.000 U.S. scllers
make a living by selling on ¢Bay,
You can find virtually anything on
these auction websites from cars
to collecubles. Even some busi-
nesses are seeing auction web-
sites as a viable supplier channel
for purchasing business  goods.
I know of someone starting up a
restaurant that purchased some of
their equipment on eBay.

Let's face it the barriers to
entry are low. A beginning entre-

prencur can begin selling products
on an auction website quickly and
at a low cost relative to opening
a store. An existing business can
create another channel of distri-
bution by putting their existing
products up for sale on ¢Bay.
Auction websites  make
it -casier and less expensive to
reach markets that before were
expensive and difticult to reach.
Because they reach a nationwide
and worldwide market. you can
just as easily sell to someone in
Fort Wayne, Indiana as you can to
someone in San Angelo. Texas.
Another feature of auction
websites, especially with cBay.
is a buyer can receive informa-
tion on the seller’s performance
and the seller can receive infor-
mation on the performance of a
buyer. This information makes
this new marketplace sclf-polic-
ing as buyers and sellers have the
knowledge to make decisions on
who they want to do business

with based on their past per- |

formance. In the standard mar-
ketplace of buying and selling
goods and services. this knowl-
cdge was mostly hit or miss as
we relied on word of mouth testi-
mony trom those we could find.

If you haven't already. con-
sider looking into auction web-
sites such as eBay to see how
they can open up a new channel
of distribution for your goods and
possibly open up new sources of
supply for vour business needs.

“Polaroid Stories” in the 1990s.
Her gods mingle among mortals
who, in contemporary American
eyes, are either invisible or lost.
“Polaroid Stories” is an unapolo-
getic, stylized staging of the sto-
ries — like those of Orpheus and
Eurydice, Philomel and Tereus
—- by guest director Robert Ne-
blett, a freelance director who’s
carned raves recently for his Dal-
las productions of “The Skriker”
and John Patrick Shanley’s “The
Dreamer Examines His Pillow.”

Neblett’s name was given to
the UNT Department of Dance
and Theatre by lighting designer
Steve Crick -as the department
considered guest directors for
the summer arts festival at the
university. Neblett said the de-
partment asked him for plays
he’d like to produce. “*Polaroid
Stories” was the fourth and final
on his list.

“I read it back in 1997 when
it was debuted at the Actors The-
atre in Louisville,” Neblett said.
“It’s been one of those plays that
has festered in the back of my
mind for like 10 years. It’s a good
play for college students because
so often, they don’t get oppor-
tunitics to play age-appropriate
roles. | was pleasantly surprised
when [ lcarned that this was the
play on the list the university was
interested in doing.”

Neblettddidifit  shy @wayss
from the drama’s scenes, of
graphic sexual content, or its
simulated drug use. He said
those aspects of the play aren’t
included to titillate.

“These © characters,  this
is their world,” Neblett said.
