Five Amendments Passed By Local 
.Voters In Light General Flection

Only five of the proposed I I amendments to the Texas 
Constitution were passed in a light turnout by Bailey county 
voters at the mid-term election held Tuesday.

Amendments passed in local voting included the one con­
cerning old age assistance increases; pension fund; not using 
State money for toll roads; allowing absentee voting by 
those in armed service, and changing the present law con­
cerning the office of sheriff and tax collector.

No. 1 — 309 for 140 against.
Voters in this county turned 

i,-down the amendments changing 
retirement credits and employee 
benefits for teachers and State 
employees; increasing state sal­
aries; women jurors, four year 
terms changed to two, and the 
one concerning creation of coun­
ty hospital districts.

Although the vote was light, 
totaling only 525 on the heaviest 
spot on the ballot, that of State 
Senator, local voters expressed a 

d ec id ed  opinion concerning Tex­
as women serving on juries, de­
feating the proposal 271-217. 
They also felt pretty strongly 
about changing the present four 
year terms of office to two year 
terms, defeating this one 298-183.

In the Governor’s race, Allan 
Shivers polled 460 votes to 50 re­
ceived by Adams, his GOP op- 

, ponent.
Senator Lyndon Johnson re­

c e iv e d  450 votes, with Watson, 
his Republican opponent getting 
75 votes, and Spangler running 
a rather poor third, with no votes 
at all.

Most other offices on the ballot 
were unopposed, so no count was 
taken for publication, since all 
were unanimous by those who 
marked the boxes on the ballots.

Any kitchen needs dozens of 
tools and utensils to serve a 
variety of purposes from paring 
vegetables to d i s h w a s h i n g .  
Though the job that any one of 
these tools does may be small, 
the sum total of all of them is 

large share of the kitchen 
work.

Even though your kitchen 
may be amply stocked with 
utensils It might pay you to 
consider carefully what tools a 
hoir.' maker actually n^eds. 
After all, you will need to 
make replacements in your 
own tools. Or any new home- 
maker appreciates a wisely se­
lected and useful kitchen uten­
sil.
In a column it is impractical 

to go into the details on all the 
tools for food preparation and 
dishwashing that the modern 
woman uses daily. Instead I’ll 
give you some general pointers 
on the buying of kitchen uten 
sils. If you would like more de­
tailed information or a list of the 
recommended tools needed in 
evc;y kitchen come by the office 
and pick up a copy of the bulle­
tin, "Tools for Food Preparation 
and Dishwashing.”

In general, double-use tools 
are the best investment. Spe­
cial-purpose gadgets, unless 
frequently used, can clutter up 
the kitchen. There are a few 
items in such constant use 
that it saves both t;me and 
steps to have duplicates in dif- 
erent D a r t s  of the kitchen. This 
applies especially to paring 
knives and spoons vsed for 
stirring and tasting.
For tools of metal that will get 

hard use, choose durable metals 
such as stainless steel, heavily

Rubber or synthetic rubber in 
| kitchen tools should be resist­
ant to grease and not easily 
damaged by heat. Sink mats and 
scrapers should be made of ra­

ther flexible rubber. Hard rub­
ber is used for cutlery handles.

The clear, bright colors of 
plastics are attractive. They 
are usually smoothly molded 
and easy to keep clean. Avoid 
any design that has dirt- 
catching crevices or creases, or 
sharp edge that cut into the 
hand. Transparent plastics are 
good for food storage contain­
ers. Read the label to find out 
what temperature the material 
will stand. Some plastics can 
take boiling or near boiling 
temperatures; some can't. 
Painted or varnished finishes 

on handles of tools often do not 
wear well. Frequent washing will 
cause a poor finish to peel off 
and when it is gone the wood 
roughens. Some finishes soften 
in water and stain everything 
they touch. The new resinbonded 
or plastic-treated wood is a dur 
able material for handles.

When selecting a tool, hold it 
as you would when using it and 
without gripping it too tightly 
notice whether it feels secure. Be 
sure the handle is comfortable to 
grasp and won’t Slip or turn too 
easily. For tools to be used at 
the range handles of materia 
that will stay cool such as wood 
or plastic rather than metal is 
advisable. Since the handles will 
kcorch or burn they must be kent 
away from the flame or heating 
unit.

Some kitchen tools have la 
bels with information about 
the materials and workman­
ship that will help in making 
a selection. Be sure to look for 
such labels and to read all the 
information they contain,
Most tools for handling and 

preparing food are used and 
washed repeatedly. So look for 
features that contribute to ease 
of handling and cleaning and re­
sistance to damage from water. 
Look, too. for sturdv construc­
tion-parts well joined and fin

Mr. Adams. This makes the 
work of the enumerators more 
difficult and materially increases 
the cost of the undertaking.

The information which farm­

Sound Thinking
The American farmer is fortunate beyond his realization 

in having an organization like the American Farm Bureau 
Federation to speak for him.

Always the individuals*, not ordinarily given to joining 
groups in the manner of his town-dwelling brethren, the 
farmer has at last got an organization which speaks for him, 
but in his own wc'ds.

Working from the local level upward, insofar as policy 
making goes, the AFB represents the thoughts and wishes 
of the various state Farm Bureaus, who in turn are spokes­
men for the countless numbers of county Farm Bureaus, 
made up of individual farmers who, through democratic pro­
cesses express their individual thoughts on subjects affecting 
them and their livilhood.

Typical of the level-headed thinking of Farm Bureau offi­
cers is the statement made by an AFB spokesman who urged 
local groups not to adopt resolutions for future legislation 
which might be construed as asking for more than lawmakers 
from metropolitan areas felt the farmer was deserving of. 
The spokesman said, "After all, we (the farmers) represent 
only about 15 per cent of the population, while metropolitan 
dwellers are the other 85 per cent. We cannot be the tail 
wagging the dog, or we will find that all we have gained so 
far will be lost."

With sound level-headed thinking on that order, we pre­
dict the Farm Bureaus of this nation wll go a long, long way.

Community Chest
A meeting will be held at the American Legion building 

here next Monday night to attempt to organize all charitable 
fund raising drives into one concerted drive.

The Red Feather, or Community Chest type of organiza­
tion offers many advantages to the residents of a communi­
ty such as Muleshoe.

In addition to the elimination of the annoyance to donors 
of numerous drives, often one right after the other, a Com­
munity Chest also creates a much easier job for those who 
solicit funds for charitable works.

The idea of such an organization being that one concerted 
fund drive is made annually, and workers from all charitable 
groups take part in the one drive to collect enough money 
at one time to last the entire group for a year.

But the 
water to put on the land to grow the food crops is not assur­
ed, by any means.

In the face of falling water tables throughout the country, 
and more and more areas being hard hit by scant natural 
rainfall, the prospect for future water sources is not bright.

Common sense conservation and use of what water we are 
fortunate enough to already have seems to be the one posi­
tive step we can take now in preparation for coming events 
that "cast their shadows before them."

It is wth this thought in mind that we tip our editorial hat 
to the Hi-Plains Water District, pioneer in the field of water 
conservation and conservation research in our part of Texas 
and the world.

Babson Park, Mass., Nov. 4 — 
Twenty-five years ago I made a 
well-known forecast about an 
impending big break in the stock 
market. (Reprint of th’e article 
which appeared in the New York 
Times in 1929, recording my 
statement, will be sent to anyone 
free on request.) At the close of 
the previous day in 1929, the 
Dow-Jones Industrial Stock aver­
age stood at 380. The market im ­
mediately began to weaken and 
shortly plunged down swiftly, 
closing at 230—a decline of 150 
points in less than eight weeks. 
Today the Dow-Jones Industrial 
Average is 358, within 6 points 
of the highest figures since 1929. 
In fact, it has moved up over 100 
points since September 1953. 
REACTION TO BE EXPECTED
I expect another severe reac­

tion sooner or later, of least 50 
to 75 points. Surely, present stock 
yields are now too low, when 
1951 Federal Taxes are deducted 
Such a break in the market could 
occur even during a period ol 
good activity such as I am now 
forecasting. Stock prices have of 
late demonstrated that they can 
move independently of both bus­
iness and earnings. It is well to 
recall that, in 1929, there were 
few outward signs of the stock 
market crash ahead.

Investors were then anticipat­
ing larger dividend returns with 
a reduction in risk through d i­
versified Investment Trust hold­
ings and promised mass produc­
tion and inventions “such as the 
world had never seen before.” 
The research laboratories of our 
great industrial concerns were 
also then depended on to bring 
’hese miracles about. In short, 
a “ New Era” was then confident­
ly anticipated. Basically, there 
vas weakness, but it was most 
ipparent in stock market spec- 
ilation.

CONSERVATIVE ADVICE
The current market presents

much the same irregular picture 
as was present in 1929. The so- 
called blue chips have outdist­
anced the bulk of the issues on 
the market, due to concentrated 
buying, much of it by Institu­
tions, Pension Funds, and Mutual 
Investment Trusts. There are in 
addition many new crosscurrents 
in the market that did not ex­
ist in 1929. We have armament 
activity and other Government 
buying, heavy spending, support 
of farm prices, and especially the 
Intense New Advertising Pro 
grams, Which I Consider Very 
Important.

It is clear that the economic 
picture and the trend in the 
market can change abruptly and 
snowball rapidly to an unexpect­
ed degree. The real purpose of 
my column this week is to bring 
to your attention that the mark­
et mav soon be in as vulnerable 
a position as in 1929, especially 
if the capital gains tax should 
bo repealed, for which the 
“bears” are striving. Those who 
were unprepared in 1929 had no 
chance to take the profits they 
thought they possessed. Nor did 
they have purchasing power 
when the market reached the 
unbelievable bargain levels of 
1932.

GENERAI. CONDITIONS 
NOW GOOD

The banks are now sound; em­
ployment is now good; profits in 
most lines are fair; while very 
few stocks are being “ bought on 
margin” ; all must have a margin 
of at least 50%. Home building is 
actually booming, end the infla­
tion since 1929 has justified 
higher prices for both homes 
and stocks. Again. I commend 
the importance of today’s adver­
tising.

The boom in home building is, 
however, becoming a possible 
source of danger. This is a new 
factor which did not exist twen 
ty-five years ago. Where the

danger signals of 1929 are not 
now evident, this new danger 
signal of the “ building boom” is 
surely with us. Furthermore, to­
day’s building is mostly on bor­
rowed money. Only the Federal 
Government can prevent a wave 
of mass foreclosures some day.

INSTALLMENT PURCHASES
This brings me to another pre­

sent danger, namely, installment 
purchases. These purchases are 
today not increasing rapidly. 
They, however, are still very 
heavy. Curiously, they are now 
being encouraged by the banks

which would have nothing to do 
with small loans twenty-five
years ago.

Another different condition to­
day relates to labor unions. 
Every right-thinking person must 
approve the general usefulness of 
labor unions in their place. 
Unions are justified in striking 
if necessary to eliminate bad 
working conditions and to get a 
fair wage. The present system, 
however, of demanding more 
money merely because a union 
has a monopoly of a certain in­
dustry is wrong and could ulti­
mately bring on a panic.

Program For Helping Destitute With Surplus Food 
Commodifies Explained By Rev. Carrol M. Jones

THIS OUGHT TO BE KNOWN 

By Carrol M. Jones
It ought to be shouted from 

every housetop. The golden op­
portunity of all times is open 
now to men of good w ill across 
our land. Every dollar one can 
spare for the relief of destitute 
and suffering people is now 
worth twenty dollars! How?

Last summer our (rational gov­
ernment made available millions 
of pounds of surplus commodities 
to the stricken people of the 
world that are unable to buy 
them. But the government does 
not administer this program 
other than making the commod­
ities available. Properly certi­
fied relief agencies (among them 
Church World Service) have been 
and are being designated to care 
for the tremendous problem of 
d i s t r i b u t i o n  involved. The 
thought here seems to be that 
benevolent agencies, all of them 
Christian in principle, make for 
f r i e n d s h i p s  and brotherhood 
whereas government administra­
tion of charity often arouses sus­
picion and ill will. The wisdom 
of this policy is apparent.

Our government furnishes the 
food you and I must pay the cost 
of distribution. The cost is about 
one part out of twenty. This 
simply means that for every dol­
lar you and I make available to 
nay for supervision, administra­
tion, and transportation approxi­
mately $20 worth of food (whole­
sale prices) comes out of our 
mounting surpluses and goes to 
the immediate relief of fellow 
human beings — many of them 
homeless and starving.

It is a thrilling opportunity. 
Consider the light of Korea. The 
entire cSuntry of South Korea is 
desolate. Ten million people 
have been forced to flee their 
homes and possessions. Korea 
had more casualties as a result 
of the Communist invasion than 
the U. S. has had in all of Its 
wars from the Revolutionary to 
the Korean Armistice. Korea has 
approximately 300,000 widows. 
500.000 orphans and more than 
1,000,000 homeless refugees. Its 
population now is more than 500 
per square mile. Scarcely a town 
or city was not ravaged by war. 
And wiqter is upon them. Great 
numbers face starvation.

By contrast ours is a land of 
astronomical surpluses. Billions 
our store houses acting as a de- 
of dollars of food are rotting in 
oressant on our markets. Our 
storage bill on these commodities 
runs into hundreds of thousands 
per day. We stagger under the

load of plenty while whole popu­
lations are destitute. It is almost 
incredible.

But now we can do something 
about it with a 20 to 1 wallop. 
And we help oWselves too as we 
move our top-heavy commodities. 
Imagine what a gift of $100 di­
rected to this program will do! 
It w ill put $2 000 worth, of food 
into the hands of people who 
face winter with no food, no 
work, and no hope. It w ill put 
human flesh on famished, little 
bodies and red blood In pallid 
cheeks. It w ill bring life and 
hope and the warmth of love to 
people who are bearing the brunt 
of “war’s desolation". Above 
everything else it w ill say to a

skeptical world that “ those who 
care are those who share.”

The most scathing rebuke ever 
uttered by the Greatest Teacher 
was directed against those who 
failed to alleviate the sufferings 
of their fellow men. “For I was 
an hungered and you gave me 
no meat”, is a judgement re­
sounding through the centuries. 
"In as much as you have done 
unto one of the least of these my 
brethern, ye have done it unto 
me” , is our invitation.

Remember your gift may now 
be multiplied by twenty. For the 
first time the opportunity of 
doing an adequate job of relief 
and rehabilitation is within our 
grasp. Let’s accept it.

the public announcer’s v >ice tell 
who carr!ed the hall, who made 
the tackle, what the p nalty was 
for, where the boll 1- now rest­
ing, etc., but under the plan I’ve 
worked out it wouldn’t be neces­
sary to watch the players at all. 
A ll you’d have to do is listen to 
the stadium roars and keep your 
eyes glued on the score board. In 
addition to showing how many 
yards was just gained, what 
down it is, how many minutes 
left to play, etc., the scoreboard 
easily could be enlarged to show 
little moving electrical figures 
representing all the players on 
both sides, manipulated by ex­
perts in the press box, with each 
play accurately represented on 
the board, which would be in the 
form of a football field with 
yardage stripes across it, etc.

If you think this idea has any 
merit, I offer it to you free.

By the way, I have another 
idea worked out to allow fans 
from both sides to come away 
from every game a lot more sat­
isfied than they are now, and 
I’ll write you about it next week 
in case you’re interested. May do 
it anyway.

If there is a more desirable ag­
ricultural area than this one, 
taking everything into considera­
tion, we wonder where it is. We 
are reasonably sure there is no 
land anywhere that w ill produce 
with as little attention as this. 
Even the careless farmer makes 
a pretty good crop quite often. 
The ones who choose to give bet­
ter care and attention to their 
operations can be reasonably 
sure they w ill receive compara­
tive dividends. It’s a dependable 
country. It seems strange that 
yields can now exceed by a hun­
dred bushels per acre, what, be 
fore irrigation would have been 
considered an exceptionally good 
crop.

Radar Enforcement 
of Speed Laws To Be 
Used In November

Radar enforcement of speed 
laws on all major Texas rural 
highways will go into effect 
sometime this month, according 
to Homer Garrison, Jr., director 
of the Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety.

Garrison said early this week 
that as soon as additional radar 
units have been received and 
warning signs erected through­
out the state, the public w ill be 
advised of the date the new type 
speed enforcement will go Into 
effect.

Based on the same principles 
that allow pilots of high speed 
jet aircraft to find and bomb un­
seen enemy targets, the radar 
speed control units make use of 
bounced high frequency radio 
waves to record the speed of 
passing automobiles.

The radar speed officers w ill 
work in teams of two cars each; 
one car carrying the radar unit 
which records the speed of the 
car pasing, and the other high­
way patrol car which will be 
used to apprehend the speeder 
after having been contacted by 
radio from the radar equipped

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ELIMINATE ANIMAL 
LOSSES

The number of chicks and pul­
lets, calves and heifers, pigs and 
shoats, sheep and lambs that the 
average Texas farmer loses an­
nually costs him the price of a 
new car.

In addition to these death loss­
es, there is a staggering- waste 
of feed and labor involved. Be­
cause of diseased or inadequate­
ly fed livestock, thousands of 
eggs are never laid and tons of 
meat and milk is never produc­
ed.

Proper feeding and manage­
ment are the most important 
factors in producing for a pro­
fit Most Texas farmers realize 
we are just not getting out of 
poultry and livestock what is 
bred into them. Yet, many 
other farmers are content to be 
just average in their results. 
Here is a graphic example of 

waste in hog breeding:
The average hog raiser breeds 

12 sows. Only 11 farrow and of 
the 100 pigs farrowed, the farm­
er markets only 56, mostly be-

Flies In Cage Houses 
Can Be Controlled

Sprays, poison baits and man­
agement holds the key to suc­
cessful control of flies in laying 
cage houses of oultry.

Flies are la definite problem 
in cage houses and contributes 
to dirty eggs, says a new bul­
letin by the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.
The publication says control of 

flies begins with the elimina­
tion of moisture needed for their 
development. Watering devices 
should be constructed so as not 
to leak.

Let the droppings underneath 
the cages build up into cones. 
The circulation of air w ill dry 
the droppings, eliminating mois­
ture.

Clean the house and remove 
droppings only once or twice a 
year the publication suggests. 
Winter is the most ideal time. 

Sprays of DDT and mala- < 
thion and poison baits of mal- 
athion, sugar and dried whey 
aro recommended for use in 
the houses.

Balancing Livestock 
With Feed on Range

Balancing Livestock with feed 
on the range is a “ number one” 
problem of livestock raisers.

The tendency is to remember 
stocking rates during good years, 
says A. H. Walker extension 
range specialist. “A balanced 
livestock program is based on 
average years.”

Proper grazing gives plants a 
chance to maintain themselves, 
withstand drouth and conserve 
moisture, Walker points out.

A  balanced program for grow­
ing livestock includes plans for 
deferred grazing, the planting of 
supplemental grazing crops and 
provisions for silage or hay re­
serves.

If feed is needed, buy it early 
and in season. Plan to graze half 
and leave half of the annual

cause of premature deaths.
On a two litter a year sys­

tem, each sow is marketing on­
ly 11 pigs a year at this rate. 
Actually, a hog raiser should 
expect to market 17-18 pigs 
per sow, weighing 200-225 
when 51/2 months old.
Similar losses occur in poultry 

and livestock. About 1 out of 
every 5 calves dropped, dies be­
fore it is six months old. Some 
10 per cent of the chicks and 15 
per cent of the poults will not 
live for 56 days.

Eliminating loss is a key to 
badly needed profits. The farmer 
in Texas has been hard-hit by 
drouth and insects for four years. 
He cannot afford to suffer un­
necessary livestock deaths in ad­
dition.

The knowledge and practice of 
good feeding and management 
programs will help reduce these 
deaths. High production per hen, 
per cow and per sow is no longer 
a goal in Texas —  it is a neces­
sity if you intend to make money 
farming.

forage production for range 
maintenance, the specialist says.

Research shows when more 
than 50 percent of the forage 
was removed, growth of the 
plant roots stopped for a period 
of several days to several weeks.

Studies in central Texas show 
that farmers who did not have 
adequate feed reserves fed about 
$10 more feed per ewe than 
those who had ample feed during 
the winter. A similar study 
shows that cattle on farms with 
adequate feed were wintered at 
an average saving of nearly $20 
per head.

4-H Achievement

November 13 is Texas 4-H 
Achievement day, and the 120,- 
000 Texas members will be re­
porting to the state on their ac­
tivities and achievements for the 
year.

More than 18,000 Texas mem­
bers are from urban homes. A 
broad program for youth devel­

opment offers opportunity for 
study in many fields suited to 
both urban and rural popula­
tions.

Besides ranching, raising crops 
and livestock, cooking and sew­
ing,, the 4-H program includes 
such things as money manage­
ment, safety, first aid, music ap­
preciation, citizenship and en­
tomology. 4-H members study 
electricity, home management, 
beautification of home grounds, 
forestry and recreation. Over 75

different projects are open to 4-H 
members.

Active in their communities, 
4-H members appear on radio or 
TV programs or give a speech 
with poise developed through 
their training. They give demon­
stration at the State Fair. Top 
4-H youth in the state win trips 
to the National 4-H Club Cong­
ress in Chicago. Many attend the 
Texas 4-H Leadership Training 
Laboratory each year.
