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Compromise 
filed in  
bankruptcy 
case

A  compromise settlement 
agreement has been filed between 
Wool Growers Central Storage 
Co. and the Wardlaw Creditors.

The agreement, filed Oct. 
9, states that the Wool Growers 
Board of Directors have agreed to 
pay the Wardlaws $170,000 in ex­
change for the Wardlaws assign­
ing to them both of their bankrupt­
cy claims that total $252,215.44. 
This amounts to approximately 
67.4 cents on the dollar, accord­
ing to court documents.

The board of directors has 
also agreed to pay the Wardlaws 
additional sums of $35,000 dam­
ages and $35,000 attorney fees 
to settle any and all claims made 
against them in the state court suit.

The former manager of 
Wool Growers Central Stor­
age Co. was sentenced to prison 
for taking $2 million in a fraud 
scheme. '

Donnie Laughlin, 60, was 
sentenced to 63 months in fed­
eral prison for engaging in mon­
etary transactions derived from 
specified unlawful activity and 
aiding and abetting. Laughlin 
was sentenced during a 15-min­
ute hearing on Oct. 12 in the 
Lubbock Federal Courthouse.

Laughlin has been ordered 
to report to the Federal Correc­
tional Institution in Big Spring on 
Nov. 16. The prison houses low 
security male inmates and has a 
satellite camp housing minimum 
security male inmates.

Along with his prison time, 
Laughlin was also ordered to

pay $2,072,326.56 in restitution. 
The restitution is set to start after 
Laughlin is released from prison, 
in which he will undergo a three- 
year term of supervised release.

If Laughlin is unable to pay 
the full restitution amount dur­
ing the three years, he will make 
payments of $200 per month un­
til the restitution is paid in full.

court documents state. Interest 
on the unpaid balance has been 
waived.

The restitution is to be paid 
to the U.S. District Clerk’s office 
in San Angelo. The money will 
then be distributed to 77 credi­
tors claiming to have lost money 
at Wool Growers.

Laughlin must also refrain 
fi*om incurring new credit charg­
es or opening additional lines of 
credit without permission from 
the U.S. Probation Officer and 
must provide the probation officer 
with any requested financial infor­
mation, court documents state.

Laughlin shall not transfer, 
sell, give away or otherwise con­
vey any asset with a value of $500 
or more without the approval of 
the U.S. Probation Officer.

As directed by the proba­
tion officer, Laughlin shall apply 
monies received from income 
tax refunds, lottery or gambling

winnings, inheritances, judg­
ments, settlements and any an­
ticipated or unexpected financial 
gains to paying the restitution.

Laughlin pled guilty on May 
31 in Lubbock.

Beginning in March 2000, 
Laughlin carried out the scheme 
by selling producers’ wool and 
mohair, and not paying the pro­
ducers the money they were 
owed, the documents state. 
Laughlin also sold the products 
without the producers’ knowl­
edge or permission.

Instead of deducting fees for 
storage and commissions from 
these sales, and paying over the 
balance to the producer, Laugh­
lin would either keep the money 
for himself or transfer the money 
from the mohair/wool sales bank 
account to the bank account of 
the Wool Growers retail busi­
ness, the documents state.

Rural Business 
Revolving Loan Fund

volving Loan Fund from the Re­
gional Consortium for Economic 
Development.

One of the common obstacles 
to starting a business is the lack 
of capital needed to get it started. 
The Revolving Loan Fund is 
ready to help you with the small 
amounts of capital you need to 
get your idea off the ground or to 
expand the fledgling business you 
have already started.

Designed specifically for the 
12 rural counties of the Concho 
Valley (Tom Green County not 
included), the Revolving Loan 
Fund is a below market rate in­
terest loan that can help an entre­
preneur secure the funds needed 
to start a business or expand his 
existing business. It is not meant 
to replace loans from a bank, but 
is meant as another tool in your 
tool box to supply the “gap” cap­
ital you need to be successful. 
In reality, some banks prefer to 
make larger loans and they rely 
on micro-lending programs such 
as these to supply small amounts 
of capital. Also some beginning 
entrepreneurs, because of vari­
ous reasons, may not be able to 
secure a bank loan until later in 
their existence.

The Revolving Loan Fund 
was started a year or so ago by 
the Concho Valley Workforce 
Development Board with a fed­
eral grant from the U.S. Dept, of 
Agriculture.

plication package that can be eas­
ily completed. Organizations such 
as the ASU Small Business Devel­
opment Center can assist anyone 
with the application at no cost.

The loan size is in the $2,000 
to $10,000 range and the inter­
est rate is in the 4 percent to 7 
percent range. Currently the loan 
committee is considering loans 
higher than the $10,000 limit.

The completed application 
is then presented to the loan 
committee of the Regional Con­
sortium for Economic Develop­
ment for review and possible ap­
proval. It is that easy!

There are various sources of 
funds to start a business or to ex­
pand a young business. There are 
the traditional bank loans. There 
are loans or equity investment 
from friends, family, or other 
private individuals. Consider the 
Revolving Loan Fund as one of 
these sources of funds.

As I sit in a ditch after hav­
ing been run off the road by an 
oncoming car I am struck by 
the differences between car and 
pickup truck drivers.

People who drive cars wear 
neckties and high heeled shoes, 
work in Qubicles and are salaried 
stakeholders. Truck drivers wear 
ball caps, work outside and by 
the hour. Car drivers are CEO’s, 
secretaries and Sierra Club mem­
bers. Truck drivers ■ produce the 
food, wood, oil and minerals that 
the car owners seem to despise, 
yet consume.

Pickup drivers are friendlier 
and wave more. If someotie in a 
car waves at you it’s with their 
middle finger. Car drivers are 
less emotionally stable and live 
in big cities. In the country trucks 
outnumber cars. If you’re look­
ing for a good place to relocate 
don’t worry about the crime rate, 
just find a place where there are 
more trucks than cars. (Hint: one 
in every seven trucks in America 
is registered in Texas.),

Truckers are better drivers 
than auto pilots. They don’t get 
offended and speed up if you try 
to pass them and they are more 
apt to use their turn signals than 
offensive hand signals. Car own­
ers have spinner rims and honk 
their horn more. The only time 
a truck driver uses a horn is to 
call the cows. Teenagers and 
men in mid-life crises drive fast 
cars, peel out and speed. Pickup- 
pers drive slower so stuff won’t 
fly out the back and so their dog 
won’t fall off the tool box. Car 
drivers have little prissy Shitzus 
and Chihuahuas. Pickup owners 
have real dogs like Border Col­
lies and Labs.

Car owners see their vehicle 
as a status symbol. The more ex­
pensive and more horsepower 
the better. Pickup trucks have 
more horsepower in their trailers 
than their trucks. Car drivers are 
more often seen broke down by 
the side of the road with a truck­
er changing their flat. Car driv­
ers think you buy starter fluid at 
Starbucks and couldn’t locate 
their air filter with a flashlight 
and Google. Truck drivers can 
rebuild a carburetor with a twist 
tie and a pocket knife. Bondo is 
their favorite color. Most car 
drivers don’t even know how to

open their hood or which side 
their gas tank is on. Truck driv­
ers have tanks on both sides so 
they don’t have to guess. Car 
owners have expensive security 
systems that honk incessantly. 
Pickup owners leave their doors 
unlocked and their security sys­
tem rides in the back and eats 
dog food.

Pickuppers are more opti­
mistic, have fewer tattoos, lon­
ger sideburns (even the women) 
and a loftier view of the world 
than people who sit in traffic 
all day listening to shock jocks 
tell them the world is coming to 
an end. Pickup people are more 
adventurous and occasionally 
leave the main road in life. They 
are also more independent. Cars 
drivers have automatic trans­
missions whereas truckers shift 
for themselves. Truckers don’t 
carpool or worry about their car­
bon footprint. Car drivers don’t 
carpool either but they leave a 
smaller imprint, especially after 
their flimsy hybrid gets flattened 
by a SUV, Minivan or Humvee. 
Which are cars, by the way, not 
trucks.

Car drivers are more likely 
to be talking on their cell phone, 
texting or applying makeup than 
truck owners. When stopped at a 
light they play rap music so loud 
it rocks their rig and yours too. 
Truck drivers listen to country 
music. You seldom see a gun 
rack in the back of a car and the 
drivers are more apt to be mem­
bers of the PTA than the NRA. 
Truck drivers hunt and volun­
teer for the fire department. The 
bumper stickers are different too. 
Car bumpers promote the Nature 
Conservancy and liberal causes 
while truck bumpers proclaim 
their allegiance to the Marines 
and Smith and Wesson. Car 
owners brag that their child is 
a straight A student while truck 
owners boast that their dumb kid 
can beat the bejeesus out of your 
smart one.

When car owners trade-in 
for a newer model they owe more 
on their vehicles than they’re ac­
tually worth. Truck drivers are 
more apt to name their vehicle, 
own it far past the warranty and 
in some cases, fall in love with it. 
If they do eventually sell their rig 
it’s usually by the pound.

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‘Gun That Wasn’t There’ tells about history

W h at D o es A ll th e  P in k  R eally  M ean?
October has been recog­

nized as Breast Cancer Aware­
ness month. Many people notice 
the pink ribbons and bracelets 
that are worn to promote breast 
cancer awareness, but they may' 
not fully understand the facts 
behind these items. Cancer is a 
disease that occurs when celts 
become abnonnal and divide 
without control or order. Not 
only is breast cancer the most 
common cancer in women, it is 
also the second leading cause 
of cancer death in women aside 
from skin cancer.

Breast cancer is a malignant 
tumor that grows in one or both 
of the breasts. If'forms in tissues 
of the breast, usually thb diicts 
(tubes that carry milk to the 
nipple) and lobules (glaijds'^that 
make milk). Breast cancer is not 
limited only to women; rnen are 
also at risk, although male ca^- 
es are rare. The most cbmpioh 
signs of breast cancer are'a lump 
in the breast, abnonnal thicken­
ing of the breast»_ar a change in 
the shape or oolbrjbf the breash ■ 
These symptoms can be detected 
through self-e^ams, but one .of. 
the earliest s i^ s ,o f  Breast can-, 
cer can be an abnormality that 
shows up on a.matntnpgram be­
fore it can be .ffji.i^fanirnpgm^^ 
phy screening remains the best 
available method for early der^j 
tection of breast cancer.

Breast cancers that are found , 
because they can be. felt tend 
to be larger and.morp likely to,, 
have already spread beyond, the 
breast. According to the Ameri- ■ 
can Cancer Society (ACS),,inost 
doctors feel that early detection 
tests for breast cancer could save 
many more lives if more women 
and their health care providers 
took advantage of these tests. 
When should testing begin? Ac­
cording to ACS, women age 40 
and older should have a screen­
ing mammogram every year and 
should continue.to do so..each, 
year. Women in , their 20Sj,̂ n̂d  ̂
30s should have a clinical breast 
exam as part of a periodic health 
exam by a health professional.

preferably every 3 years. It is 
suggested that women in their 
20s do a breast self-exam, but 
there are limitations to self ex­
ams, and they should never be 
substituted for a mammogram. 
Women at high risk should talk 
to their doctors about getting 
an MRl and mammogram ev­
ery year.

What factors increase your 
risk of having breast cancer? 
Breast cancer risk is higher 
among women whose close 
blood relatives have this disease. 
Race has also shown to be an 
indicating factor. White women 
are slightly more likely to devel­
op breast cancer than are Afri- 
canrAmerican women, although 
Alrican-AiTjerican women are 
more likely to die of this cancer.

It has also been found that 
women who have had no chil­
dren or who had their first child 
after age 30 have a slightly 
higher breast cancer risk. Hav­
ing multiple pregnancies and be­
coming pregnant at an early age 
reduces breast cancer risk. Obe­
sity has been found to be a risk 
factor to, many diseases; breast 
cancer is no exception. Being 
•overweight or obese has been 
, found, to increase breast cancer 
Tisk, especially for women after 
menopause.. Likewise, evidence 
is growing, that physical activity 
m th.e form of exercise reduces 
breast cancer risk. Use of alcohol 

, ,is clearly linked to an increased 
risk pf developing breast can­
cer. The risk increases with the 
amount of alcohol consumed.

False risk factors have been 
circulated through many means, 
including the Internet. Rumors 
have suggested that chemicals 
in underarm antiperspirants are 
absorbed through the skin, in­
terfere with lymph circulation, 
cause toxins to build up in the 
breast, and eventually lead to 
breast cancer. Rumor also sug­
gested that bras, .cause breast 
cancer by obstructing lymph 
l̂ibw. Tliere is^very little labo­
ratory or population-based evi­
dence to support either rumor.

Additionally, silicone implants 
have been a suggested risk fac­
tor. Implants do make it harder 
to see breast tissue on standard 
mammograms, but additional 
x-ray pictures (called implant 
displacement views) can be used 
to more completely examine the 
breast tissue.

According to ACS, the 
chance of developing invasive 
breast cancer at some time in a 
woman’s life is about 1 in 8. The 
chance that breast cancer will be 
responsible for a woman’s death 
is about 1 in 35. These statistics 
have been on the decline, and 
the reason for that decline is be­
lieved to be the result of earlier 
detection through screening and 
increased awareness, as well as 
improved treatment.

What can you do to reduce 
your risks of breast cancer? Sug­
gested practice for good breast 
health for women includes:

•  Obtain regular mammog­
raphy screenings starting at the 
age of 40.

•  Obtain annual clinical 
breast exams.

•  Perform monthly breast- 
self exams, if you wish.

•  Obtain a risk assessment 
from a physician.

So, the next time you see 
someone wearing a pink rib­
bon or bracelet, remember 
the things that can be done to 
protect yourself or your loved 
one from becoming a victim of 
breast cancer.

With the help of a former 
West Texas sheriff, Russell 
Smith set out to write a tale about 
a piece of history that terrorized 
the Texas Hill Country and West 
Texas in the 1960s.

During Crockett County 
Museum sponsored presentation 
Monday night at the Senior Cen­
ter, Smith showed pictures, doc­
uments and gave the audience an 
insight to his first book “The Gun 
That Wasn’t There.”

The book tells about the 
“Caveman Bandit,” a burglar and 
arnied robber who shot postmas­
ter Pelham Bradford at Pumpville 
kidnapped Bradford’s wife and 
took her to the Post Office where 
he made her open a safe and then 
he stole their car.

Four months later he shot 
Terrell County Sheriff Bill Cook­
sey. Both Bradford and Cooksey 
survived - and the Sheriff and 
Texas Ranger Alfred Allee Jr. 
capture the guy during a gunfight 
at Dryden in 1966.

Allee was stationed in Ozo­
na at the time.

The book includes Crock­
ett County and many of the sur­
rounding area.

“He was a different kind 
of bandit,” Smith said. “Things 
would be missing in people’s 
houses like eggs or tortillas.”

The bandit would often 
sneak in to people’s houses on 
Sunday after everyone had gone 
to church.

He also road the railroad in 
between his crimes.

“The bandit had some kind 
of upbringing because he treated 
women with respect,” Smith 
said.

Doing the research for his 
book. Smith interviewed Cook­
sey in 1990, as well as Allee, bê - 
fore they passed away.

When Allee read an unpub­
lished copy of the book. Smith 
said “he had tears in his eyes” 
due to accuracy.

Smith revealed many ele­
ments from his book, but not ev­
erything.

Smith also said that history 
is being lost.

“The movies, the westerns 
are not selling. The movie peo­
ple don’t live down here,” Smith 
said.

Smith’s book is available 
at bookstores throughout West 
Texas, including San Angelo and 
Alpine, as well as through Ama­
zon.com.

that the state court suit will be 
dismissed.

The only difference in the 
settlement reached with the 
Wardlaw Creditors from the 
settlement set forth in the motion 
to dismiss is that, in addition to 
the Wardlaw Creditors receiving 
their approximate 67 cents on the 
dollar of their bankruptcy claim, 
they are being paid an additional 
$70,000 to settle their state court 
action.

Otherwise, the settlement 
reached with the Wardlaws does 
not effect in any way the settle­
ment proposed in the motion to 
dismiss.

Along with objecting to 
the federal bankruptcy case, the

Also in the settlement agree­
ment, the Wardlaws release any

the original motion to dismiss 
is to be withdrawn, documents 
state.

The settlement agreement 
motion states that the board of 
directors will contribute $2.6 
million to furrd a settlement 
which will pay almost all of 
the administrative expenses and 
professional fees incurred and 
outstanding in this case. Also, it 
will give all allowed unsecured 
creditors the opportunity to settle 
their claims for 67.75 cents on 
the dollar.

The $2.6 million had al­
ready been deposited with Wal­
ter O’Cheskey who has agreed to 
serve as Escrow Agent and Dis­
bursing Agent. On dismissal of 
the case, O’Cheskey will send to 
each allowed unsecured creditor 
a form of release which, if each 
creditor so chooses, can be signed 
and returned to O’Cheskey who 
will then immediately disburse 
to that creditor 67.75 cents on the 
dollar of that creditors’ claims, 
except those claims held by the 
producer claimants from whose

For Texas students, the most 
dangerous part of their journey 
to and from school is crossing 
the street to board a school bus 
or after exiting one. During the 
2006-2007 school year, no stu­
dents were killed during this crit­
ical part of their journey to and 
from school, but passing motor­
ists pose the greatest danger to 
these students.

Texas state law requires 
drivers to stop for school buses 
that are stopped and have acti­
vated their alternating red flash­
ing lights. Drivers should not 
proceed until the school bus 
resumes motion; the driver is 
signaled by the bus driver to pro­
ceed, or the visual signal is no 
longer activated.

“Motorists who do not stop 
are endangering our most pre­
cious resource—our children,” 
said DPS Director Col. Thomas 
A. Davis Jr. “These reckless 
drivers will face fines of up to

$1,000, plus court costs if they 
are convicted.”

School Bus Safety Week 
runs from October 21-27 across 
the nation. This year’s safety 
week theme—“Stop on Red, 
Kids  ̂Ahead”—reminds drivers 
to obey the law regarding stop­
ping for a school bus.

If a road is divided only by a 
left-turning lane, drivers on both 
sides of the roadway must stop 
for school buses with alternat­
ing red flashing lights activated. 
However, if the lanes are sepa­
rated by an intervening space or 
physical barrier, only motorists 
going in the same direction as 
the bus are required to stop.

School buses remain one of 
the safest modes of transporta­
tion in Texas—38,000 school 
buses transport 1.5 million Tex­
as children every school day. 
School buses account for less 
than one-half of one percent of 
all Texas roadway crashes.

Strong econ om y w ill a llow  
state to  give tax credit in  2008

AUSTIN - 
About 370,000 
employers in 
Texas will re­
ceive an es­
timated $170 
million in sur­
plus state tax 
credits next 
year. Gov.

Rick Perry said.
A strong Texas, economy 

pushed the state Unemployment 
Compensation Trust Fund to a 
$376.7 million surplus. Perry an­
nounced Oct. 9.

For the second year in a row 
the trust fund’s ceiling has been 
exceeded, enabling the state to 
return excess taxes back to em­
ployers, Perry said.

Eligible Texas employers fil­
ing quarterly unemployment tax 
reports will receive a tax credit 
beginning with their first quarter 
2008 tax return.

To receive the credit, em­
ployers must meet' eligibility 
requirements, including. having 
payroll during 2007 and haying 
paid all taxes due.

REPORT DETAILS 
WATER POLLUTION :
Goals of the feder,al Clean 

Water Act of 1972 are to elimi­
nate discharge of pollutants into 
waterways and make those wa­
terways safe for swimming and 
fishing. . .

But in 2005, more than 5,3 
percent of industrial and mu­
nicipal facilities across the state 
discharged more pollution into 
waterways than their Clean Wa­
ter Act permits allow.

That statistic, comes from 
“Troubled Waters: An Analysis 
of Clean Water Compliance,” a 
new report released Oct. 11 by 
Environment Texas, ain Austin- 
based non-profit.

“As the Clean Water Act 
turns 35, polluters continue 
to foul our rivers, lakes and 
streams,” said Brad Hicks of En­
vironment Texas. “With so many 
facilities dumping so much pol­
lution, no one should be sur­
prised that more than half of 
Texas waterways are unsafe for 
swimming and fishing. But we 
should be outraged.”

■' Environmeiit Texas used the 
federal Freedom of Information 
Act to obtain data on facilities’ 
compliance with the Clean Wa­
ter Act between Jan. 1 and Dec. 
31,2005. Environment Texas re­
searchers found that:

• Texas had 318 facilities, 
more than any other state, report 
exceedances of their Clean Wa­
ter Act permits. These facilities 
reported a total of 1,340 exceed­
ances.

• Facilities in Texas of­
ten exceeded their Clean Water

Act permits by extraordinary 
amounts. On average, facilities 
exceeding their permits did so by 
143 percent, nearly 2.5. times the 
legal limit.

• Polluters in Texas reported 
64 instances in which they ex­
ceeded their Clean Water Act 
permit by at least 500 percent 
over the legal limit.

“Over the last three and a 
half decades, this landmark en- 
viron-mental law has made sig­
nificant improvements in water 
quality, but the original goals 
have yet to be met,” according to 
Environment Texas.

INVESTOR GROUP 
PURCHASES TXU

Dallas-based TXU Corp. 
on Oct. 11 announced its merger 
agreement with Texas Energy 
Future Holdings Limited Part­
nership, a group of private inves­
tors who reportedly paid $32 bil­
lion.

The power company is now 
doing business as Energy Future 
Holdings Corp. Shares of TXU 
common stock ceased trading at 
the'Close of the market Oct. 10 
and will be delisted.

Twenty attorneys from dif­
ferent, areas of Texas filed an 
official complaint with the State 
Commission' on' Judicial Con­
duct, requesting  ̂that it investi­
gate Sharon Keller, the presid­
ing judge of the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals,

At issue is the judge’s deci­
sion not to keep courthouse doors 
open past 5 p.m. so that attorneys 
could file an emergency request 
to stay the Sept. 25 execution of 
Texas death row inmate Michael 
Richard.

COFFER TOTALS 
MORE THAN EXPECTED

On Aug. 31, the last day of 
fiscal year 2007, Texas had more 
money in its treasury than ex­
pected.

Comptroller Susan Combs 
reported the state had $8.5 bil­
lion, $1.5 billion more revenue 
than she had projected.

She attributed this to an in­
crease of almost 11 percent for 
the year in state sales and use tax 
collections.

The $1.5 billion may sound 
like a lot, but it represents only 
1 percent of the state’s $152 bil­
lion budget for fiscal years 2008 
and 2009.
