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Grass fires continue to plague area

Bush grants federal aid for scorched Texas counties

Area volunteer fire fighters
spent this weekend battling more
grass fire blazes.

Around 850 acres burned
Friday and Saturday at a grass
fire off of Lancaster Hill near
Sheffield. Ozona received mu-
tual aid help from Sonora, Shef-
field, Iraan and local companies
with water haul trucks.

Fire fighters cleared the scene
around 2 a.m. Saturday morning,
and then were called back out
later that day. The fire was extin-
guished at 7:40 p.m. Saturday.

“We’re all tired,” said Fire
Chief Bob Falkner. “We spent a lot
of times hunting non-existent fires
due to the amount of smoke.”

The first that Ozona was
called out to was in Val Verde
County. As of Monday, 6,000
acres had burned 29 miles north
of Comstock, according to the
Texas Forest Service.

Other large fires over the
weekend included one in Pe-
cos County, 27 miles southeast
of Fort Stockton, where 35,000
acres burned. In Reagan County,
fire fighters fought on 14 miles
northwest of Barnhart that took

up 2,000 acres and in Irion Coun-
ty a grass fire burned 400 acres
five miles east of Barnhart.

“It’s about as bad as we
thought it would be,” said Lewis
Kearney, a Texas Forest Service

spokesman.

"The second week of March
also has a history of producing
large and devastating fires in
Texas, according to the Texas
Forest Service.

Officials said near record-high
temperatures, strong winds, low
humidity and dry, brittle grasses
across the state were ingredients
for devastating wildfires.

A 26-year-old Utah man was
killed Sunday in a one-vehicle
accident on Interstate-10.

Zach Dobson, an indepen-
dent contractor from Utah, was
pronounced dead at the scene by
Justice of the Peace John Wilson
of Sutton County, according to
a report from the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety. His body
was taken to Kerrville Funeral
Home.

Dwayne Meek, 21, of Ari-
zona, was air lifted to Shannon

juries, the report stated.

Also injured are Ian Moore,
18, of Arizona and Michael
Burke, 18, also of Arizona. Both
of these men are listed in stable

Moore was driving the 1998
Mitsubishi Montero Sport, when
one of the passengers distracted
him, causing the vehicle to drift
to the center median, the report
stated.

Moore then overcorrected
the vehicle causing it roll five
times in the barrow ditch, the re-
port stated.

Everyone in the vehicle was
wearing seatbelts, the report stat-
ed. The accident occurred around
4:10 p.m., two miles into the Sut-
ton County line at mile-marker
383.

Ozona and Sonora volunteer
fire fighters had to use the Jaws
of Life to try and extract one man
from the vehicle.

Government Secrec-y: My-ths vs. Reality

Editor’s note: The fol-
lowing column is by Robert J.
freeman, executive director of
the New York State Committee
on Open Government in Albany.
It was written in honor of 2008
Sunshine Week, March 16-22.

Freedom of information
laws differ from one state to an-
other, and now, from one coun-
try another. But there are likely
similarities among them that
enable us to offer a few general
observations.

I deal with the New York
Freedom of Information Law
(known widely here as “FOIL”),
and I’'m troubled by a variety of
common beliefs that have grown
into myths which simply are not
true. The problem in part is that
many Americans tend to follow
like sheep, and when we hear the
same kind of comments over and
over again, too many of us begin
to believe them. One of my con-
tinuing goals involves waking up
the public, government officials,
and yes, even reporters, and try-
ing to ensure that they avoid
falling into the traps created by
myths relating to government’s
ability to keep secrets.

Although my experience in-
volves the law in New York, my
guess is that much of the follow-
ing would apply in a variety of
ZNN..- SURRRRIRN
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jurisdictions.

Myth: Characterizing a re-
cord as “draft”, a “work in prog-
ress” or “unofficial” enables a
government agency to automati-
cally deny access to the record.

Reality: FOIL pertains to
all government agency records
and defines the term “record” to
include any information, in any
physical form whatsoever, kept,
held, filed, produced or repro-
duced by with or for a government
agency. Often drafts or works in
progress include statistical and
factual information that is avail-
able to the public. When a record
comes into the possession of an
agency, whether it is deemed “of-
ficial” or “accepted” is irrelevant;
it is subject to rights conferred by
FOIL. Also, minutes of meetings
must be made available, even if
they haven’t been approved.

Myth: Stamping or marking
a record “confidential” enables
the government to withhold it.

Reality: Under the New
York FOIL, marking or agreeing
to keep a record “confidential” is

meaningless. In brief, FOIL says

that all government records are
accessible, unless the records
may be withheld based on a se-
ries of exceptions to rights of
access listed in the law. The law
determines what’s public and
what’s not, not an agreement or

AUSTIN - With the U.S.

claim of confidentiality.

Myth: Personnel records are
confidential and discussions in-
volving personnel matters can be
discussed in closed or “executive”
sessions of government bodies.

Reality: The word “person-
nel” cannot be found in either
the FOIL or the Open Meetings
Law. Although some aspects of
personnel records pertaining to
government officers or employ-
ees may be withheld, others are
accessible under FOIL, particu-
larly those that relate to their
duties, such as salary, overtime,
attendance, disciplinary action,
etc. Similarly, personnel matters
involving policy or the allocation
of public money (i.e., whether
to create or eliminate a position)
must be discussed in public. Only
when an issue focuses on a par-
ticular person in relation to one or
more among a series of qualifiers
(i.e., a discussion of a specific
individual’s performance) would
there be a basis for going into a
closed session to discuss a per-
sonnel matter.

Myth: Records involving
litigation are confidential and
government officials cannot dis-
cuss litigation.

Reality: When records are
submitted to a court because a
lawsuit has been initiated, the
records are generally available
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the Doctor ordered.”

This may cause some teen-
agers to give up the sport but
skateboarding was first popular-
ized when I was a kid.

Yet most
of us have use of all 20 of our
digits. I was given a chemistry
set one Christmas that contained
jars of all sorts of acid and the
only casualty was the expenswe
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from the court. With respect to
meetings of government bod-
ies, the courts have held that
a closed meeting may be held
by those bodies to discuss their
litigation strategy in private, so
as not to divulge their strategy
to their adversaries. They have
also held, however, that the mere
threat, the fear or the possibility
of litigation is not enough to jus-
tify holding a closed meeting.

Myth: When an incident is
under investigation, law enforce-
ment officials cannot disclose
anything about it.

Reality: There is nothing
that precludes those officials
from speaking, and they do
when there may be an advan-
tage. Further, FOIL usually re-
quires that a variety of details
relating to the incident be made
public, unless disclosure would
interfere with an investigation or
deprive a person of a right to a
fair trial, for example.

Remember: When you hear
or read statements from a govern-
ment officials indicating that the
matter can’t be disclosed because
it’s a personnel matter, it’s in liti-
gation, it’s under investigation,
or because it’s confidential, often
what they’re really saying is that
they don’t want to disclose, even
though they can or, in some cir-
cumstances, they must.
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room table. Against all odds, and
in a world fraught with danger,
most of us made it. Maybe we
should be called the Luckiest
Generation because in many
ways we were.

Despite
all the unsafe things we did we
are somehow living longer. Still,
scientists and bureaucrats are try-
ing to get rid of everything that
is dangerous so that some day we
may all live to be 140, drooling
in some warehouse for the aged
where there will probably be a
sign warning.us not to run or
skateboard in the-hall.

EMPLOYERS
TO RECEIVE TAX BREAK

The Texas Workforce Com-
mission announced a plan to
give about 370,000 employers
a break from paying unemploy-
ment insurance tax.

Employers who had a pay-
roll in 2007 and paid all taxes
on time will qualify to receive
the break, which will come in
the form of a surplus tax credit.

Qualified employers will
receive the surplus tax credit
after their first quarter 2008 tax
returns are filed and taxes are
paid.

The tax credit is expected

to total about $90 million. That
would average about $243 per
employer.

“Thanks to our healthy
economy and low unemploy-
ment rate last year, the state col-
lected more money for the un-
employment trust fund than we
need, which is why I’m direct-
ing the state to bring that tax to
a screeching halt for this year,”

Gov. Perry explained in a
March 10 news release.

Life has not been easy for
Alice Martinez this past year.
But a gift from her daughter has
given her a new lease on life.

Earlier this month, Marti-
nez received a kidney transplant
from Kristina Guerra which lit-
erally saved her life.

“My kidneys were down
to 13 percent functioning,” said
Martinez. “When they get to 10
percent, there’s nothing the doc-
tors can do. She saved my life.”

Martinez had called her
daughter when she first received
the news, never dreaming her
daughter would volunteer.

“The boys couldn’t due
to health problems,” Martinez
said.

“When Mom called me
after her appointment with the
doctor the last week of De-
cember, she was hysterical,”
said Guerra, who is married to
George Guerra.

Guerra then talked with her
mother’s kidney doctor who
explained the various options
available including dialysis and
transplants.

“I said I’d never get on di-
alysis,” said Martinez, explain-
ing it was too stressful and too
much of a sacrifice on the fam-
ily. “I didn’t want to intrude on
their lives.”

Normally, the process for
obtaining a kidney transplant
takes nearly a year. Martinez
received hers in just a little over
amonth and a half. The mother
of four, Guerra took it upon her-
self to track down information
on transplants from co-workers
and the internet.

Every time she took her
mother in for an appointment,
things worked out where she
got her testing done at the same
time.

“l give credit to Tamey

Fleischhauer is a post-
transplant  coordinator with
Covenant Hospital in Lubbock.

However, the process did
not go smoothly. Guerra’s
blood sugar tests continued to
come back abnormal.

“I wanted to cry,” she said.
“The hardest part was having
to tell Mom. I just cried and
cried.

She had to comfort me,”
Guerra said.

The doctors scheduled one
more test — a four hour blood
sugar test.

“We had to wait all week-
end for the results,” Guerra
said.

But on Monday they re-
ceived a good report, causing
the family to celebrate.

Guerra also had to undergo
a psychological evaluation.

“The joke going around
the family was the psychologist
would decide 1 was crazy and
tell me no,” said Guerra.

The surgery was harder on
Guerra than her mother. Guerra
has, to, take two months’ leave.
from her job at the state prison
where she’s worked 14 years, to

allow her body to recover ful-
ly. But her mother was up and
about the day after surgery.

“We met a stranger in the
hospital who got to talking
with her as she was walking
the halls,” said grandson Erick
Martinez. “They couldn’t be-
lieve she’d just had a kidney
transplant. She was amazing,”
he said of Martinez who was
out of the hospital and back
home after one week.

Martinez plans to move to
San Angelo with her son, where
she’ll be closer to her doctors.
Martinez has two sons, Chris
Martinez Jr., of San Angelo, and
Lonnie Martinez, of Abilene.

“I plan to enjoy my grand-
children and family more and
go to church,” said the great
grandmother of five.

“l feel different already.
My body feels different. Before,
everything felt tight and weak.
Now I feel good,” said Martinez.

“I would not change or
doubt myselfever,” said Guerra.
“If it means giving my mom ten
more years of life, [ ' would do
it'agdin.” She is'my bést friend
and we need each other.”

conditions likely through April

They also said the condi-
tions were eerily similar to
March 12, 2006, when 900,000
acres burned in the Panhandle,
killing 12 people and 4,000
livestock in less than 12 hours.

Texas  Forest  Service
spckesman Rich Phelps called
Friday “one of the top two or
three” wildfire events in Texas
since 2006.

Since January 1, the Ozona
Volunteer Fire Department has
received 97 calls, with the ma-
jority of those being grass fires.

Statewide, there have been
507 fires burning 582,826 acres
since the start of 2008, accord-
ing to the Texas Forest Service.
While 191 structures have been
lost in these wildfires, fire fight-
ers have saved 4,243 structures.

Due to the outbreak of
wildfires this year, President
Bush is making federal . aid
available to more than 70 per-
cent of counties in Texas after
wildfires spread across the state.
Bush’s emergency declaration
authorizes federal aid and re-
sources to 184 counties, includ-
ing Crockett County.

Relief came earlier this
week with cooler temperatures
and rain, but officials state con-
ditions could get worse over the
next few months.

Texas is in the middle of a
drought that has reached the se-
vere stage in several parts of the
state, said John Nielsen-Gam-
mon, professor of atmospheric

sciences at Texas A&M Univer-
sity who also serves as Texas
State Climatologist.

The bottom line: More than
half of the state is currently ex-
periencing unusual dryness and
conditions could actually wors-
en over the next few months,
Nielsen-Gammon said.

“Less than a year after rains
finally brought an end to the
2005-2006 drought in Texas,
many parts of the state are again
suffering drought conditions,”
he said. “Only the eastern third
of the state and parts of the Tex-
as Panhandle have received nor-
mal precipitation over the past
few months.”

The hardest-hit area:
Edwards Plateau region.

Nielsen-Gammon said that
region experienced the driest
December through ‘February on
record, totaling an average of
only 0.57 inches of rain, break-
ing the previous record of 0.67
inches set in 1966-67. He notes
that broad portions of southwest
Texas — within a triangle bound-
ed from Sanderson to Leakey
and Laredo — have received zero
rainfall for the past 90 days.

The area around Del Rio
and Eagle Pass is also experi-
encing extreme drought con-
ditions, he adds, and areas of
central and south Texas and the
lower Rio Grande Valley are
also in a severe drought.

“This drought started back
in early September,” said Niels-

the

en-Gammon, who compiles data
from several groups, among
them the National Weather Ser-
vice. “The central third of the
state has been especially hard
hit and the extreme dryness has
set up ideal wildfire situations.”

Nielsen-Gammon said the
drought conditions are partly
due to La Nina, during which
unusually cold sea surface tem-
peratures are found in the east-
ern equatorial Pacific Ocean.
When a La Nina occurs, winters
are usually drier and warmer
than normal, and there are fre-
quently strong, drying winds
from the southwest and west.

Most water supplies remain
at safe levels, he says, because of
the previous year of wet weather.

“But agriculture is suffer-
ing in many areas, and some
winter wheat crops have been
severely damaged,” Nielsen-
Gammon said. “If these areas
don’t get some decent rains in
the next month, an entire spring
planting season may be lost in
parts of south Texas.”

There may not be good
news for the long-term outlook,
either, he believes.

“Prospects for rainfall for
the next couple of months are
not good,” he said. “La Nina is
expected to remain moderately
strong into April, so the general
tendency for dry weather is ex-
pected to continue. Beyond that
time, it’s hard to say what may
happen.”
