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Sneak peek: tour shows off new park

A place to go hiking, bike
around, ride a horse or watch-
ing birds is planning on being
open in Crockett County this
year.

Local officials and com-
munity members had a sneak
peak at the Escondidio Draw
Recreational Area (EDRA) Mon-
day night. The off-road vehicle
park, located 30 miles west of
Crockett County off of County
Road 406, will not only be a
place to take jeeps, motorcy-
cles and four-wheelers, it will
also contain an area for those
wanting an adventure on foot,
bicycle or horseback.

During the tour, Texas
Motorized Trails Coalition
(TMTC) officials spoke on
how the east panhandle and
the far east side of the prop-
erty, which borders neighbor-
ing property owned by the
Cox family, could be used
for non-motorized activities,
such as mountain biking, hik-
ing, equestrian, bird watching
and be open to local and area
Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts.

This area is around 600
acres of the 3,400-acre park.

The park itself has a
“healthy” bird population and,
with some management, the
population should improve,
said Beryl Armstrong with the
Environment Defense Fund.

Armstrong has been work-
ing with TMTC on conducting a
bird survey of the park. Due to
TMTC receiving federal grant
money, environmental and ar-

cheological surveys have been
conducted on the park.

Armstrong said only one
protected species have been
found, a bird called the black-
capped vireo. Sites have been
marked in the park so trails
can be routed around the ar-
eas where the bird breeds.
Early to late April and early
May is the breeding season,
Armstrong said.

No motorized vehicles
will be used during the time
in which the bird is in the
park, Armstrong said. Non-
motorized use through the
areas will be allowed in the
bird’s breeding sites.

A Texas A&M survey team
will be at the park this week
surveying the number of
black-capped vireos.

As far as archeologi-

cal sites there were several
significant that was found.
These areas will be strictly off
limits, Armstrong said.

TMTC will have parking
and camping facilities at the
top of the mesa adjacent to
County Road 406.

TMTC is planning on drill-
ing a water well, installing a
septic systems and construct-
ing a bathhouse with rest-

rooms and showers.

At the end of this proper-
ty will be an automatic gate,
which will close at 8:30 p.m.
when the park is not in op-
eration. Everyone will need
to be back at the camp zone
at the time, said Tony Eeds,
TMTC President.

Opening date for the park
has not been set yet, but Eeds

LETTER TO THE EDITQR

This is after the 9-1-1 lady at the shetiff’s office has
called you on your mobile every few minutes to check
your location and assure you EMTs are speeding to-
ward you and deputies are also on the way.

Now, Grannie’s responsibility is grateful turned
over to professionals who tell you they are going
directly to Shannon - no stopping in Ozona.

Why is that? Isn't it vitally important to get anti-
venom started as soon as possible?

Why don’t we have anti-venom in our hospital?

Here’s what I've learned, which may not be exactly
right but close enough. Anti-venom is an extremely
fragile protein which in its immediately useable
form has a very short shelf life, After having it at our-

hospital, and having it go bad and throwing it out
-over and over, because very few rattlesnake bits are
encountered in our county, the Family Health Center
of Ozona no longer keeps it.
When you call 9-1-1, our people call Shannon Hospital
telling them a rattlesnake bite patient is being brought
to San Angelo. The Shannon people start the process to
bring anti-venom to readiness from its frozen state. It
is put in a medium which will be intravenously admin-
istered. It is so fragile, no microwave zapping and no
shaking is allowed. This process takes several hours.
The bite patient is going to be hospitalized while
it is administered drip by drop. Also, some people
react violently in a life-threatening manner to anti-
venom. Consequently, the drip process is begun very
slowly and possible reaction is carefully monitored.

If no reactlon is encountered, the attending physician
dec1des, after each drip bag is empty, whether more
antl-venam may be needed.

Each dose must be readied in a timely manner. A

blood test-is given to see if the anti-venom is doing
its job. This process may take several days. So, all in
all, Shannon it is. :

Almost as vital as the anti-venom is the adminis-
tration of intravenous fluid, which is started in the
ambulance. The only reason for stopping at the local
hospital would be, if for some reason, fluids could
not be started in the ambulance.

Ghana on the West Coast ol Afrlca is new exhibit

Ghana on the West Coast
of Africa is the subject of a new
exhibit at the library. Roy Har-
rell visited and worked in Gha-
na many times over the years
and was present in 1957 when
Ghana gained its. independence
from Great Britain. There was
much optimism. and jubilation
as Kwame Nkrumah became
Ghana'’s first president. The Brit-
ish withdrew, leaving a well orga-
nized and funded infrastructure.
Ghana was the first black African
country to throw off the shackles
of colonialism. The future looked
bright. Over time, however, Nkru-
mah bankrupted the country with
his grandiose public works proj-
ects and vast expenditures on un-
needed programs. Today, Ghana,
which was the Gold Coast before
its independence, is again rela-
tively prosperous after its rocky
beginning.

Ghana is rich in resources. It
has produced much of West Afri-
ca’s gold, diamonds, cocoa, timber
and hydroelectric energy. Kumasi
in central Ghana is the seat of
the old Ashanti Kingdom, which
covered a great swath of central
West Africa. Its people are among
the friendliest and smartest in Af-
rica. Accra, the capital city, boasts
a large university, and there is a
large middle class and a profes-
sional class, many of whom grad-

uated from universities in Britain
and the United States.

Farming and fishing sustain
the population of over 12 mil-
lion. In addition, there is a textile
mill, which produces the colorful
Dutch wax print cottons of every-
day clothing. Weavers produce the
famous kente cloth, long strips

of woven cotton-or silk;cloth in

bright colors and patterns, which,

»when sewn together; make “ther

beautiful traditional robes worn
by both men and women. Local
artisans produce pottery, woven
baskets, jewelry, Western-type
clothing, musical instruments,
tribal masks, fertility dolls and
the famous Ashanti stools on
which the elders sit.

Religion in Ghana is an amal-
gam of beliefs. Various forms of
Christianity have been superim-
posed on the ancient, traditional
animist ones. Christian mission-
aries brought education to Gha-
na long before the government
established elementary schools.
Children educated in these mis-
sionary schools developed a loy-
alty for the school and the church
it represented. Therefore, to this
day, you will find many mar-
ried couples who do not share a
church but each belongs to the
church in which he or she was
educated. It is considered nor-
mal. The peoples of the northern
part of Ghana, bordering Burkina
Faso, are mostly Muslim.

While the colonial period of

African history is looked down
on with disdain by most Afri-
cans, there are those who will
admit that some good came out
of it. For instance, by establish-
ing schools based on European
methods, all educated Africans

or dialects spoken. With fewer
languages spoken, trade and gov-
ernmental business is conducted
with greater ease.

Roy and Charlotte live in Ac-
cra, the capital city, from 1980
through 1982, and made many
friends. Charlotte played her flute
in the National Orchestra and
was President of the American
Women'’s Club, which did a lot of
charitable work in the county’s
orphanages. Roy was active in
the local Masonic Lodge. Would
you believe that they had to wear
tuxes to meetings! Ghanaians are
very formal due to the British in-
fluence. They both attended the
Accra Ridge Church as associate
members. :

This interesting church was
an experiment in ecumenism:
the church had three ministers -
Anglican (Ghanaian educated at
Yale University), Methodist (Gha-
naian educated at Emory Univer-
sity) and Presbyterian (a Scots-
man educated at St. Andrew’s in
Edinburgh). We used old hymn

books of the three denomina-
tions dating back to the 1920 and
1930s. Charlotte sang in the choir
and learned to sing the psalms.
Among our favorite friends was
the Rev. Francis Charles Fergu-
son Grant, head of the Methodist
Church in Ghana, whom Roy first

met in the 1950s. He was the son

of a:Scottish merchant and a Gha-

snaian’ woman: from Cape Coast,
~and brilliant. He received his doc-

torate from Oxford University in
England. After blindness struck
in old age, he could quote whole
chapters of the Bible from mem-
ory. He was an eloquent preacher
who lived to the ripe old age of
94, and his picture is a part of the
library exhibit.

The Ghanaian economy was
at low ebb during the 1980s and
gasoline was scarce. However, the
Harrells did manage to visit sev-
eral old coastal castles, including
Elmina Castle and Cape Coast
Castle. These castles were built
by Europeans beginning in the
1500s for all sorts of trade - tim-
ber, gold, diamonds and slaves.
The turnover of merchants and
missionaries was great due to
deaths from malaria. West Af-
rica was known as White Man’s
Grave. There is a sundial on the
grounds of Elmina Castle, which
Christopher Columbus was said
to have consulted before he made

his voyage to the New World. En- -

Moore, who.is retiring Feb-
ruary 2010, said that the depart-
ment has increased in the parks
area over the last few vyears,
which requires more work.

Hernandez “has worked for
the county for 16 years.

During the April meeting,
the commissioners approved
adopting Chapter 826 on rabies
from the Texas Health and Safe-

ty Code as a county ordinance.

Under the Rabies Control

- Act, a person can be charged if

they fail or refuse to register or
present registration for a dog or
cat they own and the animal is
required to be registered under
the ordinances or rules adopted
by the county.

Punishment for violating
the act is a Class C misdemean-
or, which is punishable by a fine
not exceed $500.

The act also states that dog
and cat owners must restrain
their animals, that each stray
dog or cat can be declared a
public nuisance and can be de-
tained or impounded by the lo-
cal rabies control authority.

Owners must also have
their dogs or cats vaccinated
against rabies by the time the
animal is four months old and
at regular intervals thereafter,

The commissioners also ap-
proved adopting Chapter 829
of the Texas Health and Safety
Code declaring Crockett Coun-
ty population under 75,000 and
making it exempt form the re-
quirement of having a licensed
animal control officer.

MUSEUM ELEVATOR

Discussion took place'on a
new elevator for the Crockett
County Museum.

The Texas Department of
Licensing and Regulation de-
nied the museum’s request for
installing a 1,400-pound eleva-
tor, which is a smaller elevator
then they originally looked at
installing.

The request was denied due

to'not being able to prove the
smaller elevator was feasible
and that cost was not a consid-
eration, said Henry Schmidt, ar-
t.chitect.

: Schmidt said the depart-
ment's rules on accessibility
‘standards are changing at the
‘end of the year, but he wasn’t
sure if any of the changes will
“help the museum.

“I'd
rather see someone build a new
building for that much money
than a new elevator.”

“It’'s awkward but it can be
done.

Deaton said the museum
should put out for bids on the
elevator due to the economy.
Deaton said the museum may be
able to get some “decent bids.”

“I would think that maybe
some contractors are out there
that are hungry,” Deaton said.

Schmidt said there would
not be any additional cost, other
than advertising, to put the ele-
vator out for bids.

OTHER AGENDA ITEMS:

Ty Williams presented
a report on maintenance and
work needed on the flood con-
trol dams. Williams presented
a list of recommended mainte-
nance for each dam. Every year
the seven dams and channel
have to be inspected, and the
emergency action plan has to be
kept up to date and on file with
county officials and with the
Texas Commission on Environ-
mental Quality.
