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Marching to a new beat

OHS Band looks
to rebuild
this year

The idea behind the Ozo-
na High School Band this
year is not necessarily based
on ratings.

Instead, under the direc-
tion of new band director
Stephen Martin, the band is
taking on the goal of becom-
ing better.

With a medieval-themed
show called “Excalibur,” Mar-
tin said he is hoping that
people will see an improved
OHS Band.

“We have a long road
ahead of us,” Martin said.
“I'm really enjoying the at-
titude of the kids. We made
it through the opening num-
ber, which showed a major
accomplishment.”

Martin, who is entering
his 25th year of teaching and
comes to Ozona from tiny
Ropes High School near Lub-
bock, is known for rebuild-
ing band programs.

His first year at Ropes,
the band had not seen a Di-
vision I rating in 20 years.
Soon, Division I ratings and
sweepstakes honors were
becoming a regular thing
for the Ropes band, along
with becoming state march-

ing finalists.

Martin said Ozona, his
fifth job, has the potential
to become a Division I band,
but it will take time. Mar-
tin is also friends with Mike
Glaze, son of former OHS
Band Director Kelly Glaze, so
he knows Ozona’s past suc-
cesses in band.

“We are not going to fix
problems overnight. The
best thing I am hoping for
is to get this program orga-
nized and for the students
to learn the basic skills,” he
said. “The kids here are re-
ally open with me. When the
kids go to contest, they see

good bands. They know what
a good band looks like.”

Assisting Martin will be
Elizabeth Bouquin, a gradu-
ate of West Texas A&M Uni-
versity in Canyon. Bouquin,
a native of Monahans, is a
flute player which compli-
ments Martin, who is a trum-
pet player.

Also assisting this sea-
son will be James Brode, for-
mer band director at Irion
County, will be helping with
the band’s drumline.

“The drumline is the best
section of the band right
now,” Martin said. “Each
Tuesday night practice the

band will be split up in order
to get a lot more detail work
done. It adds so much to the
music.”

Leading the OHS Band
will be Senior Jill Marquez,
this year’s drum major.

Marquez who has been
in band since her sixth grade
year, said she is excited for
this year’s band.

“It’'snot aboutratings.It’s
about being a better band,”
Marquez said. “He (Martin)
fits where we are right now.”

“I've already seen her
(Marquez) leadership skills.

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Commissioners verbally agree
on 2010 property tax rate

The Crockett County
Commissioners have ver-
bally agreed to stay with
the effective tax rate.

At Monday’s regular
meeting, the commission-
ers gave a consensus that
they will use the effective
tax rate for 2010 proper-
ty taxes.

Last year’s tax rate
was .4617 cents per $100
evaluation. The new tax
rate will be .45852 per
$100 evaluation, which is
about a third of a penny
decrease, said County Au-
ditor Sandy Stokes.

Despite the decrease,
the new tax rate will gen-
erate an increase of
$153,951.30 based on new
property values.

Stokes said around 200
oil and gas wells were add-
ed in the county last year,
which represents around
$37 million in value.

“We will collect taxes
on that value without af-
fecting the effective tax
rate. We will raise more
money with a tax rate that
goes down because the val-
ues went up,” Stokes said.

“We're really fortunate
that we've done as well as
we've done,” added Coun-
ty Judge Fred Deaton.

A final budget work-
shop was held Monday af-
ternoon to finalize the
2011 budget. The commis-
sioners will vote on the tax
rate and on the 2011 bud-
get at the Sept. 13 regular
meeting.

SPEED LIMIT

Before the speed lim-
it can be. changed on the
frontage road that paral-
lels Interstate-10 by Crock-
ett Heights a traffic study
must be conducted by -
the Texas Department of
Transportation, according
to a letter from TxDOT.

The commissioners
sent a request last month
to have the speed limit
changed from 55 mph to
70 mph. Deaton said there
is no statute that shouldn’t
allow TxDOT to raise the
speed limit on that road.

The county took no ac-
tion on the agenda item,
but will wait for TxDOT to
conduct their study.

ANIMAL CONTROL

In a follow up to the
July meeting, Deaton said
the county does have the
authority on cleanliness
when it comes to livestock
at residences.

Commissioners Alfre-
do Tobar and Frank Tam-
bunga said they have re-
ceived complaints from
people on the smell and
conditions of residences
that have horses and goats,
specifically one house that
has several horses.

Deaton said through the
state health and safety code
the commissioners can sub-
mit a letter to the county at-
torney. The county attorney
can then take the commis-
sioners’ letter and submit
another letter with that ex-
plaining that the area needs
to be cleaned.

Counties get clout when their voters turn out

This is the third of three sto-
ries on the political map of Texas
going into the November election
— a collaborative reporting ef-
fort between The Texas Tribune
and the El Paso Times. The first
centered on the race for gover-
nor and what would have to
change for Democrats to win in
the politically fortified red state
of Texas; the second was about
Latino voting in Texas and why
the state's fastest-growing popu-
lation has relatively little politi-
cal clout

It's a tale of four counties.
Two of them are the largest La-
tino-majority and Democrat-
ic-leaning counties in the state,
and they rank near the bottom
when you compare the size of
their voting age population to
the actual number of people
who show up at the polls. The
other two are growing suburban
counties with larger Anglo pop-
ulations that tend to lean Re-
publican and produce some of
the highest turnouts of eligible
voters anywhere in Texas.

The El Paso Times and The
Texas Tribune ranked the state's
50 largest counties by compar-
ing the number of people who
were old enough to vote in 2008
and 2006 with those who actual-
ly cast ballots. El Paso and Hidal-

go counties ranked in the top 10
for the size of their voting age
populations but dropped to the
bottom 50 in a ranking of their
voter turnout. Collin and Fort
Bend counties, which are simi-
lar in size to El Paso and Hidal-
go, were it the top five for their
voter turnout two years ago.

It is a dichotomy that sur-
prises few but frustrates many.

The geographic area that
forms a triangle connecting the
state's four largest metropolitan
areas and incorporates Collin
and Fort Bend makes up about
66 percent of the vote in Texas.
Statewide candidates can focus
almost exclusively on the coun-
ties within that triangle for the
bulk of their votes, which leaves

the rest of the state fighting for
attention. But many of the re-
maining large counties that are
seeking that recognition from
statewide candidates and office-
holders are not voting in pro-
portion to their population.
Border counties have often
felt neglected by the rest of the
state, while the growing subur-
ban communities in Collin and
Fort Bend get substantial atten-
tion from state-level politicians.
Community leaders say some
border counties suffer because
they are Democratic strong-
holds in a Republican state —
but the party will have a hard

time regaining control if its key

To Those We Leave Behind

We buried my mother last week and in
pausing to reflect on her life, I was awed
by the changes that have occurred in this
country during her 80 plus years of living.

It's hard to imagine but my Mom lived
for one third of our country’s lifespan. She
went from FDR to Obama, from Adolph
Hitler to Osama bin Laden and from the
Dionne quintuplets to the Octomom. She
began her life just before the Depression
and ended it during the worst economic
times since then. She was alive when there
was no Social Security to catch you when.
you fell, and unemployment and political
corruption ran rampant in this country. Oh
well, some things never change, I suppose.

My mother’s generation went from
Shuffle Off to Buffalo to rap music. From
Sinatra to Snoop Dogg. From Brother Can
You Spare a Dime to four dollars for a cup
of coffee. When Barbara Harding was born
there were 123 million people living in this
country of ours. Today there are more than
310 million.

When my Mom was born you could buy
a double dipper ice cream cone for five
cents, but you had to work two hours
to make that nickel! The average yearly
income was $600 and there was no such
thing as overtime. I suppose my family

call the poverty level these days, but we
never knew it. My Mom wanted to stay
home and raise her three children but
knew she had to support the family, so she

created her own busi-
ness, as a seamstress.
She literally worked her
fingers to the bone and,
to the best of my knowl-
edge, we never “went on
the dole.”

At my mother’s won-
derful funeral service the
church was crawling with

since then. We haven'’t
done right by them.

When my mother was
born the national debt
was 27 billion dollars. Today it’s 13 trillion.
Each person’s share of the national debt 80
years ago. was about thirty bucks. Today
my mom’s great grandchildren, some who
can’t even walk or talk yet, are already in
hock for $42,700. Even that number will be
wrong by the time you read it because our
national debt is currently increasing by 4
billion a day. That’s more than the entire
national debt was 80 years ago. If rents
had gone up by the same percentage as

. .our debt an apartment wopld cost $12 OOQ 2y

a month to rent and people would make

+$288,600 per.year instead of one-tenth of

that. If food had risen as fast as our debt,
milk would cost $192 per gallon, eggs
would be $48 a dozen and lettuce would
set you back $25 per head! I'd suggest ei-

ther farmers and ranchers are making way
too little or the bureaucrats way too much!

In my mom'’s youth cars had names that
sounded like members of a basketball team:
Jewetts, Nashes, Whippets, Willy Knights
and Rickenbackers. There were no Hondas
or Toyotas. In 1934 you could buy a fully
loaded Ford V8 for $615. If that car had
risen in price as fast as our nation’s budget
it would cost $727,000 today. Eighty years
ago the yearly federal budget was three bil-
lion dollars. Today it is 3.55 trillion. That’s
more than a thousand times as much! If
houses had gone up by the same percentage
the average house would cost nearly $4 mil-
lion. Bread would cost $118 per loaf, butter
would be $348 per pound and a pound of
sirloin steak would be $212!

My mom was really good at cleaning up
messes; mostly mine, [ admit. I know what
she’d have done with the mess we face to-
day. Metaphorically and literally she would
have rolled up her sleeves and got to work.
If no one was hiring she’d have created her
own business. She’d have grown her own
food and her own kids. She’d have paid her
debts and created something of worth out
of her own hard work and talents. She’d
have turned off the TV, cookedY her'meals |

Austin congressman’s effort would attach strings to fundmg

AUSTIN — U.S. Rep. Lloyd
Doggett, D-Austin, on Aug. 5 at-
tached an amendment to House
Resolution 1586 in hopes of
preventing Texas’ $830 million
share of a $10 billion pot of
education stimulus dollars from
being used for purposes other
than education.

Doggett’s amendment, which
applies to Texas and no other
state, also would prevent the
Texas Legislature from lowering
the percentage of the state bud-
get it uses to fund public educa-
tion through fiscal year 2013.

The prospect of strings-at-
tached federal money riled Gov.
Rick Perry and other top Republi-
can office holders. Lt. Gov. David
Dewhurst on Aug. 5 had this
to say: “I'm very disappointed
Congressional Democrats would
hold Texas school children and
teachers hostage for an unconsti-
tutional promise. The only thing
this flawed legislation guaran-
tees is Texas public schools will
miss out on nearly $1 billion in
federal education funding.

“Not only is.Texas consti-
tutionally prohibited from
meeting the severe restrictions
placed on our state in order to

receive these funds, but no oth-
er state in the nation is subject
to the punitive requirements of
the ‘Doggett language.’

“Today I am calling on all
members of the Texas Congres-
sional delegation to stop this
Texas-bashing amendment from
passing and punishing our pub-
lic school children.”

The bill is scheduled for a vote
on the House floor on Aug. 10.

PROGRESS EVALUATIONS
ARE RELEASED

The Texas Education Agency
on Aug. 5 announced 78 percent
of Texas school districts and
85 percent of schools met the
Adequate Yearly Progress stan-
dards required by the annual
federal evaluation system.

This year, 962 districts met the
standards, compared to 1,000
districts or 81 percent last year.

A substantial increase in the
standards caused the decline,
the Texas Education Agency
said. Districts may appeal their
progress rating through Sept. 3.

The standards are based on:

- Participation and passing rates
on state mathematics and read-
ing/English language arts tests for
grades 3 through 8, and 10;

- Graduation rates for high
schools and districts; and

- Attendance rates for el-
ementary and middle schools.

HEALTH REFORM LAW
IS CHALLENGED

Texas Attorney General Greg
Abbott is among 20 state at-
torneys general and governors
challenging the new federal Pa-
tient Protection and Affordable
Care Act, which was signed into
law by President Barack Obama
on March 23.

The challengers’ legal brief,
filed last week in a Florida
U.S. district court, complains
that the law unconstitutionally
forces states to expand entitle-

_ment programs, such as Med-

icaid, and forces Americans to
buy health insurance.

~ “By exerting such sweep-

ing authority over Americans’
individual decisions, Congress
is attempting to expand federal

authority and seize powers
that are restricted by the Tenth
Amendment,” Abbott and the
others say.

A hearing on a federal govern-
ment motion to dismiss the chal-
lenge is scheduled for Sept. 14.

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Children need to be vaccinated
before the first day of school

BY CHRISTINE DELOMA
TEXAS DEPARTMENT OF STATE HEALTH SERVICES

With the first day of school
just weeks away, the Texas De-
partment of State Health Ser-
vices is reminding parents to
get their children vaccinated
now.

Last year DSHS implement-
ed new vaccination require-
ments for five vaccines for
students in kindergarten and
seventh grade. The new re-
quirements are being phased in
over several years.

For the 2010-2011 school
year, the requirements also will
apply to first- and eighth-grad-
ers who did not receive the re-
quired vaccines in kindergar-
ten or seventh grade.

School children will need
to be vaccinated before the
first day of school. If a stu-
dent is not vaccinated entry
into school may be delayed by
school administration.

Following are the new vac-
cination requirements an-
nounced last year.

For a complete list of all
vaccine requirements, go to
www.dshs.state.tx.us/immu-
nize/school/.

Before attending the first
day of school, kindergarteners
and first-graders need to have
had: two varicella or chicken-
pox vaccines, two hepatitis A
vaccines and two MMR (mea-
sles, mumps and rubella) vac-
cines.

Seventh through 12th grade

students need to have had one
booster shot of the Tdap vac-
cine (a combination of the tet-
anus, diphtheria and pertussis
vaccines).

Students entering seventh
grade are required to have had
a booster dose of Tdap only
if it has been five years since
their last dose of a tetanus-con-
taining vaccine.

Eighth through twelfth
grade students need to have
had a booster dose of Tdap
only if has been 10 years since
their last dose of tetanus-con-
taining vaccine.

Seventh- and eighth-grad-
ers need to get two doses of
chickenpox vaccine if they have
not had the illness and one
dose of the meningitis vaccine.

Democratic consultant
James Aldrete says El Paso
and Hidalgo would have
more clout if Bill White
were elected governor be-
cause he needs the support
of the two counties to win
the office. Republican Gov.
Rick Perry, on the other
hand, does not have to win
either county to secure the
election and, if turnout is
low, does not have to work
to increase Republican vot-
ing margins either.

In the meantime, Aldrete’

says, the border counties
struggle because politicians
focus on two things: votes
and money. “They get ig-
nored because they don't
vote and they get ignored
to a large extent because
there is not the same lev-
el of money and influence,
and so when bad decisions
happen, there are no conse-
quences,” he says.

Collin and Fort Bend
leaders say the attention

their counties receive is -

less about partisanship and
more about involvement.
The counties maintain large
numbers of voters and ac-
tive coalitions of business
leaders, donors and com-
munity members who lob-
by politicians at the Cap-
itol. McKinney Mayor Pro
Tem Pete Huff says voter
turnout and community in-
volvement have given Collin
County leverage at the state
level. He says community
leaders worked out a com-
promise when a toll road
was built in the county.
Money for four free roads
was provided through the
agreement, which would
not have happened if Collin
did not have political clout
from its active participation
in elections, he says.

State-level  politicians
“know who we are and we
know who they are and we
don't hesitate to call them,”
Huff says. “We've had the
growth and the success and
the voter turnout.”

Huff says his county's in-
volvement in politics can be
attributed to educational at-
tainment, income and home-
ownership. About 92 percent
of Collin County residents
have high school degrees,
and nearly half graduated
from college; both percent-
ages are well above the state
average. The median house-
hold income for the coun-
ty is nearly $82,000 annual-
ly, compared with the state's
average of $50,000. And al-
most 70 percent of residents
owned their homes, accord-
ing to the 2000 census.

A Pew Hispanic Center
study indicates that higher
voter turnout can typical-
ly be found in more afflu-
ent areas with better-edu-
cated populations. Older
populations are often set-
tled and have mortgag-
es, which makes them care
more about issues such
as taxes and drives them
to the polls. Counties that
vote in smaller numbers are
primarily Latino, have low-
er levels of education, are
younger and earn less mon-
ey in the workforce, ana-
lysts say.

Both El Paso and Hidal-
go counties are more than
80 percent Latino. About 66
percent of El Pasoans and
about 51 percent of Hidalgo
residents graduated from
high school. College grad-
uation rates for both coun-
ties hover between 13 and
17 percent. The number of
people who live in poverty
is well above the state av-
erage. El Paso and Hidalgo
may also have greater num-
bers of recent immigrants
- who are not eligible to vote.

It is a cycle that is diffi-
cult to break and not unique

to border communities.

State Sens. Mario Gal-
legos Jr., D-Houston, and
Tommy Williams, R-The
Woodlands, represent adja-
cent districts that are similar
in size but vastly different.
Williams' district stretch-
es from the upscale Hous-
ton suburb where he lives to
Beaumont. A quarter of his
constituents have college
degrees, and three in four
of them own homes. Gal-
legos represents an inner-
city Houston district where
more than 60 percent of res-
idents don't speak English at
home. About half don't have
high school diplomas.

Williams, who did not
have an opponent in 2008,
received 203,000 votes.
Only half as many ballots
were cast in Gallegos' con-
tested race that year.

University of Texas gov-
ernment professor Daron
Shaw says counties often
have to wait until their pop-
ulations grow older, have
children and settle down.
Those factors, he says, nat-
urally boost voter turnout.
Shaw says it is often diffi-
cult to pinpoint how to mo-
bilize infrequent voters and
that Latino voters may be
even tougher to track be-
cause analysts are still try-
ing to figure out what drives
them to the polls.

“I hate to be pessimistic,
but there are limits to what
the state can do to facilitate
the sorts of attitudes neces-
sary for civic participation,”
Shaw says.

Voter turnout is only
one factor that draws pro-
grams and attention from
the state, but it may be the
most important.

State Rep. Aaron Peiia,
D-Edinburg, says passing
legislation that would bring
additional resources for a
community can, at times, be

difficult if voters do not flex :

their muscle at the polls.
“The general deference
and respect you get polit-
ically speaking comes from
the strength of your commu-

nity,” says Pefia, who repre-
sents Hidalgo County. “If your
community does not speak
with its full voice, that's tak-
en into consideration.”

Many believe that lower
turnout in Latino communi-
ties also tends to hurt the
Democratic Party, which is
trying to reclaim control of
Texas politics. Democrats
typically have an advantage
with Latinos in Texas, but
it does not help them win
statewide office if those

voters are not turning out
at the polls.

According the analysis
by the Times and the Tri-
bune, El Paso would have
had about 117,000 addition-
al votes if the border com-
munity turned out at the
same rate as Collin Coun-
ty in 2008. Of those votes,
nearly 72,000 could have
gone to the Democrats if the
new people voted like those
who already showed up.

Hidalgo would have had

more than 76,000 votes if
residents cast ballots at
the same rate as Fort Bend.
That could have been a gain
of about 45,000 votes for
Democrats in Hidalgo two
years ago.

Pefia says some politi-
cians disregard Democrat-
ic counties that turn out in
lower numbers. He recalls
the bitter battle between
Democrats and Republicans
in 2003 over redistricting:
Democratic lawmakers felt
that they were being tram-
pled on as the state redrew
political boundary lines and
warned Republicans that the
tide could soon turn. “Their
response was, 'Well, based
on your voting numbers and
the percentage of people
turning out that won't be for
a long time — it will be after
our lifetimes,' Peia says.

Counties that produce
more voters often reap the
benefits of such participa-
tion, experts say. During
election cycles, candidates
seeking statewide office will
often make promises for
additional money or better
roads to keep those voters
and donors happy.

State Rep. Charlie How-
ard, R-Sugar Land, says
Fort Bend has built a rep-
utation that makes it diffi-
cult for state officeholders
to ignore. Howard says his
county, which sits south of
Houston, is made up of edu-
cated residents who are not
afraid to voice their opin-
ions at the ballot box or in
person. About 84 percent
of residents in Fort Bend
County graduated from
high school, and 37 percent
have college degrees. Both
percentages are larger than
the state average.

“I will assure you that

__the governor, the lieutenant __tors.
governor and the statewides ¢

all look at Fort Bend Coun-
ty,” Howard says. “They all
come to Fort Bend Coun-
ty. They want to be here in
front of my constituents be-
cause they know they are
going to vote.”

But counties like El Paso
and Hidalgo have some re-
course to attract statewide
attention. El Paso Mayor
John Cook says that while
voter turnout in El Paso
may be “dismal,” communi-
ty involvement has helped

the Democratlc city earn re-
spect in a Republican state.

Cook says El Paso busi-
ness leaders and commu-
nity members have worked
hard to get the city the rec-
ognition it normally would
not be afforded. He says in
many ways El Paso has con-
tributed to a "pobrecito"
("poor us") attitude because
it never stood up for itself
and often let others define
the city. But now city leaders
are members of state and na-
tional groups that draw at-
tention to the area, he says.
And business leaders have
greater access to state-level
politicians because they are
key donors and fundraisers
for campaigns.

. “It becomes harder for
the folks at the state to ig-
nore you if the rest of the
country is paying attention
to you,” Cook says.

Staté Rep. Joe Pick-
ett, D-El Paso, says low vot-
er turnout does not affect a
county's clout in the Legisla-
ture but could hinder its le-
verage with politicians who
are elected on a statewide
ticket., He said that for the
most part, the projects and
money ' a community gets
from the Legislature are
based more on need and the

telationships and the work

of its elected lawmakers.
On the other hand, he
says, the statewide elected
officials'would likely look to
help counties that offer the
most votes to get them in
office. “I hear a lot of times,
'Well, if we voted more in El
Paso, Austin would listen to
us,” Pickett says. “I don't
know who Austin is. Austin
is just where all of us from
around the state get togeth-
er to discuss issues.”

“It will always hurt us
that we have such large
counties in terms of pop-
ulation but not as large a
voice as we could have,”
says Yvonne Ramon, the
elections administrator for
Hidalgo County.

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Sheriii's office launches
crackdown on impaired driving

The problem of impaired-
driving is a serious one.

While  America  wit-
nessed a decline in the
number of impaired-driving
fatalities from 2007-2008,
the numbers are still too
high. That's why the Crock-
ett County Sheriff's Office
has announced it will join
other law enforcement agen-
cies throughout the country
in support of an intensive
crackdown on impaired
driving this Aug. 20-Sept. 6,
known by its tagline, “Drunk
Driving. Over the Limit. Un-
der Arrest.”

In 2008 alone, nearly
12,000 people died in crashes
in which a driver or motorcy-
cle rider was at or above the
legal limit, according to the
latest statistics from the Na-
tional Highway Traffic Safe-
ty Administration. The age
group with the highest per-
centage of alcohol impaired
drivers in fatal crashes is
young people age 21-24.

"All too often, innocent,
law-abiding people suffer
tragic consequences and the
loss of loved ones due to this
careless disregard for human
life. Because we're commit-

. ted to ending the carnage,

we're intensifying enforce-
ment during the crackdown.
We'll be especially vigilant
during high-risk nighttime
hours when impaired driv-
ers are most likely to be on
our roads," said Sheriff Roy
Glenn Sutton.

In every state as well as
the District of Columbia it is
illegal to drive with a blood
alcohol concentration (BAC)

of .08 grams per deciliter or-

higher.

Approximately 10,000
police agencies will par-
ticipate in this year's mid-
August through Labor Day

crackdown, including law
““enforcement officers repre-

senting every State, the Dis-
trict of Columbia and many
U.S. cities and towns.

According to the latest
data, 32 percent of fatali-
ties in motor vehicle traffic
crashes involved a driver or
motorcycle rider with a BAC
of .08 g/dL or above - an av-
erage of one fatality every
45 minutes. '

The Crockett County
Sheriff's Office said its depu-
ties will be aggressively look-
ing for all impaired drivers
during the crackdown and
will arrest anyone they find
driving while impaired - re-
gardless of age, vehicle type,
or time of day.

"Our message is simple
and unwavering. If we find
you driving impaired, we
will arrest you. No excep-
tions," Sutton said. "Even if
you beat the odds and walk
away from an impaired driv-
ing crash alive, motorists
should be aware that the
consequences of driving
while impaired can still vir-
tually destroy your life."

According to the Crock-
ett County Sheriff's Office,
violators often face jail time,
loss of their driver licenses,
or being sentenced to use
ignition interlocks. Their in-
surance rates go up.

Other financial hits in-
clude attorney fees, court
costs, lost time at work, and
the potential loss of job or
Jjob prospects. When family,
friends and co-workers. find
out, violators can also face
tremendous personal embar-
rassment and humiliation.

"Driving impaired is sim-
ply not worth all the conse-
quences.. So don't take the
chance. Remember, if you
are over the limit, you're un-
der arrest,” Sutton said.

The' national “Drunk
Driving. Over the Limit.
Under Arrest” crackdown
is led by NHTSA and com-
bines high-visibility enforce-
ment with heightened public
awareness through advertis-
ing and publicity.
