Ozona is now 3-0 in dis-
trict and stands alone at the
top of the District 13-2A Di-
vision II standings.

With the upset, the Bron-
cos fell to 2-1 in district play,
7-1 overall and out of the
state rankings.

Sister Laura Hatton died on
Sept. 29,2010, at Maryknoll Sis-
ters Residential Care Center III,
in Maryknoll, N.Y. She was 88
years old and had been a Mary-
knoll Sister for 61 years.

Laura was born on Oct. 2,
1921, in Del Rio, Texas to Elma
and Roy Graves. She was' the
only daughter and the young-
est of six children.

After two years of serious
study, Laura converted to Ca-
tholicism and was baptized in
February, 1947. It was dunng
this time that Laura'heard’ a
Maryknoll Father. speak about
foreign missions and Trealized
her calling. She entered Mary-
knoll as a novitiate in Valley
Park, Mo. Sister Laura was as-
signed to Bolivia in 1952. She
spent the next 46 years there.
After studying Spanish in Co-
chabamba, she welcomed an
assignment to Riberalta, Beni,
where she worked in Hospital
Riberalta for 11 years, in the
hospital pharmacy and assisted
in medical-social welfare in the
parish.

Her next assignment was
in Cochabamba where for 12
years, she and Sister Elizabeth
Ann Altman opened the San-
ta -Ana parish- dispensary’ for
many of the poor of the area
These two Sisters and a number
of faithful volunteer nurses and
cominitted doctors, known for
their compassion and love min-

istered to the hundreds who fre-
quented the clinic both from the
city of Cochabamba and distant
rural areas. Laura's proficiency
in speaking Quechua, the lan-
guage of the majority of those
who came to the clinic, as well
as Spanish, was a special bless-
ing. Laura never lost her energy
or enthusiasm. Daily she served
both children and adults suf-
fering from many debilitating
diseases, malnutrition, respira-
tory-infections, typhoid and TB
and gastro-intestinal problems.

The sick, as many as 100 who ,

came to the clinic daily, knew
that they could receive the kind
of care that Jesus, the Healer,
extended to the poorest of the
poor during His days on earth.
Laura served in the Center
Health Unit at Maryknoll from
1977 - 1979, before returning
to her beloved Bolivia, where
she continued serving in Santa
Ana parish dispensary. ,

In 1998, Sister Laura re-
turned to Maryknoll Center
for renewal and to celebrate
her Golden Jubilee. She was as-
signed to the Rogers Commu-
nity at the Maryknoll Center.
The  Coordinators defined her

as "a truly genuine person with .

gentle ways and a quiet sense
of humor."

In 2009, Laura moved to
Residential Care III where she
remained until her death due to
complications from cancer.

School board to discuss track repairs
at tonight's regular meeting

The Crockett County
CCSD. Board of Trustees will
consider proposals for track
repairs during tonight's (Oct.
'27) regular board meeting.

The meeting will begin at
6:30 p.m. at the Administra-
tion Building.

Repairs to the track at
Lion Stadium was discussed
at an Oct. 11 facilities work
shop.

The track was resurfaced
10 years ago. It was recoat-
ed 5 years ago. Areas of the
track have some holes and
one part lifts up.

Wally Freytag, of Beynon
Sports, Surfaces, - presented
some, options to the board
during the Oct. 11 work-
shop.

" To just make repairs and
recoat the track, cost would
be around $75,000. How-
ever, Freytag said if this is
done the base will still be
10-11 years and can get brit-
tle, which often causes com-

plaints from athletes about
shin splints and hurt ankles.

To replace the entire sur-
face, costs can range from
$130,000 to $175,000.

With a new surface,
there is a five-year warranty,
Freytag said. With a recoat-
ing there is no warranty.

“Right now it’s almost to
the point we may not be able
to host a meet,” said Athlet-
ic Director Ray Brown.

Driver Responsibility Program changes approved

The Texas Public Safety
Commission adopted proposed
changes to the Driver Responsi-
bility Program rules during their
meeting today. The adopted rule
will be published. in the Texas
Register as a final rule in No-
vember, and will consist of the
following reduction programs:

The Amnesty program:

- Will apply to individuals
who have been in default, and
the Department will determine
the time in default for each am-
nesty period

- Will reduce amount to
10 percent of total surcharges
owed, not to exceed $250

- Will rescind suspension
for those who receive amnesty
while payments are being made

The Indigency program:

- Will apply to individuals at
or below 125 percent of poverty

level, using a sworn affidavit

- Will reduce amount to
10 percent of total surcharges
owed, not to exceed $250

- Will rescind suspension
for those who receive indigency
while payments are being made

The Incentive program will
apply to individuals above 125
percent and below 300 percent
of poverty level, using a sworn
affidavit.

Individuals will pay a re-
duced amount if all three years
are paid in full:

- Pay 50 percent of what’s
owed if paid within 30 days af-
ter notice

- Pay 60 percent if paid
within 60 days after notice

- Pay 70 percent if paid
within 90 days after notice
