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New state laws

Daytime and nighttime
speed limits will soon be in the
past.

Starting Thursday, Sept. 1,
some 673 new laws or revisions
to current laws take effect.
These represent the work of the
2011 Texas Legislature. Nearly
1,400 bills passed during the
regular 140-day legislative ses-
sion and the 30-day special ses-
sion that followed. Others have
either already gone into effect
or generally will not be imple-
mented until January.

One of the biggest changes
will be seen on Texas highways.
No longer will there be different
speed limits during the day and
at night. House Bill 1353 allows
the state to raise the speed limit
on major highways to 75 mph
after completing a study on how
such a change will affect safety.
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hit the road Thursday

The law also eliminates a sepa-
rate speed limit for 18-wheeler
trucks.

Around 16,000 nighttime
speed limit signs will be taken
down around the state starting
Thursday, Sept. 1, and be complet-
ed by the end of the year, said Kar-
en Threlkeld, public information
officer for the Texas Department
of Transportation in San Angelo.

“We have been told by the
Texas Department of Public Safety
that even though the signs may be
up, they are not enforceable start-
ing Sept. 1,” Threlkeld said.

However, DPS officials said the
speed limit is whatever is posted.

Along with increasing the
speed limit on highways, House
Bill 1201 was passed that allow
speed studies on roads that are
safe to go 85 mph. This includes

Interstate-10, which runs through
Crockett County. The interstate
already has a speed limit of 80
mph from Kerr County to El Paso
County.

“This study is further on down
the road,” Threlkeld said.

The studies, and subsequent
changes, will happen over the next
12 to 18 months because there are
roughly 50,000 miles of state high-
ways that could be affected.

STUDENT-ATHLETE
CONCUSSIONS
Another new law includes
changes in how student-athletes
are treated for concussions. House
Bill 2038 states that any student-
athlete showing signs of a concus-
sion must be removed immediate-

ly from the game or practice and
be evaluated by doctor.

“We want to certainly look out
for the safety of our athletes, but
at the same time allow for prudent
observation time and evaluation,
before determination of a concus-
sion,” said Ozona Athletic Direc-
tor Ray Brown. “Once it has been
determined that indeed an athlete
is suffering from signs and symp-
toms of a concussion the wheels
are set in motion. We will always
adhere to UIL policies that if in
doubt, sit out.”

According to Vance Gohlke,
Ozona schools’ athletic trainer, an
athlete must complete a Return to
Play Protocol in compliance with
the UIL and directed by the ath-
letic trainer.

THE TRUCK SPEED LIMIT SIGN, along with all nighttime signs, will become obsolete as a new state law goes into effect Thursday, Sept. 1.

After the protocol is com-
plete, the athlete’s parent or legal
guardian must sign a document
acknowledging that their child has
completed the Return to Play Pro-
tocol and they understand the risk
of future injuries before the ath-
lete returns to competition.

The Return to Play Protocol is
a two-phase process. In Phase 1,
the athlete must receive written
clearance from physician and be
symptom free for 24 hours.

In Phase 2, the athlete completes
several steps of exercise before get-
ting back into full game play.

The athlete progresses one
step every 24 hours if no signs or
symptoms occur, according to the

adopts budget,
lax rale

A slimmer budget and a
lower tax rate were adopt-
ed last week by the Crockett
County CCSD School Board.

The board unanimous-
ly approved and adopted the
estimated $25 million bud-
get, along with the $1.04
tax rate for 2011-2012. The
tax rate is 22 cents less than
2010-2011 due to the dis-
trict paying off the 2008
bond for the Ozona Elemen-
tary School.

Superintendent Chris du-
Bois said the 2011-2012 bud-
get is approximately $1.4
million less than last year’s
operating budget.

CCCCSD  did receive
$680,000 less in state fund-
ing, but the district’s recap-
ture amount was reduced
from around $16 million to
$14 million. Chapter 41 or
“rich” districts are required
to send money to the state
that will filter into “poor”
districts as part of the Rob-
in Hood plan.

The new budget also in-
cludes step raise increases
for teachers and a three per-
cent increase for parapro-
fessionals, with the excep-
tion of those employees who
have maxed out on increas-
es and the superintendent.
All benefits for all employ-
ees will remain intact.

duBois said the district
is down 15 personnel units
compared to last year, with
a lot of that coming from the

Drought causing increase

The Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department is
warning that the worst
one-year drought on re-
cord is causing black
bears to change their be-
havior, roaming farther
from traditional habi-
tats and potentially be-
coming more aggressive
toward people.

The black bear, one
of the largest mam-
mals in North America,
has made a comeback
in Texas after wide-
spread hunting and hab-
itat destruction reduced
the state’s population and
landed it on the state's
"threatened" list. The bear
has a diet that consists
mostly of vegetation and
is normally reluctant to
approach humans.

in West Texas, although
the Parks and Wildlife web-
site says an annual sight-
ing in the Hill Country
isn’t unusual. In a state-
ment issued by the depart-
ment, Mike Krueger, dis-
trict leader of the Edwards
Plateau Wildlife District,
said that severe drought
conditions and a lack of

available food and water
in the bears’ natural hab-
itat appears to be driving
the animals to travel out-
side of their normal range
and modify their behavior.

“We're getting a few
reports of people see-
ing bears during daylight

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UR codes are popping up as helpiul business advertising tools

Have you noticed odd looking
barcodes popping up all over the
place? These particular barcodes
look like pixelated squares mak-
ing up a larger square in what
looks like a random pattern.
These fancy boxes are called
quick response or QR codes and
they are spreading rapidly in the
business and marketing world.

QR codes can be read by
smart phones and when
scanned they trigger various
functions. Some of the actions
it might prompt include pull-
ing up a website, playing a You-
Tube video, event details, load-
ing contact information, or cre-

ating an au-
tomated e-
mail.

This is an
exciting de-
velopment
towards inte-
grating print
and mobile
multimedia.
Business-
es can use a
OR code to
direct mag-
azine read-
ers to web-
sites that in-
clude additional product de-

tails or purchasing information.
Business people can use busi-
ness cards featuring QR codes to
share their contact information
directly into the phone of a new
contact when scanned.

OR codes can be designed to
connect to a Facebook or Twit-
ter page or produce a direct link
to “like” or “follow” a page. No
more typing in long and compli-
cated URL addresses. One more
example is using a QR code to
bring up a video when scanned
that plays a powerful short com-
mercial on YouTube.

It is easy to create a QR code
and many websites provide free

OR code generators. Some web-
sites even provide an array of
personalization options, cre-
ative functions, and even track-
ing systems to see how often
your QR code has been scanned.
Two free QR Generator web-
sites include www.qrstuff.com
and www.quikQR.com. I sug-
gest searching online for “QR
Code generator” to find one that
works for you. Similarly, search
for a free QR reader in your
phone's app store and try a few
out to find something you like.
To effectively use QR codes,
those who see it need to have
a smart phone and a QR Code

scanner/reader application on
it. Also, wherever you feature
your QR code you should ex-
plain what scanning it will do
and possibly, short directions to
downloading a QR reader app.

When a QR code is created,
the more complex the function
it triggers, or the longer a web
address is, the more detailed
the QR image has to be and
the smaller the squares are that
make it up. When you go to in-
sert the QR code make sure
you keep it large enough so it
maintains its detail and can be
scanned and read easily.

As smartphone use contin-

ues to rise and people become
more aware of what OR codes
are and how to use them, they
will become a powerful tool for
businesses to integrate mobile
technology and advertising. OR
codes are finding an array of
uses and people are becoming
more comfortable and excited
about using them. Create a QR
code today and start discovering
what it can do for your business.

Busy Perry proclaims Nov. ¢ date for election

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association

AUSTIN - Gov. Rick Perry’s
popularity as a Republican
presidential candidate quickly
vaulted the Paint Creek na-
tive to the top of at least three
national polls last week.

Perry committed to a couple
of live debates with fellow
GOP contenders in September.
Moderators and participating
candidates are expected to
focus on Perry’s performance
with emphasis on budget is-
sues, job creation, education
and health care.

He has much more of a
record to peer into than the
others, with 26 years in elected
office including the last 10 as
governor.

Meanwhile, during a break in
fundraising and other cam-
paign-related tasks, Gov. Perry
issued a proclamation dated
Aug. 22 calling for a Tuesday,
Nov. 8, election in which reg-
istered Texas voters will have
the opportunity to yes or no to
each of 10 proposed amend-
ments to the state constitution.

Texas lawmakers approved
the legislation proposing the
amendments during the legisla-
tive session that ended May 30.

STAPLES LETTER
REQUESTS HAY

Texas Agriculture Commis-
sioner Todd Staples sent a
letter dated Aug. 25 to other
states’ agriculture officials
requesting hay donations for
drought-stricken Texas cattle
raisers. The idea is to identify
sources of hay and get the con-
tact information posted on the
Texas Department of Agricul-
ture’s Hay Hotline.

“The need for hay is dire and
getting more desperate each
day,” Staples said Aug. 26.

According to the state exten-
sion service, Staples said, agri-
culture losses due to the 2011
drought have already reached
$5.2 billion and are now the
costliest in state history for
Texas farmers and ranchers.

SHORT-TERM
NOTES ARE SOLD

Texas Comptroller Susan
Combs reported the state’s
Aug. 23 sale of nearly

$10 billion in one-year cash
flow notes from the state of
Texas “was very well-received

by the financial community.”

High demand for the notes
drove the interest rate down to
0.27 percent - the lowest inter-
est rate the state has received
on its annual short-term notes.

Buyers bid about $31 bil-
lion, more than three times
the amount offered for sale,
Combs said.

Proceeds from these “tax and
revenue anticipation notes”
will be used to distribute state
funding to public schools early
in the upcoming fiscal year and
to help state government man-
age its cash flow between the
start of the fiscal year and the
arrival of tax revenues later in
the year, Combs said.

BUSINESS FEE RULED
CONSTITUTIONAL
The Texas Supreme Court on
Aug. 26 ruled and issued an
opinion upholding the consti-
tutionality of the state’s sexu-
ally oriented business fee.
State laws that took effect
over the last few years re-
quires the collection of a $5
per-patron fee from establish-

ments that combine alcohol
and live nude entertainment.
According to chapters 47 and
102 of the state Business and
Commerce Code, fees collected
are transferred quarterly to the
office of the state comptrol-
ler and credited to a fund for
sexual assault preven-
tion programs.
Jerry Strickland,
spokesman for the
Office of the At-
torney General,
called the deci-
sion “a victory
for the State of
Texas and, more
importantly,
victims of
sexual as-
sault.”

“We feel very good. Al-
though we are experienc-
ing less state funding, our
recapture dropped and we
are able to have a good bud-
get,” duBois said.

Other items to the bud-
get include $40,000 for a
new pickup truck, an ad-
ditional $2,500 in the high
school band budget due to
increased enrollment, pur-
chasing and refurbishing
of instruments and $3,800
for the creation of a high
school robotics program.

Salary for a special pop-
ulation’s director was also
budgeted. The district is cur-
rently accepting applications
for the director’s position.

In technology, the dis-
trict has budgeted around
$50,000 for replacing staff
computers, and for explor-
ing leasing hand-held devic-
es for students and teachers.

duBois said he wants
the district to start a leas-
ing cycle. District officials
are also looking into future
plans of offering broad-
band Internet to students
away from school.

Election costs of $7,500
were budgeted in antici-
pation for a possible bond
election in 2012 to pay off
the Qualified School Con-
struction Bond. The district
qualified for $3.4 million
and is using the funds for
several maintenance proj-
ects.

The district is also ex-
pecting a fund balance of
around $4 million. The fund
balance is reserve funds,
similar to that of a savings
account, for the district. du-
Bois said the fund balance
needs to be at least $4 mil-
lion and that is one of the
reasons the district looked
into the QSCB program.

The budget also includ-
ed a change in the food ser-
vice budget. While it was
budgeted conservative-
ly, the district is expecting
some increase in revenues
with the new program from
Walker Quality Services.

STADIUM IMPROVEMENTS

School board members
requested that discussion
on Lion Stadium and district
facilities improvements be
placed on the agenda for a
special meeting at 6:30 p.m.
tonight (Aug. 31) in the Ad-
ministration Building, 797
Avenue D.

On Monday, duBois said
that the bleacher modifica-
tions and sound system up-
grades at Lion Stadium are
complete.

“Our stands are now
fully ADA compliant, and
we have easier access and
egress as well as a raised
deck to keep folks out of
the water,” he said.

Crockett County is chip-
seal paving the band prac-
tice field and parking lot,
and the school district has
cleared an adjacent lot that
was recently purchased to
allow for a more home-side
stadium parking, duBois
said.

Fencing will be installed
around the new field events
area this week, and site
work will start soon to es-
tablish irrigation and grass
for this spring, he said.

The new concession
stand remodel is nearing
completion in time for the
first home football game
Friday night.

“We will be running very
tightly against deadlines,
but are confident that we
will be completely finished

and set up in time for Fri-
day,” duBois said.

The new track surface is
essentially complete except
striping.

“However, until it is
striped, we are asking the
community to be patient a
bit longer and allow us to
get the striping down be-
fore resuming regular walk-
ing traffic. This will allow
the cleanest surface possi-
ble for the striping paint to
adhere to,” duBois said.

APPEALS COURT UPHOLDS
CONVICTION

The Third Court of Appeals in
Austin on Aug. 26 affirmed for-
mer YFZ Ranch resident Michael
George Emack’s conviction for
sexually assaulting a child.

The court rejected Emack’s
appeal asserting that authori-
ties’ search violated his rights
under the First and Fourth
Amendments, and ruled that
law enforcement authorities’
April 2008 search of the YFZ
Ranch in Schleicher County
was based on probable cause
and therefore was legally justi-
fied.

After the ruling Texas Attor-
ney General Greg Abbott said,
“The search warrant autho-
rizing law enforcement to en-
ter the YFZ Ranch was legally
proper - and ultimately led
to the indictment and convic-
tion of multiple men, including
Warren Jeffs, who sexually as-
saulted children.”

Earlier in August, Jeffs was
transferred to a state prison
facility in Huntsville to begin
serving consecutive sentences
of life and 20 years.

FEMA-1999-DR-TX

The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) hereby gives notice to the public
of its intent to reimburse eligible applicants for eligible costs for emergency work and
to repair and/or replace facilities damaged by the extreme wildfire threat from April 6 to
May 3, 2011. This notice applies to the Public Assistance (PA), Individual Assistance (lA),
and Hazard Mitigation Grant (HMGP) programs implemented under the authority of the
Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act, 42 U.S.C. §§ 5121-5206.

Under a major disaster declaration (FEMA-1999-DR-TX), signed by the President on July
1, 2011, the following 45 counties have been declared as eligible for PA under Category
B (emergency protective measures) for reimbursement of eligible costs (as determined
by FEMA) resulting from wildfires that posed a significant threat to life and property:
Andrews, Archer, Armstrong, Bailey, Baylor, Brewster, Callahan, Carson, Castro, Clay, Cole-
man, Concho, Cottle, Crockett, Dawson, Duval, Eastland, Garza, Glasscock, Hall, Hemphill,
Hockley, Irion, Kent, King, Lynn, Martin, Mason, Mitchell, Moore, Motley, Pecos, Presidio,
Scurry, Stephens, Sterling, Sutton, Terrell, Terry, Throckmorton, Tom Green, Trinity, Tyler,
Val Verde, and Young with a 75/25 cost share. All 45 counties have been designated as
eligible for HMGP. On August 15, Fisher, Kent and Moore counties and on August 18, Co-
chran, Hartley, Jeff Davis and Palo Pinto counties were added to the disaster declaration
for all categories of work in the Public Assistance program. All declared counties have
been designated as eligible for HMGP. Additional counties and categories of work may
be designated for assistance at a later date. This public notice concerns activities that
may affect historic properties, activities that are located in or affect wetland areas or the
100-year floodplain, and critical actions within the 500-year floodplain. Such activities
may adversely affect the historic property, floodplain or wetland, or may result in con-
tinuing vulnerability to flood damage. Presidential Executive Orders 11988 and 11990
require that all federal actions in or affecting the floodplain or wetlands be reviewed
for opportunities to relocate, and evaluated for social, economic, historical, environmen-
tal, legal and safety considerations. Where there is no opportunity to relocate, FEMA is
required to undertake a detailed review to determine what measures can be taken to
minimize future damages. The public is invited to participate in the process of identify-
ing alternatives and analyzing their impacts. FEMA has determined that for certain types
of facilities there are normally no alternatives to restoration in the floodplain/wetland.
These are facilities that meet all of the following criteria: 1) FEMA's estimate of the cost of
repairs is less than 50% of the cost to replace the entire facility, and is less than $100,000;
2) the facility is not located in a floodway; 3) the facility has not sustained major struc-
tural damage in a previous Presidentially declared flooding disaster or emergency; and
4) the facility is not critical (e.g., the facility is not a hospital, generating plant, emergency
operations center, or a facility that contains dangerous materials). FEMA intends to pro-
vide assistance for the restoration of these facilities to their pre-disaster condition, except
that certain measures to mitigate the effects of future flooding or other hazards may be
included in the work. For example, a bridge or culvert restoration may include a larger
waterway opening to decrease the risk of future washouts. For routine activities, this will
be the only public notice provided. Other activities and those involving facilities that
do not meet the four criteria are required to undergo more detailed review, including
study of alternate locations. Subsequent public notices regarding such projects will be
published if necessary, as more specific information becomes available. In many cases,
an applicant may have started facility restoration before federal involvement. Even if the
facility must undergo detailed review and analysis of alternate locations, FEMA will fund
eligible restoration at the original location if the facility is functionally dependent on its
floodplain location (e.g., bridges and flood control facilities), or the project facilitates an
open space use, or the facility is an integral part of a larger network that is impractical
or uneconomical to relocate, such as a road. In such cases, FEMA must also examine the
possible effects of not restoring the facility, minimize floodplain/wetland impacts, and
determine both that an overriding public need for the facility clearly outweighs the Ex-
ecutive Order requirements to avoid the floodplain/wetland, and that the site is the only
practicable alternative. The State of Texas and local officials will confirm to FEMA that
proposed actions comply with all applicable State and local floodplain management and
wetland protection requirements. FEMA also intends to provide HMGP funding to the
State of Texas to mitigate future disaster damages. These projects may include construc-
tion of new facilities, modification of existing, undamaged facilities, relocation of facilities
out of floodplains, demolition of structures, or other types of projects to mitigate future
disaster damages. In the course of developing project proposals, subsequent public
notices will be published if necessary, as more specific information becomes available.
The National Historic Preservation Act requires federal agencies to take into account the
effects of their undertakings on historic properties. Those actions or activities affecting
buildings, structures, districts or objects 50 years or older or that affect archeological
sites or undisturbed ground will require further review to determine if the property is
eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places (Register). If the property is
determined to be eligible for the Register, and FEMA's undertaking will adversely affect
it, FEMA will provide additional public notices. For historic properties not adversely af-
fected by FEMA's undertaking, this will be the only public notice. As noted, this may be
the only public notice regarding the above-described actions under the PA and HMGP
programs. Interested persons may obtain information about these actions or a specific
project, by writing to the Federal Emergency Management Agency, 800 North Loop 288,
Denton, Texas 76209 or calling (940) 898-5144. Comments should be sent in writing to

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances pres-
entin all or part of the unincorporated area of the county cre-
ate a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by out-
door burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED
by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that
outdoor burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days
from the date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions
are terminated earlier based on a determination made by the
Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
erations; (3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4)
burns that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047,
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, loca-
tion involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does NOT
prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area which is
attended at all times. In accordance with the Local Government
Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
