Court approves burn ban variance How old
is old?
Seniors voice

opposition
to age rule

Someone once said,
“You’re as young as you
feel,” but events at the
Oneita Wagnon Senior
Center makes one wonder
if its current slogan shouldn’t
be: “If you’re as young as
you feel, you may be too
young for us.”

If you haven’t heard about
it on the street, members or
rather “participants” at the
senior center in Muleshoe
have recently been feuding
over the inclusion of guests
under the age of 60 at the
various functions held at the
center.

During an open meeting
Thursday, these problems
came to a head when a
group of about 15
participants confronted the
center’s board of directors
and the center’s director
Lavern Winn after guests of
participants who were under
the age of 60 were
apparently asked to leave
the center’s Tuesday night
dance.

“This is bad for our
community,” Elmer Davis
said. Davis also talked
about his granddaughter,
who stayed with them last
summer, and how much she
had enjoyed attending the
dance and relating with the
senior citizens there.

“She was the first one
dressed, and the last one to
leave,” Davis said about his
granddaughter.

Mary Nell Bleeker, who is
a member of the center’s
advisory board, noted that
the younger crowd
attending the dance were for
the most part individuals
and couples in their 50s and
urged the board to allow
them access to the center
either as guests or
“associate participants.”

The Bailey County
Commissioners’ Court
approved a burn ban
variance during
Mondays’s regular
meeting to allow L&L
Pallet Company to
dispose of several months
of accumulated pallets
and other trash.

Frank Landry of L&L
Pallet addressed the court
Monday, talking about the
growing trash problem at
his business, located west
of Muleshoe on Hwy. 84.

“We see it on the verge
of becoming a hazard,”
Landry told the board,
speaking not only of the
potential fire hazard the
enormous stack of waste
wood and other
combustible items posed
but also the health hazard
it presented as more and
more rodents sought
refuge in the debris.

While all of the county
c o m m i s s i o n e r s
expressed an
understanding of the
problem L&L faced,
comparing it with similar
problems others
businesses and farms
were having because of
the burn ban the court
implemented due to the
extreme dry weather, they
were also concerned
about the potential danger
to surrounding property
should a controlled burn
get out of control.

Commissioner Joey
Kindle asked Landry about
liability insurance and
learned that L&L had such
insurance in place. Landry
also said company
employees would be on
hand with a 1,000 gallon
tanker truck in the event fire
escaped the pallet

company’s burn pit.
“We just want to solve a

problem before it gets out of
hand,” Landry said. “My
business depends upon
getting rid of this trash.”

Landry also discussed
the construction of an
incinerator – at an estimated
cost of as much as $50,000
– which would allow the
company to burn throughout
the year, even during dry
time when burn bans were
implemented.

But, Landry said it
wouldn’t be cost effective if
such an incinerator didn’t
meet the requirements for
an exemption.

At the request of the
court, Landry said his
company would provide the
court with a “letter of
responsibility” similar to that
provided in February by
Bamert Seed Company. He

The registration period for
the May 13 board elections
closed Monday, March 13,
with the only races
appearing in the Muleshoe
Area Hospital District’s
Board of Directors.

Such would be the
classified ad that would
catch the eye of Bailey
County’s new wildlife
biologist, Jason Brooks of
Kress, who started out
college to be a veterinarian
and switched to animals that
we could best be described
as the “non-barnyard”
varieties.

After graduating with a
bachelors degree in pre-vet

medicine from San Angelo,
and receiving a masters
degree from Texas A&M,
Brooks began working for
the Texas Parks & Wildlife
Department’s Wildlife
Division in May, and is trying
to get to know the people
and surroundings in the 10-
county section of the
Panhandle that has been
assigned to him.

Having conversations
about our “private parts’ is
difficult for many of us, but it’s
important to have these
conversations, especially
with our doctors.

Now is the perfect time to
talk to your doctor since
March is National Colorectal
Cancer Awareness Month.
Colorectal cancer is a
serious threat, with
approximately 56,000
Americans dying from it
yearly.

But you don’t have to be
one of these statistics; when
colon cancer is found early,
it is very curable!

Colon cancer occurs in the
colon or rectum. The colon
is the same thing as the large
intestine. Food that is eaten
passes through the colon,
where it turns into waste
matter or bowel movement.

The rectum is the last 8-
10 inches of the large
intestine. Bowel movements
travel through the rectum
and pass out of the body.

 Colorectal cancer tends
to occur in midlife, with 90
percent of colorectal cancers
being diagnosed in persons
aged 50 or older.

No racial or ethnic group
is spared from this disease,
although some may be at a
higher risk of developing the
disease. Colorectal cancer
tends to occur and kill
African-Americans more
often, followed by
Caucasian, Asian
Americans, Hispanics, and
American Indians.

 If you are 50 or older, you
should begin having regular
tests for colon cancer.
However, your doctor may
have you screened earlier if
you have a previous history
of colorectal cancer or you
have a family history.

There are five different
types of screening tests. Talk
to your doctor about the type
of test you should have.
These tests can find polyps,

Tips offered on colorectal cancer care
which are growths inside the
colon or rectum that are not
normal. If these polyps are
not removed, they can turn
into cancer.

Courtney Schoessow,
health extension program
specialist with the Texas
Cooperative Extension,
suggests some things you
can do to decrease your risk
for colorectal cancer:

•Increase your physical
activity. Exercise at least 30
minutes a day, most days of
the week.

•Don’t start smoking and if
you do smoke — quit. In the
USA, one in five colorectal
cancers in men and one in
eight colorectal cancers in
women may be due to
cigarette smoking.

•Improve your diet by
eating more fruits and
vegetables. Limit your
alcohol use. Limit the
number of high fat foods in
your diet, and red, charred or
processed meat.

Now let’s be honest, when
was the last time you had a
colorectal screening if you’re
over the age of 50 or have a
family history of this cancer?

Remember that if polyps
are found, they can be
removed before turning into
cancer. This cancer, when
caught early, is highly
curable, and you have a
great chance of surviving this
disease if it is caught early.

The Texas Cooperative

Council encourage you to
take charge of your health
now, which will lead to a
healthier tomorrow.

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growing up. I think we
should open it up to them,”
Bleeker said.

Currently, a large sign
posted in the center makes
it clear to the participants
and any guests they have
that the equipment in the
center is only for the use of
those over 60 years of age.

While the participants
attending Thursday’s
meeting were united in their
belief guests of the center’s
participants should be
allowed, it was clear that
Winn and the board
members were united in
their opposition, and made
it clear that they as the
organizations governing
body would make the
decision.

“The board has final say,”
Winn snapped at one point,
responding to a question
from the floor. Her
demeanor was mirrored by
the board members, who
met the participants’
questions and requests with
crossed arms and stern
expressions.

And, when the board
members were asked if a
vote could be taken on the
issue, Winn added, “That
doesn’t matter.”

“All these people who are
over 60 worked to get this
place and now you want to
turn it over to the 50-year-
olds to tear up?” Winn said.

“This is not a community
center, it was built for senior
citizens,” one of the board
members said.

During the discussion, it
was pointed out from the
floor that while the center
was built as a “senior
center,” there were a large
number of people within the
Bailey County area who
aren’t eligible to be listed as
participants who also
contributed to its existence
and are still contributing.

When it was pointed out
that Muleshoe resident

Anne McElroy, who had
written several grant
documents for the center,
wouldn’t be allowed if this
current policy continued,
Winn pointed out that she
would because her husband
was over 60. It was also
pointed out that the bylaws
allowed caretakers who
transport one of the center’s
participants to a function to
stay.

And when asked if the
Tuesday night dance’s disk
jockey, Sandy Vandevender,
who is under 60, would be
asked to leave a dance at
which he wasn’t working,
Winn said he would.

During the meeting, Winn
also claimed that
Vandevender told her the
dance floor wasn’t large
enough to accommodate
the larger crowd that would
be expected if a younger
crowd began to attend.
However, the Journal was
later contacted by
Vandevender who denied
making such a statement.

“If all we’re going to do is
fuss and fight,” board
president Kenneth Henry
said, “we shouldn’t have a
dance.”

Sharon Grant also
appeared in opposition to
the current policy, noting
that the City of Muleshoe
had “stuck its neck out” for
the senior citizens by putting
in place the $1 monthly
donation on the municipal
water bill, which gathers
about $1,500 per month for
the center — most of which
comes from residents who
aren’t old enough to be
guests at the center.

It should be noted that no
municipal funds are
received by the senior
center.

Grant also pointed out
that Muleshoe’s center was
the only one in the area
operating under such a
policy.

also agreed to notify the
sheriff’s office, the Muleshoe
Police Department and the
Muleshoe Fire Department
when L&L would be burning.

Bailey County’s burn ban
remains in effect until April
10, according to County
Judge Sherri Harrison.

Although the court briefly
discussed the problem area
farmers who have an
incinerator are having, the
court withheld taking action
on the matter until next
month’s regular meeting.

Should the court decide to
compile a list of area
farmers wishing to use their
incinerators for
c o n s i d e r a t i o n ,
Commissioner Joey Kindle

said, “They’re going to have
to jump through some
hoops,” adding that
incinerator operators would
have to man them until the
flames went out.

During the discussion,
Sheriff Richard Wills
referred to Bamert Seed
Company and the work the
company put into its recent
controlled burn.

“I sat out there watching
Bamert,” the sheriff said,
“they knew what they were
doing.”

in Fisher County. It was
during this work with wildlife
that he decided to switch
from a pre-vet major to
wildlife biology.

“I enjoy working
outdoors,” Brooks said, and
especially likes the
opportunities he has to help
the wildlife population.

Although he grew up
fishing and hunting, Brooks
– who graduated from high
school at Greenwood,
outside of Midland – said he
hadn’t thought a career as
a biologist. Now, he has the
opportunity to not only work
in the field but also work with
civic groups and school
children, sharing his
knowledge of wildlife in the

Texas Panhandle and
maybe even spark a young
mind’s interest in wildlife
biology.

The Texas Panhandle
has a wide variety of wildlife,
both four-legged and
feathered, according to
Brooks, from the prairie

chickens here in Bailey
County to the American
bison herd at Caprock
Canyon. And the Parks &
Wildlife Department has a
variety of methods it uses to
improve the wildlife
population.

While the past year has
produced a bumper crop of
pheasant in Bailey County,
Brooks indicated the prairie
chicken population isn’t
believed to be as strong. For
this reason, funding is
expected to become
available for area
landowners interested in
improving the habitat
needed for prairie chickens.

Brooks also noted that
there is even some

possibilities for improving
the habitat on CRP land.
“Some wildlife friendly
practices can be
implemented on CRP land,”
he said, referring to what he
described as “mid-contract”
management.

But while he enjoys
working with the
panhandle’s wildlife, Brooks
is also looking forward to an
upcoming training
opportunity that probably
won’t see much use in the
West Texas area…
hopefully… catching bears.

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“How To Triple Your

Answers to Prayer”

A “teaser” on the front of the
little magazine touted an article
inside: “How To Triple Your
Answers to Prayer!” I’m won-
dering what might be pre-
scribed.

Incantations? A caldron filled
with a steaming potion featuring
eye of newt, tongue of frog?
Could I get more answers to
prayer (answers that I like) if my
technique was better or my recipe
more precise? Is the bottom line
the number of really “good”
answers I get and catalogue? 

I think I’d like the guy who
said that any Christian who says
to another believer undergoing
pain, “If you had enough faith,
you wouldn’t hurt,” needs  very

badly to be hit over the head
with a baseball bat to help him
test his own theory.

I believe St. James when he
says that God’s people some-
times “don’t have” because they
“don’t ask” or “ask wrongly.”
A right attitude is important.

But the bottom line on prayer
is nothing that can be quantified,
measured, or catalogued. Thank
God for heartwarming answers,
but, most of all, thank God for
the growing and soul-warming
relationship time in prayer
builds between you and the
Father who gave you life and
wants to spend time with you,
his child. To a skeptic watching
you bend the knee, you’re just
talking to yourself. Prayer is
worthless, he thinks, because he
sees it producing no practical
results. But to you, child of
God, and to your Father, it is
precious and would be no more
precious if you could accurately

catalogue 143 direct “results.”
The same thing is true for the

very same reasons regarding our
worship. In a society that values
nothing unless it produces mea-
surable results—the bigger, the
better—why worship?

To get re-charged spiritually. 
To have fellowship with

God’s people.
To be able to leave to serve.
To fill up so we can do all

sorts of obviously beneficial
stuff and carry on all sorts of
programs, the kind that can be
measured and look good in
church flyers and bulletins.

Well, I’m for all those
“results” and more. But we wor-
ship for one reason that over-
shadows any other and needs no
defense: we worship to glorify
the God who is absolutely wor-
thy and deserving of all praise.

An old kind of pragmatic
legalism says, “You can only be
saved if you do enough to be
worth saving.” A modern kind
just as seductively says, “Your
prayers and your worship are
only worthwhile if they produce
visible and measurable results.”
Both ideas are as wrong as they
are, in the final analysis, cruel.

Our prayers and worship are
precious to God not because
they’re so good at producing
impressive results. They’re pre-
cious to God because we’re his
precious children, completely
loved and accepted by our
Father already. 

In that knowledge, we wor-
ship and pray. And living in that
knowledge, we find that God
has indeed provided “in
advance” plenty of good works
for us to do, some of which can
probably be listed in a church
bulletin, but lots of which don’t
look particularly “religious” at
all. But the marvelous fact
remains: God loves and accepts
us before we’re able to do a sin-
gle one.

Our Father is amazingly
impractical that way.

During Monday’s brief

Previously, the council
has held to the policy that
only advertisement expenses
for an event could be
reimbursed from the
municipal fund.

City council
approves sewer
jet purchase

Acknowledging the
accomplishments of
Muleshoe High School
students brightened a rather
routine school board meeting
Monday.

Prior to getting down to

business, the school board
members took the
opportunity to congratulate a
large number of art, band,
choir, debate, DECA, FCLA
and Small School Academic
Competition students who
had brought honor and
recognition to the school
district through academic,
instrumental and vocal
competition.

Principal David Jenkins,
who presented the students
and their teachers with
individual certificates of
achievement, said, “We have
a lot of good things going on,
and that’s because of a lot of

great students.”
Although the principal had

words of praise for all of the
student achievers, he
seemed to take particular
pride in the recent SSAC
event, which was hosted by
Muleshoe ISD. Jenkins
noted that while teams from
larger school districts, such
as Littlefield and Levelland
took part, the other schools
returned home, but left all of
the “hardware” in Muleshoe,
whose teams captured the
first, second and third place
trophies.

Superintendent Gene
Sheets agreed, adding, “We

appreciate the way that you
serve the school.”

The school board also
discussed the upcoming
bond election, noting that the
ballot would contain two
propositions.

The proposed text for
Proposition # 1 is “Shall the
Board of Trustees of the
Muleshoe Independent
School District be authorized
to levy and cause to be
assessed and collected
annual ad valorem taxes for
the future maintenance of
public free schools therein at
a rate not to exceed $1.50 on
each $100 valuation of

taxable property in the
school district, as authorized
by Chapter 45, as amended,
Texas Education Code,
including Section 45.003, as
amended, Texas Education
Code?”

The superintendent
reiterated statements made
by Douglas Whitt of
Southwest Securities, who
explained previously to the
school board that state law
required the voters to
approve this “update” in the
wording of the school
district’s maintenance and
operation levy. While this
proposition doesn’t change

the amount of the allowable
maintenance levy, voters
wishing to pass the second
proposition — calling for the
$25 million bond issue, also
had to approve the language
update.

The proposed text of the
second proposition calls for
and authorizes the issuance
and sale of the bonds totaling
$25 million.

Referring to the wording of
the propositions, Sheets
explained that to approve the
bond issue, the voters would
have to vote “for” twice, once
for Proposition #1, and once
for Proposition #2.
