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CCCCSD aiming for 98 percent attendance

Aiming for a 98 percent
attendance rate is the goal of
CCCCSD.

During his report at the
Oct. 16 regular school board
meeting, Superintendent Raul
Chavarria said the district cur-
rently has 815 students with a
96.8 percent attendance rate.

Ozona Elementary has
around a 97 percent atten-
dance rate, with the lowest
grades being Pre-K and kinder-

garten at 95 percent, accord-
ing to a district report.

Fifth Grade had the high-
est at 98.02 percent. Those
students earned an extra re-
cess, said Ozona Elementary
Principal Janina Savala.

Savala also said atten-
dance letters were sent out
with students who had five or
more absences.

OMS has around 97 per-
cent with sixth grade topping
at 99 percent attendance.

OHS is at 96.08 percent at-
tendance with the freshmen

class being the lowest at 95.85
percent.

Chavarria said the district
is aiming for 98 percent overall.

“Our funding is directly
tied to how many kids we have
at school. It’s very important
that our parents know why
we are keeping up with that,”
Chavarria said.

FIRST REPORT
A public hearing was held
on the district’s Financial Integri-
ty Rating System of Texas (FIRST)
for the 2011-2012 school year.

CCCCSD received a pass-
ing rating of above standard
achievement.

According to the Texas Ed-
ucation Agency, the purpose of
the FIRST report is to ensure
that school districts and open-
enrollment charter schools are
held accountable for the qual-
ity of their financial manage-
ment practices and achieve
improved performance in the
management of their financial
resources. The system is de-

Those changes in behav-
ior had to begin with in-
creased public understand-
ing, and thus launched
Breast Cancer Awareness
Month, born 26 years ago
on Oct. 1. Since then, ev-
erything has been com-
ing up pink, from lapel rib-
bons to cereal boxes, NFL
players’ shoes and gloves,
the wreath hanging on
our courthouse and pink
on our Lion football play-
ers. If breast cancer hasn’t
touched your life yet, it will.

One of the unofficial man-
tras of breast cancer fight-
ers and survivors is “Ev-
eryone knows someone.”
Whether it's a mother, aunt,
neighbor, friend, nephew,
co-worker, child, or teach-
er, chances are there are far
fewer than six degrees of
separation between every
living American and breast
cancer.

A new report from the
American Cancer Society
finds that death rates from
breast cancer in the Unit-
ed States have dropped 34
percent since 1990. But the
rate at which new breast
cancers are diagnosed in-
creased slightly among Afri-
can American women from
2006 to 2010, bringing
those rates closer to those
of white women, who still
have the highest diagnosis
rates among women ages
40 and older.

Breast cancer is the most
common cancer among
women in the United States,
after skin cancer. It ac-
counts for nearly 1 in 3 can-
cers diagnosed in women.
By the end of 2013, an es-
timated 232,340 women
will be diagnosed with in-
vasive breast cancer and
an estimated 39,620 wom-
en will die from breast can-
cer. The risks generally in-
crease with age. Almost 8 of
every 10 new breast cancer
cases and almost 9 of every
10 breast cancer deaths are
in women 50 years old and
older.

In January 2012, more
than 2.9 million women liv-
ing in the U.S. had a history

Mammography screen-
ings are a woman’s best
chance for detecting breast
cancer early. When coupled
with new treatment options,
mammography screenings
can significantly improve a
woman’s chances of surviv-
al. Death rates from breast
cancer are going down.

The wonderful thing
about Breast Cancer Aware-
ness Month is that it has
spurred hundreds of thou-
sands of people to action.

Awareness is part of the
cure, as demonstrated by
the higher breast cancer
rates among women who
have immigrated to the
U.S. Such women often be-
lieve cancer is a death sen-
tence, not a curable illness,
public health officials say,
and they don't have access
to good health insurance.
When forced to choose be-
tween an expensive mam-
mogram and putting food
on the table, many low-in-
come women put their own
health last.

But there is near universal
agreement that better pre-
ventive care saves lives and
saves money.

While most states require
insurance companies to
cover diagnostic mammo-
grams for women over 40 at
areduced rate, that doesn't
help the millions of wom-
en who have no health in-
surance. And while some
health providers and non-
profit agencies offer mam-
mograms at discounted
rates for women without
health insurance, the wom-
en who need those pro-
grams most often aren't
aware of them.

For everyone touched by
breast cancer - and that
covers most everyone -
the awareness promoted
by pink ribbons and pink
newspapers is important
every October. Show your
support this month for the
millions of women — and
men, too — who have been
touched by breast cancer.

Federal shutdown ends but 1ssues remain

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association

AUSTIN — A federal shut-
down arching over Texas and
the rest of the nation since
Oct. 1 resulted in the tempo-
rary closure of many facilities
and the furloughing of mil-
lions of employees.

On Oct. 16, the shutdown
ended when both houses of
Congress adopted a continu-
ing appropriations act that
does three things: increases
the nation’s debt limit, allows
the treasury to pay bills and
returns the federal govern-
ment to full operations, at
least until mid-January.

John Cornyn, Texas’ senior
senator, and freshman Sen.
Ted Cruz, both Republicans,
voted against the act. Cruz
headed contingencies in both
houses to defund the federal
health care law (“Obamacare”)
in exchange for compromises
on the federal budget. Those
efforts resulted in the shut-
down. As for the Lone Star
State’s 36 U.S. House members,
all 12 Democrats voted in favor

of the compromise and all 24
Republicans voted against it.
Lawmakers and the execu-
tive branch generally have
indicated their willingness
to work toward timely solu-
tions to the nation’s financial
issues in over the next three
months in order to avoid the
next fiscal cliff. Democrats
and a contingency of Repub-
licans, while in a compromis-
ing mood, continue to wrestle
over “Obamacare” and how
its cost dynamics affect other
areas of the federal budget in
the long term.

PERRYS TAKE
OVERSEAS TRIP

For economic development
purposes, Gov. Rick Perry and
First Lady Anita Perry left
Texas on Oct. 15 bound for
London and Jerusalem. The
couple’s scheduled return is
Oct. 25. No tax dollars would

be used for travel and accom-
modations on the trip, the
governor’s office said.

COURT TO HEAR
TEXAS CASES

The U.S. Supreme Court
agreed on Oct. 15 to hear six
cases to determine if the U.S.
Environmental Protection
Administration exceeded its
authority to regulate green-
house gases from stationary
sources, the Texas Railroad
Commission reported.

Railroad Commission
Chairman Barry Smitherman
expressed hope that the court
would put a damper on EPA
rules governing carbon dioxide
emissions from power plants,
factories and motor vehicles.

Weekly academy has lessons
Jor adults, children

Colors fill pages as little
hands dip paint brushes and
grab for chalk.

There is no right or wrong
to the drawings being made,
just a flow of creativity as
the group of children work to
glue, paint and put together
their works of art.

Each week, adults and
children let their artistic style
flow at the Wonderful Works
Art Academy.

Led by Ozona artist Ann
Fowler, the academy meets in
the Church of Christ’s Granny
Miller Hall each Friday. Adults
come at 2 p.m. and children
ages five and up attend at 4 p.m.

Fowler started the acade-
my in August. She has around
five adults and 10-15 children
that attend regularly.

Since the start of the acad-
emy, the groups have worked
in gesture drawings and con-
tour drawings using char-
coal and chalk pastels, paint-
ed fruits, learned how to draw
boxes and even captured the
human eye.

“I love seeing people get
into their work,” Fowler said.
“When we used charcoal for
the first time, it was great see-
ing everyone smudging their
drawings with their fingers.”

Assisting Fowler is her
seven-year-old son Hudson,
who is also the officially greet-
er. Hudson said the family has
an “art room” at their house.

“T use to draw every day,
but now just mainly on Fri-
days at class,” he said.

A graduate of Winters
High School, Fowler said she
didn’t have art classes in high
school. At Angelo State Uni-
versity she was one of the last
people to graduate with a gen-
eral art degree.

Fowler has shown her

works at ASU, the Stribling
Art Extravaganza in San An-
gelo and the Crockett County
Public Library.

“T've wanted to be an artist
since I was little, and I wanted
to learn about everything,” she
said. “T enjoy color and I also
like character and charcoal
drawings. I don’t have one me-
dium that I work in.”

At each lesson, Fowler
tries to blend in history and
artists like Leonardo da Vin-
ci, Guiseppe Arcimboldo and
Pablo Picasso.

Fowler said many of her
students have never had an
art lesson in their life, and
have created beautiful works.

“I try to tell about differ-
ent artists. We also have mu-
sic that goes along with our
art and lesson,” Fowler said.

Parent Kayla Davidson
said she enjoys the Friday les-
sons for her daughters Mia
and Avery. She said it really
lets them unwind and be cre-
ative at the end of the school
week.

On this day, students
are imitating Picasso by us-

ing chalk and oil pastels to
draw a picture, then cutting
up the picture and gluing it
onto another piece of paper.
They then use paint over their
glued pictured to make their
drawings even more colorful.

Fowler said the children’s
favorite thing is using paint.

“I's fun to see different
works or interpretations of
each student,” Fowler said.
“There are times when stu-
dents will do some things
alike. There’s no wrong way to
art.”

Fowler also said she is
very fortunate and thankful
to the Ozona Church of Christ
for the use of their facility.

"If there is enough inter-
est, I will certainly form more
art classes to accommodate
more students," she said.

Cost for each lesson at
the academy is $18; $10 for
senior citizens 65 and older.
Students do need to supply
most of their own materials.

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A PARDON OR EXPUNGEMENT?

There is a provision in our legal system whereby a person that has committed a major crime and found guilty may
be forgiven or pardoned. There are certain conditions and only certain people have the proper authority to grant one.
One qualification is that the person was convicted unjustly another is that he or she is repentant and asks for a second
chance. Presidents can pardon on federal level and Governors on State levels. If granted the pardon forgives the crime
and the guilty may go free but it remains on his record and restrictions apply for ex-convicts. There is something even
better than a pardon and it is called Expungement. It is even better in that the records are wiped clean just as if no
crime was committed and no record of it. Also there no restrictions like on ex-cons. This reminds me of something in
the Bible. God can forgive sin! God’s word says we all have disobeyed God or sinned, (romans 3:23). The punishment for
this is death or eternal separation from God, (Romans 6:23, Revelation 20:14, 20:8). The qualification for forgiveness
or better yet Expungement of sins is by the shed blood of Jesus Christ. We must be willing to confess that we are guilty
of sin and ask for forgiveness and call upon Jesus Christ to be our Lord and Savior, (Romans 10:9-13, 1 John 1:9, John

their financial resources bet-
ter in order to provide the
maximum allocation possible
for direct instructional pur-
poses. The system will also
disclose the quality of local
management and decision-
making processes that im-
pact the allocation of finan-
cial resources in Texas public
schools.

The report stated CCCC-
SD had points deducted due
to a tax coding issue with the
Crockett County Appraisal
district, which has now been
corrected, and also in stu-
dent debt related expendi-
tures.

Chavarria said CCCCSD
was right at the percent, not
below, according to the re-
port.

He also said the district
scored perfect on the ratio of
students to teachers, but was
hit on the ratio of students to
total staff that includes aides
and supportive staff.

“We are high in the num-
ber of aides for our dis-
trict, but those aides per-
form a valuable service to
our kids. Our numbers have
gone down since this report.
We should score better next
year,” Chavarria said.

or the student or family live
in a structure that does not
have necessities.

This can include stu-
dents who live in travel trail-
ers with their parents, if the
travel trailer is not their pri-
mary residence, and students
who live with grandparents
in temporary placement. If
the grandparents have custo-
dy of the child, then the child
is not homeless, Bricken said.

Last year the district only
reported two homeless stu-
dents. This year, Bricken said
the district has 22-23 stu-
dents classified as homeless.

All homeless children
qualify for free and reduce
Iunch. There are also local pro-
grams, such as Blessings in a
Backpack to help homeless
and economically disadvan-
taged students, Bricken said.

Code, section 21:12: An em-
ployee of a public or pri-
vate primary or secondary
school commits an offense
if the employee engages in
sexual contact, sexual inter-
course or deviate sexual in-
tercourse with a person who
is enrolled ... at (the school)
which the employee works
and who is not the employ-
ee’s spouse.

The offense is a second-
degree felony and could car-
ry between two to 20 years
in prison and a fine of up to
$10,000.
