In part because of work
done by organizations like
Meyer’s, which have pur-
chased tens of thousands of
acres along the river to keep
developers away, and the
sheer remoteness of the re-
gion, the Devils River is seen
by many as one of the state’s
last pristine rivers. Yet even
this river may now be threat-
ened, as faraway urban parts
of Texas seek new water sup-
plies amid drought and pop-
ulation explosion.

“What’s happening with
water is really causing us to
rethink whether there’s been
a big victory out there,” Laura
Huffman, the Nature Conser-
vancy'’s director of Texas pro-
grams, said of the nonprofit’s
efforts to preserve the land,
which also include selling
some of the purchased land
with strict contract require-
ments for conservation.

More than 20 years ago,
when some of those preserva-
tion efforts began in earnest,
the goal was to protect the
river’s renowned water qual-
ity, in large part by protecting
the surrounding landscape.

That has been a resound-
ing success. The area’s wild-
life, including white-tailed
deer, a variety of songbirds,
mountain lions and the only
known population of Mexi-
can White Oaks in the U.S., is
thriving. Even black bears are
making a comeback.

It’s water quantity that is
now the concern. A project
in the works by the Beeville-
based Val Verde Water Com-
pany seeks to pump water
from the Edwards-Trinity
Aquifer in Val Verde County,
where Del Rio and much of
the Devils River is located.
The company’s president,
John Littlejohn, has shopped
a proposal to pipe billions of
gallons of the water each year
to various cities across the
state, saying that the aquifer
has plenty of resources and
that his plan would not drain
nearby water supplies.

But critics of the pro-

posal say the Devils River
is a perfect example of how
groundwater and surface wa-
ter are interconnected and
that pumping underground
could affect the river’s levels.

“Groundwater and sur-
face water are essentially the
same water,” Huffman said.
“You've got springs coming
up to feed the inflows into
these streams, and then they
dip underground.”

Littlejohn’s project could
take close to 50 billion gal-
lons of water from the river’s
basin alone, opponents of
the plan say, and there may
not be enough rainfall to re-
place it. And unlike much of
Texas, there’s no entity in Val
Verde County that regulates
groundwater pumping, So
many fear the project could
be devastating for water re-
sources in the area.

“The quantities being
proposed far exceed what is
available, and the result of
such transport would cause
severe damage to the Dev-
ils River and the underlying
aquifer,” David Honeycutt,
founder of the Devils River
Conservancy, wrote in a let-
ter to San Antonio Water Sys-
tem, which is considering the
project as an option to shore
up the city’s water supply in
the coming decades.

A large group recently
traveled to San Antonio to
address the proposal, and
the mayor of Del Rio vowed
to fight the company with all
the town’s resources. San An-
tonio expects to make a de-
cision early next year — but
even if the city does not take
up the offer, there are po-
tential customers elsewhere.
San Angelo is also eyeing the
project.

Huffman sees the fight
as a microcosm of what is
happening across Texas. Cit-
ies and industries are finding
themselves so strapped that
they are looking to some of
the most remote parts of the
state for new water supplies
— something no one in this
country had ever dreamed of.

“I can tell you, there is a
high level of concern about
this issue,” said Dell Dickinson,
who raises sheep on a 7,000-
acre ranch along the banks of
the Devils River that his family
has owned since 1942.

For Dickinson, it’s not
just the river that is at stake.
“It’s the country itself,” he
said. “To me, it's still wild
country, not that different
than the way it was 100, 150
years ago.”

“I think everybody is en-
titled to water. We all need
that to live,” Dickinson said.
“But I think a lot more study
needs to be done."

“Why drain us to feed
somebody else?”

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Game Warden Field Noles

The following items are compiled from
recent Texas Parks and Wildlife Department law
enforcement reports.

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH

A warden received a call
from Bell County dispatch
from a witness who saw
someone in a vehicle shoot a
deer in a new subdivision in
Temple, load it up and leave
the scene.

As soon as the operator
said the street names, the
warden recognized the loca-
tion as his neighborhood. In
fact, he jogs there at night.
When he responded, the war-
den met with the person who
made the complaint and was
given a license plate number
for a vehicle registered in
Williamson County.

The plates also matched
with a hunting license held
by someone living around
the corner from where the
deer was shot. The warden
went to the house, located
the subject and found a doe
in a shed in his yard. The
man confessed that he and
his uncle had shot the deer.

During the interview, the
man said, “Yeah, I hope we
didn’t get you out of bed! 1
knew you lived around the
corner and me and my uncle
had the conversation before
we left that it might not be a
good idea because the game
warden lives right around
the corner!” Several deer and
weapons seized, and multi-
ple citations issued.

YOU CAN RUN,
BUT YOU CAN'T HIDE

A Gillespie County game
warden received a call from
a landowner who had a pho-
to of two unknown hunters
standing over a dead deer
under his game feeder.

The warden found drag
marks and blood evidence
leading through two other
properties. After spending
the day knocking on doors
and meeting with other land-
owners, the warden found
the subject’s residence, or
former residence.

The warden spoke to the
suspect’s mother and found
out that the suspects had
moved back to Alabama two
days after the deer was shot.

The warden then contact-
ed the Alabama Department
of Conservation and Natural
Resources for assistance. Al-
abama wardens interviewed
the suspects and secured the
evidence.

The meat will be donated
to a needy family in Baldwin
County, Ala. Cases pending.

RUGER’S NOSE, KNOWS

Two game wardens re-
ceived a call in southern
Travis County regarding pos-
sible hunting without land-
owner consent. When the
wardens arrived, they found
a truck pulled off the road
near a construction site and
decided to wait until the
owner returned.

Hours later, the subject
had someone drop him off at
his vehicle. When confront-
ed, he admitted digging for
artifacts and fishing without
landowner’s consent. The

subject had numerous prior
drug charges and seemed to
be very nervous during the
interview. One of the wardens
ran police dog Ruger around
the truck and he alerted out-
side the driver’s door. Ruger
then searched inside the ve-
hicle and reacted to the sun-
glass compartment where less
than two ounces of marijuana
was found.

TXDOT HAS REPAIR PLAN

The Texas Department of
Transportation on Nov. 26
announced a resolution to
manage the maintenance of
roads heavily used by en-
ergy companies in La Salle
County, where cheap patches
on damaged stretches were
proposed to the Texas Leg-
islature last summer, due to
budget tightening.

TxDOT leaders said they
have agreed with La Salle
County to share responsibil-
ity in repairing roads in need
and maintaining them over
time and agreements with
other affected counties in the
region are being worked on.
Counties will purchase the
materials while TxDOT will
perform repairs and provide
labor.

"Once fixed, the county will
take over maintenance of the
roads and be responsible for
them for five years or until
traffic in those energy areas
drops off," according to Tx-
DOT's statement.
