Commissioners vote
1o rebid animal control facility

The Crockett County Commissioners’ Court re-
jected all bids to build the new animal control facility
during a Dec. 19 special meeting.

Bids were received from D&L Construction, of
Ballinger, for $295,000; Frontera Construction, of
Del Rio, for $337,690 and Lopez Construction & Re-
modeling, of Ozona, for $290,000.

All three bids exceeded the budgeted amount of
$210,000, said County Judge Fred Deaton.

Deaton also said the bid packets did not give a

budgeted amount.

“That’s just more than we wanted to spend. These
contractors are going to have to figure a way to cut it
down,” said Commissioner Pleas Childress III.

County Auditor Janie Chandler said $173,000 is
what is left in the budget for the facility after paying
SKG Engineering for survey costs.

Deaton said the commissioners will have to
meet and decide what they want to scale back on

the facility’s plans.

“It slows us down is what it does,” Deaton said.

We take plea-
sure in answering
thus prominent-
ly the communication be-
low, expressing at the
same time our great grat-
ification that its faith-
ful author is numbered
among the friends of The
Sun:

Dear Editor,

I am 8 years old. Some
of my little friends say
there is no Santa Claus.
Papa says, "If you see
it in The Sun, it's so."
Please tell me the truth,
is there a Santa Claus?

Virginia O'Hanlon

Virginia, your lit-
tle friends are wrong.
They have been affect-
ed by the skepticism of
a skeptical age. They do
not believe except what
they see. They think that
nothing can be which
is not comprehensible
by their little minds. All
minds, Virginia, wheth-
er they be men's or chil-
dren's, are little. In this
great universe of ours,
man is a mere insect,
an ant, in his intellect
as compared with the
boundless world about
him, as measured by the
intelligence capable of
grasping the whole of
truth and knowledge.

Yes, Virginia, there is a
Santa Claus. He exists as
certainly as love and gen-
erosity and devotion ex-
ist, and you know that
they abound and give
to your life its highest
beauty and joy.

Alas! How dreary would
be the world if there

were no Santa Claus! It
would be as dreary as if
there were no Virginias.
There would be no child-
like faith then, no poetry,
no romance to make tol-
erable this existence.

We should have no en-
joyment, except in sense
and sight. The external
light with which child-
hood fills the world
would be extinguished.

Not believe in Santa
Claus! You might as well
not believe in fairies. You
might get your papa to
hire men to watch in all
the chimneys on Christ-
mas eve to catch San-
ta Claus, but even if you
did not see Santa Claus
coming down, what
would that prove?

Nobody sees San-
ta Claus, but that is no
sign that there is no San-
ta Claus. The most real
things in the world are
those that neither chil-
dren nor men can see.
Did you ever see fairies
dancing on the lawn?

Of course not, but
that's no proof that they
are not there. Nobody
can conceive or imagine
all the wonders there are
unseen and unseeable in
the world.

You tear apart the ba-
by's rattle and see what
makes the noise inside,
but there is a veil cov-
ering the unseen world
which not the strongest
man, nor even the united
strength of all the stron-
gest men that ever lived
could tear apart.

Only faith, poetry, love,
romance, can push aside
that curtain and view
and picture the supernal
beauty and glory beyond.
Is it all real? Ah, Virgin-
ia, in all this world there
is nothing else real and
abiding.

No Santa Claus! Thank
God! He lives and lives
forever. A thousand
years from now, Virgin-
ia, nay 10 times 10,000
years from now, he will
continue to make glad
the heart of childhood.

berry to succeed Steen as secretary of state

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association

AUSTIN — Gov. Rick Perry
on Dec. 19 announced the ap-
pointment of Nandita Berry of
Houston as the 109th Texas
Secretary of State, effective
Jan. 7, 2014. She succeeds
John Steen, who was ap-
pointed by Perry in November
2012.

As secretary of state, Berry
will serve as the state’s chief
elections officer, the gover-
nor’s liaison on border and
Mexican affairs and Texas’
chief protocol officer for state
and international matters.
The Secretary of State’s Of-
fice also serves as the formal
repository for official and
business records, publishes
government rules and regula-
tions, keeps the state seal and
attests to the governor’s sig-
nature on official documents.

Berry, the governor’s of-
fice noted, is “the first Indian
American to fill the post.” She
is a senior counsel at the law
firm of Locke Lord LLP. She is
a member of the State Bar of

Texas and Houston Bar Asso-
ciation. She is a past member
of the University of Houston
Board of Regents, and past
board member of the Houston
Zoo Inc., South Asian Cham-
ber of Commerce, Houston
Area Women’s Center, and
the Community Family Center
of Houston. Berry received a
bachelor’s degree from Mt.
Carmel College in Bangalore,
India, a bachelor’s degree
from the University of Hous-
ton and a law degree from the
University of Houston Law
Center.

REQUEST FOR AID IS MADE
Gov. Perry on Dec. 13 issued
a state disaster declaration
for certain Central Texas
counties following exten-
sive flood damage related to
storms that occurred from
Oct. 30 to Now. 16.
Counties named in the

declaration are: Bell, Caldwell,
Freestone, Guadalupe, Hays,
Travis and Williamson.

Perry also requested a
presidential disaster declara-
tion, which if granted would
bring in millions of dollars of
federal aid. In submitting the
request, Perry said, “The se-
vere flood damage in Central
Texas has affected the lives
of many people and left a dev-
astating financial burden on
our local communities. I urge
President Obama to grant
this assistance so Texans can
continue their recovery and
rebuild their homes, business-
es and communities.”

As of Dec. 20, the White
House had not made a public
response to Perry's request.

Texas A&M Forest Service 1ssues
winter outlook safety tips

COLLEGE STATION, Tex-
as - Significant rain this year
could be a potential threat
during the winter wildfire
season. Residents are urged
to take precautions as the
cold weather begins drying
the increased vegetation.

Rains earlier this vyear
helped suppress wildfire
threats by improving mois-
ture levels across majority
of the state. However, this
led to a rise in grassy areas,
which can help spread fires if
it becomes too dry.

Potential for fire is espe-
cially relevant in the western
plains regions of the state. In-
cluding the grass dominated
areas west of a Wichita Falls
to Abilene to San Angelo line.

Strong persistent winds
over this area could increase
the chance of wildfires
spreading. Care is highly rec-
ommended throughout the
winter months and activities
that could accidentally start a
fire should be limited.

Several safety tips are ad-
vised for all Texans this holi-
day season:

-Check for and obey
burn bans and fireworks re-
strictions.

-When and where outdoor
burning is allowed, keep the
fire small, never leave it unat-
tended and remove leaves and
other materials from the area
surrounding the fire. Avoid
lighting piles on windy days.

-Keep water nearby in
case a fire starts. A spark or
burning ember can ignite dry,
fine-textured fuels like grass
and weeds.

-Read and follow label
instructions on how to prop-
erly discharge fireworks.

- Use fireworks with close
adult supervision and only in
areas clear of dry vegetation.

-Avoid using fireworks,
particularly aerial variet-
ies, around buildings. Wind
can carry hot fireworks onto
roofs where leaves or other
flammable debris may have
accumulated.

-Remove your natural
Christmas tree soon after
the holidays and consider
community tree recycling
projects. Christmas trees can
be ground up for mulch or
provide shelter for birds and
other wildlife.

-Dispose of wrapping
paper, boxes and other holi-
day waste by recycling, when
practical. Burn paper and
cardboard in a burn barrel
or other fire-proof receptacle
topped by a metal screen or
grill, as winds can carry em-
bers over long distances.

STONEGARDEN GRANT

A resolution in support of
Operation Stonegarden was ap-
proved by the commissioners.

This program is in con-
junction with the U.S. Depart-
ment of Homeland Security
and the U.S. Border Patrol.
