Ice Bucket Challenge to
raise awareness for amy-
otrophic lateral sclero-

sis (ALS), the lethal neuro-
degenerative disorder also
known as Lou Gehrig’s dis-
ease. The original idea was
that when the gauntlet was
thrown down in the ice
bucket challenge, you either
need to give $100 to ALS
or dump ice water on your
head. Most people seem to
be opting to both donate
and get soaked, posting the
videos on social media.

Dumping cold water on
your head for a good cause
is not something new. Earlier
this year, The National Fall-
en Firefighters Foundation
popularized the "Cold Water
Challenge" to raise funds.

The ALS phenomenon was
originally started by friends
of former Boston College
baseball player Peter Frates.
Peter is 29 years old and
living with ALS. He spends
his days in a wheelchair
with a machine helping him
communicate with his wife
and family.

According to the ALS
Association, as many as
30,000 Americans have the
disease at any given time.
Once diagnosed, the aver-
age ALS patient lives be-
tween two and five years.

When Peter’s friends start-
ed dumping ice and cold wa-
ter on their heads for ALS,
and posting it to social media,
then it started to catch on.

Peter’s Facebook page is full
of people who have taken the
challenge. You can even watch
Peter take the challenge.

In Ozona, I have seen my
friends, school teachers,
elected officials and whole
companies take the chal-
lenge. Some of them are
on the Stockman Facebook
page, including mine.

Along with success, come
those that criticize. I have
seen people on Facebook
complaining that people
are doing the challenge and
don’t realize what ALS is, or
they are not donating.

also those who

have been hurt
doing to challenge. I believe
that the ALS Association did
not intend the challenge to be
one that is harmful to people.

What’s so great about
this challenge is that any-
one can participate. All you
need is a cell phone with a
video recorder, a friend to
record you and a bucket of
water. My dad videoed mine
and mom dumped me with
water, not too hard.

It also gets people thinking
about donating to charity.

As of Monday, Aug. 25,
the ALS Association has re-
ceived $79.7 million in dona-
tions compared to $2.5 mil-
lion during the same time
period last year (July 29-
Aug. 25). These donations
have come from existing do-
nors and 1.7 million new do-
nors to the association.

Wow! That’s a lot of mon-
ey for nothing more than
dumping ice and water on
your head and clicking on
the ALS website to donate.

To me the challenge just
shows how powerful social
media is and how the world
is changing in where we get
news and information.

I think the idea is genius.

I agree with a friend of
mine that it’s no differ-
ent than the West Tex-
as Rehab Telethon, Ameri-
can Cancer Society’s Relay
for Life, Race for the Cure,
Jump Rope for Heart, Trick
or Treat for UNICEF or the
million other charity fund-
raisers that are out there.
Those organizations could
take a lesson from this.

For people living with
ALS, the number of dona-
tions coming in gives them
hope. Hope that eventually
there will be a cure.

So, if you're challenged
and don’t feel like dumping
ice or water on your head,
then make a donation.

He is an Indian Doctor; Indian as in the
country, not as in Cherokee, Crow or Choc-
taw. Although he’d much prefer that you
call him an “American Doctor” because
he was born in this country and has never
owed his allegiance to anywhere else on
earth but the good old USA. He’d be the
first to tell you, there’s no better place.

He’s a great person, an even better
surgeon, and has saved more American
lives than filter-tipped cigarettes. He has
few vices, the worst of which is baseball.
He’s crazy about the game and can often
be seen wearing a baseball cap on crooked
and a Cubs jacket over the green scrubs
he wears for surgery. He’s also disheveled
and can be forgetful; you never know when
he’ll show up for Little League games still
wearing those cute little green booties that
surgeons wear over their shoes.

The Doctor’s son plays baseball for
his school, right field, which means he’s
always within earshot of the visiting team’s
dugout. At a recent game there were more
insults directed his way than usual: “You
still working at the 7-11?”

That’s
right, the smart-aleck kid who insulted his
son could have been saved by the insulted
son’s father.

When the Doc finally
showed up my friend said sarcastically,
“Glad to see you could make it Doc. How
have you been anyway?” Acting as though
he hadn’t just seen him at the last practice.

The doctor didn’t catch the sarcasm and
replied, “I'm sorry I'm late but it’s been
a rough day, thank you for asking. I got
called in for an emergency surgery and we
couldn’t save the young patient. She died on
the table just a short while ago.”

My friend felt ashamed and realized that
while he’d been drawing chalk marks in the
dirt this wonderful man had been trying to
save a person’s life. Ever since then when
someone asks my friend how he’s doing he
replies, “Well, no one died today.” It's the
same philosophy found in the comment, “A
non-toothache can be very pleasant.”

I guess what I'm trying to say is if you
have a spouse who loves you, kids who are
healthy and a dog who thinks you're the
cat’s meow, you are very lucky and maybe,
just maybe, you shouldn’t get quite so mad
if the doctor is running a few minutes late.

County processes governor after felony indictment

AUSTIN — Gov. Rick Perry
on Aug. 20 walked the block
and a half from the Gover-
nor’s Mansion to the Travis
County Courthouse, present-
ed himself for arraignment
by a state district judge and
routine booking procedures,
spoke at a five-minute press
conference and left.

Perry was indicted on Aug.
15 by a Travis County grand
jury on felony charges of
abuse of official capacity and
coercion of a public servant.
Perry entered a plea of not
guilty to either charge.

The charges stem from
the governor’s veto of the
Public Integrity Unit’s 2014-
2015 budget in June 2013.
The 35-employee unit, which
serves as the state’s ethics-in-
vestigating body, is the direc-
tion of Travis County District
Attorney Rosemary Lehmberg.
Perry said he would veto
the agency’s budget unless
Lehmberg resigned from her

Lehmberg was arrested in
Austin for drunken driving
in April 2013. Photographs
and video recordings of her
condition immediately before,
during and after her arrest
were widely disseminated. She
served a short jail sentence,
publicly apologized, under-
went counseling, returned to
her post, and contrary to the
governor’s wishes, refused to
resign. Perry reacted with a
line-item veto of legislatively
approved funding for the
Public Integrity Unit ($7.5 mil-
lion) in the state’s 2014-2015
general appropriations act.

Perry assembled a legal
defense team and called the
charges baseless. Concerns
about the cost of a taxpayer-
funded defense soon arose and
Perry supporters said private
donations were being raised in

Lunch & Learn Series: Social Media Marketing

Making social media work
for businesses can be easy
and free.

Last week, Andy Allen,
with Chaos Marketing in San
Angelo, spoke about the var-
ious social media networks
and gave insight as to how
people can use them for their
businesses.

Allen’s talk was part of
the “Lunch & Learn” series
with the Ozona and Sonora
Chambers of Commerce and
the ASU Small Business Devel-
opment Center.

“Social media is huge right
now,” Allen said. “It’s the next
form of media where peo-
ple are getting their news and
finding out information. It’s
your job to sift through all the
garbage and get to the story.”

Allen spoke about all the
major social media networks,
but spent much of his presen-
tation focusing on Facebook
due to it being the most popu-
lar network right now.

Allen said Facebook is the
number one website in the
world and the number one so-
cial media site.

In his presentation, Al-
len showed the audience how
they can create a commercial
Facebook page for their busi-
ness, which is separate from a
personal page.

“Your business page is to
showcase what you do and
have. Your personal page is
where you tell everyone what
you had for lunch today,” Al-
len said.

When setting up a busi-
ness Facebook page, Allen
said it is best to do the set up
from a desktop or laptop com-
puter. He also said what looks
good on the computer screen
may not transfer well to a mo-
bile phone or tablet.

“You want to keep things
simple. You are putting your-
self out there and branding
yourself to social media,” he
said.

Most people will not go di-
rectly to the business’s page,
but instead will see the busi-
ness’s post in their Facebook
newsfeed, Allen said. In or-
der to get noticed, the busi-
ness needs to make sure their
thumbnail photo is recogniz-
able, and is similar on all oth-
er social media networks.

Allen said it’s best to make
the thumbnail photo similar
to the business’s website.

While Facebook is free and

popular, Allen said businesses
still need to have a website.

“Your website is your on-
line business card. People go
there to see what you offer.
Facebook and Twitter are for
people to see what you do on
a day to day basis,” Allen said.
“Social media is good for im-
mediate, real time informa-
tion.”

Pictures are also big on so-
cial media, as well as showing
what the behind-the-scenes of
the business, Allen said.

Twitter and Facebook ac-
counts can be linked together,
enabling the business to post
on one social media and reach
both of them, he said.

Instagram and Pinterest
are very big in using photos.
Instagram is mainly used by
teenagers and young adults,
while Pinterest’s main audi-
ence is women.

“A lot depends on the na-
ture of your business which
social media you want to use,”
he said.

Allen said  business-
es should keep their posts
friendly, fun and informa-
tive. He also said it is impor-
tant to reply to any comments
or questions on the page with-
in 24 hours, and to have two
Facebook posts every day.

He showed the audience
how easy it is to schedule the
posts on Facebook.

Allen also showed a lit-
tle bit about how to advertise
on Facebook, post videos and
touched on other social media
like Google Plus, YouTube and
LinkedIn.

He also said all social me-
dia networks can be accessed
on cellphones.

“There’s a lot out there.
It takes time and you have to
work at it,” he said. “It’s im-
portant to get the information

out there and do as much of it
as you possibly can.”

The next “Lunch & Learn”
series events will be “Social
Media Advertising” with Pen-
ny Larsen from the San Ange-
lo Standard-Times on Sept. 18,
followed by “Is Your Website
Working for You?” with Jody
Gentry of Mediajaw Website
Design on Oct. 23.

who break the law and put
others in harm’s way.”

One of the most danger-
ous times of a student’s trip
on a school bus is when they
are entering or exiting the
bus.

Drivers are urged to slow
down and pay attention in
school zones since children
may step into a roadway
without checking for oncom-

ing traffic.

State law requires that
approaching drivers stop
when a bus is stopped and
operating a visual signal - ei-
ther red flashing lights or a
stop sign.

Drivers should not pro-
ceed until the school bus re-
sumes motion; the driver is
signaled by the bus driver to
proceed; or the visual signal
is no longer activated.

A driver does not have to
stop for a school bus if it is
on a highway with roadways
separated by an intervening

space or physical barrier. (If
a highway is divided only by
a left-turning lane, the road-
ways are not considered sep-
arated, and drivers must stop
for school buses.)

Drivers who illegally pass
school buses face fines up to
$1,250 for a first offense.

For individuals convict-
ed of this offense more than
once, the law allows DPS to
suspend the driver license for
up to six months. (A ticket for
illegally passing a school bus
cannot be dismissed through
defensive driving.)

Comissioners discuss
new fire tanker

The Crockett County
Commissioners' Court held a
public hearing Monday night
for the 2014 proposed tax
rate and budget workshop.

No one spoke at the
tax hearing. A second hear-
ing will be held at 6:30 p.m.
Tuesday, Sept. 2, at the court-
house annex. The hearing is
open to the public.

During the budget work-
shop, Fire Department Of-
ficers Jordan De La Rosa
and Joe Bradford spoke to
the commissioners about
increasing the $50,000 cur-
rently in the 2015 proposed
budget to $125,000 for this
year and $125,000 for next
year for a new tanker truck.

De La Rosa said the cur-
rent tanker is out of commis-
sion and listed a number of
problems with the vehicle.

Bradford said the Nation-
al Fire Protection Association
has also issued a warning
about departments using re-
furbished oilfield trucks as

fire trucks citing that they
are dangerous.

The current tanker is a
former oilfield truck.

Bradford also said the
department has applied for
a Texas Forest Service grant
for a new tanker, but that
they don't believe they will
get the grant.

Bradford said the de-
partment has applied for the
grant for four years.

Commissioner Randy
Branch said the county should
wait to decide on the truck,
and that the fire department
should produce in writing why
the grant is being refused.

The 2015 proposed bud-
get also includes an $1,800
yearly raise for each employ-
ees and $938,380 budgeted
for building projects.

County Judge Fred Dea-
ton said those funds will go
to a new county road barn.

The commissioners will
approve the final tax rate and
budget at their regular meet-
ing at 9 a.m. Sept. 8 at the
courthouse annex. The meet-
ing is open to the public.

by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural Re-
source Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under
Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the stan-
dards of Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, loca-
tion involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does NOT
prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area which is
attended at all times.
