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Ozona couple adopts young girls

Surrounded by their friends and family, Lorena Renteria 
and her husband Rito celebrated the completion of their family, 
legally, for the first time in the eyes of the State of Texas.

Not that their family was incomplete to begin with. The cou-
ple from Ozona became foster parents about three years ago 
and fell in love with the two girls from Odessa that were placed 
in their care. On Monday, Ector County Court at Law 2 Judge 
Scott Layh officially signed the paperwork making the Renterias 
the legal guardians of the two girls.

“This is the fun stuff,” Layh said to the couple.
The two girls, 5-year-old Livy and 3-year-old Ashley, were 

also ecstatic about the day, both hugging and kissing their newly 
minted parents while Ashley sang a song in the courtroom. The 
names used are not their real names, as officials with Buckner In-
ternational asked the girls’ adopted names not be used.

Bucker International is a faith-based organization that of-
fers social service organizations, including foster care and 
adoptions, and has locations in Midland, Mission, Lubbock, Am-
arillo, and Beaumont. Their offices are based in Dallas.

Lorena Renteria said the move was a long time coming, as 
the couple — high school sweethearts who met at Sonora High 
School — tried to have children of their own, but were unsuc-
cessful.

“Adoption had always been in our mind since we had strug-
gled to get pregnant, but we didn’t get fully into it (the adoption 
process) until three years ago,” Lorena Renteria said.

Missing girl 
found safe in Ozona

A statewide Amber Alert 
reached the right phone.

The blaring notification 
that contained a vehicle de-
scription of a Corpus Chris-
ti family’s stolen van point-
ed authorities on Sunday in 
the right direction to find a 
missing 6-year-old girl. 

The alert caught the at-
tention of a convenience 
store clerk more than 60 
miles away in George West. 

“That was such a tre-
mendous break in all of our 
investigation,” said Police 
Cmdr. Santiago Escalante 
during a news conference 
Monday. 

Austin Carlin, 19, was 
arrested late Sunday on 
suspicion of kidnapping af-
ter he was stopped about 
15 miles west of Ozona, 
near mile-marker 352 on In-
terstate 10, by an El Paso 
County Department of Pub-
lic Safety trooper who rec-
ognized the vehicle descrip-
tion, Escalante said.

“(The call) helped us fo-
cus our efforts in that di-
rection (as opposed to 
statewide),” Escalante said. 
“Through a series of inves-
tigative avenues and state, 
local and federal partners, 
we were able to establish a 
possible route or destina-
tion the suspect had.” 

Escalante said at the 
news conference the girl’s 
family knew Carlin for 
about the last two weeks 

but did 
not speci-
fy how.

Se-
nior Offi-
cer Travis 
Pace, of 
the Cor-
pus Chris-
ti Police 
Department, said Carlin is a 
homeless man that the fam-
ily met a church, and were 
giving him a place to stay. 

The girl was staying 
with relatives, Pace said. 

Officers talked with the 
girl’s relative about 4:30 
a.m. Sunday at the home, 
and the woman told po-
lice that when she got up 
around 4:30 a.m. to check 
something in the kitchen 
and the children who were 
staying with her. That is 
when she noticed the girl 
was gone, police said.

She also discovered at 
that time that Carlin, also 
was gone and was believed 
to have taken the woman's 
white Dodge Caravan. 

About two hours after 
the store clerk called po-
lice, the trooper saw a 1998 
white Dodge Caravan on In-
terstate 10 near Ozona and 
stopped the vehicle. 

He found Carlin, who 
Corpus Christi police iden-
tified early Sunday as a 
kidnapping suspect in the 
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AUSTIN CARLIN
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AUSTIN — On Feb. 17, Gov. 
Greg Abbott delivered his 
first State of the State address 
during a joint session of the 
Texas House and Senate and 
released his recommenda-
tions for the two-year 2016-
2017 state budget.

In his 43-page Governor’s 
Budget document, Abbott said 
he aims to: “Constrain the 
size and growth of govern-
ment. Reduce agency spend-
ing. Suspend, reduce, and 
eliminate unnecessary taxes 
and fees. Ensure government 
supports job creation and is 
accountable and transparent.”

Abbott is recommending 
general revenue spending of 
$99.4 billion for 2016-2017, 
slightly less than a 5 percent 
increase in general revenue 
spending compared with the 
current budget.  “By keeping 
spending levels lower than 
the growth in population plus 
inflation, we can ensure that 
the size of government does 
not grow. This allows Texas to 
significantly reduce tax bur-

dens,” Abbott asserted, and 
promoted the building of the 
budget on the following “core 
principles”:

- Passing a constitutional 
amendment to limit the 
growth in state spending to 
the historic growth in the 
state’s population plus infla-
tion.

- Limiting the size of gov-
ernment by reducing most 
state agency general revenue 
expenditures by 3 percent.

- Securing additional fund-
ing for transportation in-
frastructure by passing a 
constitutional amendment to 
dedicate one half of the mo-
tor vehicle sales tax to trans-
portation needs and ending 
many transportation funding 
diversions.

- Stimulating private sector 
job growth by permanently 
decreasing the business 
“franchise” tax by $2 billion, 
combined with comprehen-

sive reforms. 
- Providing property owners 

with $2.2 billion in property 
tax relief. 

- Using any revenue that 
exceeds initial estimates or a 
portion of any surplus cash to 
reduce state non-self-support-
ing debt.

- Preventing future over-
spending by passing a consti-
tutional amendment ending 
the use of funds in statutorily 
dedicated accounts for budget 
certification; 

- Providing the governor 
expanded line-item veto au-
thority to ensure prudent and 
sensible spending reductions.

In a set of official proclama-
tions released Feb. 20, Ab-
bott named five emergency 
items for state lawmakers 
to address without delay: (1) 
improvements to early educa-
tion; (2) higher education 
research initiatives; (3) trans-
portation funding; (4) border 

security funding; and (5) eth-
ics reform. The Texas Consti-
tution requires lawmakers to 
take action on the governor’s 
emergency items by 
March 13, the 60th 
day of the 140-day 
regular session of 
the 84th Texas 
Legislature.

Being a son of a proud member of the 
Daughter of the American Revolution it 
pains me to say this but the British played 
a big role in the founding of the range 
cattle industry in this country. Because 
the number one son in England inherited 
everything, the "bastard" sons occasionally 
got shipped here. I think it was kinda like 
being the middle child, of which I am one.

The Brits wasted no time in trying to take 
back America by running their animals 
on free public rangelands. Being without 
money of their own they were often sub-
sidized by an allowance or a remittance 
from home, thus the name "remittance 
men". Soon they were selling stock in cattle 
companies to stupid first-born sons back in 
England. As one Brit said, "Americans sent 
us all their worthless securities and we 
sent them all our high class criminals." 

So much British money flowed into the 
U.S. cattle business that on a per person 
basis Cheyenne was one of the wealthiest 
cities in the world! Many of these English 
and Scottish cattle companies had names 
still recognizable today like The Mata-
dor, Spur, XIT, and Rocking Chair Ranch. 
Initially the companies reported 33 percent 
yearly returns even after factoring in a 10 
percent annual death loss to wolves and 
a 15 percent loss to old man winter. They 
may not have been born Barons in England 
but they sure enough became cattle barons 
in this country. 

When the book count didn't equal the 
actual number of cattle on the range the 
sons of Britain were "saved" by terrible 

storms in 1886 to 1887 
which killed off about 75 
percent of the mother 
cows.

The British cattle bar-
ons went home with their 
tails tucked between 
their legs just like the 
Redcoats in 1776, but I 
often wonder how differ-
ent the cattle business 
would be today if the 
English still ran things.

We'd all be riding flat 
saddles and instead 
of rodeo fans we'd be 
cricket enthusiasts and 

soccer hooligans. On top our heads would 
be bowler hats instead of Stetsons and 
we'd wear tall rubber boots with ugly tweed 
sweaters. 

At the Royal Cattle Show in Denver steer 
jocks would wear white lab coats. Truck 
drivers would drive on the other side of 
the road even more than they do now. We'd 
take a break every day at three to have a 
"cuppa" and eat tasteless biscuits; a poor 
excuse for a cookie if there ever was one. 
We'd play tennis on Sunday or get gussied 
up and hunt with Foxhounds. Although, 
due to a lack of fox we'd probably have to 
settle for coyotes and government spon-
sored wolves. At our brandings we'd serve 
fish and chips or bland British food. Noth-
ing a jar of Maalox® or an Emergency Room 
couldn't cure though.

We'd frequent the Cheyenne Club or the 

Corkscrew Club in Denver where we'd lis-
ten to violin solos, eat oysters and partake 
of fine English culture while we conducted 
ourselves as Gentleman without our wives 
present. Kind of like a county cattleman's 
meeting, the NCBA convention or a video 
sale these days.

Of course we'd all be very snobbish, get 
disgusted over the slightest thing and en-
joy immensely other blue blooded ranch-
er's misfortunes. We'd call each other The 
Honorable This or That, or Duke, Baron, 
Baronet or Viscount. 

An auctioneer at a Torrington auction 
market might announce the winning bidder 
as Sir Tweedmouth, or the 12th Earl of Ab-
erdeen... South Dakota that is. Cooper and 
Holden would be knighted Sirs, and Minnie 
Lou would be Dame Bradley. I'm almost 
positive my wife would insist I use the 
phrase "Her Majesty" when referring to her.

Of course, we'd have to familiarize our-
selves with a language known as English. 
The Proud Breed would be known as Hair-
a-ferds and if a cowboy chap fell on hard 
times he'd be urged to "keep a stiff upper 
lip," or "get off your arse and quit chin 
wagging." If a cowboy "pulled a clanger" 
or was "a bit wonky" the English boss man 
would tell him to shove off, quit his whing-
ing, or get stuffed. 

The first time a Duke or Baron called a 
cowboy "love", a "twit" or a "dodgy shuffle-
butt" he'd follow his 19th century relatives 
back home to England in a crudely made 
box.

Many don’t have the 
same opportunities to 
learn from the best, pre-
paring them for life and 
the chance to move up the 
ladder of success in our 
country. This is not only 
a travesty for these indi-
viduals; it’s bad news for 
our nation.

Education opportunity is 
a national security prior-
ity. For decades, America 
has led the world in tech-
nological innovation, giv-
ing us a constant edge on 
the world’s stage when 
it came to economic and 
military strength. But 
while other nations make 
progress in these areas, 
America faces the possi-
bility of slipping behind. 
When I was an undercover 
officer in the CIA, I was 
behind enemy lines and I 
know for a fact that our 
enemies would love noth-
ing more than for the 
United States to no longer 
be the world’s leader in in-
novation. The next genera-
tion of creators, inventors, 
and producers won’t exist 
unless we take pains now 
to ensure every child has 
the opportunity for a first-
class education.

Education inequality is 
the main reason we have 
income inequality. In a 
nation as prosperous as 
ours, there’s really no ex-
cuse for this to continue. 
Children have little to no 
control over their eco-
nomic circumstances, so 
making sure that schools 
with large populations 
of disadvantaged and 
low-income children are 
able to provide a quality 
education will have long-
term positive effects for 
both the communities the 
schools service and the 
nation as a whole.

Allowing more innova-
tive, outside-of-the-box 
thinking in our schools 
will also help prepare stu-
dents for an ever changing 
world and the ability to 
compete on a global scale. 
Many teachers want to do 
more, but are shackled by 
19th century educational 
practices and a culture 

of “teach-
ing to the 
test”. It’s 
time for our 
Industrial 
Age pub-
lic school 
system to 
move into 
the 21st 
Century.

This week 
in Con-
gress, we're 
voting on a 
bill that will 

move us in the right direc-
tion on education. The 
Elementary and Secondary 
Education Act (ESEA) will 
streamline testing assess-
ments for students, while 
giving more power to the 
states and local school 
districts to make deci-
sions that make the most 
sense for their children.

School choice is also key 
to making sure children 
have the opportunity to 
reach their full potential. 
Parents want the best edu-
cation possible for their 
children, so giving them 
greater ability to choose 
where their children are 
educated is just plain 
common sense.  It’s a mis-
take to consign students 
to failing schools because 
of a simple matter of ge-
ography. 

It’s also a mistake to 
punish working-class fam-
ilies who have scrimped 
and saved for their chil-
dren’s education by taxing 
those savings. 

Every parent wants the 
next generation to do bet-
ter than they have and 
for the first time in our 
nation, many parents feel 
that their children may 
actually be worse off. Hin-
dering their ability to re-
sponsibly save for college 
could turn their fear into 
a reality.

Our nation’s education 
system didn’t become 
the finest in the world 
because of top-down gov-
ernment control, and we 
won’t get back to the top 
if we cede authority to 
faceless bureaucrats in 
Washington. I will work 
hard for reform in Con-
gress that emphasizes 
local authority, empower-
ing teachers, parents and 
students to make choices 
that are in their best inter-
est. Our children deserve 
nothing less.

Uresti files bill to get tobacco 
out of high schools

State 
Sen. Car-
los Uresti, 
D-San An-
tonio, filed 
SB 648 on 
Thursday 
that would 
increase 
the legal 
age to pur-
chase, possess, or consume 
tobacco products in Texas 
from 18 to 19 years of age.

“There exists support 
from a broad coalition of 
Texans for this bill, from 
health care professionals to 
Veterans. I’m proud to joint-
author this bipartisan mea-
sure with Sen. Juan Hinojo-
sa, D-McAllen, a fellow Ma-
rine, and Chairwoman Joan 
Huffman, R-Houston, a for-
mer judge and outstanding 
advocate for our children.” 
said Uresti.

Uresti — noting that to-
bacco use kills more peo-
ple than alcohol, AIDS, car 
crashes, illegal drugs, mur-

ders, and suicides combined 
— said the state has an ob-
ligation to discourage young 
people from taking up a hab-
it that is likely to shorten 
their lives.

"This bill recognizes and 
takes advantage of a simple 
fact. The later one tries that 
first cigarette, the less likely 
they are to become a lifetime 
user. By increasing the le-
gal age to 19, we further our 
goal of getting tobacco out 
of our high schools.

“Earlier this week in the 
Senate Finance Committee 
we heard testimony on fund-
ing the M.D. Anderson can-
cer center from Dr. Ronald 
DePinho. Our state spends 
billions of dollars on can-
cer care, and I am absolute-
ly shocked to learn that we 
spend more than 12 billion 
dollars per year due to to-
bacco. Tobacco will cause 20 
percent of all deaths, and 30 

percent of all cancer deaths, 
and this is tragic because 88 
percent of adults who use 
tobacco will start using as 
children.” said Uresti.

According to the Cam-
paign for Tobacco Free Kids, 
some 24,500 adult Texans 
die each year from smoking, 
and 503,000 kids currently 
under the age of 18 will ulti-
mately die prematurely from 
tobacco.

“Over the next 50 years 
world-wide, 500 million peo-
ple will lose their lives due 
to tobacco use. We have a 
chance here in Texas to set 
an example for the rest of 
the country and the world, 
and I hope my colleagues 
will agree” said Uresti.

Uresti represents Sen-
ate District 19, which cov-
ers more than 35,000 square 
miles and contains all or 
part of 17 counties, includ-
ing Crockett County.

Going through the train-
ing, the couple became fos-
ter parents; knowing that if 
they became attached to the 
children that came into their 
care, there was the chance 
the children could still be 
placed elsewhere.

“We didn’t know if we 
could handle the heartbreak,” 
she said.

Then the Renterias got 
Livy and Ashley, and said the 
two girls were immediate-
ly drawn to them. Though li-
censed to house one child, of-
ficials did not want to break 
the sisters up, and placed 
them in the couple’s care.

The attraction to the girls 
was also immediate.

“When we first met, the 
oldest just gave me a hug 
and from there, I was like, 
‘OK, this is it,’ ” Lorena Rent-
eria said.

Sarah Hataway of Buck-
ner Children and Family Ser-
vices in Midland said the or-
ganization helped place 
nine children in homes in 
2014. The adoption process 
she said can be rigorous for 
some, which includes pa-
perwork, home studies and 
training.

Many of the families are 
more than willing to open 
themselves up, Hataway said, 
and days where the adoption 
process is final makes it all 
worth it.

“This really certifies why 
we do this job,” Hataway said.

Rito Renteria said it was 
“awesome” to finally be done 
and formally adopt the girls, 
and Lorena Renteria said the 
family plans on celebrating 
at home. Their first big trip, 
when the youngest daughter 
is a bit older, will be Disney 
World.

“That’s the only thing we 
have planned, but I want her 
to be old enough to remem-
ber it,” Lorena Renteria said. 
“For now, we’ll enjoy just be-
ing a family and not have to 
worry about anything.”

COURT RULES 
ON IMMIGRATION 

On Feb. 16, a Brownsville 
U.S. district judge issued a 
preliminary injunction, pend-
ing the outcome of a multi-
state lawsuit, to stall an exec-
utive order President Obama 
issued last fall that would 
allow some five million un-
documented immigrants to 
apply for work permits and 
avoid deportation.

In issuing the injunction, 
U.S. District Judge Andrew 
Hanen reasoned that the U.S. 

Administrative Procedure 
Act’s requirement that public 
notice and a public comment 
period did not take place be-
fore a change in U.S. immigra-
tion policy could take effect.

Texas Attorney General Ken 
Paxton lauded the ruling and 
noted in a Feb. 20 news re-
lease, “Texas leads a 26-state 
coalition fighting the presi-
dent’s attempt to unilaterally 
grant amnesty to millions of 
illegal immigrants.”

The Obama administration 
has filed a petition in the U.S. 
Court of Appeals for the Fifth 
Circuit for a stay of the dis-
trict court’s injunction.

SAME-SEX MARRIAGE 
IS CONDUCTED

Austin State District Judge 
David Wahlberg, citing “un-
constitutional prohibitions 
against same-sex marriage” 
in Texas, gave Travis County 
the green light to proceed 
with official paperwork cul-
minating in a marriage cere-
mony uniting two women on 
Feb. 19.

Attorney General Paxton 
quickly obtained a stay from 
the Texas Supreme Court 
that prevents same-sex mar-
riages. Paxton also seeks to 
invalidate the one marriage 
that was conducted.

Gov. Abbott said, “Article 1, 
Section 32 of the Texas Con-
stitution defines marriage as 
consisting ‘only of the union 
of one man and one woman’ 
and was approved by more 
than three-quarters of Texas 
voters. I am committed to en-
suring that the Texas Consti-
tution is upheld and that the 
rule of law is maintained in 
the State of Texas.”

The constitutionality of 
same-sex marriage is a mat-
ter pending before the U.S. 
Supreme Court. A ruling is 
expected by June 30.

disappearance of the Corpus 
Christi girl. 

The girl was found safe 
inside the vehicle and was 
reunited with her parents 
about 1:30 a.m. Monday.

Carlin was arrested on 
suspicion of aggravated kid-
napping, indecency with a 
child with sexual contact and 
unauthorized use of a vehi-
cle. He remained in Nueces 
County Jail Monday. His bail 
totals $850,000.

The Ozona Stockman 
does not typically name chil-
dren who have been sexual-
ly abused. The newspaper’s 
Facebook and Twitter pages 
had previously identified the 
girl in response to the alert 
seeking the public’s help in 
finding her.

Carlin was taken into 
custody by DPS without inci-
dent, a Corpus Christi police 
news release states. 

Detectives went to the 
West Texas community, 
which is about 350 miles 
northwest of Corpus Christi, 
on Sunday to pick up Carlin, 
and he was booked into the 
City Detention Center in Cor-
pus Christi before midnight 
Sunday, the release states. 

Carlin, of Peyton, Colo., 

has been reported missing 
more than once, according to 
his mother, Leticia Lightfoot, 
who spoke to the Caller-Times 
via Facebook on Monday.

She said she last report-
ed him missing in Septem-
ber but declined further com-
ment.

During the news con-
ference, the girl’s parents 
thanked authorities and 
praised the outpouring of 
help through social media to 
find her daughter.

“We would like to thank 
everybody for your thoughts 
and prayers and all the shar-
ing done on social media,” 
the girl’s mother said. 

“It feels like we have 
200,000 new family members 
we would do anything for,” 
the girl’s father added. 

Pace said social media 
played a huge part in find-
ing Kloe. One Corpus Chris-
ti TV Station had more than 
20,000 shares of the alert on 
their Facebook page. 

“They were glad to bring 
this little girl home. We are 
very thankful for the out-
pouring of support and 
help,” Pace said.

AUSTIN – A malicious 
new spam email featuring 
Texas Attorney General Ken 
Paxton’s name and an arrest 
threat has recently hit inbox-
es statewide.

The fraudulent email 
message, which may include 
the subject line, “FINAL NO-
TICE”, is given the false ap-
pearance of legitimacy be-
cause it is adorned with 
the distinctive online logo 
of U.S. district courts. The 
email’s opening text informs 
the resident of “a PENDING 
law ACTION against your 
name and your Social Secu-
rity Number.” The email then 
cautions: “Should you ignore 
this communiqué, we WILL 
advice our CLIENT to PRO-
CEED further with the LEGAL 
ACTION AGAINST you.” The 
bogus paragraph claims to be 

from “KEN PAXTON” with the 
“STATE ATTORNEY OFFICE.”

Texans should not re-
spond to the sender or call 
any telephone numbers that 
appear within the message.

As with many ploys to 
obtain individuals’ personal 
information, it is likely that 
many of these imposters are 
actually thousands of miles 
away – often in other countries 
and out of reach of U.S. law 
enforcement. This imperson-
ation ploy is particularly effec-
tive because it causes victims 
to react immediately out of 
fear that they are facing crimi-
nal action by the Attorney 
General’s Office, rather than 
taking the time to consider the 
claims being made and infor-
mation being requested.
