Learning about what the
Ozona Chamber of Com-
merce does and offers were
the subjects of last week’s
Lunch & Learn at the Ozona
Chamber of Commerce Visi-
tor Center.

Chamber President Sha-
non Biggerstaff and Interac-
tive Media Coordinator Cathy
English both made presenta-
tions about what services the
chamber offers to its mem-
bers.

“There are a lot of mis-
conceptions out there about
chambers. Chambers are not
civic organizations. We have
a paid staff with a board of
directors,” Biggerstaff said.
“A lot of people don’t under-
stand that we are a corpora-
tion. We are bound by federal
laws and guidelines.”

In the state of Texas
there are 600 chambers of
commerce, Biggerstaff said.
Each chamber operates based
on the specific needs of their
community.

“Our job is to be the front
door to the community and
their businesses. We support
those businesses that come

into town and market those
services to residents. We sup-
port local businesses,” Big-
gerstaff said.

The chamber deals with
an average of 120 phone calls
a month.

Biggerstaff said the Ozo-
na Chamber’s focus is on the
two industries that provide
the economic base for Ozo-
na: the oil and gas and tour-
ism industry which consist
of travelers that stop for gas-
oline, eating and spending
time in the community.

The chamber has created
a GPS game that gives visitors

a 60-90 minute tour of Ozona
by using a GPS, and a histori-
cal walking tour.

They also get information
out through their website at
Ozona.com, social media on
Facebook, Twitter, Pinter-
est and Instagram, email and
monthly newsletters.

The chamber has 3,200-
5,000 hits every month on
their website.

“People are staying with
us. They are remembering us
and talking about us,” Bigger-
staff said.

This year the chamber is
hosting their annual Oil and

Gas Show in October. They
host this event every other
year.

“This serves a purpose
to support the number one
service in the county, it puts
people in the community in
hotels and restaurants and
it’s a fundraiser for the cham-
ber,” Biggerstaff said.

The Ozona Chamber is
funded through dues, the
local motel occupancy tax
which is used to promote
tourism in Crockett County,
and fund raisers.

Dear Editor,

The Wednesday Women’s Bi-
ble Study class that meets at
the Ozona United Method-
ist Church has offered to take
over the Blessing in a Backpack
program that Paige Skehan
started in the Ozona Elementa-
ry School four years ago.

The program provides week-
end meals for students who
may not have regular meals

on the weekends. Ozona has a
high percentage of elementa-
ry age children who fall below
the poverty line. That trans-
lates into many being at risk
for hunger.

School personnel confirm
that there are children in
our community that come to
school on Monday mornings
with empty stomachs and hun-
ger headaches. Since Paige has
relocated to Upton County, she

is no longer able to run this
program. Our class has decid-
ed to take on this project.
However, because of the re-
strictions of the Blessings in
a Backpack program, we have
decided to create our own lo-
cal ministry to accomplish the
same goals. We will be able to
provide fresh produce along
with other items not includ-
ed in the Backpack program.
We have named our minis-

try Loaves and Fishes. We can
feed a child for weekends
during the school year for
about $110.

We are asking for the com-
munity’s support through
prayers and monetary gifts.
Paige has been able to pro-
vide food for 50 children each
year. Our goal is to double
that number.

Panel hears testimony in wake of jail death

AUSTIN — The Texas House
Committee on County Affairs
met on July 30 to hear testi-
mony on Sandra Bland and
jail standards.

Bland, 28, was pulled over
by a state trooper in Hemp-
stead on July 10. Soon after,
she was placed in the Waller
County Jail and was found
dead in her cell on July 13.
Investigators ruled the death
a suicide. The story, covered
by local, state, national and
world news agencies, has
emerged in the context of
other tragic outcomes involv-
ing black citizens and law
enforcement.

“How does someone get
pulled over for not signaling
and end up dead three days
later? It just does not com-
pute,” said Committee Chair
Garnet Coleman, D-Houston,
in opening the hearing. Cole-
man called for discussion
on how such an event might
affect the Texas Department
of Public Safety’s training

of officers and how Texas
county jails might adjust their
practices in the incarceration
of mentally ill inmates.
Brandon Wood, director of
the Texas Commission on
Jail Standards, said mental
health has become the com-
mission’s top priority and that
state funding to add beds for
inmates with mental issues
is forthcoming. Wood testi-
fied that there have been 140
in-custody suicides in Texas
since 2009 and 22 in 2014. He
recommended enhancements
to mental health screening
processes, such as the addition
of personnel who are qualified
to assess mental health and
deliver mental health care.
Texas Department of Public
Safety Director Steven Mc-
Craw said the Federal Bureau
of Investigation and the Texas
Rangers are investigating the
arrest and death of Bland and

suggested the public release
of the arrest video was an
act of transparency on the
agency’s behalf.

Yannis Banks of the Texas
NAACP testified, suggesting
that transparency issues in-
clude official documents that
could be altered and video
recordings that do not cap-
ture everything that happens.
Several audience members
spoke about their personal
experiences related to racial
profiling by law enforcement.

Greg Hansch, public policy
director of National As-
sociation of Mental Illness
of Texas, called for Texas
to better address racism in
law enforcement. And, while
acknowledging increases in
the Texas Legislature’s atten-
tion to mental health issues
generally over the past couple
of legislative sessions, Hansch
said Texas still has long way

to go in addressing needed
improvements in its mental
health system.

Two major sheep, goat events
Aug. 26-29 in San Angelo

SAN ANGELO - What or-
ganizers tout as the largest,
most comprehensive sheep
and goat production educa-
tional opportunity in recent
times is coming to fruition.

A diverse and changing
sheep and goat industry will
highlight two back-to-back
educational opportunities in
San Angelo on Aug. 28-29.

The venue is actually
two events set back-to-back
on Aug. 28-29 in San Ange-
lo, said Marvin Ensor, Texas
A&M Agrilife Extension Ser-
vice regional program leader
in San Angelo.

He said the first of the
two is the 42nd Annual Sheep
and Goat Field Day conducted
by and on the grounds of the
Texas A&M Agrilife Research
and Extension Center locat-
ed just north of San Angelo.
That event starts with regis-
tration at 8 a.m. followed by
the program from 9 am.-1
p-m. Aug. 28.

The second event is the
first ever Texas Sheep and
Goat Expo set from 2-8:30
p.m., also on Aug. 28, and
again on Aug. 29 from 7 a.m.-
4 p.m. at the San Angelo Fair-
grounds.

“The Texas sheep and
goat industry is undergoing
tremendous change,” En-
sor said. “And the AgriLife
agencies, Agrilife Extension
and Texas A&M Agrilife Re-
search, are staying abreast of
those changes. The industry
is as diverse now as perhaps
it’s ever been, so we are offer-
ing these events that will spe-
cifically target this diversity.

“As an example, our tra-
ditional wool sheep, by far
the most predominant vari-
ety in the West for genera-
tions, are making way for an
ever increasing hair sheep
population. And while both
are sheep, there are signifi-
cant differences in the man-
agement and marketing of
wool sheep, a dual-purpose
animal, and hair sheep kept
solely as meat producers.
The expo curriculum will rec-
ognize and address the spe-
cific needs and interests of
these two sheep types and
the other major segments of
the industry-club lamb, and
meat goat production, while
recognizing and providing

sheep and goat industry.”

The annual Sheep and
Goat Field Day is a long-
standing tradition of the
Agrilife center dating back
to the 1970s. The field day is
generally scheduled the first
Thursday of each September,
but Ensor said both events
complement one another so
well that planners opted to
move the field day to coin-
cide with the expo as a con-
venience to participants.

The expo is to be a pre-
mier state-level event with
emphasis on demonstrations
and hands-on activities that
will follow the center’s Aug.
28 field day. Activities on
Aug. 29 will start early at the
San Angelo Fairgrounds with
a chuck wagon breakfast
followed by concurrent ses-
sions featuring the various
management and marketing
techniques specific to wool
breeds, hair sheep, club lamb
production and meat goats.

Commercial businesses
will exhibit new equipment,
products and services at both
events.

“Both these programs
will be packed with infor-
mation,” Ensor said. “We’d
like folks to first attend the
center’s field day that touts
work being conducted there,
including the extensive flock
guard dog work being done,
work on using juniper in deer
feed to limit the problem of
feral hogs eating much of it,
insight into factors affecting
lamb prices, the latest in pre-
scribed fire management and
some very interesting wool
garment work. After a spon-
sored lunch at the center, ac-
tivities will move to the San
Angelo Fairgrounds for the
start of the expo.

“It will be a full two days,
and participants can take
part in any or all of both
events. We do hope they will
take advantage of both pro-
grams though, as we have
never offered such an oppor-
tunity before.”

Ensor said expo present-
ers will include AgriLife per-
sonnel, Texas A&M University
faculty, veterinarians, Texas
Veterinary Medical Diagnos-
tic Laboratory staff, agribusi-
nesses and area ranchers.

The concurrent expo ses-
sions will include:

- Wool Sheep Session:
rancher panels on effective
coyote, bobcat, feral hog con-
trol; lambing rate expecta-
tions and current goals, and
how to increase the number
of lambs marketed.

- Hair Sheep Session:
hair sheep breeds overview;
recommended best manage-
ment practices-rancher pan-
el; tips on selecting breeding
stock with a cull-keep dem-
onstration; marketing oppor-
tunities for hair sheep; and
cause, prevention and treat-
ment of pneumonia.

- Club Lamb Session: ram
breeding soundness and se-
men collection; testing for
reproductive and other dis-
eases; breed classification
standards; the facts about
coccidiosis and other inter-
nal parasites; and keys to a
successful embryo transfer
program.

- Meat Goat Session: use
of embryo transfer technol-
ogy to improve genetics-
producer panel; testing for
reproductive and other dis-
eases; pregnancy testing
using ultrasound and Preg-
nancy-Specific Protein B tech-
nology; coccidiosis and other
parasites; and cause, preven-
tion and treatment of pneu-
monia.

The AgrilLife Center sheep
and goat field day is free in-
cluding the lunch there.

Texas members miroduce
border infrastructure bill

U.S. Rep. Will Hurd, R-San
Antonio, working with Sena-
tor John Cornyn, R-Texas,
U.S. Rep. Michael McCaul, R-
Austin, and U.S. Rep. Henry
Cuellar, D-Laredo, announced
last week the introduction of
legislation which will give
states more flexibility in how
they use federal transporta-
tion funds, allowing them to
invest more into border in-
frastructure.

H.R. 3181 will create a Co-
ordinated Border Infrastruc-
ture (CBI) Reserve Fund creat-
ing an explicit avenue through
which border States like Texas
can reserve up to 5 percent of
statewide Surface Transporta-
tion Funds for qualified bor-
der infrastructure purposes.
This legislation allows stake-
holders and border commu-
nities to advocate for border
infrastructure and provides
funding certainty.

“International trade and
commerce is the life-blood
for many cities and small
towns in my district. Making
it easier to safely move goods
and services across the Tex-
as-Mexico border will be
good for both sides. Putting
resources back into the infra-
structure that facilitates that
movement of goods is a long-

time com-
ing and
I'm proud
to sup-
port it,”
said Hurd,
who repre-
sents the
23rd Con-
gressional
District of Texas, which has
more than 820 miles of inter-
national border and includes
Crockett County.

Cornyn worked to in-
clude similar language in
H.R. 22, the long-term high-
way bill currently pending
before the senate.

“As the top exporting
state in the nation, Texas re-
lies on quality infrastructure
along its southern border
to help transport more than
$100 billion in exported Texas
goods to Mexico each year and
support hundreds of thou-
sands of Texas jobs. Allowing
border states like Texas more
flexibility in the long-term
planning of border projects
will benefit workers and con-
sumers in our state and across
the country,” Cornyn said.

The legislation is receiv-
ing support from officials
and stakeholders on the
border, who understand the
importance of having secure
and stable routes across the
border.

Parenthood and its Texas
affiliates in light of recent
news.

In opening the hearing,
committee Chair Charles
Schwertner, R-Georgetown,
said, “Senators, I am sure
all of you have seen the re-
cent videos and news stories
showing top Planned Parent-
hood executives casually dis-
cussing donation and poten-
tially to sell fetal tissues and
organs. The cavalier attitude
portrayed in these videos
was alarming and disturbing
to many people throughout
the nation and of course here
in Texas.”

Attorney General Ken Pax-
ton testified that the state
is conducting its own inves-
tigation of Planned Parent-
hood affiliates in Texas and
that a federal investigation of
Planned Parenthood also is in
progress.

Texas Department of Health
and Human Services repre-
sentatives testified about the
agency’s role in regulating
abortion practices and ex-
plained that the agency has
no authority in the sale or do-
nation of fetal tissue, but it
can report suspected abuses
to other agencies that have
jurisdiction.
