OHS Band is ready to march

CCCCSD meets state accountability ratings

Jail, wellness center 
headed to bond election
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CCCCSD and all three 
Ozona school campuses have 
met state accountability stan-
dards, according to ratings re-
leased Friday by the Texas Ed-
ucation Agency. 

This is a step up from last 
year’s ratings, where Ozona 
High School, Ozona Elementa-

ry School and the district as a 
whole were placed on the im-
provement required list. 

“I am extremely proud of 
our students and teachers for 
all of the hard work and dedi-
cation. The scores that we re-
ceived this year go to show 
that CCCCSD is committed to 
our students. Ozona is on its 
way to once again being one of 
the top districts in West Tex-

as. When all of the state and 
area scores are compared you 
will see that our district is on 
the rise,” said Superintendent 
Raul Chavarria. 

The ratings are based on 
measurements such as stan-
dardized test scores, gradu-
ation rates and student read-
iness for college or work. 
Districts and their schools are 
rated either met standard or 

improvement required. 
Chavarria said while the 

ratings are good news, it’s no 
time to “sit back and relax.”

“We need to continue to 
work hard and do the best job 
that we can in teaching and 
learning.  I do want to give 
credit to the leadership and 
commitment that our school 
board has shown in support-
ing our administrators and 

teachers through this process. 
It is a great day in Lion Coun-
try,” Chavarria said. 

Ozona Middle School con-
tinued to show improvement. 
This year the campus received 
a met standard rating and was 
given a three star distinction 
designation in mathematics, 
social studies and top 25 per-
cent in student progress. 

Last year, the campus 

earned two stars. Four years 
ago, the campus was rated un-
acceptable. 

According to the account-
ability ratings, OMS has 171 
students with 74.3 percent 
economically disadvantaged, 
15.2 percent English Language 
Learners and 15.3 percent mo-
bility rate. According to the 
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The Crockett County Com-
missioners’ Court unanimous-
ly approved to call for a No-
vember bond election for a new 
jail and wellness center during 
their regular meeting Monday. 

The Crockett County Jail 
bond will be $6 million. The 
Crockett County Wellness 
Center Bond will be $4 million. 
The two bonds will be sepa-
rate items on the ballot. 

“We decided these two is-
sues should come before the 
public voters rather than we 
make the decisions,” said Com-
missioner Pleas Childress III. 

If the jail bond passes, the 
increase in county tax will be 
$.063 or $.034, depending if 
the county chooses a five or 
10 year payout. The month-
ly impact of tax rate increase 
on a county homeowner with 
a house at $50,000 market val-
ue is $1.13 to $2.11. 

The proposed jail site is 
south of Ozona between the 
county softball field and the 
cemeteries. 

The current jail has been 
moved down from a 72-hour 
holding facility to a 48-hour 
holding facility due to being 
below Texas Jail Commission 
standards. 

“As we move forward in 

this process, we will put to-
gether an information pack-
et to hand out. There is a time 
frame here where everybody 
is going to be a little more in-
terested in this again,” said 
Wayne Gondeck, architect 
with DRG Architects, of San 
Antonio. 

Gondeck said additional 
public meetings will be held 
before early voting starts. 

“We need to make sure the 
facts are out there in this pro-
cess,” Gondeck said. 

Gondeck said if the bond 
passes the earliest the facility 
can be completed is June 2017. 
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County tax rates will see a 
10-cent increase. 

At Monday’s regular meet-
ing, the Crockett County Com-
missioners’ Court voted to go 
with the effective tax rate of 
$.059811 per $100 evaluation 
for 2015. This rate is around 
10 cents more than last year’s 
rate of $.48965 per $100 eval-
uation. 

The effective tax rate will 
raised $10.5 million in tax 
revenue, the same amount of 
property tax revenue as last 
year’s rate. 

The commissioners also 
held a budget workshop at the 
end of their meeting. 

The commissioners will 
look at adopting the final tax 
rate and budget in September. 

CARE CENTER 
MAINTENANCE

Members of the Crockett 
County Care Center, Health 
and Emergency Services Board 

spoke to the commissioners 
about keeping Eddie Martin on 
staff part-time. 

Martin, who also serves as 
EMS Director, has been work-
ing over at the care center 
since April 2014 in a part-time 
position taking care of major 
maintenance needs. 

Board President John L. 
Henderson said the board 
wishes to now retain Martin in 
his position at the care center. 
Martin is paid $15,000 for his 
work at the care center. 

“We feel like it’s saving 
money. We don’t feel the need 
for a full time person over 
there, as long as Eddie is will-
ing to accept the position,” 
Martin said. 

Commissioner Eligio Mar-
tinez said the pilot program 
started as a pilot program un-
til a new maintenance director 
was hired. After Ray Lara was 
hired as the maintenance di-
rector, the program has kept 
going.

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AUSTIN — Even if the Texas 
Legislature did not intention-
ally pass a voter identification 
law that illegally discrimi-
nates against voters who are 
black, Hispanic or poor, the 
practical effect of the law is 
discriminatory and in viola-
tion of the federal Voting 
Rights Act.

A 49-page opinion of a 
three-judge panel of the U.S. 
Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals 
was released on Aug. 5. The 
panel ordered that much of 
the case be remanded to a 
federal district court in Texas 
for further consideration.

When the Legislature passed 
Senate Bill 14 in May 2011, 
plaintiffs led by then-state 
Rep. Marc Veasey of Fort 
Worth filed suit, naming then-
Gov. Rick Perry, the secretary 
of state and the chief of the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety as defendants. Plain-
tiffs argued that the intent of 
the law was to suppress the 
minority vote and the law’s 

requirement that a voter, to 
cast a ballot in person, must 
first present one of several 
forms of photo identification 
in addition to their voter reg-
istration certificate, amounts 
to an illegal poll tax. The 
U.S. District Court, Southern 
District of Texas, agreed and 
top state officials, acting on 
behalf of the state, appealed.

In its multi-part ruling, the 
Fifth Circuit panel:

— Vacated plaintiffs’ claim 
that the law is discriminatory 
in purpose and remanded 
that issue to the district court 
for further consideration. 

— Affirmed the district 
court’s finding that the law 
does have a discriminatory ef-
fect and thus is in violation of 
Section 2 of the Voting Rights 
Act, but also remanded that 
issue to the district court “for 
consideration of the proper 
remedy.”

— Vacated the district 
court’s holding that SB 14 is a 
poll tax and rendered judg-
ment in the State’s favor. 

— Dismissed plaintiffs’ 
claims that SB 14 violates the 
First Amendment (freedom 
of speech) and Fourteenth 
Amendment (equal protection).

Gov. Greg Abbott on Aug. 
5 said: “In light of ongoing 
voter fraud, it is imperative 
that Texas has a voter ID 
law that prevents cheating 
at the ballot box. Texas will 
continue to fight for its voter 
ID requirement to ensure the 
integrity of elections in the 
Lone Star State.”

Texas Attorney General Ken 
Paxton said: “Today’s ruling 
was a victory on the funda-
mental question of Texas’ 
right to protect the integ-
rity of our elections and the 
state’s common sense Voter 
ID law remains in effect.”

The Texas Democratic Party 
issued a statement saying, 
“On the eve of the 50th an-
niversary of the 
Voting Rights Act, 
the United States 
Court of Appeals 
for the Fifth 
Circuit ruled that 
Texas’ discrimi-
natory voter ID 
law  — passed by 
Republican law-
makers and 
signed by 
Governor

Fifth Circuit delivers opinion on voter ID law

	 I'd be willing to bet that not two dozen 
people who regularly read this column 
have ever heard of Charley Royal. He wasn't 
"famous" by any stretch of the imagination, 
but we can't all be celebrities, athletes, 
tycoons, junk bond kings, politicians or 
sustainability consultants. Someone has to 
do our dirty work and that's what Charley 
did.

As a kid sitting in the passenger seat of 
my dad's Kenworth I used to see auction 
markets along the road and I thought, 
"What a great job. They only work one day 
a week!" 

What an idiot I was. The work at an auc-
tion market never ends and whether it's 
out back or in the office, it's one of the 
most thankless jobs in America.

Charles Royal was the yard man at West-
ern Stockman's Market 20 miles north of 
one of the hardest working towns in Amer-
ica: Bakersfield, California. Charley died at 
age 70 and was loyally on the job there for 
50 years. And hardly anyone noticed.

My mentor Skinner Hardy owned WSM 
for most of its history and, in my humble 
opinion, he ran one of the best livestock 
auctions in America. Skinner was one of 
the earliest World Champion auctioneers 
but that didn't even begin to describe how 
good he was. On sale day you'd find Skin-
ner on the auction block and Charley on 
the out gate. It might seem like swinging 
a gate was insignificant but the secret to 
any good livestock auction is momentum. 

Get the sale cooking and 
don't let anything stop 
it. Charley just seemed 
to know innately when 
to swing the gate, letting 
the animals out a few 
seconds before Skin-
ner said "sold" so that 
he hardly time to take 
a big gulp of air before 
the next beast entered. It 
was a beautiful partner-
ship to watch. A regular 
bovine ballet.

In the entryway of our 
home is a beautiful rug 
that means the world to 

me. Charley's wife Linda made the rug in 
her "spare time" as a donation to a charita-
ble cause and I bought it to remind me that 
you should never too busy to do something 
nice. Linda also worked at WSM keeping the 
place clean. 

With all the spitting, defecating and 
tramping in dirt and manure can you 
imagine how hard it is to keep an auction 
market clean? And that's just the cows. 

You could say the Royals "worked from 
home" and  didn't have to commute to 
work as they lived in a single wide mobile 
home on the grounds of WSM. (Years later 
they finally got a double wide.) As a society 
we tend to make fun of hard working folks 
who live in mobile homes. The term "trailer 
trash" has worked its way into our vocabu-
lary. We should be ashamed of ourselves. 

Since when in this country did hard work 
become something to scoff at? This coun-
try was built on the backs of the working 
class.

I have always been proud to be a member 
of the working class and to this day the 
nicest compliment I've ever received is that 
I was a "hard worker." So too was Charley. 
He was working class royalty. If a truck 
rolled into WSM at three A.M. Charley was 
there to meet it. If Skinner had one of his 
marathon sales of 5,000 head and it ran 
into the next day, Charley was still at his 
post. Most yard men spend a good amount 
of time on horseback but not Charley. 

He walked every inch of that yard several 
times a day and I couldn't begin to count 
how many times he circumnavigated the 
globe within the confines of that yard.

Charley died on a Monday, sale day, and 
up Highway 99 is another auction market 
that has traditionally been WSM's most 
heated rival. My friends Randy and Beth 
Baxley now run the market at Visalia and 
at their sale two days after Charley's death 
they asked for a moment of silence for 
a man who worked for a competitor and 
spent 50 of his 70 years doing a job few 
would want and none did any better. That, 
my friends, is class. Working class. 

How do you take the measure of a man 
upon his death? I'd suggest there can be no 
higher honor than to see a tough, grizzled 
cow buyer try to hide a tear or two.

TEA website, a student 
is considered to be mobile if 
he or she has been in mem-
bership at the school for less 
than 83 percent of the school 
year (i.e., has missed six or 
more weeks at a particular 
school).

“This was done by hard, 
hard work by students and 
staff,” said Tammy McWil-
liams, OMS and OES Principal. 

With the three star distinc-
tions, OMS is fifth in the state 
in top 25 percent of student 
progress when compared to 
similar school districts. 

“We are very excited. This 
is a great way to show our 
kids that hard work pays off. 
We are excited to do it again, 
and next year will be even 
better,” McWilliams said. 

Ozona High School, which 
missed making the met stan-
dard list by two points last 
year, scored above all four 
performance indices. No. 1 
is student achievement; No. 
2 is student progress; No. 3 
is closing performance gaps; 
and No. 4 is postsecondary 
readiness.

The campus also earned 
a one star distinction desig-
nation for its performance 
in reading and English Lan-
guage Arts. 

OHS has 205 students 
with 54.1 percent economical-
ly disadvantaged, 4.4 percent 
English Language Learns and 
a 12.4 percent mobility rate. 

“I am very proud of our 
students and staff for the 
great efforts in demonstrat-
ing what we already knew 
about our abilities.  The stu-
dents and staff stepped it up 
a notch in order to reach our 

goals,” said OHS Principal 
Ronny Clayton. 

Clayton thanked Chavar-
ria and McWilliams for their 
help, as well as Wayne Byrd, 
a consultant from the Texas 
Education Agency that has 
been helping the elementary 
and high school campuses. 
He also thanked the CCCCSD 
School Board. 

“I would like to send a 
special shout out to our stu-
dents and staff for the pride 
in doing our best.  This is be-
coming more and more our 
battle cry for this year, ‘Every 
Step Lion Pride.’  Every step a 
100 percent of the time, ev-
ery step with every assign-
ment and every play,” Clay-
ton said. 

Two years ago, Ozona 
Elementary School was giv-
en its first improvement re-
quired rating. Last year, the 
campus missed the met stan-
dard rating last year by a few 
points. This year, the campus 
met or scored above the four 
performance indices. 

OES has 488 students 
with 61.1 percent listed as 
economically disadvantaged, 
23 percent listed as English 
Language Learners and a 17.7 
mobility rate. 

 “I am so proud of our 
teachers. They worked super 
hard. They pulled together 
and made it,” said Vicky Mu-
noz, OES Assistant Principal. 

Statewide, across more 
than 1,200 school districts 
and charters, as well as the 
more than 8,600 campuses 
statewide, the ratings reveal 
that 94 percent of school dis-
tricts and charters across 
Texas have achieved the rat-
ing of met standard.

In 2015, 4,388 campuses 
that achieved the met stan-
dard rating earned some 
type of distinction designa-
tion. However, only 153 high 
schools, middle schools and 
junior high schools earned a 
distinction designation in all 
seven categories that were 
evaluated for that campus.

“Earning any type of dis-
tinction under the state ac-
countability system is com-
mendable and should be a 
source of pride in that com-
munity,” said TEA Commis-
sioner of Education Michael 
Williams. 

Changes to this year’s 
ratings include an increase in 
the performance standards, 
Williams’ decision to exclude 
math results for grades third 
through eighth and the exclu-
sion of the STAAR Accommo-
dated and STAAR Alternate II 
tests for special education.

The commissioner reached 
his decision on the math re-
sults following numerous dis-
cussions with math teachers, 
parents, and superintendents 
across the state regarding 

new curriculum standards in 
mathematics. New rigorous 
math standards were adopt-
ed by the State Board of Edu-
cation in April 2012 with im-
plementation for grades K–8 in 
the 2014–2015 school year, ac-
cording to a TEA press release. 

Also, the U.S. Depart-
ment of Education no lon-
ger allows Texas to use modi-
fied assessments (such as the 
STAAR Modified), which had 
been used for students re-
ceiving special education ser-
vices that met certain partic-
ipation criteria, the released 
stated. Those students were 
administered the STAAR Ac-
commodated this year. 

In addition, House Bill 5, 
passed by the Texas Legisla-
ture in 2013, required TEA to 
redevelop the STAAR Alter-
nate test which is designed 
for the state’s most cognitive-
ly disabled students. STAAR 
Alternate 2 was administered 
for the first time this school 
year, the release stated.  

“The 2015 state account-
ability system takes into ac-
count a number of factors 
unique to the 2014–2015 
school year,” Williams said. 
“As in previous years, most 
districts, charters and cam-
puses met the state stan-
dards, which reflects well on 
our public education system 
and for the economic future 
of our state.”

The wellness center pro-
posed site is located across 
from the current Family 
Health Center of Ozona and 
the Crockett County Care 
Center. The land was donat-
ed by the J. Cleo Thompson 
Family. 

The proposed center will 
have a 2,486 square-foot in-
door pool, locker rooms, 
three multipurpose rooms, 
an open gym area and walk-
ing trail. 

NEW CLINIC
The county is also look-

ing to build a new health clin-
ic located across from Lion 
Stadium. 

At the Aug. 6 Care Cen-
ter, Health and Emergency 
Board of Directors meeting, 
and at Monday’s commis-
sioners’ meeting, plans for 
the building were discussed. 

EMS Director Eddie Mar-
tin said one change that was 
made to last month’s plans 
in turning the clinic around 
to face Lion Stadium instead 
of the white fence. 

Cost for the clinic will 
be $3.2 million with Shan-
non Medical Center provid-
ing $275,000 worth of new 
equipment. 

The commissioners are 
looking at issuing a tax note 

for the clinic, instead of a 
bond election. A tax note 
can be issued by the county 
for projects to be financed 
for seven years or less. The 
clinic project has been esti-
mated to be paid back with-
in five years. A $3 million tax 
note would raise county tax-
es around $.03. 

The commissioners are 
considering ordering the tax 
note in September. 

One concern the care 
center board had about the 
building facing the stadium 
is people using the parking 
lot during football games. 

Board member Jim Ske-
han said they could put “clin-
ic parking” signs and tow ve-
hicles that park there. 

An announcement could 
also be made at the games 
about parking at the clinic, 
and the local deputies could 
patrol the area, said Russell 
Crenwelge, board member. 

Martin said homecoming 
is the only time he expects it 
to be really hectic, due to the 
parade and pep rally at the 
stadium. 

“These are things we will 
have to work out,” Martin 
said. 

If construction begins in 
January, the clinic should be 
completed within nine to 11 
months, said Rick Burnight, 
architect with O’Connell Rob-
ertson.

Martinez also said the 
previous maintenance direc-
tor received five tags by the 
state. Under Martin, the cen-
ter had eight tags. 

“So, I don’t see where this 
is the best thing going. I took 
you at your word that we were 
going to do this for a certain 
time. I don’t know what this 
is. I don’t know what his job 
duties are,” Martinez said. 
“Now, being an employee at 
the care center for 10 years, 
I know the board doesn’t 
know anything about main-
tenance over there and about 
tags and inspections. When I 
speak to our administrator if 
he had another full time guy 
over there it would be per-
fect. He wouldn’t have to get 
up at 2 a.m. to answer fire 
drills, your EMS guy wouldn’t 
have to stop and do that.”

Care Center Administra-
tor Robert Stecher said in the 
last five years the state has 
really tightened up on regu-
lations. 

“It’s hard to compare 
how many tags you had 10 
years ago to how many you 
have today because the state 
rules are much tighter to-
day,” Stecher said. “There is a 
definite advantage to having 
a second person there.”

Stecher said a second full 
time person would be great, 
but that would cost around 
$40,000. 

“We can do this and save 
$25,000, and take care of the 
health, safety and welfare of 
our residents,” Stecher said. 

Board member Jim Ske-
han said the board does 
know what is going on at the 
care center. 

“We do know. We ask 
questions,” Skehan said. “The 
board is extremely dedicated 
to our job. There’s a lot of 
input and time that goes in 
from a dedicated standpoint 
by all the board members.”

Henderson said Martin 
has been helping with ma-
jor care center projects, such 
as new air conditioning and 
roofing. He also said Mar-
tin is a liaison between the 
board, the architect and the 
commissioners on the new 
clinic project. 

“You’ve got somebody to 
run point on that so your ad-
ministrator does not have to 
be doing that,” Skehan said. 

Stecher, Skehan and 
Henderson all said positive 
things about Lara and his 
ability to handle daily main-
tenance tasks. 

“I don’t know where 
the problem lies. The whole 
board feels this way. We’re 
trying to do the best job we 
can for the taxpayers. We’re 

trying not to waste money 
over there,” Henderson said. 

Martin said his duties 
vary every week and his hours 
vary also. He said he’s even 
responded at 2 a.m. when a 
fire alarm was going off. 

Commissioner Frank 
Tambunga said he was fine 
with the program as long as 
it doesn’t interfere with Mar-
tin’s EMS duties. 

Henderson said the 
board told Martin his EMS du-
ties come first. 

Martinez said if Martin 
was going to be working in 
two different departments, 
there needed to be changes 
in county policy. 

County Attorney Jody 
Upham said the county can 
have temporary positions 
that last longer than a year. 

Upham said she would 
research employees working 
in two different departments 
and seek a state attorney gen-
eral’s opinion if needed. 

The commissioners ap-
proved to ask for an attorney 
general’s opinion on employ-
ees working in two different 
departments. 

OPEN FORUM
Michael and Grizz Me-

dina spoke in open forum 
about an abatement let-
ter and a conversation they 
had with Martinez regard-
ing cleaning up a lot in Mar-
tinez’s precinct. 

Grizz Medina said Mar-
tinez contacted her about 
cleaning up the lot. She said 
it would be done in the near 
future. 

“I didn’t want to commit 
myself to a certain time. That 
lot did get cleaned that eve-
ning,” Grizz Medina said. 

Grizz Medina presented 
the commissioners with pho-
tos of other lots that need to 
be cleaned up in Martinez’s 
precinct. She also said Mar-
tinez took a picture of their 
text conversation and sent 
it to another person. He also 
talked about the conversa-
tion on his radio program, 
she said. 

“I feel that Mr. Eligio Mar-
tinez is using his power as a 
commissioner for us to clean 
up our lot because it’s right 
behind his house,” Grizz Me-
dina said. “I also don’t appre-
ciate the fact that you took 
our conversation and put it 
on the radio for an apology.”

Martinez said as a com-
missioner it is his respon-
sibility to make sure lots 
are clean. He said he sends 
abatement letters through 
the county attorney’s office, 
and that he’s done four this 
year. 

He said he has sent let-
ters to his neighbors, and 
that he asked the Medinas 

to take care of the lot behind 
him due to a mosquito prob-
lem. 

“I don’t know what’s go-
ing to happen here, but I am 
an elected official. We all 
have equal powers and that’s 
something you should under-
stand. I don’t know if you’re 
trying to get me in trouble 
here with somebody, but 
maybe you should talk to the 
people in my precinct that 
appreciate the properties I 
have cleaned,” Martinez said. 

Martinez said he took 
the picture of the conversa-
tion to have for the county 
attorney. He also said he was 
having multiple texting con-
versations that day and ac-
cidentally sent the informa-
tion. 

Grizz Medina said she 
wanted to see copies of the 
abatement letters that Marti-
nez has sent. 

Deaton said they are 
available in the county attor-
ney’s office. 

“We’re not going to get 
in an argument about some-
thing that’s not on the agen-
da. This is something we can 
put on a future agenda,” De-
aton said. 

OHS SOFTBALL FIELD
CCCSD Superintendent 

Raul Chavarria spoke to the 
commissioners about reno-
vating the OHS Softball Field, 
like the district did the OHS 
Baseball Field last year. 

Chavarria said the school 
district is looking at moving 
the softball field where it will 
share the concession stand 
and restrooms. 

Chavarria said he will 
come back to the commis-
sioners with construction 
costs using school and coun-
ty labor. 

The superintendent also 
said the school district is 
looking at building new ten-
nis courts in the area of the 
softball and baseball fields. 
This would help the district 
gain more parking at Lion 
Stadium. 

NEW FIRE STATION 
ATTENDENT

The commissioners ap-
proved hiring Blake Morrow 
as the new Ozona Volunteer 
Fire Department Station At-
tendant. The former station 
attendant recently resigned. 

HORSE BARN and ARENA
David McGuire present-

ed the commissioners with 
some changes to the horse 
barn and arena rules. 

The commissioners sug-
gested having County Attor-
ney Jody Upham look over 
the changes. 

McGuire also asked for 
signs to be made and posted 
at the arena and horse barn. 
He also asked about building 
two sheds right behind the 
announcers’ area for shade 
and people waiting. 

He also suggested about 
putting a shoeing shed or vet 
shed by the restrooms. 

The commissioners ap-
proved McGuire to build the 
sheds.

PAYS OFF

ORDER RESTRICTING 
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances present 
in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county create 
a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by outdoor 
burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the 
Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that outdoor 
burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days from the 
date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions are termi-
nated earlier based on a determination made by the Texas For-
est Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursuant to Local 
Government Code 352.081, and other applicable statues. This 
Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activities related to 
public health and safety that are authorized by the Texas Natu-
ral Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter training; (2) public 
utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations; (3) planting or 
harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are conducted 
by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural Re-
source Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural 
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under 
Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the stan-
dards of Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's 
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to 
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, loca-
tion involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does NOT 
prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area which is 
attended at all times. In accordance with the Local Government 
Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
