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The Crockett County 
Commissioners’ Court held 
a workshop Monday over 
the Texas Department of 
Transportation’s Transpor-
tation Infrastructure Fund 
Grant Workshop. 

Nate Buckley, with 
Grant Works in Austin, dis-
cussed the fund with the 
commissioners to repair 
County Roads 107 and 209, 
as well as crushed rock ma-
terials. 

Crockett County has 
been approved to receive 
around $2.2 million from 
the County Transportation 
Infrastructure Fund Grant 
Program.

The Legislature ap-
proved the program in 
2013 to address county 
roads affected by energy 
development, particular-
ly those counties in South 
and West Texas seeing the 
most drilling activity. The 
funds will be used to pave 

and repair county roads. 
The commissioners 

and Buckley went over the 
summary of the grant re-
quirements. 

County Road Supervi-
sor Jeffrey Stuart said his 
concern was getting the 
crushed rock first from 
Black Jack, the company 
who was awarded the bid, 
before work begins on the 
county roads. Stuart said 
the county plans on using 
the crushed rock for other 
county roads. 

“Our goal is to be able 
to work on all three proj-
ects at the same time,” said 
County Judge Fred Deaton. 

Buckley said he would 
research on getting the 
crushed rock first. 

They commissioners 
also set a deadline of May 
31, 2016 for the projects. 

The next regular com-
missioners’ court meet-
ing will be 9 a.m. Sept. 14 
at the courthouse annex. 
The meeting is open to the 
public.

CCCCSD 
to absorb

health insurance 
increase

A new school year begins

CCCCSD officials have 
found a way to cover the em-
ployees’ health insurance in-
crease. 

At Monday’s budget work-
shop, Superintendent Raul 
Chavarria presented a plan 
that will enable the school dis-
trict to absorb the district’s 
health insurance increase, 
as well as pay off Qualified 
School Construction Bond. 

Currently, the district pro-
vides insurance at only $26 
out of pocket expense for the 
employees. The insurance in-
crease will be $59 per employ-
ee, an increase of $106,000 a 
year. 

The district currently has 
around $5 million in the fund 
balance. The state requires an 
optimum fund balance of $3.1 
million. 

Under the plan, the dis-
trict can make a $1 million to 
$1.5 million payment on the 
QSCB. That will leave $4 mil-
lion to $3.5 million in fund 
balance. 

The district will owe $1.5 
million and $1 million on the 
QSCB, which is a 14-year loan 
that will be paid off in two years.

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AUSTIN — Texas Railroad 
Commission Chair David Por-
ter on Aug. 19 spoke against 
America’s Clean Power Plan, a 
regulatory framework rolled 
out by the White House on 
Aug. 3. Texas is one of at 
least a dozen states lining up 
in opposition.

Porter called the plan “an-
other blatant attack on the oil 
and gas industry that will fur-
ther impede America’s energy 
security, kill jobs and put 
even more stress on our na-
tional and state economies.” 
Porter was elected chair of the 
three-member commission 
that oversees the energy in-
dustry regulating state agency 
in June 2014.

President Obama called the 
final version of the plan to re-
duce methane emissions from 
the energy and agriculture 
industries “the biggest step 
we’ve ever taken to combat 
climate change.” Obama said 
the plan “sets the first-ever 
carbon pollution standards 

for power plants while provid-
ing states and utilities with 
the flexibility they need to 
meet those standards.”

The plan is designed to 
reduce premature deaths at-
tributed to power plant emis-
sions by nearly 90 percent in 
2030 compared to 2005 and 
decrease pollutants that con-
tribute to soot and smog and 
can lead to more asthma at-
tacks in kids by more than 70 
percent, Obama said. The plan 
also would spur the creation 
of tens of thousands of jobs 
while ensuring grid-reliability, 
the president added.

On Aug. 3, Gov. Greg Ab-
bott reacted to the president’s 
announcement, saying: “Texas 
will lead the fight against an 
overreaching federal govern-
ment that seems hell-bent on 
threatening the free-market 
principles this country was 
founded on.”

JAIL STUDY 
TO BE LAUNCHED

Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick, who 
presides over the state Senate, 
and Senate Criminal Justice 
Committee Chair John Whit-
mire, D-Houston, on Aug. 18 
announced an interim study 
on Texas jail standards.

This comes in the wake of 
the death of Sandra Bland, a 
woman who in July was found 
dead in a Waller County jail 
cell three days after she was 
arrested and jailed following 
a traffic stop. The death was 
ruled a suicide but questions 
remain.

“Our criminal justice system 
assumes a great responsi-
bility for the people in our 
custody. In many instances, 
individuals have unresolved 
issues in their lives, particu-
larly a mental illness, which 
has resulted in their arrest. It 
is our responsibility to make 

certain we have the neces-
sary tools and resources to 
meet the health, welfare and 
safety needs of every 
individual in our 
custody,” Whitmire 
said.

Energy agency chief rails against federal plan

One of my favorite papers is the Live-
stock Weekly out of West Texas and in a 
recent issue there was an ad urging readers 
to support a bill to end daylight savings 
time in Texas. Some of the reasons they 
gave for putting an end to the idiotic tradi-
tion included: kids wouldn't have to walk 
to the bus in darkness, there'd be less in-
somnia and sleep deprivation, and it would 
help teachers improve test scores in early 
morning classes, etc.

I am in full support of any movement to 
end all this nonsense of springing forward 
and falling back. I've been on a lifelong 
crusade to end daylight savings time and 
explained my reasons in a column 30 years 
ago. Back then I told of an Indian who, 
when daylight savings time was explained 
to him, replied, "Cutting one end off a 
blanket and sewing it on the other end 
doesn't make the blanket any shorter or 
any longer. It just makes it uglier."

Smart Indian. 
So I applaud Texans and wish them luck 

as they try to join Arizona as our most 
intelligent and less sleep-deprived states. I 
only wish we could get it killed everywhere. 
Even the name is idiotic. Who are we kid-
ding? No daylight is being "saved" and it's 
completely at odds with the natural world. 
Mother Nature doesn't wear a Seiko, Bulova 
or Rolex and changing the time on a watch 
or clock doesn't make the day any longer... 
it just makes it feel like it.

I feel like a fool resetting all the clocks 

in our house every six 
months. It's a huge waste 
of time, especially in my 
case. The problem is I 
collect clocks, but not 
just any clocks. I col-
lect carnival clocks, so 
called because they were 
given away sparingly 
to the winners of the 
rigged games of chance 
on carnival midways in 
the 1930's and 40's. My 
collection is specialized 
in that I only collect the 
clocks that have a horsey 
or cowboy theme.

I know you've seen the clocks of which I 
speak. Usually there will be a clock inside a 
horseshoe and a gold colored horse wear-
ing a parade saddle with at least one tape-
dero broken off. (I see this so often I think 
they were manufactured this way). But I 
also have carnival clocks incorporating a 
bucking horse, a Roy Rogers look-alike, and 
a horse and buggy. I even have one with a 
cowboy twirling a rope that actually twirls 
and another of a conestoga wagon where 
the wagon master has a whip that works. 
Sort of. He whips but the horses don't 
budge.

You can see what I'm talking about on 
eBay and even buy one for about $50, in-
cluding shipping. Some carnival clocks also 
have a light on them but I am a purist and 
don't collect those, besides, they are usu-

ally priced out of my range. ($75 or more!) 
I've collected these clocks for decades and 
year in and year out they have been the 
best performing asset in my investment 
portfolio.

As an amateur horologist, I attempt to fix 
the clock mechanisms which always seem 
to be broken. This can be as easy as heat-
ing the clock with a hair dryer to melt all 
the collected crud away, rewiring the clock, 
or switching out the clock for a battery 
operated one creating a GMC (genetically 
modified clock).

Some snooty collectors of fine timepieces 
call these cowboy clocks "Schlock Clocks" 
but I like to think they are of a "timeless" 
design. My only complaint is that if I am 
forced to replace the original clock with 
a battery operated one it means I have to 
take off the back of the clock to change 
the time. Do that about 30 times and you 
too would come to hate the much dreaded 
daylight savings time and the mandatory 
changing of the clocks. I'm always behind 
on my clockwork and by the time I finish 
setting them it's time to change them all 
again.

A wise person once said that a man with 
two clocks never knows what time it is. 
What chance do I have of knowing the cor-
rect hour of the day with thirty clocks all 
showing a different time? 

Now you know why I support any "move-
ment" that would end daylight savings 
time.

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End Texas' voter  
confusion epidemic

A 
recent study by 
Rice University 
and the University 
of Houston about 
the impact of Tex-

as' new voter ID law — and 
the confusion surrounding 
it — has generated some 
alarming headlines.

The study focused on my 
2014 campaign in the 23rd 
Congressional District. 
I lost that race by about 
2,400 votes. But accord-
ing to the researchers, the 
results likely would have 
been different if the voter 
ID law hadn’t been in ef-
fect, or if voters had been 
provided more information 
about the law.

I’m not one to dwell on the 
past, and we can’t go back 
and run the race over. But as 
a parent, I think of this as a 
teachable moment. We now 
have more information about 
how the law was implement-
ed, and we can apply that in 
future elections.

That’s important because 
Texas’ voter participation 
rate is among the lowest 
in the country. A healthy 
democracy requires an en-
gaged citizenry. We cannot 
and should not accept that 
thousands of Texans didn’t 
vote simply because they 
were confused by new rules.

In response to the finding 
that voter education in 2014 
fell short, the Texas secre-
tary of state’s office said it 
spent $2 million to educate 
Texans about the new law. 

If it was in your account 
or mine, we'd make $2 mil-
lion go a long, long way. But 
this is a big state, and $2 
million is not nearly enough 
for a serious statewide cam-
paign in Texas.

The two candidates run-
ning for governor in 2014 
together spent over $80 
million. My campaign alone 
spent over $2 million. And 
that was just in 29 of Texas’ 
254 counties and four of the 
state’s 20 media markets.

Money alone won’t solve 
the problem, but there’s a 
reason political campaigns 
raise and spend so much of 
it. Reaching voters is expen-
sive, especially in Texas. And 
we now know that the 2014 
voter education campaign 
failed to reach far too many 
potential voters, particularly 
in minority communities.

So what's the answer? 
In West Texas, where I'm 
from, we don't haggle about 
the price of the hose when 
something's on fire — we 
put out the fire first. I'm not 
sounding the alarm to make 
noise. We need to fix this.

The voter ID law is cur-
rently in limbo because of 
litigation, and redistricting 

litigation is 
still pend-
ing. That 
means vot-
ing could be 
even more 
confusing 
in 2016 if 
we don’t 
proactively 
address the 
situation.

How do 
we do it? To 
start with, 
here are five 
actionable 

ideas:
• Get a full breakdown of 

how the secretary of state 
spent that $2 million in 
2014. Most of the confusion 
among voters was in heavily 
minority areas. Was that be-
cause the campaign did not 
devote enough resources to 
those media markets? Were 
there enough resources de-
voted to Spanish-language 
media? Those answers will 
be important.

• Money alone won't solve 
this problem. Innovative 
solutions and help from 
elected and appointed of-
ficials at the grassroots 
level are also needed. Those 
officials can hold press 
conferences in every media 
market, convene town halls 
and speak at neighborhood 
association meetings and 
community events.

• Collectively, our state 
officials and agencies have 
a massive social media 
presence. Let’s put that to 
work. We’ve done it before 
when many of us helped 
with state health campaigns 
like "Immunize Your Little 
Texan by Two."

• Gov. Greg Abbott could 
help by making this a prior-
ity issue for the Legislature. 
The House Elections Com-
mittee and Senate State Af-
fairs Committee could hold 
field hearings in every me-
dia market to assemble local 
officials, nongovernmental 
organizations and interested 
nonprofits to discuss how 
they could cooperate to end 
voter confusion.

• Lastly, we’ve all seen 
lots of celebrities popping 
up in ads and rallies during 
campaign season. Why don't 
we try to get them engaged 
now? Let's ask them to use 
their massive visibility to 
help address this problem.

The bottom line is that 
Texans will abide by the 
rules, but we have to know 
what the rules are. Texas 
prides itself on a can-do at-
titude. We can do this.

My husband and I have 
been ranching in South Tex-
as for many years, and we have 
worked hard to care for the 
land my family lives on today. 
This same testament holds true 
for millions of other ranch-
ers and landowners across the 
country.

Sadly, it seems like every time 
we turn around the federal gov-
ernment finds another way to 
try claiming the land and re-
sources that constitutionally 
belong to us.

One issue that has raged 
for years is the U.S. Bureau of 

Land Manage-
ment’s (BLM) 
claim that it 
owns 30,000 
acres of land 
along a 116-
mile stretch of 
the Red River 
on the Texas-
Oklahoma bor-
der. The Tex-
as and South-
western Cat-
tle Raisers As-
sociation (TS-
CRA) has 
heard from 

members along the Red River 
who are worried about the fed-
eral government taking control 
of their land, and TSCRA shares 
their concern.

The federal government 
claims this property has been 
under its control since the 1803 
Louisiana Purchase. Ironically, 
the federal government has sur-
veyed only about 6,500 acres 
of the land, and the results are 
highly questionable. The survey 
method they used differs great-
ly from the accepted gradient 
boundary survey method estab-
lished by the Supreme Court in 

the 1920s.
TSCRA and affected citizens 

believe the BLM’s claim to this 
property is completely bogus. 
Those who live and own ag-
ricultural operations on this 
stretch of land hold the deeds 
and continue paying the prop-
erty taxes. As a landowner my-
self, the thought of the gov-
ernment taking away proper-
ty many of these citizens have 
worked tirelessly and sacrificed 
to own is unfathomable.

While one of the many Red 
River land disputes was recent-
ly resolved, much work needs 

to be done to put the entire is-
sue to rest.

Fortunately, U.S. Rep. Mac 
Thornberry and Sen. John 
Cornyn introduced H.R. 2130/S. 
1153, the Red River Private 
Property Protection Act, to pro-
tect private landowners along 
the Red River from federal own-
ership claims.

This legislation includes sev-
eral key provisions to accom-
plish its intended goal. It com-
missions a survey of the entire 
116-mile stretch of contested 
area along the river using gra-
dient boundary survey meth-

ods backed by the Supreme 
Court to find the proper bound-
ary between Texas and Oklaho-
ma. This survey must be paid 
for by the federal government 
and conducted by licensed 
state land surveyors chosen by 
the Texas General Land Office 
(TGLO).

Additionally, the legislation 
provides legal certainty for cit-
izens holding the deed to their 
property by allowing them to 
appeal any further public do-
main claims by BLM through an

Prospects bright for dove and early teal seasons

AUSTIN – Dove hunters 
will have more opportuni-
ty earlier in the season with 
dates and bag limits finalized 
recently by the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department.

The U.S. Fish and Wild-
life Service has approved the 
2015-2016 Texas dove season, 
including a 70-day season and 
15-bird daily bag statewide, 
and a 16-day early teal and 
Canada goose season.

The traditional Sept. 1 
dove season opening day in 
the North and Central Zones 
remains. The first segment in 
those zones will be five days 
longer than last season, clos-
ing on Sunday, Oct. 25. The 
season will reopen Friday, 
Dec. 18 and run through Fri-
day, Jan. 1, 2016 in the North 
and Central Zones.

In the South Zone, the first 
segment will be longer by two 
days compared to last year. The 
South Zone opens Friday, Sept. 
18 and runs through Wednes-
day, Oct. 21. The second seg-
ment will run Friday, Dec. 18 
through Friday, Jan. 22, 2016.

The daily bag limit for 
doves statewide is 15 and the 
possession limit is 45.

The Special White-winged 
Dove Area will be restrict-
ed to afternoon only (noon 
to sunset) hunting the first 
two full September week-
ends on Sept. 5-6 and 12-13. 
Hunting in this area will re-
open Friday, Sept. 18 and con-
tinue through Wednesday, 
Oct. 21, and then reopen Fri-
day, Dec. 18 through Monday, 
Jan. 18, 2016. During the ear-
ly two weekends, the daily bag 
limit is 15 birds, to include 
not more than two mourning 
doves and two white-tipped 
doves. Once the general sea-
son opens, the aggregate bag 
limit will be 15 with no more 
than two white-tipped doves.

“Age-ratios (juveniles ver-
sus adults) from last season 
indicated very strong produc-
tion in mourning doves across 
Texas last year; we expect 
similar or slightly increased 

production this year with the 
improved habitat conditions 
across nearly all of Texas,” 
said Shaun Oldenburger, TP-
WD’s dove program leader. 

Duck hunters can antici-
pate improved conditions for 
the September early teal sea-
son as abundant rains have 
filled lakes and marshes for the 
first time in several years. With 
record numbers of teal expect-
ed to make their way into Texas 
during the upcoming months, 
prospects should be good.

A 16-day statewide early 
teal and Eastern Zone Canada 
goose season will run Satur-
day, Sept. 12 through Sunday, 
Sept. 27. The daily bag on teal 
remains six, with a possession 
limit of 18. Bag limit for Can-
ada geese will be three and a 
possession limit of six in the 
Eastern Zone only.

Hunters are reminded 
that licenses can be purchased 
through the agency’s 28 field 
offices, more than 50 state 
parks and at over 1,700 retail-
ers across the state. Licens-
es may also be purchased on-
line through the TPWD website 
at www.tpwd.state.tx.us/buy or 
by phone at 1-800-895-4248. 
Call center hours are Monday 
through Friday, 8 p.m. to 5 p.m. 
and there is a required $5 ad-
ministrative fee for each phone 
or online transaction. The on-
line transaction system is avail-
able 24/7. For online and phone 
orders, a physical license will 
be mailed within three busi-

ness days. During that time pe-
riod, a transaction receipt will 
be provided via email that will 
be sufficient proof of hunting 
license and required endorse-
ments that can be used for 
dove hunting, though it will not 
be allowed for the take of fish 
or wildlife that require a tag.

Hunting and fishing regu-
lations for the new season can 
be found in the 2015-2016 Out-
door Annual, currently avail-
able at license retailers, online 
at www.txoutdoorannual.com 
and via the free Outdoor An-
nual mobile app available for 
Apple and Android devices.

In addition to a hunting li-
cense, anyone born after Sept. 
1, 1971, must successfully 
complete a hunter education 
training course or purchase a 
one-time deferral good for one 
license year in order to hunt le-
gally in Texas. The certification 
is valid for life. More informa-
tion on hunter education cer-
tification is available online at 
www.tpwd.state.tx.us/outdoor-
learning/hunter-education.

A Migratory Game Bird 
endorsement and Harvest In-
formation Program (HIP) cer-
tification are also required 
to hunt dove or teal in Sep-
tember. HIP certification in-
volves a brief survey of pre-
vious year’s migratory bird 
hunting success and is con-
ducted at the time licenses 
are purchased. Duck hunters 
also need to purchase a Feder-
al Duck Stamp.

SCHOOL TRAFFIC LAWS
The Texas Department 

of Public Safety (DPS) is re-
minding Texans to watch for 
children who are walking to 
and from school or waiting 
for buses. Drivers should be 
especially cautious around 
school buses – which make 
frequent stops – and always 
follow traffic laws related 
to school buses and school 
zones.

“DPS urges Texas drivers 
to use extra caution on the 
roadways in their communi-
ties as the academic year gets 
underway,” said DPS Director 
Steven McCraw. “DPS will not 
tolerate motorists who disre-
gard school zone speed lim-
its or illegally pass stopped 
school buses – these reck-
less drivers not only break 
the law, but they put our chil-
dren in danger.”

One of the most dan-
gerous times of a student’s 
trip on a school bus is when 
they are entering or exiting 
the bus. Drivers are urged to 
slow down and pay attention 
in school zones since chil-
dren may step into a roadway 
without checking for oncom-
ing traffic. 

State law requires that 
approaching drivers stop 
when a bus is stopped and 
operating a visual signal – ei-
ther red flashing lights or a 
stop sign.  Drivers should not 
proceed until the school bus 
resumes motion; the driver 
is signaled by the bus driver 
to proceed; or the visual sig-
nal is no longer activated. A 
driver does not have to stop 
for a school bus if it is on a 
highway with roadways sepa-
rated by an intervening space 
or physical barrier. (If a high-
way is divided only by a left-
turning lane, the roadways 
are not considered separat-
ed, and drivers must stop for 
school buses.)

Drivers who illegally pass 
school buses face fines up to 
$1,250 for a first offense. For 
individuals convicted of this 
offense more than once, the 
law allows DPS to suspend 
the driver license for up to 
six months. (A ticket for il-
legally passing a school bus 
cannot be dismissed through 
defensive driving.)

A NIGHT WITH THE
OUTLAWS

Four years ago, a 64-year-
old Dimmit County well 
spewed roughly 260 bar-
rels of petroleum fluid that 
killed grasses and shrubs on 
surrounding ranchland. The 
likely cause, experts say: in-
jections into a nearby dispos-
al well, a deep underground 
resting place for millions of 
gallons of oil and gas waste. 
Injected at high pressures, 
the waste migrated below 
ground, putting pressure on 
fluids that leaked from the 
oil well more than a quarter-
mile away.

"This office considers the 
existence of the breakout to 
be a direct result of the in-
jection," the Texas Railroad 
Commission told the dis-
posal well's operator in May 
2011, saying the episode of-
fered "a threat of groundwa-
ter contamination." 

Though the agency ulti-
mately cleaned up the mess 
and shut down the disposal 
well, groundwater experts 
say, the incident served as 
a vivid reminder that waste 
injections gone wrong could 
endanger water sources.

Groundwater manag-
ers weren't closely tracking 
disposal wells in their dis-
tricts in 2011. Now, amid a 
surge of disposal wells in 
drilling country – pipes de-
signed to carry the waste far 
below freshwater aquifers 
– groundwater officials are 
trying to keep a close eye on 
the roughly 7,500 waste sites 
and counting. But ground-
water conservation districts 
are struggling to track new 

permits, and they are looking 
for help from the industry 
and its regulators. They want 
energy companies to notify 
them directly when they ap-
ply to drill new wells. 

“It feels like they don’t 
want people to know,” said 
Lisa Campbell, a Texas Tech 
University professor who 
heads public health depart-
ments across four South 
Texas counties and helped 
groundwater managers peti-
tion the Texas Railroad Com-
mission to bolster notifica-
tion requirements. “[Water] 
is a precious resource, and if 
we don’t protect it, we’re go-
ing to lose it.”

The Railroad Commis-
sion and industry groups 
say current rules are good 
enough, and they point to an 
online database of permits 
that anyone can check. 

"The Railroad Commis-
sion’s existing notification 
requirements for disposal 
wells are transparent and 
fairly extensive," Ramona 
Nye, the agency's spokes-
man, said in an email. 

Texas law requires some 
notification. Disposal well 
applicants must directly no-
tify landowners bordering 
the proposed waste site and 
the relevant county clerk. 
Anyone else interested must 
scour local newspapers for 
one-column notices with a 
few details: the company’s 
name, the well’s depth and a 
vague description of its loca-
tion (eight miles northeast of 
Carrizo Springs, for example).

Officials with the Winter-
garden Groundwater Conser-
vation District in South Tex-
as, for instance, sometimes 
spot more than 10 notices a 
week, meaning that one em-
ployee spends hours check-

ing three different newspa-
pers for notices, they say.

“It’s just a very problem-
atic set of circumstances,” 
said Hugh Fitzsimons, a bi-
son rancher and member of 
the district. “It is inordinately 
taxing on our one person in 
the office to do that.”

The groundwater of-
ficials’ plea to drillers and 
regulators is simple: Send a 
note, even just an email.

“If you want to be a good 
neighbor, tell your neighbor 
you’re coming to town,” said 
Campbell. “We’re not trying to 
interfere with the commerce 
of oil and gas. That’s impos-
sible. We’re in Texas – hello.”

But industry groups, 
which call disposal wells 
safe, say such a change is un-
necessary. 

The Texas Oil and Gas 
Association said its members 
"routinely engage with other 
stakeholders like groundwa-
ter districts near their op-
erations," Todd Staples, the 
group's president, said in a 
statement, adding that dis-
tricts can find information 
online. 

Last legislative session, 
state Sen. Carlos Uresti of-
fered Senate Bill 517, which 
would have required drillers 
to notify groundwater dis-
tricts within 10 miles of a 
proposed well. The bill failed 
to draw a hearing amid push-
back from several petroleum 
interests, including the Texas 
Oil and Gas Association, the 
Texas Independent Produc-
ers and Royalty Owners As-
sociation, and Marathon Oil. 

“They just believed it was 
an additional burden for them,” 
said Jerry Needham, an aide 
to the San Antonio Democrat. 
“These groundwater districts 
should be aware of what’s go-
ing in, and have a say.”

“TIPRO maintains it is 
not necessary to enforce 
additional notification re-
quirements for disposal well 
applicants because of the 
regulatory prerequisites al-
ready enforced by the state 
of Texas," Ed Longanecker, 
president of the royalty own-
er group, said in a statement 
to The Texas Tribune.

On April 13, the ground-
water managers petitioned 
the Railroad Commission to 
adopt new notification re-
quirements. The agency re-
jected the request two weeks 
later, writing that “the cur-
rent rule adequately address-
es notification procedures in 
a variety of circumstances.” 

Nye, the Railroad Com-
mission spokeswoman, said 
the agency "will continue 
to explore ways to enhance 
existing publicly available 
data on these permit appli-
cations," and suggested that 
groundwater districts should 
reference an online database 
that includes information 
about disposal well permits.

Critics said that continu-
ously checking the database 
would prove more cumber-
some than simply receiving a 
notification, and they worry 
that it would not be updated 
frequently enough for their 
purposes. Some groundwater 
district officials said they did 
not know about the database.

Groundwater districts or 
any other “affected party” 

can protest a disposal well 
permit at the Railroad Com-
mission, often gaining some 
concessions from a company 
— agreements to drill deeper 
below a freshwater aquifer or 
to bolster other safeguards, 
for instance. Parties general-
ly have 15 days after a notice 
goes out or an application is 
filed – whichever date is later 
– to file a protest. 

The Railroad Commis-
sion generally updates its 
database every two or three 
days, Nye said.

Several South Texas dis-
tricts challenge most permits 
they come across, usually 
reaching agreements before 
going to a contested-case 
hearing – drawn-out process-
es resembling trials, which 
are held before an adminis-
trative law judge. In the past 
two years, roughly 10 percent 
of Wintergarden's 230-plus 
challenges have resulted in 
hearings, Ed Walker, the dis-
trict's general manager, said.

But to challenge a permit, 
the districts must first real-
ize it exists.

The dispute over noti-
fication comes as some in-
dustry interests have sought 
to bar groundwater districts 
from challenging permits al-
together, arguing that the ex-
tra scrutiny creates regulato-
ry uncertainty. The Railroad 
Commission left that ques-
tion unaddressed last year in 
a high-profile challenge of a 
Marathon Oil disposal well. 

Marathon Oil declined to 
comment for this story. 

Barbara Smith, who 
tracks disposal well per-
mits for the Goliad County 
Groundwater Conservation 
District and was not previ-
ously aware of the database, 
said just knowing the GPS 
coordinates of a planned dis-
posal well can help immense-
ly, allowing her to quickly 
check for water wells nearby. 
And the district is happy to 
share that information with 
drillers, who are required to 
study the quarter-mile radius 
around the proposed well.

"We could help them 
out," Smith said.

In April 2011, the board 
unanimously approved a res-
olution authorizing around 
$3.4 million funding from 
the Qualified School Con-
struction Bond (QSCB) pro-
gram. 

While the name is mis-
leading, the QSCB is not a 
traditional school bond, but 
instead a low-interest loan 
program through the feder-
al government stimulus pro-
gram. 

The district used the 
funds for repairs and renova-
tions around the district. 

“Regardless of the 
amount we choose to pay out 
of fund balance we would 
add $231,000 into our op-
erating budget this year. We 
would use that amount to 
cover the $106,000 increase 
of insurance,” Chavarria said. 
“I think we did a great job in 
coming up with this plan.”

Raedene Mendoza, the 
district’s payroll clerk, pre-
sented the board with infor-
mation about the school’s 
health insurance plans. 

Mendoza said 90 percent 
of the school districts are 
participating on the state’s 
Teacher Retirement System 
plan using Aetna and Scott & 
White health plans. 

Mendoza said districts 
that are not on the state plan 
are self-insured, which can 
be a risk. 

Mendoza also said doctor 
coverage depends on which 
plan the employee chooses. 
She also said the insurance 
company is not releasing 
published lists anymore be-
cause they are adding or sub-
tracting providers every day. 
Instead, the companies are 
wanting people to go their 
websites. 

“They are putting a lot of 
responsibility on the employ-
ees themselves. For a school 
district like us, we’re use to 
good customer service,” Men-
doza said. 

For each employee, Men-
doza provided a breakdown 
handout of the increase for 
each plan and websites and 
phone numbers of all provid-
ers. 

“My point is when you 
have an emergency you don’t 
have time to look it up,” 
said Roland DeHoyos, board 
member. “What gets me we 
haven’t had any kind of rep-
resentative come down.”

Manager Cynthia Hokit 
said they have tried repeated-
ly and sent requests to have 
representatives from Aetna 
come in person. 

Board Vice President Or-
lando DeHoyos asked about 
doing a survey asking em-
ployees their thoughts on the 
insurance. 

Hokit said that could be 
arranged. 

“Aetna is still new and I 
think they are overwhelmed,” 

Mendoza said. 
After the board meeting 

in closed session for an hour, 
they approved hiring Sally 
Oglesby as a teacher at OHS.  

AUG. 19

to honor the late Coach L.T.

Sewell, who died on July 
4, coached in Ozona from 
1968-1989.

Local citizen Rick Hun-
nicutt spoke to the board 
in open forum/public com-
ments, where he gave options 
of placing a bronze bust, a 
plaque or perhaps a portrait 
with all of Sewell’s accom-
plishments at the stadium. 

The board tabled any de-
cision on the matter to their 
September regular meeting. 

Also at the regular meet-
ing, the board approved the 
Student Code of Conduct, 
Student Handbook for OES, 
OMS and OHS, Band Hand-
book, Athletic Handbook and 
the Cheer Constitution with 
an amendment that the num-
ber of cheerleaders is kept to 
eight. 

The board also approved 
a start target reconstitution 
plan.

ORDER RESTRICTING 
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances present 
in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county create 
a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by outdoor 
burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the 
Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that outdoor 
burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days from the 
date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions are termi-
nated earlier based on a determination made by the Texas For-
est Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursuant to Local 
Government Code 352.081, and other applicable statues. This 
Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activities related to 
public health and safety that are authorized by the Texas Natu-
ral Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter training; (2) public 
utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations; (3) planting or 
harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are conducted 
by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural Re-
source Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural 
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under 
Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the stan-
dards of Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's 
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to 
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, loca-
tion involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does NOT 
prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area which is 
attended at all times. In accordance with the Local Government 
Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
