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chool board approves budget, tax rate

The CCCCSD School Board
adopted the district’s new
budget and tax rate during a
special meeting Monday night.

The 2015-2016 school
budget is $2.9 million less
than last year’s.

The budget includes a
$500 retention stipend for all
school employees, as well as
the district covering the $59
increase in employee health
insurance which totals around
$700 per employee.

Board Vice President Or-
lando DeHoyos said by the
district doing the retention
stipend, and covering the

health insurance, that equals
to around $1,200 per employ-
ee. DeHoyos said that is the
same as the county’s pay raise
of $100 a month per employ-
ee, except that the school’s is
not taxable.

During the discussion on
the budget, the board went
into executive/closed session
to discuss the college readi-

ness budget item. No money
was budgeted for this item.
DeHoyos said there was some-
body doing the job and not
getting paid.

Board President David Mc-
Williams immediately called
for the board to go into execu-
tive/closed session due to the
item being a personnel matter.

No action was taken af-

ter the board reconvened in
open session around 90 min-
utes later.

The board then unani-
mously approved the new
budget and tax rate.

DeHoyos said that not ev-
ery board member is going to
agree with every item, but that
the board needs to work to-
gether and vote together on

the budget.

The tax rate is $1.096 per
$100 evaluation. This is an in-
crease of $.036 due to the $3
million school bond passed in
November 2014.

The board also unani-
mously approved to dedicate
$1.3 million of the district’s

Lightning brings grass fires

Grass fires continued to
plague Crockett County last
week and throughout the
weekend.

The largest fires were off
of County Roads 106 and 107
on the Buchholtz, Bill Chil-
dress and VIP Pierce Ranches,
around 25 miles south of Ozo-
na. Texas Forest Service esti-
mated the fire burned more
than 5,000 acres. At least one
structure was threatened in
the fire.

By Monday, the Buch-
holtz Fire was 80 percent
contained, and the Prickley
Pear Fire off of County Road
106 was contained, according
to the Texas Forest Service.

Despite his lengthy
stretch of life, he says he
“still dreams, but they’re
mostly re-runs.”

“I'm sure Mort needs
them, if only for reading.” I
agreed, then made a “thank
you” call to Debbie Fras-
er, an Amarillo friend de-
signing the book cover for
Mostly Mort.

“I was able to make some
changes, thanks to Photo-
shop,” she said. Shucks, the
only photo shops I knew
about sell postcards in resort
areas. She asked if we liked

Hey, Stop That!

Attorney General Paxton pleads not guilty

ties fraud at his arraignment
in Fort Worth.

Tarrant County 396th State
District Court Judge George
Gallagher gave Paxton until
Sept. 30 to answer to the
charges.

Paxton is accused of en-
couraging two individuals to
buy stock in Severgy, a Collin
County-based technology
firm, and being compensated
for his actions without being
registered as an investment
advisor in accordance with
Security and Exchange Com-
mission regulations. Also
Paxton is accused of falsely
giving prospective investors
the impression that he was an
investor in Severgy.

The Texas Rangers turned
over evidence gathered dur-
ing an investigation that
ensued when a formal com-
plaint against Paxton, the

state’s top legal officer, was

lodged in April by Texans

for Public Justice, an Austin-
based government watchdog
group. Paxton was indicted
by a Collin County grand jury

on July 28.

Court proceedings were
moved from Collin County
to Tarrant County because

of Paxton’s closeness to the
courts in Collin County. Pax-
ton served as a state senator

representing Collin County
from January 2013 until he

was elected attorney general

in November 2014.

He served as the state rep-
resentative for Collin County

and part of Dallas County
from 2003 to 2013.

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Murr appointed to
Texas Judicial Council

Last week, State Rep. An-
drew Murr, R-Junction, re-
ceived an appointment to the
Texas Judicial Council.

The Texas Judicial Coun-
cil, created in 1929 as the
policy-making body for the
state judiciary, studies and
reports on the organization
and practices of the Judicial
Branch of Texas to state gov-
ernment.

The appointment was
made by the Speaker of the
House, Joe Straus.

Straus said he appointed
Murr because of his experi-
ence as an attorney in pri-
vate practice and as a county
judge.

"Representative Murr
had a strong first session
as a Member of the House,"
Speaker Straus said. "I am
confident that he will do very
good work on this Council
and provide leadership on
improving our judicial sys-
tem. As an attorney and for-
mer county judge, he will
bring a valuable perspective
to the Council's work."

The Tex-
as Judicial
Council
studies
methods
to simpli-
fy judicial
proce-
dures,
expedite
court business, and better
administer justice across the
state.

It examines the work of
the different statutory courts
and submits recommenda-
tions for improvement of
the system to the Texas Leg-
islature, Governor Abbott
and the Supreme Court. The
Council receives and consid-
ers input from judges, public
officials, members of the bar,
and private citizens.

Texas Supreme Court
Justice Nathan Hecht said he
is looking forward to Murr's
input.

“Because the work of the
Texas Judicial Council is vital
to the functioning of the judi-
cial branch, having legislators
serving on the Council is crit-
ical," said Chief Jutice Hecht.
"Representative Murr’s expe-

rience as a lawyer and county
judge, along with his service
in the House of Representa-
tives, will greatly enhance
our work. We look forward
to his contributions.”

The Texas Judicial Coun-
cil is composed of six ap-
pointed and 16 ex-officio
members. Chief Justice
Hecht is Chair of the coun-
cil, while Sharon Keller, Pre-
siding Judge of the Court of
Criminal Appeals, serves as
Vice-Chair.

The Lieutenant Governor
appoints two members of the
Senate, and the Speaker of
the House of Representatives
appoints one member of the
House.

Additionally, the Chair of
the Texas House Committee
on Judiciary and Civil Juris-
prudence has a seat on the
Council.

The Chief Justice ap-
points ten judicial members,
two from each level of court.
The Governor appoints six
citizen members to the Coun-
cil, three of which are mem-
bers of the State Bar of Texas
and two of which must not be
licensed to practice law.

{0 feature astronaut

Retired NASA and Air
Force Col. Eileen Collins, the
first woman to command an
American spacecraft, will
take the spotlight at Angelo
State University’s 2015 E.
James Holland University
Symposium on American
Values Monday, Sept. 21, in
the Houston Harte Univer-
sity Center, 1910 Rosemont
Drive.

Collins’s  presentation,
“Space  Exploration and
American Values,” will be
covered in two sessions at 2
p.m. and 7:30 p.m. in the Uni-
versity Center’s C.J. Davidson
Conference Center. For the
afternoon session, Collins
will speak on “The Future of
Space Exploration.” The eve-
ning session will feature a
public question-and-answer
session moderated by Dr.
John Wegner, ASU professor
of English and interim dean
of the Freshman College.

Informal receptions will
be held following each ses-
sion at 3:15 p.m. and 9 p.m.
in the University Center Tow-
er Lobby. The presentations
and the receptions are free
and open to the public.

Prior to her presentations
on Sept. 21, Collins will be
the guest of honor at a bar-
beque at 6 p.m. Sunday, Sept.
20, in the LeGrand Alumni
and Visitors Center, 1620
University Ave. Advance res-
ervations are required and
can be made by calling Dr.
Trey Smith at 325-486-5441.
Collins will also visit classes
and be the special guest at
an invitation-only ASU Honor
Society luncheon on Sept. 21.

Collins, retired from a ca-
reer that included test pilot,
astronaut and space shuttle
commander, dreamed of be-
ing a pilot as a child growing
up in Elmira, N.Y. Lacking the
funds to attend a four-year
college, she earned an asso-
ciate degree in mathematics
and science at a community
college, then won a scholar-
ship to Syracuse University,
where she earned a bach-
elor’s degree in mathematics
and economics. She entered

the U.S. Air Force Undergrad-
uate Pilot Training Program
in 1978, the same year NASA
opened the shuttle program
to women, and Collins dis-
covered she had another
dream for herself: to become
an astronaut.

In 1990, while attending
the Air Force Test Pilot School
at Edwards Air Force Base in
California, Collins was select-
ed for NASA’s astronaut pro-
gram and became the first
woman to pilot a NASA space
shuttle for the 1995 Discov-
ery mission. In 1999, she
achieved another milestone
by becoming the first woman
to command a space shuttle
mission, aboard the Colum-
bia. A highlight of her storied
career was her command of
space shuttle Discovery’s his-
toric “Return to Flight” mis-
sion in July of 2005, NASA’s
first manned flight following
the 2003 loss of the shuttle
Columbia. Over the course of
her four shuttle flights, she
logged more than 872 hours
in space.

Her many medals,
awards and honors include
a Defense Superior Service

Medal, Distinguished Flying
Cross, Defense Meritorious
Service Medal, French Legion
of Honor, NASA Outstanding
Leadership Medal, the 2005
Al Neuharth Free Spirit of the
Year Award and the 2006 Na-
tional Space Trophy. Collins
also serves on the Air Force
Academy  Athletic  Corp.
board of directors.

The Holland Symposium
was established in 1984 by
then-College of Liberal and
Fine Arts Dean E. James Hol-
land. When Holland retired
in 2003, the board of regents
named the symposium in
his honor. In its 29 years,
the symposium has brought
more than 60 nationally
prominent figures to the ASU
campus to spur thought and
debate on issues relevant to
American society. The ASU
Office of the Provost and
Vice President for Academic
Affairs sponsors the sympo-
sium.

From seemingly teeter-

ing on the brink of extinc-
tion to roaring back with a
vengeance, wild quail seem
to have made a miraculous
comeback across Texas, said
one wildlife expert.

“The 2015-16 quail sea-

son is going to be the best
we’'ve seen since at least
2008 and
even longer than that,”
Dr. Dale Rollins, Texas A&M
Agrilife Extension Service
coordinator for the state-
wide Reversing the Quail De-
cline Initiative at San Angelo.
“It’s shaping up to be a good
to great year depending on
where you are.”

in some areas
said

Rollins said the popula-

tions of both bobwhite and
scaled or “blue” quail have
benefited in most cases from
the widespread and timely
rains last fall that returned
and continued through early
summer. The relatively mild,
wet winter also contributed
to the quail boom, he said.

“This is what I call a jubi-
he said “There’s a

quail have been recipients of
that.”

The rains helped quail
on several fronts, Rollins
said, including better nest-
ing habitat and cover from
predators. May and June
provided perfect hatching
conditions and set the stage.

“We make or break
a quail year with a June
hatch,” he said. “We're see-
ing strong numbers in a lot
of areas. Some of the best ar-
eas are parts of South Texas
and from just northeast of
San Angelo on up into the
lower part of the Rolling
Plains, roughly anywhere
west of U.S. Highway 83.”

Rollins said blue qualil,
like bobwhites, have “come
back with a vengeance,” with
reports from the Permian Ba-
sin and Trans-Pecos region
touting good quail numbers.

“So if the wheels don’t
fall off — and anybody you’ll
talk to adds that caveat —
this should be a banner
year,” he said. “This should
be a year that you not only
get your shotgun out on
opening day, Oct. 31, but
also take some new people
quail hunting and introduce
them to the sport.”

Robotics competition
practice every Tuesday

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that the guys are wore out.”

“The fire smoldered for a
day following another blaze
on the Bob Buchholz Ranch,
south of the VIP, and on Friday
it burst out with low humidity
and strong winds,” Pierce Mill-
er said. “Thanks to the Ozo-
na Volunteer Fire Department
and the Texas A&M Forest Ser-
vice with all their personnel
and equipment, the fire was
contained on Saturday.

“About half of the fire
was on land that burned in
2011. Interestingly, much
of the cedar that died from
the drought did not burn to
the ground, only blackened.
No structures were lost, and
most of the fencing was metal
posts and wire,” Miller said.

Sonora and Eldorado
Volunteer Fire Departments
fought a large grass fire that
started north of Eldorado on
the Willoughby Ranch. Sono-
ra VFD officials reported pro-
tecting at least one structure
in this fire.

By Monday, the forest
service had reported that fire
was contained.

“About 30 pieces of
equipment and 200 firefight-
ers were working the blaze,”
said Steve Mild, Tom Green
County emergency services
manager. “Fire units includ-
ed brush trucks, tankers, en-
gines, four dozers and eight
graders. The fire destroyed
a barn and one unoccupied
dwelling.”

Irion County also fought
a grass fire off of State High-
way 67 about 5 miles outside
of Mertzon.

The White Ranch Fire, 8
miles southeast of Sheffield,
burned 2,500 acres and was
contained by Monday, the
forest service stated.

Ozona firefighters also
responded to grass fire calls
last week off of County Roads
406 and 205, as well as U.S.
Highway 190 north of Ozona
and to Pecos County, Barn-
hart, Sheffield and Big Lake
for mutual aid grass fires.

Crockett County and sur-
rounding counties are cur-
rently under a burn ban, but
the main cause of last week’s
fires was due to lightning
with small storms moving
over the area.

The Pecos County grass
fire was started by a truck
catching fire and that fire
caused a grass fire.

According to Morgan
Russell, range specialist at
San Angelo’s Texas A&M Ex-
tension Center, the Texas
A&M Forest Service respond-
ed to 68 fires on 22,519 acres
in August.

“With hunting season
starting and the onslaught
of off-road vehicles — pick-
ups, utility task vehicles
or UTVs and ATVs — driv-
ing through pastures,” Rus-
sell said, “hunters should be
aware that idling the vehicle
in tall, cured grass can quick-
ly spell disaster. Also, know
that grass seed heads im-
pacting the exhaust manifold
can start fires.”

Record rainfall earlier
in the year has led to lots of
grass and brush. When the
rains ended, temperatures

soared into triple digits caus-
ing the land to become dry.

“We’ve had a phenomenal
year for rainfall, and we’re re-
ally grateful for it to help our
rangeland recover from the
drought and give cattle plen-
ty to eat,” said Tim Steffens,
AgriLife Extension range spe-
cialist in Canyon. “But the
downside is we’ve built up
fuel loads where wildfire can
travel fast across the coun-
tryside and across roadways
once the kochia weeds and
Russian thistle dry down and
begin tumbling across the
country. Those can scatter
fire all over in high winds. So
we have to be careful about
how we manage before, dur-
ing and after drought.”

The question, he said, is
“what needs to be done about
fuel loads and how do we
manage wildfire damage?”

On his list are: mowing
or grazing large weeds at the
right time and creating fire-
breaks around pastures so
that if a wildfire breaks out,
it will be on a smaller scale
and can burn to those breaks
and die out.

“So things like a light dis-
king around fence lines or
burning out or mowing that
center part of the feeding
road to create a wider non-
vegetative strip will help. An-
other thing we can do through
grazing management is de-
crease the overall fuel, mak-
ing it patchier across the pas-
ture so a fire will not be able
to build up the intensity and
momentum as it goes across
the landscape.”

In some cases, Steffens
said, the firebreaks might be
isolated for grazing, but that
is limited to ranchers who
have intensive grazing man-
agement systems in place.

The other option is to
use prescribed fire to change
the overall fuel load, change
the structure and change the

continuity of fuels across the
landscape, he said.

“A lot of people are really
scared of prescribed fire. But
the thing you need to keep in
mind, as we know from sev-
eral years ago when we had
the huge wildfires in this part
of the country, is this coun-
try will burn. We have plenty
of people smoking cigarettes
and automobiles backfiring
or have bearings go out and
dry lightning strikes. The
country will burn.

“What we need to con-
centrate on is do we want to
have any say in when, where,
how hot, how fast, how big
that fire is going to be? The
only way we can do that is to
create a fire under prescribed
conditions that will accom-
plish goals that we want.”

Steffens said producers
need to look at using fire to
manage the vegetation by
limiting brush and weeds
and freshening up decadent
forage.

“I use the term pre-
scribed, because we don’t
have controlled burns like
people talk about,” he said.
“The minute you strike that
match, your control is over.
But you can do it under
prescribed conditions and
achieve the results you want.

“I hope people will start
to consider prescribed fire
a little more as a manage-
ment option. We can do a lot
of things with fire,” Steffens
said. “It’s a tool in the tool
box. We just need to know
how to use it safely.”

By employing both fire
and grazing management
that provides adequate re-
covery between defoliations,
he said, “We can go a long
way toward getting the type
of vegetation we want with-
out a lot of expense.”

solidly opposed to the plan
that Congress is set to vote
on next month.

“I'm trying to work hard
to end this deal. This is about
the safety of the United States
and the safety of the world,”
Hurd said. “How good is our
intelligence on the plans and
intel of trying to pursue nu-
clear weapons? The answer is
not very good.”

Hurd also talked about
border security.

“I am the only member
of congress to stamp Visas.
We can do a better job of se-
curing our borders if we en-
force our laws. We need to fix
our broken Visa system. We
need to have incentives to
come here legally and pun-
ishments for coming illegal-
ly,” Hurd said.

Hurd said security on the
border is “flawed” because
there is not a unity of com-
mand with U.S. Border Patrol
and the U.S. Department of
Homeland Security.

A new bill that Hurd
helped pass in May will help
with overtime pay for border
patrol agents.

Hurd recently had a sec-
ond bill become law. The IT
Duplication Reduction Act
forces the Department of
Homeland Security to identi-
fy and propose reductions on
duplicative information tech-
nology systems within the
agency.

Hurd is the first Congres-
sional Representative of Tex-
as 23 to have a bill signed
into law in eight years.

“There is a lot of old and
outdated data,” Hurd said.
“We’re spending money on
this and not on our infra-
structure.”

Hurd also spoke on cy-
bersecurity and how the fed-
eral government infrastruc-
ture needs to be upgraded.

“The overreach in the
federal government is hor-
rific,” he said. “The house is
passing a lot of things right
now. It’s trying to get them
through the senate that’s the
problem.”

Local citizen John L. Hen-
derson asked Hurd about in-
creases in the Affordable
Healthcare Act that are com-
ing up in 2016.

Hurd said he doesn’t
know what the increases will
be, and that things will “get
worse before they get better”
in health insurance.

“The house has tried to
repeal Obamacare. It takes
away the competition in the
market. I wish I had better
news,” he said.

Hurd also addressed the
problems with the Veterans
Affairs Department. He said
in 2015 if a person leaves the
department of defense they
have to pay to get their med-
ical records out before going
to the VA.

“We need to have one sys-
tem. If any business ran the
way the VA does, it would be
out of business,” Hurd said.
“I wish we had a magic wand
to fix it right now.”

Hurd is facing Alpine
Democratic Pete Gallego for
his seat in 2016. Gallego pre-
viously held the position be-

fore losing to Hurd in 2014.

Released on last month,
a joint Rice University and
University of Houston study
found that 13 percent of
those registered in the 23rd
Congressional District and
did not vote stayed home,
at least partly because they
thought they lacked proper
ID under a state law consid-
ered the strictest in the na-
tion. And nearly 6 percent
did not vote primarily be-
cause of the requirements.

But most of those dis-
couraged Texans had the
proper documents to vote,
says the study, which came
one day after a federal ap-
peals court ruled that the
four-year-old Texas law has
a “discriminatory effect” on
Hispanics and African-Amer-
icans.

The researchers sur-
veyed 400 people who reg-
istered but did not vote in
the 29-county district, which
stretches from San Antonio
to El Paso and along a large
slice of the Texas-Mexico bor-
der. The study found that
less than 3 percent lacked

proper identification during
November's election.

Researchers focused on
CD-23 largely because of its
demographics and the neck-
in-neck congressional race
it held. CD-23 is seen as the
state's only U.S. House dis-
trict that's competitive be-
tween Republicans and Dem-
ocrats. Roughly two-thirds of
the voting age population is
Hispanic.

Just 118,000 voters cast
ballots in the race that saw
Hurd edge out Gallego. The
difference was about 2,400
votes.

Of those who said the
state ID law discouraged
them from voting, four to five
times more said they would
have voted for Gallego.

Gallego is calling for the
state to provide more infor-
mation and education to vot-
ers.

“Voting is a right every-
one should have access to.
We are making sure that ev-
eryone understands how to
vote,” Hurd said.

New driver education program
now required for teens

AUSTIN - The Texas De-
partment of Public Safety
today announced the imple-
mentation of the Impact
Texas Teen Driver program
(ITTD), which is a new re-
quirement for driver license
applicants who complete a
teen driver education course.
The two-hour ITTD program
contains several videos that
provide awareness about the
dangers of distracted driving.

“Driving is one of the
most dangerous things teens
do on a daily basis, and it
should command their undi-
vided attention,” said DPS Di-
rector Steven McCraw. “This
new component of teen driv-
er education underscores the
risks of distracted driving,
and is designed to provide
young and inexperienced
drivers with additional in-
formation and skills to help
keep them and others safe on
the road.”

Beginning Sept. 1, 2015,
anyone who takes a teen driv-
er education course - includ-
ing Parent Taught Driver Ed-
ucation - must also complete
the ITTD program, which

consists of watching the vid-
eo and printing out the ITTD
completion certificate. ITTD
should be completed after
the classroom hours and all
behind-the-wheel instruction,
and it is the last step before
taking the driving skills ex-
amination. (Individuals aged
18-24, who choose to com-
plete a teen driver education
course, must also complete
the ITTD program.)

In order to take the driv-
er skills examination, stu-
dent drivers must present
the ITTD completion certifi-
cate along with their driver’s
education course certificate
of completion. The skills ex-
amination must be complet-
ed within 90 days of date on
the ITTD certificate of com-
pletion. DPS has been provid-
ing information about ITTD
when student drivers apply
for their learner’s permit.

DPS releases 2015 Texas Gang Threal

AUSTIN - The Texas De-
partment of Public Safety
(DPS) has released the 2015
Texas Gang Threat Assess-
ment, which was developed
to provide an extensive over-
view of gang activity in the
state of Texas.

The report is based on
the collaboration between
multiple law enforcement
and criminal justice agencies
across the state and nation,
whose contributions were es-
sential in creating this com-
prehensive overview of gang
activity in Texas.

The report estimates
that current gang member-
ship across the state may ex-
ceed 100,000 individuals.

Additional  significant
findings include:

- Gangs continue to rep-
resent a significant public
safety threat to Texas due to
their propensity for violence
and heightened level of crim-
inal activity. Of the incarcer-
ated gang members within
Texas Department of Crimi-
nal Justice prisons, more than
60 percent are serving a sen-

COMPTROLLER SEEKS
OPINION

State Comptroller Glenn
Hegar on Aug. 26 announced
he is seeking an opinion from
the Office of the Texas Attor-
ney General regarding Gov.
Greg Abbott’s June 20 veto
of certain items in the 2016-
2017 state budget.

Abbott cut some $295 mil-
lion from House Bill 1, the
General Appropriations Act,
for a wide range of items,
such as contingent riders for
bills that did not pass, proj-
ects that could be funded
through other sources and
duplicative appropriations.

In his announcement,
Hegar noted that the Legis-
lative Budget Board’s staff
had raised questions as to
whether the vetoes exceeded
the governor’s authority un-
der the Texas Constitution.
The LBB staff’s job is to serve
the fiscal policy and analysis
needs of the Texas Legisla-
ture.

“I am seeking clarity and re-
questing guidance from the
Attorney General’s Office.
This is a constitutional issue
that goes to the heart of sep-
aration of powers within Tex-
as government,” Hegar said.

The purpose of a public meeting is to provide the opportunity to submit comments or to
ask questions about the application. TCEQ holds a public meeting if the Executive Director determines that there
is a significant degree of public interest in the application or if requested by a local legislator. A public meeting is
not a contested case hearing.

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING. After the deadline for submitting public comments, the
Executive Director will consider all timely comments and prepare a response to all relevant and material, or signifi-
cant public comments. Unless the application is directly referred for a contested case hearing, the response
to comments will be mailed to everyone who submitted public comments and to those persons who are
on the mailing list for this application. If comments are received, the mailing will also provide instruc-
tions for requesting a contested case hearing or reconsideration of the Executive Director’s decision. A
contested case hearing is a legal proceeding similar to a civil trial in a state district court.

TO REQUEST A CONTESTED CASE HEARING, YOU MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING ITEMS IN YOUR
REQUEST: your name; address, phone number; applicant’s name and permit number; the location and
distance of your property/activities relative to the facility; a specific description of how you would be
adversely affected by the facility in a way not common to the general public; and the statement “[I/we]
request a contested case hearing.” If the request for contested case hearing is filed on behalf of a group or
association, the request must designate the group’s representative for receiving future correspondence;
identify an individual member of the group who would be adversely affected by the proposed facility or
activity; provide the information discussed above regarding the affected member’s location and distance
from the facility or activity; explain how and why the member would be affected; and explain how the
interests the group seeks to protect are germane to the group’s purpose.

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will forward the appli-
cation and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing to the TCEQ Commissioners for their
consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.

The Commission will only grant a contested case hearing on disputed issues of fact that are relevant and mate-
rial to the Commission’s decision on the application. Further, the Commission will only grant a hearing on issues
that were raised in timely filed comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. TCEQ may act on an applica-
tion to renew a permit for discharge of wastewater without providing an opportunity for a contested case
hearing if certain criteria are met.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR ACTION. The Executive Director may issue final approval of the application unless a
timely contested case hearing request or request for reconsideration is filed. If a timely hearing request or request
for reconsideration is filed, the Executive Director will not issue final approval of the permit and will forward the
application and request to the TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.

MAILING LIST. If you submit public comments, a request for a contested case hearing or a reconsideration of the
Executive Director’s decision, you will be added to the mailing list for this specific application to receive future
public notices mailed by the Office of the Chief Clerk. In addition, you may request to be placed on: (1) the perma-
nent mailing list for a specific applicant name and permit number; and/or (2) the mailing list for a specific county.
If you wish to be placed on the permanent and/or the county mailing list, clearly specify which list(s) and send
your request to TCEQ Office of the Chief Clerk at the address below.

All written public comments and public meeting requests must be submitted to the Office of the Chief
Clerk, MC 105, Texas Commission on Environmental Quality, P.O. Box 13087, Austin, TX 78711-3087 or
electronically at www.tceq.texas.gov/about/comments.html within 30 days from the date of newspaper
publication of this notice.
