San Angelo
man
found guilty
of damaging
caverns

A San Angelo man
was found guilty last
week of damaging the
Caverns of Sonora after a
criminal bench trail held
before 112th District
Judge Pedro Gomez Jr.

Adam William Gar-
cia-Gallegos pled guilty
to knowingly removing
items from the caverns
and not guilty to know-
ingly destroying, defac-
ing, marring, or harming
items of a cave.

After hearing all the
evidence, including tes-
timony from eyewitness-
es, Gomez found Garcia-
Gallegos guilty on both
counts, according to a
press release from the

112th District Attorney’s
Office.
Gomez sentenced

Garcia-Gallegos to five
years community super-
vision and to $9,480 in
restitution for repairs
to be paid within 36
months to Gerry May-
field Ingham, one of the
owners of the Caverns of
Sonora, the release stat-
ed. If Garcia-Gallegos
fails to complete his sen-
tence, he could be sent

At the Sept. 15 regular
meeting, board members
Orlando DeHoyos, Roland
DeHoyos and Grizz Medi-
na all voted in favor of re-
naming the stadium. Board
members David McWil-
liams, Amy Newton, Dwight
Childress and Ryan Bean
voted against the motion.

Orlando DeHoyos
brought the item before the
board at their July meet-
ing for discussion. The item
was then tabled to the Au-
gust meeting and then again
to the Sept. 15 meeting.

Sewell, who died on July
4, coached in Ozona from

at Ozona High School, his
football teams won several
district championships go-
ing several rounds into the
playoffs.

Sewell was selected by
his peers to the Texas High
School Coaches' Associa-
tion's Hall of Honor in 1986.

“This is a critical mo-
ment. We should honor an
individual for renaming the
stadium.

We first begin learning about
competition in our youth. For
some, it was about who was
the best batter, or fastest run-
ner, or mud pie maker. Later,
this carried over to classmates
as we entered and progressed
in school.

When we are striving to be
competitive we are working
hard at improving ourselves and
getting better at a given task. So,
competition is a good thing.

Competition in business is
good for the same reasons.
Healthy competition will “keep

you on your
toes,” if you
are trying to
compete. You
have to be
aware of you
aware of your
competitors.
You need to
know what
they are do-
ing well and if
they are doing
it better than
you. You need
to know what

you are doing well and if you
are doing it better than them.
This may mean that you actual-
ly have to enter their business
and shop. In some instances,
this is the only way you have of
gathering business intelligence
on your competition.

There are many ways to com-
pete with others in your indus-
try. Offering different products
or services that may be hard for
them to get is one way. Anoth-
er is to provide better custom-
er service, which is a broad are-
na. Customer service goes be-

yond the interaction at the sales
counter. It can include store
cleanliness, ease of shopping,
perceptions of safety and secu-
rity, and an overall welcoming
ambiance. Customers will of-
ten pay more for a product or
service where they feel appreci-

ated and welcome by a business.

The hardest place to compete
in most industries is on price,
especially in a saturated indus-
try. What we fail to realize is
that when we drop our price we
are increasing our break even
point. That means if we drop

our price to gain more custom-
ers, then we must sell more
just to break even. The reality
is that we may better off rais-
ing our price. This will low-

er our break even point and re-
duce how much we must sell.
It may cost a few customers,
but if we are the best at cus-
tomer service, the damage will
be minimal.

Sometimes businesses will try
to send competitors messages
that the competitor’s pricing is
“too competitive or aggressive”
by dropping their own prices.

Soon you have a price war. In
the end, this usually hurts those
involved by hurting their rep-
utation when prices must re-
turn to “normal.” Additional-
ly, if you are not one of the ones
involved, you have to be careful
not to get sucked into the price
war. If you didn’t start it and if
it isn’t aimed you be very care-
ful about reacting to it.

Blue Monday all week long?

hen they hand-
ed out col-
ors to repre-
sent lines of
work, kinds of
moods, degrees of dangers,
and emphases on weath-
er maps, it now seems cer-
tain “blue” has been over-
worked.

Maybe it’s something of a
“cop-out,” but trotting out
50 shades of blue seems to
cheapen a color that should
be one greatly honored. In-
stead, far too often, it is
trampled.

As to “cop-outs,” consid-
er our culture--in a serious
slide southward in ways
considered outlandishly un-
likely but a few winks ago.
Let’s hone in specifical-
ly on law enforcement per-
sonnel—men and women in
blue. Formerly, they were
generally treated with both
deep respect and appreci-
ation.

Today, sadly, there’s
much deliberation about
the feasibility of their con-
tinuing to dress in uniforms
for their daily shifts. They
are thus clearly identified
as to who they are. Also un-
der question is whether it is
safe for them to drive clear-
ly identified vehicles. It is
as though they are enemies,
clutching as firmly as they
can the values we formerly
held to be sacred.

Our national mood calls
for “singing the blues”--if
we are to sing at all--when
duty shifts begin. Men and
women in blue have to won-
der whether they’re leav-
ing their homes to pro-
mote peace or wage war in
a land where domestic tran-
quility once seemed achiev-
able. While we're at it, let’s
include other emergen-
cy responders—including,
of course, fire department
personnel. Really, now,
would anyone be surprised
if they, too, need to wear
flak jackets? Or hold hoses
in one hand and weapons
in the other? Should we be
shocked to soon see ads for
tail gunners on fire trucks?

Few of us in daily rou-
tines expect to participate
in law enforcement proce-
dures. I was in such a scene
recently, albeit unwittingly.
Having concluded popping
corn for delivery to friends,
I noticed the gas gauge skit-
tering toward “E.”

Outfitted in pull-over
shirt, old jean cut-offs and
sandals, I wished for a base-
ball cap to hide run-away
gray hair mats devoid of
shampoo for 24 hours or
so. Some 40-50 yards away,
a smiling lady waved vigor-
ously.

Thinking she recognized

me and
probably
wanted a
popcorn
fix--for her-
\ self and for

felt it seem-
ly to re-
ward them.
I wandered
slowly over
to hand
them a bag,
as if I knew
them. Turns out, I didn’t.

As the bag left my hand,

I heard a voice of the law,
neither amplified nor ill-
spoken. “Please move away
from the car.”

Behind the woman’s vehi-
cle, perhaps 40 feet away,
was a police car. Inside, the
officer was completing de-
tails of what I suppose was
a speeding violation.

Horrors! I was thrust into
possible interference with
the law. So, I offered the of-
ficer a bag of popcorn, too.
But, he couldn’t accept it. I
felt stupid, retreated quick-
ly to my car and drove
away.

Proceeding with deliver-
ies, I couldn’t turn off mem-
ories of how I'd almost “in-
terfered” with what I'm sure
was a routine traffic stop
near noontide of the day.

I hope the woman and her
children enjoyed the pop-
corn, and I'm sorry—at this
time in history, anyway-

-it isn’t prudent for law en-
forcement personnel to ac-
cept foodstuff from a guy
who looked like he should
be raking leaves.

I mentally “applauded”
to the many demonstra-
tions across our land sup-
porting men and women in
blue. Let us applaud their
many shades of blue, in-
cluding postal workers,
and yes, even umpires. It
is the American way, even
if the latter group some-
times must wait for instant
replay for exoneration. For
many caught up in the jag-
ged edges of life’s realities,
there’s no instant replay, no
mulligans and quite often,
not even casual thanks.

It is worth repeating: The
American way is under
siege. If we are to be privi-
leged to keep it one nation
under God, we must reclaim
old resolve to defend what
is right and true--for each
other, and for the men and
women in blue. May God
bless them every day.

Dead Men's Prices

Ilove art and the walls of my home are
covered with it. I'm talking real art, not that
abstract/impressionism garbage like the
stuff that was shown at a modern art show
in New York years ago where the judges
accidentally gave “Best In Show” to an air
conditioning vent that wasn’t even entered
in the competition. Or the “art” created by
“artists” like Darryl Sapien and Michael Hin-
ton in 1971 when they wrestled bare naked
in a 10 foot diameter circle of steer manure
at the San Francisco “Art” Institute. Critics
called it a "masterpiece". Nor did I care for
Christo’s 1976 piece called “Running Fence”
which was actually an 18 foot tall fence
that ran on for 24 miles through California.
I use the past tense because it was taken
down after two weeks, much to the relief
of residents of the area. I believe Christo’s
fence was the only piece of “art” ever cre-
ated that required post hole diggers and
an Environmental Impact Report. Not only
was it not art, in my opinion, it wasn’t even
a good fence as it was made out of nylon
cloth that any three-legged lamb could’ve
busted through.

I also happen to really love cartoons
like those by Jerry Palen, Mad Jack, Earl
and another of my favorite cartoonists, Al
Capp. He did a strip years ago called Andy
Capp and I grew up reading it. Al Capp
said that abstract art was “A product of the
untalented, sold by the unprincipled to the
utterly bewildered.” I couldn’t agree more.

Although I like all kinds of real art what I

really love is western art
painted by true western-
ers. I'd rather look at a
propane tank made to
look like a corn on the
cob painted by a prunie
than I would a master-
piece created by another
New Yorker who just
came west to pillage and

my foot!

LEE PITTS That’s why I much

prefer Russell to Rem-

ington. Russell was born
and raised in the gateway to the west and
had the good sense to take up permanent
residence here. He chose to live amongst
us, whereas Remington was a New Yorker
who just came west because he liked what
the western light did for his paintings. It’s
true he owned a sheep ranch in Kansas
for a brief period but he didn’t last long
before going back home, never to return. In
1884 the St. Lawrence Plaindealer said of
Remington, “He is an enthusiastic admirer
of Kansas, not as a home, but as a place to
make money.” For Remington, the cowboy
was cash.

I'm a painter myself, you know? Not
just of houses either. I even sold a paint-
ing once to a patron of the arts, but I had
to promise to never pick up a paintbrush
again. But I did. I can draw rocks okay, a

passable house, and a faintly recognizable
tree, but my cows and horses look very
much alike. Sometimes even I can’t tell the
difference.

What I am really atrocious at is people,
probably because I haven’t studied them
like T have animals. People simply hold no
interest for me. T'll be the first to admit
that right now there is not a huge demand
for my work but remember, Van Gogh only
sold two paintings while he was alive and
I'm already half way there. Now Van Gogh’s
are selling for “dead men’s prices” and I'm
confident that after I'm dead and gone my
paintings too will be fetching dead men’s
money.

Just the other day an artist friend of mine
came to our house and admired a few of my
paintings which hang on our refrigerator
door, as if they were done by some kinder-
gartner. (Only the kindergartner's are prob-
ably better.) The artist took one look at my
ranch scenes and said, “I'm not really into
abstract or impressionism.” Then he gave
me the greatest encouragement I've had in
my painting career yet by looking at one
ranch scene and saying, “Those are cattle
aren’t they?”

“YES!” T exclaimed. “You could tell they
are cows and not horses!

“Don’t get too excited,” he said, deflating
me. “It’s just that you don’t see too many
Hereford colored horses with what appear
to be horns.”

American Community Survey updates poverty statistics

AUSTIN — Texas’ pov-
erty rate improved to 17.2
percent in 2014, accord-
ing to U.S. Census Bureau’s
American Community Survey
released Sept. 17.

Embedded in that statistic
is this: more than 4.5 mil-
lion Texans — 1.7 million of
whom are children — still
live in poverty. In 2014, the
poverty line for a family of
three was about $19,000 per
year.

Austin-based Center for
Public Policy Priorities, a
non-partisan research and
advocacy organization, said
the poverty rate for Texas
children of 24.6 percent re-
mained unchanged from the
previous year.

“Although the state is
growing, too many Texans
struggle every day to make
ends meet,” Jennifer Lee of
the Center for Public Policy
Priorities said. “High levels
of child poverty continue to
undermine our state econ-

omy and affect the future
prosperity of our state,” she
added.

Other points made by the
Center, based on the Census
Bureau data:

- Rapid economic growth
in Texas cities and reflected
in population growth, new
construction, and increasing
home values, has outpaced
growth in Texans’ paychecks.

- Median household in-
come rose only slightly to
$53,035. Income inequal-
ity is persistent in Texas. If
Texas were made up of five
people collectively earning
$100, the highest-earning
person would earn more
than $51 while the lowest-
earner would make $3.14
and the Texan in the middle
earns $14.

- Education levels and pov-
erty are closely connected,
underscoring the importance

of educating the next genera-
tion of Texans for the state’s
future prosperity. Some 28.5
percent of Texans without

a high school diploma lived
in poverty, compared to 10
percent of those with some
college education and only
4.5 percent for those with a
bachelor’s degree.

Ella was born December
8, 1922 to ranching pioneers,
Ira and Wilma West Carson in
the W.E. West home in Ozona.
The family lived at the Car-
son Ranch in Val Verde Co 45
miles south of Ozona. When
Ella entered kindergarten the
family built a home in town
and would travel to town
each fall for the children to
attend school. Ella was edu-
cated in the Ozona schools.
Upon graduation she attend-
ed Baylor University where
she studied nursing. Due to
the war her family wanted
her closer to home. She com-
pleted her degree in business
at San Angelo College. Many
summers she traveled to
Boulder, Colorado to study
art. She developed a love for
oil painting and landscapes
while in Colorado.

During World War II,
Ozona had an Air Field. It
was custom that the women
of Ozona would bake cook-
ies for the Air Force perform-
ing maneuvers four miles
west of town. It was there,
delivering cookies, that she
met the young Bill Clegg. He
was a handsome bombardier
navigator instructor from
Pawtucket, Rhode Island.
They were married October
14, 1944. The couple lived at
Air Force bases in San Angelo
and Ft Myers Florida. When
the war ended, they returned
to Texas to live at the ranch in
southern Crockett County on
Pandale Road to raise sheep
and have a family. After the
loss of two infant sons, they
were blessed with a daughter,
Chris. The couple moved to
town and built a home when
Chris was old enough to at-
tend school. They continued
ranching raising sheep, an-
gora goats and cattle.

Ella’s faith in God was
evident in everything she
did. She enjoyed playing the
piano praising God with lyr-
ics from the Baptist Hymnal
and reading in her Bible. She
taught Sunday school at the
First Baptist Church for sev-
eral years and she lived a
Christian lifestyle.

Ella was involved in the
other community organiza-
tions like her sister and Moth-
er. She was very involved in
the school PTA. She was a
member of the Ozona Wom-
an’s Forum and various other
organizations.

Ella continued the love of
art throughout her life and
was an accomplished artist.
She and her mother traveled
to participate in art work-
shops throughout the world
but mostly New Mexico. She
would take her easel into
the forested mountains and
paint the landscapes. Over
her lifetime she studied art
with famous Southwest art-
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ists including Sterling and
Peter Hurd. Many of her art
pieces are of the landscapes
and still life of the Southwest
and of her beloved ranch.

Ella liked to travel. She
traveled abroad to many
countries. Often, she was ac-
companied by sister Chrys-
telle Childress and sister in
law Norma Carson. She said
her favorite place was Chi-
na right after the fall of the
Great Wall of China before
the tourism industry began
there. Ella and Bill traveled
the Panama Canal on their
50th Wedding Anniversary.

Ella and Bill enjoyed the
game of golf together. They
had a home on a golf course
in New Mexico and were part
of the Texas New Mexico
South West Seniors Golf As-
sociation. Ella played in and
won many golf tournaments.
She even scored a hole in one
during a tournament at Alto
Lakes Country Club. Her
name is still on a plaque in
the Alto Club House.

An important part of
Ella’s life was her family. In
recent years, she enjoyed vis-
its from her small family and
the entertainment of her twin
great-grandsons. Ella moved
into to the Crockett County
Care Center in 2014. The
caregivers there became part
of her family, too.

Ella was preceded in
death by her parents, brother
William James Carson, sister,
Chrystelle Carson Childress,
her husband of 56 years, Wil-
liam (Bill) Robert Clegg, and
two infant children, Thomas
Ira Clegg and William Robert
Clegg, II.

She is survived by her
daughter Chris Clegg, grand-
daughter, Heather Claburn
and husband Allen Claburn,
two great-grandsons Braxten

Mary Geniece Hardberger
Childress was born in Knox
City, Texas June 19, 1916.

She died September 15,
2015 in the comfort of her
own home. Services were Sat-
urday, Sept. 19, at the First
Baptist Church of Ozona with
burial following at Cedar Hill
Cemetery.

Her parents were Rufus
Edwin Hardberger and Jenny
Lee Reeves Hardberger. She
had one sister, Lucille Hard-
berger Littleton of Ozona,
and four brothers, Homer,
R.E. Jr.,, George and Billy.
Her father owned and oper-
ated cotton gins on the high
plains of Texas.

The family moved to Lub-
bock when Geniece was eight
and she lived there until she
married. She was a graduate
of Lubbock High School and
Texas Tech University, and
upon graduating, she taught
school for a year. She remem-
bered watching the streets
being paved with bricks, play-
ing sports with her brothers
in open fields and walking to
school when buildings and
houses were sparse.

In 1937, she married Pleas
Leasel Childress, Jr. of Ozo-
na. They traveled to Mexico
City on their honeymoon and
afterwards moved to Turkey
Roost Ranch, 16 miles north-
east of Ozona. She loved the
ranch and quickly learned to
help with the work and enjoy
that way of life. She told her
children she was grateful to
neighboring ranch wives who
showed her how to cook for
large groups during shear-
ing season and how to bet-
ter manage without electric-
ity. After eight years and the
birth of two children, Genelle
and Pleas Leasel III, the fam-
ily moved to town. Two ad-
ditional children were born,
Elizabeth Lucille and Charles
Grady.

She was active in her chil-
dren’s activities, in the com-
munity and in her church.
She wrote book reviews and
was the commentator for
many years for the Women’s
Forum style show as well as
worked to get the museum
moved from a classroom in
the high school to its pres-
ent building. She came to
love and appreciate Crockett
County, its history and its
way of life. Geniece wanted
to share this with others and
worked tirelessly to pub-
lish The History of Crockett
County. She wanted a record
of the early settlers and all of
those who helped build the
county. She went on to write
and produce a pageant of
the pioneer days in Crockett
County. She attended many
museum workshops across
the state to learn conserva-
tion techniques, and worked
to preserve and present the
artifacts of the museum. She
gave talks and tours to school
children and museum visi-
tors. She retired from muse-
um work in her eighties. The
Fort Concho Museum Board
of San Angelo recently voted
to make her an honorary life
member in recognition of
her many years in support of
heritage preservation and the
Fort Concho site. It was her
hope to share her love of his-
tory especially about Crock-
ett County with others.

Geniece was very involved
in the First Baptist Church
of Ozona and taught Sun-
day school for many years.

Many people in Ozona have
told her son how much they
appreciated her lessons. She
also worked with the teens in
Training Union. Near the end
of her life she enjoyed visit-
ing with her family and sing-
ing and playing her beloved
hymns, which remarkably,
she could still remember de-
spite her failing memory.

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An evenmg with outlaws

A gang of outlaws in West
Texas was the subject of the
Crockett County Museum's
membership dinner last week.

Author and historian, Bar-
bara Barton, spoke to a big
crowd gathered at the Civic
Center about her book "Den
of Outlaws."

Barton has been writing
books for 20 years. Along with
"Den of Outlaws," she has also
written "Pistol Packin' Preach-
ers" and "Secrets of the Sher-
wood Courthouse.”

"I enjoy history and I
started with local history," she
said. "I write about the good
guys and the bad."

Barton grew up on a small
farm along Spring Creek near
Mertzon.

She enjoyed many years
of teaching before starting to
writing books.

"Den of Outlaws" is the
tale of six outlaws that lived
in West Texas, around Chris-
toval and Knickerbocker in
the 1890s.

Brothers Tom and Sam
Ketchum, Will Carver, Dave At-
kins, Ben Kilpatrick and Laura
Bullion were the gang known
for robbing trains and banks
in New Mexico, Montana, Wyo-
ming and Texas.

"Yes, there was a girl in the
gang. She had a restless na-
ture that caused her to follow
the cowboys. She also chose
undesirable places to work,
like brothels," Barton said.

The gang took many turns.

Barton said one of the
gangs most famous tales was
when they robbed so much
gold they had to put it in a
wagon because it was too
heavy to fit in their saddle
bags.

The gang took it to Chris-
toval where Kilpatrick's sister
lived.

Barton said the people

in Christoval got wind of the
gang and the gold that they
followed their rainy tracks out
of town.

When Atkins was cap-
tured and put on house arrest,
he met up with an English
horse trader named Billy An-
son. Atkins worked with An-
son and ended up taking hors-
es to South Africa to fight in
the Boer War from 1900-1901.

Barton said in a letter she
found from Atkins, he wrote
about finding prickly pear in
South Africa.

The gang also spent time
on the Pecos River 10 miles
from Pandale down river.

Barton had a photo that
a reader gave her where Tom
Ketchum scratched on a rock
"Tom Ketchum and between 2
rocks 10 ft. S. of here by T.K."

Sam Ketchum was Kkilled
in New Mexico by law enforce-
ment.

Tom Ketchum left the
gang after that and was even-
tually convicted of killing 20
men and hung in Clayton, N.M.

Kilpatrick and Carver joined
the Wild Bunch in 1901 with
Harry Longbaugh, also known
as the Sundance Kid, Robert
Parker, also known as Butch
Cassidy, and Harry Logan.

Bullion also followed
Carver and Kilpatrick.

Carver was killed at a
store in Sonora when a local
recognized him and warned
the sheriff. Kilpatrick was in-
jured.

Barton said the Sonora
Sheriff auctioned off Carver's
saddle, bridle and gun.

"I believe he got some
pretty good prices for it," she
said.

Kilpatrick and Bullion
were eventually caught by po-
lice in St. Louis, Mo.

Both spent time in prison.

After he was released,
Kilpatrick was tried in Paint
Rock, Texas for killing a per-
son over hogs.

He was acquitted and
moved to Sanderson where he
met Ole Beck.

In 1912, they both were
killed trying to rob a train.

Only Bullion lived to an
old age of 85. She returned
to Tennessee where she was
in prison, worked as a seam-
stress and became a recluse.

"Now does crime pay? 1
guess that's the question,”
Barton said.

The Crockett County Mu-
seum carries several of Bar-
ton's books for sale.

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CROCKETT COUNTY HISTORICAL COMMISSION
Lommission continues massive gravesile project

Crockett County Histori-
cal Commission's project of
mapping and photographing
gravesites in Cedar Hill and Lima
Cemeteries continues under the
guidance of organization secre-
tary Janie Everett. Assisting are
officers Bob Childress, presi-
dent, Carmen Sutton, treasurer,
and board members J.R. Kenley,
Ginger Perner, Becky Montgom-
ery and Linda and Scotty Moore.

Part of the project includes
identification and marking of the
corners of each cemetery block
with posts supporting tiles let-
tered with the block and cem-
etery designation. Purchased by
the commission, the posts and
tiles are being placed in position
by employees of the Crockett
County Road Department under
the direction of Road Superin-
tendent Jeffrey Stuart. Once this
phase is completed, maps of
each cemetery area, including
gravesites, will be placed in en-
closures inside the entrances.

The commission's roots are
in the Crockett County Histori-
cal and Scientific Commission,
which was organized April 21,
1939. The purposes of this or-
ganization included collecting

and preservation in a museum
"all procurable specimens and
relics of historical character
pertaining to this county and
West Texas." The name was lat-
er shortened to Crockett Coun-
ty Historical Society.

Later, in 1963, a call by then
Governor John Connally was
made for every county judge to
appoint a Historical Survey Com-
mittee. Duties of this committee
were to mark and preserve local
history in every county in the
state. As the objectives of this
group seemed to be those of the
Crockett County Historical Soci-
ety, Judge Brock Jones appoint-
ed officers of that group as the
first Crockett County Historical
Survey Committee at a meeting
Jan. 19, 1963.

The committee placed his-
torical medallions at the court-
house and Ozona National Bank,
then in 1965 began concentration
on preservation at Fort Lancaster.
The committee's efforts, along
with help from many sources,
resulted in the April 16, 1968,
transfer of the title to the land to
the Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment to become a Texas State
Park and Historic Site.

As a result of the work of
the Historical Survey Commit-
tee, which became the Crockett

County Historical Commission
in 1975, five Civil War veter-
ans' graves and more than 19
sites and buildings have been
marked in the county.

Robotics competition
theme is 'Power Up

0ZONA MIDDLE SCHOOL

We are close to the end
of the sixth week of the first
six weeks.

In Technology Class stu-
dents will review next week
for the first six weeks test.
The review will be very sim-
ilar to the test, and stu-
dents will be allowed to take
it home and study. Please
keep a lookout for this and
encourage your student to
prepare well.

A part of our technolo-
gy curriculum at the middle
school is typing (also known
as keyboarding). Students
come with a limited back-
ground of computing into
middle school, and our goal
is that we develop students
into mature and adept com-
puter users.

In the next month we
are changing our keyboard-
ing program to Mavis Bea-
con. This program helps the
students learn to keep their
hands on the home rows (let-
ters “asdf” and “jklI;”) and
tell which finger presses the
correct key outside of the
home row.

It is important for stu-
dents to learn to type with
the proper technique and
without staring at the keys.
Students who cannot type
proficiently end up typ-
ing very slow and have is-
sues with accuracy. This is
very difficult for students
to learn at the beginning be-
cause it slows them down,
and they end up having to
backspace and retype let-
ters frequently. In the grand
scheme of things it is for the
best. We want the students
to look at the paper they are
typing and trust that their
fingers go to the correct
keys. Please encourage your
student to type correctly.

We have had some time
over the last week to look
at and discuss the Robot-
ics Arena Game Manual. The
manual (or directions to
play) is 21 pages in length,
so it takes a lot of discus-
sion and reading to under-
stand how to play along with
the limitations forced on the
competitors.

The theme of this year’s
game is called “Power Up,”
and the game board repre-
sents a battery manufac-

turing and recycling plant.
Students build a robot that
must fit in a 12-inch by
12-inch by 12-inch cube us-
ing motors and sensors and
Lego pieces.

The robot is required
to move battery shells (PVC
couplers) into a specific ar-
ea of the plant (Battery Shell
Recycling Center), and super
batteries (the PVC couplers
with wiffle balls on top) to
the Super Battery Collec-
tion Area. Points are scored
for how many batteries are

properly placed in each
zone.
Additionally, extra

points will be awarded for
robots who have the Battery
Testing Zone and Battery
Shell Refurbishing Line com-
pletely cleared of all game
pieces by the end of the
match.

Finally, a lightning rod
game piece must be placed
on the mat to supply ex-
tra power and increase the
match time limit from one
minute to two minutes. Next
week I will discuss the Ro-
botics Invention Competi-
tion.

Commissioners
approve tax rates

The Crockett County
Commissioners’ Court ap-
proved the 2015 tax rates for
the county and the CCCCSD
during a special meeting
Monday night.

The 2015 total tax rate is
$1.70670 per $100 valuation.
This is $.14735 higher than
last year’s total tax rate.

Crockett County tax
rates include the county gen-
eral tax rate, $.50509, county
road and bridge, $.09302,
CCCCSD local maintenance
rate, $1.06, CCCCSD interest
and sinking rate, $.036 and
the water rate, $.01259.

The CCCCSD interest and
sinking tax rate comes from
the $3 million school bond
that was passed by local vot-
ers in September 2014.

The county’s tax rates
will raise more taxes for
maintenance and operations
than last year’s tax rate.

The property tax revenue
to be raised from new prop-
erty added to the tax roll this
year is $142,596.

The tax rate will effec-
tively be raised by .18 per-
cent and will raise taxes for
maintenance and operations
on a $100,000 home by about
$108.46.

The county budget and
tax rates are available to the
public. Copies can be ob-
tained from the county audi-
tor’s office at the courthouse
annex.

The commissioners will
hold a special meeting at
noon Thursday, Sept. 24, at
the courthouse annex.

Items on the agenda are
discussion and action on ap-
proving specifications and
putting out for bids on the
new roof for the Crockett
County Courthouse Annex
and discussion and action on
a Ramp Grant for Airport.

The meeting is open to
the public.

Sawyer and the eyewit-
ness were able to find the lo-
cation from which the sta-
lagtite had been broken.

Testimony was also pre-
sented by Sawyer concerning
the process and costs which
will be necessary for repairs
to restore the stalagtite.

During her testimony, In-
gham said her family opened
the caverns for public and
educational purposes, and to
preserve natural resources.

The Sonora Caverns has
been owned by the Mayfield
Family for five generations.

A Sutton County Grand
Jury indicted Garcia-Gal-
legos on Sept. 9, 2014 on two
counts for damaging the cav-
erns, the release stated.

“The Sonora Caverns rep-
resent a precious natural re-
source that must be protect-
ed and preserved for future
generations. The removal of
even the smallest items from
the caverns damages the in-
tegrity and beauty of this
natural wonder,” said Laurie
English, 112th District Attor-
ney.

The law concerning dam-
age to caves within Texas was
modified in 2007 and the
penalty was increased from a
misdemeanor to a felony af-
ter the Sonora Caverns sus-
tained damage to the “Butter-
fly” which was the premier
feature of the caverns.

The Mayfield Family and
Sutton County Attorney Da-
vid Wallace were instrumen-
tal in getting the penalty
raised to a state jail felony.
This is the first recorded
prosecution in the State of
Texas under this statute.

The Caverns of Sonora
was opened to the public July
16, 1960. It is located off of
Interstate-10, 15 miles south-
west of Sonora.

The Caverns of Sonora
marks the halfway point be-
tween San Antonio and Big
Bend National Park.

Murr announces re-election

nounced
last week
that he
will seek
a second
term in the Texas House.

Murr said he is proud to
serve the people of District 53
in the Texas Legislature and
that he is pleased he was able
to follow through with many
of his campaign goals from
the 2014 election.

“It was a very challenging
legislative session, but I'm hap-
py to report that we passed a
fiscally conservative, balanced
budget while still adding fund-
ing for education, border secu-
rity, transportation and child
protection,” Murr said. “We
protected the rainy day fund,
cut taxes, and had one of the
most conservative legislative
sessions in memory. We also
increased transparency in the
state’s budget by eliminating
accounting gimmicks and re-
quiring dedicated funds to be
used for their intended pur-
poses.”

ment protections. With vital
issues such as water, roads
and local control continuing
to dominate this rural region
of Texas, Murr spends sub-
stantial time interacting with
local officials and property
owners in the Hill Country,
South Texas and West Texas.

CHILD SEATS EMPHASIZED
Texas Department of

Transportation last week re-
ported that in 2014, crashes
on Texas roads killed 81 chil-
dren younger than 8 years of
age. In 2013 the death toll
for children in the same age
bracket was 67.

Texas law requires all chil-
dren under 8 years old, un-
less they are taller than 4
feet 9 inches, to be in a child
safety seat whenever they
ride in a passenger vehicle.
Failure to properly restrain a
child can result in a ticket up
to $250.

TxDOT conducted free
child safety seat checks at
the agency’s 25 statewide
district offices as part of na-
tional Child Passenger Safety
Week, Sept. 13-19.

HOUSTON IS ADDED
TO LIST

U.S. Department of Home-
land Security on Sept. 15 an-
nounced the adding of Hous-
ton and Chicago to the federal
agency’s Domestic Nuclear
Detection Office’s Securing
the Cities program. The pro-
gram reportedly is designed
to help detect radiological
and nuclear threats and pro-
tect major metropolitan ar-
eas against terrorist attacks.

According to Census Bu-
reau 2014 estimates, Hous-
ton, at 2.24 million people,
is the nation’s fourth-largest
city. Chicago, rated third
largest, had a population of
2.72 million in 2014.

On Sept. 15 Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety Direc-
tor Steven McCraw said the
program “offers state and
local agencies vital resources
to help prepare in protecting
against radiological or nucle-
ar terrorist attacks.”

OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances present
in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county create
a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by outdoor
burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the
Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that outdoor
burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days from the
date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions are termi-
nated earlier based on a determination made by the Texas For-
est Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursuant to Local
Government Code 352.081, and other applicable statues. This
Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activities related to
public health and safety that are authorized by the Texas Natu-
ral Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter training; (2) public
utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations; (3) planting or
harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are conducted
by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural Re-
source Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under
Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the stan-
dards of Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, loca-
tion involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does NOT
prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area which is
attended at all times. In accordance with the Local Government
Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
