Commissioners approve sale 
of jail, wellness center bonds

The Crockett County 
Commissioners’ Court ap-
proved the selling of the 
bonds for the jail and well-
ness center projects. 

At Monday’s regular 
meeting, Vince Viaille with 
Specialized Public Finance 
presented the commissioners 
with the bond bids. 

Two bids were received 
on the $6 million jail bond. 
The winning bid went to Frost 
Bank with 1.75 percent. Ozo-
na Bank is also in the bid with 
Frost Bank.

Commissioner Frank 
Tambunga abstained from 
voting on the jail bonds due 
to being employed with Ozo-
na Bank.  

On the wellness center, 
Viaille said no bids were re-
ceived on the $4 million 

bonds. Viaille said he ap-
proached Frost Bank but they 
said no. Next, he approached 
Signature Public Funding 
Corp. who said they would 
purchase the bonds at a rate 
of 1.97 percent. 

Signature Public Funding 
Corp. also purchased the tax 
notes for the new $3 million 
health clinic at the same rate 
of 1.97 percent. 

Viaille said the coun-
ty’s tax base being mainly oil 
and gas with a lot of miner-
al evaluation, and the current 
low price of oil, was one of 
the reasons no bids were re-
ceived for the wellness cen-
ter bond. 

“We also felt this was bet-
ter to go through commercial 
banks, which limits your mar-
ketplace,” Viaille said. “All three 
issues sold under 2 percent in-
terest rate, which is a very good 
thing for the county.”

Closing for the jail and 
wellness center bonds is ex-
pected to be March 8. At that 
time the county will receive 
the funds. 

All three projects are set 
for five-year terms on the 
bonds and tax note. 

The new interest and 
sinking tax rate for all three 
county projects will be 
$.01196 per $100 valuation. 

The current total tax rate 
is $1.70670 per $100 valua-
tion. This is $.14735 higher 
than last year’s total tax rate. 

Crockett County tax rates 
include the county gener-
al tax rate, $.50509, coun-
ty road and bridge, $.09302, 
CCCCSD local maintenance 
rate, $1.06, CCCCSD interest 
and sinking rate, $.036 and 
the water rate, $.01259.

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AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Abbott 
and U.S. Rep. Henry Cuellar, 
D-McAllen, are asking U.S. De-
partment of Homeland Secu-
rity Secretary Jeh Johnson for 
detailed information regard-
ing border security cuts.

Of particular interest to 
Abbott and Cuellar is the 
federal agency’s decision to 
cut resources for aerial-based 
border security support in 
a program known as Opera-
tion Phalanx. Specifically, the 
Department of Homeland 
Security’s request for aerial 
detection, situational aware-
ness and monitoring capa-
bility support for Operation 
Phalanx from the Department 
of Defense for calendar year 
2016 was 50 percent lower 
than that of recent years.

The decrease came despite 
the governor’s Sept. 30, 2015, 
request for additional aerial 
observation resources along 
the border, and despite the 
fact that Congress fully fund-
ed Department of Defense 

support for Operation Pha-
lanx in the recently passed 
omnibus appropriations bill, 
according to the governor’s 
office.

“Given the recent surge 
of migrants from Central 
America and Cuba along the 
southern border, we believe 
(the Department of Homeland 
Security) should be request-
ing more surveillance and se-
curity resources, not fewer,” 
Abbott and Cuellar wrote in a 
Feb. 1 letter to Johnson. “Any 
decrease in aerial observation 
is not only imprudent, but 
contradicts the very mission 
of border security enforce-
ment.”

Abbott and Cuellar noted 
that the Department of 
Homeland Security’s deci-
sion to decrease surveillance 
resources “is unsettling” and 
requested the following infor-
mation:

- Metrics used to determine 
that a 50 percent reduction 
in aerial resources would suf-
ficiently support Operation 
Phalanx;

- Detailed plans on how 
the cuts would impact staff-
ing, resource allocation and 
operation levels in Laredo, 
the Rio Grande Valley and 
Tucson; and

- What resources the depart-
ment plans to use “to back-
fill any gaps” the reduction 
presents.

ABBOTT POSTS 
FIRST YEAR REPORT

Gov. Abbott on Feb. 2 re-
leased a “Report to the People 
of Texas” listing highlights of 
his first year in office.

The report, as stated in a 
news release, “takes a look at 
the economy and businesses 
that expanded or relocated to 
Texas, in addition to provid-

ing an overview of legislation 
passed to cut taxes, improve 
Texas’ public and higher 
education systems, 
build new roads, 
secure our border 
and chart a course 
that keeps the 
Lone Star State 
a beacon of in-
dividual liberty 
and economic 
opportunity.”

Governor, congressman seek details on border security cuts

I loved Animal Breeding when I was in 
college.

eral government. With the 
exception of the citizen-
ship certificate, none of 
the forms of identification 
may be expired for more 
than 60 days.

What about you and 
autoimmune disease?

The American Autoim-
mune Related Diseases As-
sociation (AARDA) estimates 
as many as 50 million Ameri-
cans are affected by autoim-
mune diseases, a collection 
of more than 80 conditions, 
ailments and illnesses.

Ideally, the immune 
system defends the body’s 
healthy cells. Autoimmune 
disease occurs when the im-
mune system decides healthy 
cells are foreign or a threat to 
the body and attacks them. 
There are many little known 
causal factors attributed to 
the onset of autoimmune 
disease that may affect the 
body’s tissues, organs and 
fluids in many different ways. 

Many of the autoimmune 
diseases alternate between 
periods of remission and 
flare-up, with symptoms var-
ied or similar in nature. There 
can actually be more than one 
illness or condition occurring 
simultaneously. These fac-
tors can make the process of 
diagnoses very difficult and 
the treatment rendered is 
focused merely on relieving 
symptoms, rather than a cure.

Autoimmune diseases 
often run in families, simi-
lar genetics and 3 out of 4 
of those affected are female. 
African American, Hispanic, 
and Native American ethnici-
ties are at an even greater 
risk of developing autoim-
mune disease.

While the cause of au-
toimmune disease is not 
known, the theories abound 
about what prompts autoim-
mune disease to become evi-
dent, including; microbes or 
viruses, drugs, chemical and 
environmental irritants, and 
family history.

With autoimmune dis-
ease, a substance enters and 
infiltrates the cells of the 
body, which stimulates the 
production of an antibodies. 
Antibodies fight what the im-
mune system perceives as an 
invader. Diagnosis involves 
identifying the antibodies the 
body is producing.

Some of the tests used to 
diagnose an autoimmune dis-
ease include; autoantibody 
tests - any of several tests 
that look for specific anti-
bodies to your own tissues, 
antinuclear antibody tests - 
a type of autoantibody test 
that looks for antinuclear 
antibodies, which attack the 
nuclei of cells in your body, 
complete blood count - mea-
sures the numbers of red and 
white cells in your blood, 
C-reactive protein (CRP) - el-
evated CRP is an indication 
of inflammation throughout 
your body, and erythrocyte 
sedimentation rate - this test 

indirectly 
measures 
how much 
inflamma-
tion is in 
your body.

While 
treatment 
of auto-
immune 
diseases 
involves 
attempts to 
control the 
course of 
the disease 

and minimize symptoms, 
mainly during flare-ups, they 
are chronic illnesses and 
conditions with no cure. 

The AARDA suggests 
things you can do; eat a bal-
anced and healthy diet, exer-
cise regularly, get plenty of 
rest, take vitamin supplements, 
decrease stress, limit sun expo-
sure and avoid any known ele-
ments that trigger flare-ups.

Medical interventions can 
include; hormone replace-
ment therapy, blood trans-
fusions, anti-inflammatory 
medication, pain medication, 
immunosuppressive medica-
tions and physical therapy.

Alternative therapies 
have brought relief for some 
sufferers. They include; 
herbs, chiropractic therapy, 
acupuncture and hypnosis.

Most significantly, it is 
what you do that matters 
most. You are your chief 
advocate in the strategy for 
optimum health. Elimination 
of all possible causations 
should be step one. Sugar, 
grains and dairy consump-
tion are implicated in most 
known autoimmune diseases. 
They should be avoided for 4 
to 6 weeks and reintroduced 
into your way of eating, one 
item at a time to ascertain 
their affects in your body.

Be mindful of your envi-
ronment; the quality of the 
air you breathe, chemicals to 
which you are exposed, haz-
ards in your workplace and 
even the habits of your sig-
nificant others.

While your genetic assem-
bly is much like a blueprint in 
your body’s construct, it’s the 
elements and nutrients (good 
and bad) introduced by you 
that cause your genes to ex-
press themselves in the manner 
they do. Knowingly or not, you 
control everything the goes into 
your body and you; therefore, 
are the most valuable player in 
the quality of your life.

I was also cho-
sen to lead the Tom Green 
County SWAT Team, where I 
not only planned, coordinat-
ed and ran high risk search 
warrants but also oversaw 
the team’s monthly training. 
I am a member of the Tex-
as Narcotics Officers Associ-
ation and have been elected 
to the Executive Board year-

ly as a West Region Director 
for the past 10 years. As a 
member and board member 
I receive and also conduct 
trainings throughout West 
Texas on not only narcotic 
related subjects but also ac-
tive shooter, outlaw motorcy-
cle gangs, prison gangs, de-
fensive tactics, investigative 
procedures, interdiction and 
firearms. I have put on and 
helped coordinate classes 
here in Ozona, Fort Stockton, 
Odessa, San Angelo, Abilene, 
Brownwood, Kerrville, Lub-
bock, El Paso and Amarillo.

WHAT ARE THREE THINGS 
YOU WOULD LIKE TO AC-

COMPLISH IF ELECTED?
1. Proactive patrols so 

that we can better combat 
the drug problem and also 
other crimes like thefts and 
burglaries, criminal mischief. 
Deputies would target prob-
lem areas verses waiting for 
a call.

2. Community policing, 
deputies would be more vis-
ible throughout all the neigh-
borhoods and business areas. 

They would be encouraged to 
stop and interact with peo-
ple and business owners to 
find out their concerns and 
get their input. Citizens mak-
ing a call for service would be 
“kept in the loop” as to the 
status of their case. Commu-
nity oriented policing would 
also help build a better rela-
tionship between the sher-
iff’s office and the people it 
serves.

3. Training, I would en-
sure the deputies are more 
than adequately trained and 
certified. Deputies need more 
than just the minimum train-
ing required by law (Tex-
as Commission on Law En-
forcement). I have access to a 
network of connections and 
resources through my affilia-
tion to TNOA to bring in In-
structors to train the dep-
uties here locally for a very 
nominal cost. Deputies would 
get the necessary training so 
that they could thoroughly 
and effectively investigate all 
calls for service and be able 
to document their findings in 
their reports. 

WHAT IS LIKELY THE MOST 
SIGNIFICANT ISSUE FACING 
YOUR OFFICE IN THE NEXT 

FEW YEARS AND WHY? 
The drug problem, most 

of the issues we face here lo-
cally are the same ones that 
other law enforcement agen-
cies face throughout the state 
and country. A lot of the prob-
lems can be traced back to the 
drug problem; problems such 
as thefts, burglaries usually 
lead to someone that steals 
so that they can either sell or 
trade their ill-gotten gains to 
obtain more of the drug they 
crave. Even some assaults can 
also be traced back to the drug 
problem as they are commit-
ted by people on drugs or al-
cohol. There are several new 
drugs such as synthetic mar-
ijuana and even variations of 
other exiting illegal drugs that 
cause violent behavior, para-
noia and in some cases sei-
zures and have even led to 
overdoses. 

VOTERS APPROVED A 
BOND FOR A NEW JAIL, 

HOW DO YOU PLAN 

TO SEE THE PROJECT 
IS ACCOMPLISHED?
Depending on where the 

project is, I would work with 
the architect and/or builder 
so that jail and sheriff’s of-
fice is set up so that it would 
function most efficiently. I be-
lieve my experience would be 
invaluable as I have worked 
with several departments and 
have seen how their jails are 
set up and how they run their 
operations. This also gives me 
contacts that could assist me 
in getting our jail set up so 
that it runs smoothly. 

ANY ADDITIONAL COM-
MENTS TO VOTERS:
I ask the voters of Crock-

ett County to seriously con-
sider the law enforcement 
qualifications and accom-
plishments of each of the 
candidates running for sher-
iff and decide whether they 
want to maintain the “sta-
tus quo” or do they want a 
sheriff that has the knowl-
edge and experience to make 
a change for the betterment 
of Crockett County.

education courses, and deal-
ing with not having an ap-
proved jail facility, I feel like 
I am qualified to continue as 
Crockett County Sheriff. Our 
challenge of finding appro-
priate housing for our vari-
ous prisoners has been oc-
curring since I took office 
and has been an issue every 
day since. 

WHAT ARE THREE THINGS 
YOU WOULD LIKE TO AC-

COMPLISH IF ELECTED?
The most significant is-

sue, or should I say what I 
hold as my main priority, is 
keeping Crockett County and 
its citizens safe. Every day 
brings a new challenge and I 
believe that my deputies and 
entire staff are up to the task. 
One of those challenges is the 
narcotics problem. Narcotics 
is a problem our entire coun-
try faces and unfortunately 
that includes Crockett Coun-
ty. I believe other crimes like 
theft go hand in hand with 
this epidemic. There have 
always been two deputies 
on duty at night, but we are 
making an extra shift to at-
tempt to lessen some of the 
violators that are active dur-
ing this shift. 

We have cooperated with 

other agencies including the 
Tom Green Sheriff's Depart-
ment, San Angelo Police De-
partment, U.S. Marshall's Of-
fice, Homeland Security, 
Texas Rangers, Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety, and 
Border Patrol. 

Making narcotics cases 
is not an easy job. We have 
prosecuted several narcot-
ics cases recently and have 
gotten some good sentenc-
es with the cooperation from 
our District Attorney's Of-
fice. We have been able to re-
cover alot of property. We 
have also made some good 
cases that have not yet been 
to trial. 

The last thing I would 
like to mention is an ongo-
ing goal of our department. 
We are consistently striving 
to ensure our County has the 
best and most professional 
department we can. We take 
advantage of training oppor-
tunities and attempt to have 
the best and most efficient 
officers available. We are 
working hard and will contin-
ue to fight the drug problem. 
It is such a nationwide epi-
demic and the sheriff needs 
the citizens to know how the 
system works and how much 
help they could be to reduce 
the problem. Any informa-
tion can be helpful and my 
door is always open. Drug 
cases are not easy to prose-
cute, but the more informa-

tion the sheriff's office has 
the more likely we will be to 
make a case that will hold up 
in court. 

WHAT IS LIKELY THE MOST 
SIGNIFICANT ISSUE FACING 
YOUR OFFICE IN THE NEXT 

FEW YEARS AND WHY? 
I have been dealing 

with the Crockett County 
Jail problem since elected. 
Our personnel have dealt 
with placing our offenders 
in other counties' jails and 
transportation to ensure the 
prisoners are properly at-
tended to. 

It is very important to 
the Sheriff's Department that 
the County Jail be a reality. I 
have compared detention de-
signs and design companies 
and determined what I would 
believe would be the best de-
sign to accommodate the 
needs of Crockett County. 

I have consulted with dif-
ferent detention architectur-
al firms and the diagram that 
was on display at the town 
meeting was the one that was 
selected. I have this plan in 
my office on display if any-
one would care to come see 
it and ask any questions they 
might have. 

VOTERS APPROVED A 
BOND FOR A NEW JAIL, 

HOW DO YOU PLAN 
TO SEE THE PROJECT 
IS ACCOMPLISHED?

I personally talked with 
three different detention ar-
chitects in regards to the 
needs of Crockett County. 
After much consideration 
the plans that were accept-
ed are on display now in the 
sheriff's office and are the 
plans that were available at 
the town meeting for pub-
lic information. This is the 
plan that was approved by 
the bond election. I intend 
to consult with the contrac-
tors to make sure this jail is 
built to the state standards 
and the facility that will best 
benefit the citizens of Crock-
ett County for years to come. 

ANY ADDITIONAL 
COMMENTS TO VOTERS:

I would like to continue 
in office to accomplish the 
vision I have for Crockett 
County. The law assures vio-
lators the right to have bond 
set while awaiting trial. This 
is necessary and unavoid-
able, but as long as I am 
sheriff I will do everything I 
can to protect the people of 
Ozona. 

I am a local Christian 
man with friends and fam-
ily here and I strive to treat 
everyone fairly, but hold ev-
eryone accountable. I have 
always been part of Ozona, 
raised my family here and 
will always be here and strive 
to make Ozona a safe place 
to live for everybody.

tions. I have attended numer-
ous required training for jail-
ers, dispatchers and peace 
officers, along with supervi-
sor classes.

I was moved to Patrol 
Deputy, and have held all 
ranks sergeant, captain and 
chief deputy which I held un-
til 2013 when I honorably re-
tired holding a “Master” Lev-
el in both Corrections and 
Peace Officer Fields.

During my time in the 
military, as a field radio op-
erator with top secret clear-
ance, I attended leadership 
and supervisor training. 
I lead Marine fire teams, 
squads and radio platoons. 
I also completed three years 
as a Marine Drill Instructor 
in San Diego, Calif. where I 
helped train numerous re-
cruits.

1. I am a firm believ-

er of cross training employ-
ees, each employee should 
be able to step in and fill 

in the duties of another 
person.  Properly crossed 
trained employees provide 
more trained office person-
nel available for emergency 
situations. I would like to be 
able to provide patrols of our 
county roads more frequent-
ly having enough trained em-
ployees could provide it. I 
would like to leave behind 
a full staff of employees all 
trained, and qualified to step 
in and fill the duties of a 
sheriff.

2. Keep employees moti-
vated; keep challenging them 
to provide professional atti-
tudes during public service 
duties. Keeping the same 
employees working together 
for longer periods tends to 
create a better camaraderie. 
Properly trained, equipped, 
uniform appearances, and 
rewarding good employees 
will help.

We will 
always have a drug prob-
lem, but constantly harass-
ing within legal limits of our 
known drug pushers will 
make it harder for them.

The construction of the 
new jail facility shall be the 
most significant issue in the 
near future. Our operational 
policies should be prepared 
and ready to use prior to the 
completion of the facility. 
Properly cross trained em-
ployees should make opera-
tions easier for a sheriff.

IS ACCOMPLISHED?
The construction of the 

new jail facility shall be a 
most significant issue fac-
ing us. State jail approved 
operational policies should 
be ready for use prior to the 
completion of the facility. A 
well-qualified jail supervisor 
with properly cross trained 
employees should make the 
operations of the facility eas-
ier for the sheriff’s office. 
Constant supervision of all 
jail/dispatching by a sheriff 
that is familiar with the du-
ties will help.

COMMENTS TO VOTERS:
I have the experience, 

qualifications, desire, and 
the motivation to help Crock-
ett County. I care about what 
happens to all our citizens. 
We all want an effective pro-
fessional sheriff’s office that 
we can be proud of. I will not 
make promises I cannot keep 
for the sake of obtaining 
votes. I will guarantee 100 
percent devotion, and effort 
to accomplish the duties of 
Crockett County’s Sheriff.

sinking tax rate comes from 
the $3 million school bond 
that was passed by local vot-
ers in September 2014. 

The commissioners also 
approved a contract with 
Bickerstaff Heath Delgado & 
Acosta LLP to contract with 
Shannon Medical Manage-
ment on operation of the new 
health clinic once it has been 
construction. Shannon is fur-
nishing $275,000 in new 
equipment for the clinic. 

Also on the jail proj-
ect, the commissioners ap-
proved the design develop-
ment phase documents. This 
is the architect drawings for 
the new facility.

County Judge Fred Dea-
ton said the county can now 
move on to the construction 
documents. 

The commissioners also 
approved to authorize the 
solicitation of a construction 
manager at risk for the jail 
project. 

BUDGET
Deaton told the commis-

sioners that right now the 
county is facing a 40 percent 
drop in appraisal values next 
year, which will make the 
county short about $4 mil-
lion in revenue. 

Deaton said the county 
may have to increase the gen-
eral tax rate to $.70 to main-
tain $12 million in tax reve-
nue. The maximum general 
tax rate a county can adopt 
is $.80. 

“Watch all your expenses 
and those that come under 
budget that money can go 
back into the general fund,” 
Deaton said. 

While the commission-
ers don’t usually start bud-
get workshops until the sum-
mer, Deaton said he wanted 
to make everyone aware of 
the situation. 

“We need to go ahead 
and start working now,” De-
aton said. 

Commissioners Pleas 
Childress III said the coun-
ty could look at using a ze-
ro-based budget based exact-
ly on what every department 
needs. 

“This budget process 
we’re really going to have to 
look at every department and 
every item,” Childress said. 

BURN BAN and FIREWORKS
The commissioners ap-

proved to reinstate the 
countywide burn ban for 30 
days. 

They also discussed the 
use of fireworks for Texas In-
dependence Day. 

A new state law allows 
commissioners courts to de-
termine whether they want 
to authorize fireworks sales 
for three new holidays: Tex-
as Independence Day, March 
2; San Jacinto Day, April 21; 
and Memorial Day, the last 
Monday in May.

The commissioners did 
not adopt an order authoriz-
ing the sale of fireworks for 
Texas Independence Day. 

However, the commis-
sioners also approved to ban 
restricted fireworks, such as 
“skyrockets with sticks” and 
“missiles with fins.”

Under the previous state 
law fireworks sales were al-
lowed only twice a year — 
leading up to the Fourth of 
July and New Year's Day. 

LIBRARY
Library Board President 

Beth Hoover announced that 
Susan Williams will be tak-
ing over as the new librarian 
in June. 

Louise Ledoux an-
nounced that she will be re-
tiring at the end of March af-
ter 30 years at the Crockett 
County Public Library. 

Hoover said a joint com-
mittee of the Friends of the 
Library Board and the Library 
Board interviewed candidates 
and selected Williams due to 
her leadership skills, work 
ethic, 15 years’ experience in 
business management, pay-
roll and her 30 years as a 
teacher. Williams currently 
teaches first grade at Ozona 
Elementary School. 

“She has great ideas for 
the summer reading program 
and our annual meeting. She 
is interested in carrying on 

the work Louise has done. 
She is familiar with our li-
brary and is looking forward 
to working with our library 
and the public,” Hoover said. 

Williams will start her 
new position in June. Ledoux 
said Margaret Longoria and 
Sylvia DeHoyos-Longoria will 
be running the library. Ledoux 
said she will help as needed. 

Deaton said the commis-
sioners will approve Williams 
at a future meeting due to the 
item not being on the agenda. 

Also, Deaton presented 
testimony from the State Cul-
ture, Recreation and Tourism 
Committee, which held an in-
terim hearing on Jan. 26 in 
Austin. 

State Rep. Andrew Murr, 
R-Junction, sits on the com-
mittee and shared with De-
aton testimony from Gloria 
Merez, of the Texas Library 
Association, who stated that 
without the public computers 
at the Crockett County Public 
Library Joseph Adan Valadez, 
owner of Rows Field Service, 
would not have been able to 
complete OSHA training for 
his 40 local employees. 

“If it hadn’t been for that 
place,” Valadez said, “I would 
have definitely lost a contract 
that helped a lot of people out. 
Because the library was capa-
ble of meeting our needs as 
far as computers and space, 
40 local families had incomes 
they wouldn’t have had oth-
erwise. For us small compa-
nies, these places (libraries) 
are very important.”

In her testimony, Mer-
ez asked the committee to 
supporting and increasing 
the capacity of the state’s li-
braries, archives and the Tex-
as State Library and Archives 
Commission during the next 
legislative session. 

The commissioners also 
approved to advertise for 
bids to replace the library’s 
roof.

STATE REPRESENTATIVE 
RESIGNS

State Rep. Ruth Jones Mc-

Gov. Abbott set May 7 as 
the date for a special election 
to fill the House District 120 
seat held by McClendon for 
the last 20 years. 

The winner of the special 
election will serve out the 
rest of McClendon’s term, 
which expires Dec. 31, 2016.

SALES TAX REVENUE 
DECREASES

Texas Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar on Feb. 2 said state 
sales tax revenue in January 
totaled $2.47 billion, down 4 
percent compared to January 
2015.

“As expected, reduced 
spending in oil and gas-relat-
ed sectors resulted in a fall 
in total sales tax revenue,” 
Hegar said. “Collections from 
industries mainly driven by 
consumer spending, includ-
ing retail trade, restaurants 
and services, continued to 
grow, as did receipts from 
the construction sector.”

However, Hegar noted, 
sales tax collections in Janu-
ary 2015 were a record high 
and represented a double-
digit percentage increase over 
January 2014, meaning this 
month’s collections are being 
compared to unusually high 
collections from a year ago.

HEROES DAY 
IS PROCLAIMED

Gov. Abbott has proclaimed 
Feb. 2 to be Texas Military 
Heroes Day.

Last year, Feb. 2 was cel-
ebrated as Chris Kyle Day 
to honor the late Medal of 
Honor recipient who became 
widely known as the U.S. mili-
tary’s most prolific sniper.

Abbott said his proclama-
tion now calls Texans to 
remember “scores whose 
names are unrecognized and 
have quietly done their duty, 
serving Texas and the United 
States faithfully.  Today, and 
from every Feb. 2 hereafter, 
we will honor all who have 
sacrificed and served on be-
half of the Lone Star State.  
No matter the battle, no mat-
ter the job, they deserve our 
thanks.”

1ST ZIKA CASE 
IS REPORTED

The Texas Department of 
State Health Services on Feb. 
2 reported the first case of 
Zika virus disease contracted 
in Texas.

According to the agency, 
the case involves a Dallas 
County resident who had 
sexual contact with someone 
who acquired the Zika infec-
tion while traveling abroad.

Seven other Texas cases of 
Zika virus disease are known 
and all are related to foreign 
travel to areas where Zika is 
currently being transmitted, 
the DSHS reported.

There is currently no vac-
cine or treatment for the vi-
rus, and the U.S. Centers for 
Disease Control currently 
recommends that pregnant 
women delay travel to for-
eign countries where Zika is 
being transmitted.

UPDATED PROPERTY TAX INFORMATION
NOW AVAILABLE FOR TEXAS TAXPAYERS

New and updated property tax information has just been compiled by the Crockett County Appraisal District and is available now to assist taxpayers.  This property 
tax information is current and covers a wide range of topics, such as taxpayer remedies, exemptions, appraisals and is of value to select groups, such as disabled 
veterans and persons who are 65 years of age or older.

“Whether you are a homeowner, business owner, disabled veteran or a taxpayer, it’s important you know your rights concerning the property tax laws.” 
said Rhonda Shaw, Chief Appraiser of the Crockett County Appraisal District.  “You can contact us about any property tax issue with full confidence that 
we will provide you the most complete, accurate and up-to-date available information to assist you.”

This includes information about the following programs.
Property Tax Exemptions for Disable Veterans – The law provides partial exemptions for any property owned by veterans who are disabled, spouses and sur-

vivors of deceased disabled veterans and spouses and survivors of military personnel who died on active duty.  The amount of exemption is determined according 
to percentage of service-connected disability.  The law also provides a 100% exemption for 100% disabled veterans and their surviving spouses, beginning in 2009.

Property Tax Exemptions – Non-profit organizations that meet statutory requirements may seek property tax exemptions and must apply to their county appraisal 
district by a specific date.  Businesses that receive tax abatements granted by taxing units, firms that ship inventory out of Texas, and businesses that acquire pollution 
control property may also be eligible for statutory exemptions.

Rendering Taxable Property – If a business owns tangible personal property that is used to produce income, the business must file a rendition with its local county 
appraisal district by a specified date.  Personal property includes inventory and equipment used by a business.  Owners do not have to render exempt property such 
as church property or an agriculture producer’s equipment used for farming or ranching. 

Appraisal Notices – If a taxpayer’s property value increased in the last year, the Texas taxpayer will receive a notice of appraised value from the appropriate local 
county appraisal district.  The city, county, school districts and other local taxing units will use the appraisal district’s value to set property taxes for the coming year.

Property Taxpayer Remedies – This Comptroller publication explains in detail how to protest a property appraisal , which issues the county appraisal review board 
(ARB) can consider and what to expect during a protest hearing.  The publication also discusses the option of taking a taxpayer’s case to district court or entering into 
binding arbitration if the taxpayer is dissatisfied with the outcome of the ARB hearing.

Homestead Exemptions – A homestead is generally defined as the home and land used as the owner’s principal residence of January 1 of the tax year.  A homestead 
exemption reduces the appraised value of the home and, as a result, lowers property taxes.  Applications are submitted to the appropriate local county appraisal district.

Productivity Appraisal – Property owners who use land for timberland production, agricultural purposes, and wildlife management can be granted property tax 
relief on their land.  They may apply to their local county appraisal district for an agricultural appraisal which may result in a lower appraisal of the land based on how 
much the taxpayer produces, versus what the land would sell for in the open market.

Residence Homestead Tax Deferral – Texas homeowners may postpone paying the currently delinquent property taxes due on the appreciating value of their 
homes by filing a tax deferral affidavit at their local county appraisal district.  This tax relief allows homeowners to pay the property taxes on 105 percent of the preced-
ing year’s appraised value of their homestead, plus the taxes on any new improvements to the homestead.  The remaining taxes are postponed, but not cancelled, 
with interest accruing at 8 percent per year.

Property Tax Deferral for Persons Age 65 or Older and Disabled Homeowners – Texans who are 65 years of age or older, or who are disabled as defined by 
law, may postpone paying current and delinquent property taxes on their homes by signing a tax deferral affidavit.  Once the affidavit is on file, taxes are deferred, but 
not cancelled, as long as the owner continues to own and live in the home.  Interest continues to accrue on unpaid taxes.  You may obtain a deferral affidavit at the 
appraisal district.

Notice of Availability of Electronic Communication – Chief appraisers of a county appraisal district and appraisal review boards may communicate electroni-
cally thorough email or other media with property owners or their designated representatives.  Written agreements are required for notices and other documents to be 
delivered electronically in place of mailing.

Protesting Property Appraisal Values – Property owners who disagree with the appraisal district’s appraisal of their property for local taxes, or for any other ac-
tion that adversely affects them, may protest their property value to the appraisal district’s appraisal review board.

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances pres-
ent in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county cre-
ate a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by out-
door burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED 
by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that 
outdoor burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days 
from the date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions 
are terminated earlier based on a determination made by the 
Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable 
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by 
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter 
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
erations; (3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) 
burns that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning 
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed 
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047, 
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's 
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior 
to commencing, together with the name of the landowner, 
location involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does 
NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area 
which is attended at all times. In accordance with the Local 
Government Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a 
Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
