CCCCSD faces $2.5 million
loss in state funding'I am a coward'

Crockett County CCSD 
is looking at losing an esti-
mated $2.5 million in 2017 
due to a reduction in state 
funding. 

At a March 9 spe-
cial meeting, the CCCCSD 
School Board listened to a 
school finance presenta-
tion from Pam West, a spe-
cialist in school finance 
from the Region XV Educa-
tion Service Center in San 
Angelo. 

In her presentation, 
West discussed Addition-
al State Aid for Tax Re-
duction (ASATR), and how 
beginning Sept. 1, 2017 
CCCCSD, along with 244 
other school districts, will 
lose significant amounts of 
funding. 

ASTAR came about fol-
lowing the 2005 state leg-
islative session when HB 
1 reduced school proper-
ty tax rates by one-third in 
2006. The legislature guar-
anteed that school districts 
would have the ability to 
maintain at least the same 
level of per-student fund-
ing for its average daily at-
tendance as received for 
the 2005-06 school year by 
creating ASATR.

ASATR serves as a 
bridge to help districts 
achieve their target and 
cover the loss of local prop-
erty tax revenue. Each dis-
trict was entitled to differ-
ent target amounts based 
on a variety of district-spe-
cific factors, such as dis-
trict property values and 
tax effort at the time of tax 
rate compression, accord-
ing to a fact sheet from 
Texas School Coalition.

Districts receiving 
ASATR have not seen any 
increases in their funding 
above the 2006 levels ex-
cept on a per student basis 
to account for enrollment 
growth.  

The state significantly 
reduced funding for pub-
lic schools in 2011 with 
some of those cuts com-
ing through a reduction to 
ASATR. It also enacted a 
repeal of ASATR effective 
Sept. 1, 2017. 

West said CCCCSD will 
lose around $2.5 million if 
the repeal takes effect. 

CCCCSD is current-
ly a Chapter 41, or prop-
erty rich, school district. 
Each year, the district must 
send around $13 million of 
its budget to the state for 
recapture. That money is 
then sent to Chapter 42, or 
property poor, school dis-
tricts. 

“School districts will 
really be hurting,” West 
said. “It could be really 
scary years for Crockett 
County.

CCCCSD currently re-
ceives around $7.4 million 
in local revenue and $3.2 
million from the state. 

The number of stu-
dents, programs for spe-
cial needs students, local 
property taxes and values 
and legislative decisions all 
play a factor in how much 
revenue a school district 
receives. 

For every $1 CCCCSD 
collects, it is only able to 
keep 2-3 cents due to being 
a property wealth district. 

In order for CCCCSD 
to be considered a Chapter 
42, or property poor dis-
trict, West said the district 
would have to increase en-
rollment or have less in 
property values. 

“Both of those things 
are out of your control,” 
she said. “You can’t have 
winners without having los-
ers and that’s why we can’t 
settle this because nobody 
wants to be a loser. The leg-
islature has been good put-
ting the school districts 
against each other.”

Commissioners approve deed, title
to wellness center property

The Crockett County Com-
missioners approved the deed 
and title to the wellness cen-
ter property during their regu-
lar meeting Monday. 

The property, located 
across from the current Family 
Health Center of Ozona and the 
Crockett County Care Center, 
was given to the Crockett Coun-
ty Wellness Center Board by the 
J. Cleo Thompson Family. 

After Monday’s approval, 
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AUSTIN — The entire U.S. 
5th Circuit Court of Appeals 
will review Texas’ controver-
sial voter identification law.

A majority of the judges of 
the Fifth Circuit on March 9 
voted in support of an “en 
banc” rehearing of oral argu-
ments in Veasey v. Abbott, a 
case challenging the law. No 
date for the rehearing has 
been set.

The case stems from Sen-
ate Bill 14, a law passed by 
the Texas Legislature in 2011, 
which requires prospective 
voters to present an accept-
able form of photo identifica-
tion along with their voter 
registration card in order to 
cast a ballot.

Texas Attorney General Ken 
Paxton praised the develop-
ment, saying: “Today’s deci-
sion is a strong step forward 
in our efforts to defend the 
state’s voter ID laws. Safe-
guarding the integrity of our 
elections is a primary func-
tion of state government and 

is essential to preserving 
our democratic process. We 
look forward to presenting 
our case before the full Fifth 
Circuit.”

The plaintiffs, however, 
have argued that SB 14, 
passed by a Republican-domi-
nated legislature, is a partisan 
move to suppress minority 
voter turnout. They contend 
that the practical effects of 
the law violate certain parts 
of the U.S. Voting Rights Act.

En banc hearings are con-
ducted with all judges of a 
court present and participat-
ing. The Fifth Circuit cur-
rently has 17 sitting judges. 
Previous hearings in Veasey v. 
Abbott were conducted before 
smaller judicial panels, and 
as recently as six months ago, 
parts of the case had been 
adjudged sufficient to merit 
consideration by the U.S. Su-
preme Court. 

GOVERNOR FILES APPEAL
Gov. Greg Abbott on March 

9 announced his filing of an 
appeal with President Obama 
for “individual assistance” on 
behalf of Collin, Dallas, Ellis, 
Franklin, Rockwall and Van 
Zandt counties. 

On Jan. 26, Abbott request-
ed a presidential disaster 
declaration to address dam-
ages sustained from severe 
weather in December 2015. 
Texas was granted public 
assistance on Feb. 9, but was 
denied individual assistance. 

The Federal Emergency Man-
agement Agency’s Individuals 
and Households Program has 
two provisions: housing needs 
and needs other than hous-
ing. According to FEMA, these 
provisions may be available to 
citizens if their property has 
been damaged or destroyed in 
a disaster declared for individ-
ual assistance and their losses 

are not covered by insurance.
“Since May of 2015, the State 

of Texas has experienced a 
continuing pattern of 
destructive storms, 
severe flooding and 
tornadoes, resulting 
in multiple fatali-

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Every business should review finances monthly
It seemed like a good idea at 

the time…starting your own 
business that is.  After all, how 
hard could it be?  All I have to 
do is buy or make something 
and sell it to someone who 
wants or needs it.  Simple.  

All you had to do was es-
tablish a legal business struc-
ture, set up an account with the 
State Comptroller’s office, find 
a business location, and obtain 
some financing.  

You jumped through some 
hoops to get all that done and 
now you are in business and 
you are doing well. Or are you?  

How do you 
know?

Many new 
small business 
owners never 
print any kind 
of financial 
statement un-
til the end of 
the year when 
they have to 
file a tax re-
turn.  They 
have gone 12 
months with-
out knowing if 
they are mak-

ing a profit or showing a loss.  
They have been operating in 
the blind.  

Every business should be 
printing, reviewing, and analyz-
ing their financial reports on a 
monthly basis.  These reports 
let the business know if they 
are profitable on a month to 
month basis.  

Analysis can show if any ex-
penses are running too high, or 
if sales are running lower than 
last year.  Reviewing reports on 
a consistent basis allows the 
owner to investigate the “why” 
of everything.  

Why is my profit margin 
shrinking if my sales are grow-
ing?  Why did I not make a 
profit this month when I did in 
the same month last year?  Why 
am I buying this amount of that 
product, when I am not selling 
that much of the product?  

Reviewing financial reports 
also offers the opportunity to 
ask and answer, “How?”   How 
can I improve my gross and net 
profit margin?  This usually 
leads to the question, “Where?”  
Where can I reduce expenses or 
increase sales to improve those 
margins?  

Monthly analysis of financial 
statements also allows the busi-
ness owner to monitor and ex-
amine trends such as the ef-
fects seasonality may have on 
their business.  

Such knowledge can affect 
decisions on staffing, invento-
ry levels, and promotions.  So, 
knowing “When?” is important 
to the owner also.  The final 
question the business owner 
will be able to ask is, “What?”   
What am I going to do with 
what I now know?

Being able to ask all of these 
questions on a monthly basis, 

the business owner has the in-
formation he or she needs to 
make continual adjustments to 
their business as their needs re-
quire.  

Much like flying a plane, the 
business needs frequent, con-
sistent monitoring to insure it 
is on course and operating at 
profitable levels.  When was the 
last time you looked at your fi-
nancials?

Ten commandments 
for open meetings

“I think heroic deeds were all conceived 
in the open air.”

T
he quote atop 
this editorial is 
from Walt Whit-
man’s Song of 
the Open Road 

— a cheerful 1856 trib-
ute to freedom and the 
great outdoors.

Hopefully, Mr. Whit-
man would have ap-
proved use of his prose 
to promote open, well-
aired government. It’s 
unlikely the great poet 
favored government 
secrecy and closed-door 
meetings. He also wrote, 
“Out of the dark confine-
ment, out from behind the 
screen!”

For today’s purposes, 
Whitman’s “screen” repre-
sents the executive session 
— a self-important term 
for a classic oxymoron: 
closed public meeting.

Too many elected 
boards seek every oppor-
tunity to meet out of sight 
of the public they serve. 
Some schedule execu-
tive sessions as a regular 
agenda item. Some hold 
up to three executive ses-
sions in a single meeting. 
Some have executive ses-
sions that last longer than 
the open portion of their 
meeting.

In most cases, executive 
sessions do not violate 
open meeting laws. The 
closed-door discussions 
are often suggested or en-
couraged by an elected 
board’s legal counsel.

But legality and necessity 
are two different things.

Consider the follow-
ing list our Fourth Estate 
counsel to county com-
missions, city councils, 
and school boards every-
where on executive ses-
sions and general govern-
ment openness. Citizens 
should hold their elected 
officials to the standards 
below. These are Ten 
Commandments for Open 
Meetings:

ONE: Do not gather as a 
quorum outside of regular 
meetings, and do not hold 
special meetings without 
giving at least 24 hours 
public notice.

TWO: Do not habitually 
add last-minute items to 
the agenda, and do not act 
on anything not listed on 
the posted agenda.

THREE: Do not abuse the 
litigation excuse for exec-
utive sessions to speculate 
about possible or imag-
ined lawsuits.

FOUR: Do 
not stretch 
the person-
nel excuse 
for executive 
sessions to 
discuss poli-
cy issues. Ex-
ample: Cre-
ating a new 
position or 
changing a 
department’s 
job descrip-
tions are pol-
icy decisions 
and not ap-
propriate 

topics for a closed meet-
ing.

FIVE: Do not dial up the 
“negotiations” excuse to 
suddenly exclude the pub-
lic from discussion of con-
troversial issues that were 
previously aired thorough-
ly in open session.

SIX: Do not allow execu-
tive session conversations 
to stray to other topics.

SEVEN: Do not violate 
the spirit of the open 
meeting law with frequent 
phone, email or text dia-
logues with other mem-
bers. Reach consensus at 
the meeting.

EIGHT: Do not make a 
habit of whispering or 
passing notes at meetings. 
You were elected to speak 
for us. Tell what you have 
to say out loud and proud!

NINE: Allow public input 
at every meeting. Include 
it on every agenda.

TEN: Be as transparent as 
possible. Do not hold exec-
utive sessions simply be-
cause counsel advised it is 
“legal” to do so. Ask your-
self: “Is it absolutely critical 
we discuss this privately?”

That should be the stan-
dard because legality and 
necessity are two different 
things.

We appreciate our local 
commissioners and board 
members. They serve for 
minimal compensation. 
They make tough deci-
sions. They sometimes 
lose friends and make en-
emies. Their dedication to 
community is admirable.

We simply ask elected 
officials to think twice be-
fore kicking the public out 
of public meetings.

Strive for fewer. Less is 
more. A closed meeting 
should be a rare occasion, 
not a habit.

SUBMITTED BY THE FLORES FAMILY OF OZONA

At a recent family gather-
ing, involving primarily mem-
bers of the Flores family from 
Ozona, the exploits of Is-
mael Ramon Flores, were dis-
cussed with much pride and 
joy, including the story of Is-
mael Flores being Mrs. Bai-
ley's favorite student when 
he attended South Elementa-
ry School in Ozona. 

Ismael Flores is one of 15 
children born to Leandro and 
Josefa Flores of Ozona, Tex-
as in 1939. 

At the age of 17, he vol-
unteered into the U.S. Army 
where he served his coun-
try, among other places, in 
the Vietnam War where he 
achieved the rank of Staff Ser-
geant and served his country 
with distinction. 

On May 30, 1971, Is-
mael Flores was awarded the 
Bronze Star for his action in 
Vietnam. 

The following is an of-
ficial citation from the U.S. 
Army documenting his dis-
tinguished service to our 
country: “Award of the 
Bronze Star has been made 
to Staff Sergeant Flores for 
heroism in connection with 
military operations against a 
hostile force in the Republic 
of Vietnam on May 30, 1971. 
He distinguished himself by 
heroic action while serving as 
Medical Advisor, Hieu Nhon 
District. Sergeant Flores, with 

total disregard for his per-
sonal safety, ignored inten-
sive fire while securing one 
side of the American advi-
sor's bunker which the ene-
my was closing in on. Seeing 
one sapper within 20 feet of 
the bunker getting ready to 
throw a satchel charge on it 
and knowing he did not have 
a clear shot at the enemy 
from within the bunker, he 
came out within full view of 
the enemy to engage the sap-
per. Later, he saw a wound-
ed Vietnamese soldier lying 
on the ground. Again, with 
total disregard for safety of 
his own life and with the en-
emy fire increasing, he ran 
to the wounded soldier. With 
enemy rounds exploding all 
around him, he treated the 
man without once thinking 
of himself and only until the 
man was properly cared for, 
did he take the soldier to a 

more secure area and return 
to the Advisor's bunker. Af-
ter returning to the bunker 
and realizing that the Viet-
namese medic was seriously 
wounded, he set up an emer-
gency aid station and began 
treating the wounded. With 
the intensive enemy fire de-
creasing and all the wound-
ed treated for their wounds, 
he then successfully medi-
vaced them. Staff Sergeant 
Flores' heroic actions were in 
keeping with the highest tra-
ditions of the United States 
Army and reflect great cred-
it upon himself and military 
service." 

Ismael Flores, who with 
his first wife, Gertrude, 
raised two sons, David Flores 
and Roy Flores, also raised 
James Sales, with his lov-
ing wife Mary. He is now a 
long-time resident of Corpus 
Christi, Texas. 

We know Ismael is proud 
of all his family members 
and is happy to have made 
many friends along the way, 
all the while making a career 
in the United States Army as 
a soldier and then an army 
recruiter. 

The stories of a young Is-
mael Flores still abound in 
Ozona. 

The family and friends of 
Ismael Flores wish him well 
as he approaches the latter 
stages of his life. We truly 
love and admire you.

For centuries it has been 
said that our skin is a window 
to our inner health and a mir-
ror to how well we are aging, 
Apothecaries, scientists and 
physicians have debated and

While beauty may be 
“skin deep” and is an opin-
ion that is often askew, skin 
health is real comes from 
within. 

Good healthy skin comes 
by means of a nutritional reg-
imen or a way of eating that 
produces healthy results.

The main obstacles to op-
timal skin health are chronic 
sun exposure, ultraviolet (UV) 
irradiation (tanning beds), 
chemicals in cosmetics and 
medications, smoking, pol-
lution, sleep deprivation and 
poor nutrition. 

Poor nutrition is by far 
the most significant obsta-
cle to overcome due to poor 
choices but the simplest to 
manage because what is good 
for the body, is good for the 
skin.

Nutrition and skin-aging 
is a controversial and con-
flicting subject. Our bio indi-
viduality is often overlooked 
in our health strategies and 
what seems to be beneficial 
for one person to maintain 
youthful appearing skin, may 
not be for another. 

Nevertheless, there are 

processes 
and uni-
versal facts 
that govern 
us all and 
deserve to 
be tried 
until proven 
ineffective.
Collagen 

is the most 
abundant 
protein in 
mammals, 
making 

up from 25 percent to 35 
percent of the whole-body 
protein content. 
It is mostly found in the fi-

brous tissues; tendons, liga-
ments and skin. Eating bone 
broth and bone marrow is a 
powerful way to add collagen 
directly at the cell level. 

It restores collagen in 
the skin and is said to make 
wrinkles disappear. Eat the 
skin on your chicken, too.

The gelatin derived from 
bone broth is rich in collagen 
and feeds the gut flora, heals 
your digestive tract, prevents 
inflammation and benefits 
skin composition and elastic-
ity. 

Collagen is referred to as 
the cement that holds every-
thing together. When its pro-
duction declines and the skin 
weakens; it wrinkles, it sags 
in places like the neck and 
face, and forms lines around 
eyes and mouth.

Avoid carb-based foods 
like grains, sugars, candy, 
juice, legumes, rice and most 
fruits and below-ground veg-
etables and tubers like pota-
toes. While these foods offer 
“quick energy”, they are no-
torious for causing inflam-
mation, poor gut health and 
premature skin-aging.

 A way of eating that is 
centered around the follow-

ing foods will not only pres-
ent the strongest defense for 
skin health but for gut health 
and an overall wellbeing:

•Meat: Red meat, steak, 
ham, sausage, bacon, chicken 
and turkey.

•Fatty fish: Such as salm-
on, trout, tuna and mackerel.

•Eggs: Look for pastured 
or omega-3 whole eggs are 
best.

•Butter and cream: Look 
for grass-fed when possible.

•Cheese: Unprocessed 
cheese (cheddar, goat, cream, 
blue or mozzarella).

•Nuts and seeds: Al-
monds, walnuts, flaxseeds, 
pumpkin seeds, chia seeds, 
etc.

•Healthy oils: Primarily 
extra virgin olive oil, coconut 
oil and avocado oil.

•Avocados: Whole avoca-
dos or freshly made guaca-
mole.

•Low-carb veggies: Most 
green veggies, tomatoes, 
onions, peppers. They are 
packed with an antioxidant 
called lutein.

•Fermented foods: sau-
erkraut, kimchee, pickles fer-
mented in water, etc.

•Condiments: You can use 
salt, pepper and most other 
healthy herbs and spices.

I suggest finding a good 
multivitamin or dietary sup-
plements, rich in Vitamins 
C, D and E; Omega 3 fatty 
acids; trace minerals and an-
tioxidants will help if eating 
well is a challenge but whole 
foods are always the best 
choice for skin and overall 
health.

the county will now own the 
property that is set to house 
the new center. Crockett 
County Voters approved a $4 
million bond for the center in 
November 2015. 

“It sure feels good. We’re 
just glad it’s done. I never 
thought this day would hap-
pen,” said Shirley Kirby with 
the Crockett County Health 
and Wellness Center Board. 

County Judge Fred De-
aton asked Kirby, as well as 
other board members pres-
ent at the meeting, to contin-
ue to be involved in the con-
struction process. 

“This is one step in many 
steps to go, but a lot of steps 
have already been taken. The 
people have approved this 
and we certainly will build it. 
We certainly want to have a 
good wellness center for the 
community,” Deaton said. 

The commissioners also 
approved hiring SKG Engi-
neering to conduct a geo-
technical survey and bound-
ary on the property. Deaton 
abstained from voting due to 
conflict of interest. 

NEW JAIL PROJECT
Sheriff Robert Rodriguez 

addressed the commissioners 
about a recent letter he received 
from the Texas Jail Commis-
sion about the capacity of the 
new jail facility. 

Currently, Crockett Coun-
ty has 23 inmates housed in 
Mitchell and Upton Counties. 
The new jail is slated to have 
24 beds. 

Some of the inmates are 
waiting to be picked up by 
the U.S. Border Patrol, while 
others the sheriff’s office are 
working to get them through 
the court system. 

“The inmates that are 
currently housed have been 
there for a while,” Rodriguez 
said. “We are seriously work-
ing on this because we don’t 
want this to hamper our proj-
ect. At the same token, we 
are taking bad guys off the 
street.”

The commissioners ap-
proved the hiring of SKG 
Engineering to conduct a 
boundary survey on the jail 
property. Deaton abstained 
from voting due to conflict of 
interest. 

Crockett County Vot-
ers passed a $6 million bond 
for the new jail in November 
2015. It will be located south 
of Ozona off of State High-
way 163 between the ceme-
teries and the south softball 
field. 

The commissioners ta-
bled paying an invoice from 
DRG Architects LLC for work 
on the new jail until the bond 
money is received by the 
county. Deaton said the jail 
and wellness center bonds 
sold on March 8. 

NEW CLINIC
The commissioners also 

hired SKG Engineering for 
construction materials test-
ing on the new health clinic. 
Deaton abstained from vot-
ing due to conflict of interest. 

The $3 million facili-
ty will be located at the old 
north pool across from Lion 
Stadium. The commissioners 
issued $2 million tax notes 

for the clinic, along with $1.1 
million from the county’s 
money market account. 

Deaton said the materials 
the county used to fill in the 
pool and level the site need 
to be tested before the build-
ing is constructed. 

The commissioners also 
approved to pay O’Connell 
Robertson $30,000 for pro-
fessional services rendered 
on the new clinic. 

SOCIAL MEDIA
The commissioners ap-

proved adding a policy about 
the use of social media to the 
county’s personnel policy. 

The policy states that 
“if your post on social me-
dia mentions Crockett County 
make clear that you are an em-
ployee of Crockett County and 
that the views posted are yours 
alone and do not represent the 
views of Crockett County.” 

Employees can’t mention 
county supervisors, employ-
ees, customers or vendors 
without their express con-
sent, the policy states. 

It also states to not pick 
fights, to respond respectfully 
with factual information, not 
inflammatory comments if an 
employee sees a misrepresen-
tation about Crockett County. 

The employee is respon-
sible for what they write or 
present on social media, and 
that they can be sued by oth-
er employees, supervisors, 
customers or vendors and 
any individual that views the 
social media posts as defam-
atory, pornographic, propri-
etary, harassing, libelous or 
creating a hostile work envi-
ronment, the policy states. 

Employees can also be 
subject to disciplinary ac-
tion, up to and including ter-
mination for what they post 
on social media platforms, 
even if the employee did not 
us a county computer or if 
the post did not occur dur-
ing work hours or on coun-
ty property, the policy states.

Social media activities 
should not interfere with an 
employees’ duties at work, 
should not include links to 
the county’s website or post 
county material without writ-
ten permission from the su-
pervisor, and any confi-
dential information that an 
employee obtained through 
their position must be kept 

confidential and should not 
be discussed on social media, 
the policy states. 

Commissioner Eligio Mar-
tinez said he has received a 
lot of text messages and calls 
concerning county employees 
using social media at work. 

“I would like for our em-
ployees to know we have a 
chain of command and that 
we do have human resource 
officers they can go to and 
not social media,” Martinez 
said. 

Deaton said the county 
did not include social media 
when it revised its personnel 
policy before because it was 
not an issue then.

“Social media seems to 
be gathering some steam. 
You have to have a starting 
place,” Deaton said. 

ELECTRIC CAR 
CHARGING STATION
Ozona Chamber of Com-

merce President Shanon Big-
gerstaff said Tesla Motors 
has expressed interest in set-
ting up six charging stations 
for their electric cars at the 
Visitor Center. 

Biggerstaff said Tes-
la would pay for the instal-
lation, the maintenance and 
the landscape, there would 
be no cost to the chamber or 
the county. 

Biggerstaff said it takes 
an hour for a car to charge 
and that would be an hour 
for travelers to spend money 
in Ozona. 

Biggerstaff said the com-
pany is looking at Junction, 
Ozona and Midland for their 
first sites and then add Van 
Horn and Fort Stockton.

The contract is being re-
viewed by County Attorney 
Jody Upham. 

“We’re not going to hurt 
our service stations here. 
These folks are not going to 
stop for those services, but 
Ozona does have things for 
people to look at here,” said 
Laurie Hale, with the cham-
ber board.

Deaton said the only 
holdup would be any legali-
ties in the contract. 

Biggerstaff said she 
would get a representative 
from Tesla to come to the 
April 11 meeting.

Superintendent Raul 
Chavarria asked West what 
will the state will do with the 
money when they stop send-
ing it. 

West said state officials 
have said they don’t have the 
money, that the funding is a 
separate appropriation. 

West said of the 244 
school districts losing ASATR 
money, a lot are Chapter 41 
districts like CCCCSD. Be-
cause of that, West said the 
legislature will have to do 
something next session. 

She also encouraged 
board members to talk to 
their state representatives. 

Other options the district 
has is to cut expenditures, 
such as personnel and pro-
grams, or increase revenues 
through a tax ratification 
election or bond issue. 

CCCCSD has already 
done both. The district’s cur-
rent tax rate is $1.096 per 
$100 evaluation due to a $3 
million school bond passed 
in November 2014 and a tax 
ratification election of a two-
cent increase passed in Sep-
tember 2013. 

Chavarria said the tax 
rate increasing right now 
would be doing local taxpay-
ers a disservice. 

“Best advice I can give 
you is to plan for the worst 
and hope for the best,” West 
said. “The best thing you can 
do is get your kids to come to 
school.”

SCHOOL CALENDAR
Chavarria presented the 

board with dates to consider 
for the 2015-2016 school cal-
endar. 

House Bill 2610, passed 
by the State Legislature last 
year, calls for 75,600 instruc-
tional minutes instead of 177 
instructional days for the 
school year. 

The board discussed the 
possibility of taking Martin 
Luther King Day off in Janu-
ary and President’s Day off in 
February. 

Board members were 
happy having MLK Day as an 
educational day to study Dr. 
Martin Luther King Jr. 

The board said Presi-
dent’s Day would be good 
since Crockett County also 
takes that holiday. 

Chavarria said with the 
new law, many school dis-
tricts have shortened their 
week or the number of days. 

“I’m a traditionalist. I 
want our kids in school as 
much as possible,” he said. 

The District Site-Based 
Committee will meet Mon-
day, March 21, to create two 
draft calendars to present to 
the board at their March 30 
regular board meeting. 

The board will then con-
sider one of the drafts for ap-
proval. 

Board members David 
McWilliams, Grizz Medina 
and Ryan Bean were absent 
from the meeting. 

The next regular school 
board meeting will be 6:30 
p.m. Wednesday, March 30, 
in the Administration Build-
ing at 797 Avenue D. The 
meeting is open to the public.

has endured a major wildfire 
eligible for a fire Management 
Assistance Grant and three 
federally declared disasters. 
The assistance received as a 
result of these earlier federal 
disasters has been vital, but 
many of the same communi-
ties are still in the recovery 
process from these earlier di-
sasters, and assistance is still 
needed.”

HEGAR TO SEND REVENUE
State Comptroller Glenn 

Hegar on March 9 announced 
his office would distribute 
$586.6 million in monthly 
sales tax revenue to cities, 
counties, transit systems and 
special purpose taxing dis-
tricts.

The total of local sales tax 
allocations for March is 0.7 
percent less than in March 
2015, he said. The allocations 
are based on sales made in 
January by businesses that 
report tax monthly.

“Energy-centric cities, such 
as Odessa, Midland, Corpus 
Christi and Houston, contin-
ued to see decreases in sales 
tax allocations,” Hegar said. 

“Other areas of the state 
helped to somewhat offset 
those losses, as cities such 
as Austin and Dallas saw 
moderate increases in alloca-
tions.”

PROBLEM GAMBLING 
IS FOCUS

March is National Problem 
Gambling Awareness Month, 
and the week of March 4-10 
was recognized as National 
Problem Gambling Aware-
ness Week.

The Texas Lottery Commis-
sion announced its participa-
tion in the effort to educate 
the general public and medi-
cal professionals about the 
warning signs of problem 
gambling and to raise aware-
ness about help that is avail-
able locally and nationally. 

In a March 8 news release, 
Anthony J. Sadberry, acting 
director of the Texas Lottery 
Commission, said, “If you 
believe that you or some-
one you know may have a 
problem with gambling, we 
strongly urge you to seek as-
sistance.” 

SYSTEM TARGETS 
TOBACCO USE

Representatives from each
