House proposal, HR 2304,
would add to those defens-
es, proponents say.

Rep. Blake Farenthold, R-
Texas, introduced the "Speak
Free Act" last June, co-spon-
sored by Rep. Anna G. Eshoo
, D-Calif. In an interview, Far-
enthold said the legislation
is needed to protect people
"who don't have $50,000" to
spend on legal fees to, for
example, defend against a
lawsuit over a negative re-
view posted on social media.

The "Speak Free" proposal
tentatively is set for a hear-
ing in the House Judiciary
subcommittee in late May.

In response to a threat of
legal action, many people
simply take down the neg-
ative review or comment
— which Farenthold sees
as counter to the point of
free speech. A broadcaster
who also has worked in the
computer field, Farenthold
said he supports the First
Amendment concept that "a
review is, by definition, an
opinion and there's no defa-
mation in opinion."

Farenthold and others
see increased concern over
SLAPP actions — which,
while expanding in recent
years, still represent a small
number within the total
number of lawsuits annu-
ally — as reflective of the
rise of "peer-to-peer” sites
where people looking for
specific services can find
reviews and comments.

The proposed law would
allow defendants to transfer
lawsuits from state to feder-
al courts, particularly valu-
able in 22 states that do not
have an anti-SLAPP law or in
those with weak protection.
Farenthold said the law also
will provide a means in fed-
eral court to quickly resolve
a SLAPP lawsuit "before the
legal fees run up."

The combination of

form" to reduce lawsuits
and liberals aiming to pro-
tect civic activists. Faren-
thold said he has not seen
significant push-back from
companies, which might
have been expected to op-
pose the act.

Bipartisan support en-
courages Evan Mascagni,
policy director for the Pub-
lic Participation Project, a
nonprofit group supporting
such legislation — who not-
ed two earlier Congressio-
nal attempts failed to gain
such backing. In an inter-
view, Mascagni said, "The
First Amendment is not a
partisan issue. Americans
understand the importance
of free speech and petition
activity in our society."

Another possible factor in
increased attention to the
bill is the attention paid this
year to lawsuits and coun-
terlitigation actions by GOP
presidential front-runner
Donald Trump, who also has
called for weakening pro-
tections in existing defama-
tion law that limit retaliato-
ry lawsuits by public figures.

Anti-SLAPP supporters also
note that the range of SLAPP
actions is wide: From a law-
suit brought by a Califor-
nia nursing home lawsuit
against two women involv-
ing an email sent to a legal
aid lawyer, to actions against
consumers complaining
about a tax advice service, to
news outlets for reporting
unflattering personal details
about a public figure.

Retaliatory lawsuits that
seek mainly to punish are
a misuse of legal remedies
intended to repair the rep-
utations of those wrongly
damaged, produce truthful
information or spur gov-
ernment response — not to
be a tactic to punish public
participation.

A longstanding thesis
about the First Amend-
ment is that "the antidote
to speech you don't like is
more speech, not less."

Abbott proclaims flooding disaster, adds more counties

AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Abbott
on April 18 declared a state of
disaster for Austin, Bastrop,
Colorado, Fort Bend, Grimes,
Harris, Montgomery, Waller
and Wharton counties.

Those counties were hit
with severe storms and flood-
ing beginning April 17, re-
quiring the aid of emergency
responders over many days.

Abbott authorized the use
of “all available resources
of state government and of
political subdivisions that
are reasonably necessary to
cope with this disaster” and
suspended any statute that
would prevent, hinder or
delay necessary action in cop-
ing with the disaster, pending
written approval of his office.

On April 22, Abbott added
the counties of Bosque,
Fayette, Liberty, Milam, Palo
Pinto, Parker and San Jacinto
to his April 18 disaster decla-
ration. The governor’s office
said even more counties could
be added later.

On April 24, Abbott request-
ed federal “individual as-
sistance” for Harris, Fayette,
Grimes and Parker counties.
If his request is granted by
President Obama, affected cit-
izens would be able to apply
for grants of up to $33,000
and low-interest disaster
loans from the U.S. Small
Business Administration.

“As Texans recover from the
severe flooding that inun-
dated several areas of Texas,
it is crucial they receive the
financial assistance needed
to restore their communi-
ties,” Abbott said. “In facing
these challenges, Texans have
displayed enormous courage,
with more than 1,000 rescues
from the rising waters. With
much-needed financial assis-
tance, I am confident Texans
will continue to overcome the
challenges before them as they
begin to rebuild their lives.”

TEA GRANTS WAIVERS

Texas Education Commis-
sioner Mike Morath on April
20 announced he would grant
two missed instructional day
waivers for school systems in
Houston-area counties that
fall within Gov. Abbott’s April
18 disaster declaration.

Morath said school systems
in disaster counties with more
than two days missed due to
flooding will not have to make
up those two days on the re-
maining school calendar, but
they will need to work with
the Texas Education Agency
on options for any additional
missed days beyond two.

Paxton warns of scams

Texas Attorney General Ken
Paxton on April 20 advised
Texans in disaster-stricken
counties to protect them-
selves against scams and be
ready to report possible price
gouging.

“Unfortunately, people who
have already been through so
much also need to be wary
of bad actors taking
advantage of their
circumstances,”
Paxton said. “To
that end, I'd
like to caution
everyone in any

Symmetry Corp., Synergy
Worldwide (Nature’s Sun-
shine), Thrive, USANA Health
Sciences and Vollara, just to
mention a few.

Decisions to buy are
based on lofty claims about
benefits to health and well-
ness or personal finance. The
claims are very rarely sup-
ported by methodic scien-
tific studies and the finances
don’t usually add up. The
"fine print" usually advises
diet and exercise are essen-
tial to success.

Yet, the purchaser is of-
ten lulled into turning over
their cash because of gullibil-
ity, a “quick-fix-and-forget-it-
mentality” and the ease with
which we lavish faith on be-
lief to make it seem true.

We assume our soci-
ety’s business dealings are
regulated by law. We tend to
believe our government and
public agencies are in place

to keep us
from mak-
ing mis-
takes.
Commer-
cial entities
cleverly

They are determined to
separate your money from
you and make it theirs, one
way or another.

Knowing the numbers
and specifics of our body’s
statistics are not nearly as
critical as what we expose it
too. Our best defense is being
aware of our body’s circum-
stances.

Home repair funds available
through USDA Rural Development

Texas USDA Rural De-
velopment has announced
funding is available for the
purpose of repairing homes is
eligible rural areas. The funds
are available through Rural
Development’s 504 Home Re-
pair loan and grant program.

The program is available
to low income recipients to
make essential repairs to
modernize and repair homes,
and to remove health and
safety hazards. Most repairs
completed under the pro-
gram are for roof, window
and door replacements, as
well as electrical, plumb-
ing and air conditioning up-
grades as well as other re-
pairs needed to increase the
home’s energy efficiency and
overall comfort and quality.
Renovations to make a home
wheelchair handicap acces-
sible are also considered.

To qualify for the pro-
gram, applicants must own
their own home, and fall
within Rural Development’s
income guidelines, defined as
below 50 percent of the area
median income and unable to
obtain affordable credit else-
where. Homeowners, at least
62 years old, may qualify for
a grant. Grant funding up to
$7,500 is limited and many

times repairs will be funded
with the combination of a
loan and grant. One percent
loans up to $20,000 will be
on a repayment term of up to
20 years and will require low
monthly payments.

In an April 19 letter to the
committee, Straus, R-San
Antonio, identified the need
to address the state’s foster
care system and a shortfall
within the state’s health care
system for retired teachers.

At the same time, we
do not want to abandon the
commitment to low taxation
and overall fiscal discipline
that has put our state in such
a sound budgetary position.”

JOBLESS RATE STAYS SAME

Texas’ seasonally adjusted
unemployment rate main-
tained a 4.3 percent rate in
March, matching the state’s
revised 4.3 percent unem-
ployment rate in February,
the Texas Workforce Com-
mission reported on April 15.
