Campaign Organized To Secure 
Pledges For New Fact ory Building

Almost $19,000 was pledged toward purchase of stock in a proposed 
corporation to build a factory buildina in Muleshoe, at a meeting held Tues­
day evening in the high school auditorium. Pledges totaled $18,700 to­
ward stock purchases in a corporation which would be formed if Mule­
shoe is selected as the site for Tex-Togs clothing plant. An estimated $225,- 
000 will be needed for the construction of the plant if Muleshoe is selected as 
the site. An industrial steering committee has been formed to direct the se­
curing of pledges within the next week. Lowell Irvin St. Clair is chairman of 
the committee.

Five tow ns are  being considered 
as possible sites for the factory, 
and  M uleshoe Is one of the 
tow ns up  for consideration.

Agee h as asked th a t a b u ild ­
ing  100x400 feet be constructed 
and  leased to  him  for a 20 year 
period, the lease paym ents to 
am ortize the cost of th e  b u ild ­
ing.

He also asked tha t general 
com m unity participation  in the 
build ing project be pushed, r a ­
ther than  participation  by only 
a few.

St. C lair then said  tha t a s te e r­
ing com m ittee has been elected 
to solicit participation  in a 
pledge program  to purchase 
enough $10 shares of stock in 
the proposed corporation to u n ­
derw rite the cost of th e  b u ild ­
ing.

The pledges m ust be secured 
by a week from Tuesday, and  if 
the p lant Ls to be located here, 
pledges will be called in w ithin 
about 60 days. If the p lan t does 
not locate here, no corporation

will be formed and  p ledges w ill 
not be called  for.

M em bers of the s teering  com ­
m ittee are  con tac ting  residen ts 
th is week for pledges, an d  The 
Journal includes a  coupon for 
anyone interested in m ak ing  a  
pledge tow ard the corporation, if 
it is formed.

Mr. Agee has told m em bers of 
the Industria l C om m ittee th a t 
his com pany Is in terested  in  a 
com m unity  th a t w ill take  an  ac ­
tive part in securing new  indus­
try by partic ipating  in construc­
tion of a factory build ing.

M uleshoe canned tom atoes are

being shipped all over the s ta te  
and into ad jo in ing  states, Mr. 
Case said. Area food m arkets 
and  chains have recently  p u r­
chased large q u an titie s  from the 
local cannery.

The trucking of fresh tomatoes 
from this area has decreased 
considerably. Case reported, and 
this has brought an increase in 
vegetables ottered at the can­
nery.

Shortage of peelers has kept 
the cannery  from runn ing  24 
hour shifts, Case said, and  if he 
had  enough peelers he would go 
on full tim e operation round the 
clock.

(4l Label fin ish ­
ed goods a s  to k inds of m a te r­
ials. 151 High rigid supports for 
cotton w ith acreage allo tm ents.

Every one of these policies 
and m any other T exas recom ­
m endations were adopted, hut 
one. You guessed it. High rigid 
supports. They told us on the 
floor, th a t is w hat's  the m atter 
w ith your cotton now. I w as 
reallv  let down. It looked like 
the R epublicans had took us in. 
I w anted  to secede. W hen I got 
home T started  to  analyze the 
situa tion ; it daw ned on me that 
I had been looking at the forest 
so close I had  failed to see the 
trees w hich is a common a i l­
m ent am ong us farm ers. We are 
uninform ed or m isinform ed We 
had received more th an  I had 
thought. O ne w as the soil bank, 
it w asn ’t as we in Texas w anted, 
but it m ight have worked if 
Farm  Bureau orig inal recom ­
m endation for a soil hank  were 
designated to insure tha t the 
hanks w ould operate to rpduce 
production. However, m any of 
our key points w ere never put 
into effect.

Well Continues At Hi Plains Farm

Research in the experim ental 
well w ill not be delayed by lack 
of w ater in the east lake at the 
High P lains Station of the T ex­
as Research Foundation at H alf­
way.

W ater from another well 1400 
i feet aw ay w ill be used to start 

the recharge program  on Octob- 
v  15. The w ater w ill be pumped 
through an underground line 
connecting the two wells, thence 
underground at the recharge 
well.

‘T h e  recharge well is of ex 
perim ental as well as practical 
v a lu e”, said Jam es G Cronin, 
hydrau lic  engineer w ith the U. 
S. Geological Survey, supervisor 
of the recharge program.

“A series of three four-inch 
v ^ l ls  in connection w ith the r e ­
charge well w ill enab le  us to 
study  the perm eability of u n d e r­
ground formation, the w ay the

Cronin explained. These four 
Inch w ells a re  200 feet deep lo­
cated 8. 50, and 100 feet from 
the recharge well. The 16 inch 
recharge well is 320 feet deep.

A 12 foot deep concrete drop 
inlet in the in take line to the 
recharge well w ill be used to 
study sedim entation  and in fil­
tration. Two gravity  intake lines 
w ill earry  su rp lus lake w ater 
to a pit, thence through the in ­
take pipe to th e  concrete inlet.

Dr. T.C. Longnecker, head of 
the Station, said , “This recharge 
of su rp lus surface w ater into 
t h e  underground form ations 
constitu te  the practical value of 
the w ell." By putting  the w ater 
back into the ground where it 
can be conserved for future use, 
we w ill save  m any acre-feet 
from evaporation," Dr. L ong­
necker explained. "This conser­
vation well w ill aid  in m a in ­
ta in in g  the w ater tab le  in th is 
area.”

The w ater recharge research 
is a joint program  of the U. S 
Geological §urvev and the T ex­
's  Boar J of W ater Engineers. 
Dr. Longnecker said. "We are 
happy to provide the facilities 
for Mr. Cronin and his staff to 
m ake the ir study  at the Station."

O ne-fourth the population 
today is troubled w ith  w ater 

| shortage, poor w ater, or both,

reports the Soil Conservation Ser­
vice of the U. S. D epartm ent ot 
A griculture.

The potential supply of watei 
rem ains constant w hile needs 
for hum an use pyram id with 
grow ing population, according to 
m e ScS. From 1900 to 1950. 
w hile U. S. population doubled, 
to tal w ater use, other than  for 
power, increased fourfold. By 
1955 it was up another 21 p e r­
cent from 1950. W ater needs are 
expected to double again  by 
1975.

Average daily  use for all p u r­
poses increased from 6(H) gallons 
per capita in 1900 to  1,100 g a l­
lons in 1950 and 1.300 in 19.55. 
By 1975 the country  w ill be 
using 1.800 gallons of w ater a 
day for every m an, w om an, and 
child.

Industry  and  irrigation  a re  
by far the largest users.

W ater problem s are  largely 
w atershed 1 protection problems, 
says SCS, pointing out th a t w a ­
ter control and  conservation 
cannot be separated  from soil 
soil conservation.

Census Bureau Has 
New Division For 
Bailey County, 19(0
In a  Joint program with the 

Slate of Texas and each of its 
counties, the Bureau of Census 
is establishing areas, known as 
census county divisions, lor use 
in statistical reporting. Similar 
areas were established in the 
State of W ashington prior to the 
1950 census and have been put 
into effect in 11 other states.

D ivisions a re  for the most part 
based on the com m unities w hich 
serve as a focal point of each 
area. The da te  for these divi 
sions w ill serve a s  a yardstick 
for the spheres o f influence e x ­
ercised by such com m unities.

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Babson Discusses . . .
Winter Business Outlook And Russian Satellite

Babson Park. Mass., Oct. 17 — During most of 
th is  year business has show n basic stability , d e ­
spite the read justm ents w hich m any industries 
have encountered and w ith which some are still 
having to contend. The total Physical Volume of 
Business is currently  only a trifle below the high 
range of recent m onths, and is ju s t a fowpercent- 
age points lower than  the first-quarter peak for 
th e  year to date. D uring the sum m er, m any b u si­
nesses have been draw n donw ward because of 
seasonal influence such a s  hot w eather and  v a ­
cation absences. Therefore. I expect business d u r ­
ing com ing m onths 40 be moderately upward 
helped by the Russian Satellite 
1 However, the im provem ent depends also u p ­

on basic consum er a ttitudes, which can change 
from day to day. Recent surveys on consum er be­
havior and a ttitu d es Indicate th a t buyers are be­
com ing more price-conscious and more selective. 
N evertheless, m anufactu rers ire hopeful that 
tjteir p lans and  output schedules for coming 
m onths will ta lly  closely w ith the purchasing 
p lans of consumers, which a re  still continuing 
uDWard

THE AUTO OUTLOOK
The autom obile industry  is a bellw ether of 

forthcom ing trends. D ealers’ stocks are currently 
rjear 600.000, — most of them  1957 ears, w ith only 
a sprinkling of 1958 models. Thus far, there has 
been little  apprehension regarding the size of 
autom obile inventories, and dealers are hopeful 
th a t October sales w ill at least approach those of 
a year ago.
‘I The slight degree of optim ism  am ong au to ­
m obile m akers is helping to buoy the steel in 
rfustry. which continues to hope for a strengthen 
ing of orders. Though such orders have been 
coming in gradually , nearby weeks m ay sec a 
greater rush as the rem ainder of the plants 
change over to the production of 1958 cars Ap 
p iianee m akers are also proceeding cautiously 
w ith respect to orders since sales have been d is ­
appointing  so far th is year. However, as inven­
tories in these lines register declines, factory o u t­
pu t should gradually  trend up.

CONSTRUCTION IN DUSTRY
Another m ajor steel user, the construction in ­

dustry, appears to have been tak ing  a breather, 
a lthough  the latest m onth 's figures show a more-

than  seasonal rise a fter the d isappointing  earlier 
weeks. Work stoppages in the cem ent industry 
caused shortages of concrete products in som e sec­
tions. There are. however, m ore basic reasons for 
th e  slower pace in build ing, such  as  scarcity  of 
m oney and th e  p artia l fu lfillm ent of dem and for 
housing. S ustain ing  strength , however, should be 
evident in public works, utilities, and road b u ild ­
ing.

Beyond th e  conundrum  of w hat the consum er 
is going to do w ith his income, some consum er- 
expenditu re  p lans are  a lready  being affected by 
lower expenditures by the Defense Departm ent. 
M ilitary cutbacks tire beg inn ing  to affect w hole 
com m unities which are iargely  dependent upon 
governm ent contracts, such as  a ircraft workers 
and  others em ployed In these tow ns dependent 
upon m ilitary payrolls. The R ussian Satellite 
may, however, change all this.

WHAT ABOUT EMPLOYMENT
Those who are laid  off w ill be less eager to 

spend and  w ill hesitate to  go fu rther into debt; 
w hile those who rem ain  on the poyroll m ay be­
come more cau tious about spending. On the o ther 
hand, due to the long period of boom, the a v e r­
age consum er has become accustom ed to an  in ­
creasingly h igher standard  of living. And it is 
far harder to ad just one’s  tas tes  dow nw ard than  
to raise them  upw ard.

H igher w ages are  partly  responsible for the 
continued rise in personal incomes. However, 
these increases in pay  ra tes  are  a cause for con ­
cern to producers, since they  add  to th e  cost of 
doing business. Coupled w ith  lower sales in cer­
ta in  lines, they fu rther squeeze profits.

CONCLUSIONS
All in all. com ing m onths should show a 

modest im provem ent over the lows of the su m ­
mer m onths. But the degree of im provem ent is d e ­
pendent on a revival of consum er expenditures, 
w hich in tu rn  are  affected by cap ita l ou tlays and 
by changes in G overnm ent spending, w hich could 
be increased as a result of the R ussian Satellite  
surprise. It m ay w ell be th a t a ll three factors 
have been m erely hesita ting  in order to  consoli­
date the gains of the past long boom. Much will 
depend upon advertising  appropriations and  the 
efficiency of selling.

T he issues, nevertheless, m ust be 
faced up to an d  not covered to 
fester and  eat a t  th e  vitals of our 
democracy.

WATCH OUT FOB THE 
WITCHWEED

A cluster of sm all reddish 
flowers on low-growing weeds 
m ay spell death  to a corn crop 
in a m atter of days.

W itchweed, a parasitic  p lan t 
tha t a ttacks p rim arily  corn, p lus 
a few other crops, has been 
found in the United States.

A lthough the weed has not yet 
come to Teas, farm ers are  w a rn ­
ed tha t it can  th rive in the 
South and Southwest. At p res­
ent, it is believed to be confin ­
ed to  about 38.000 acres near the 
coast in North and  South Caro­
lina, hut a ll a reas have been 
alerted  to  be on the lookout.

The first w itchw eed bloom s 
usually  appear in June  and  w ill 
con tinue to bloom u n til frost.

i i V 1' ' ’ -hculd one wish to escape 
from the presence of God?

As a psalmist says, the knowl­
edge of God Is complete and 
“Such knowledge is too wonder­
ful for me.” He emphasizes the 
seriousness of the realization that 
no m atter where he goes, he can­
not escape God’s presence.

The wish to escape is perhaps 
inevitable if we are  conscious 
within o u r s e l v e s  of evil or 
wrongdoing. We then can feel 
the keenness and reality of God's 
judgment. But it is here that the 
great teaching of the psalmist 
concerning God enriched and 
enlarged by the New Testament, 
comes for our strength and com­
fort.

God is not to be feared, even 
by those who have turned to evil 
ways. He is a God of mercy and 
love, and the whole purpose of 
His searching of our hearts and 
of His judgm ents is to bring us 
near to Him in the bonds of tru th  
and love.

The ominiscient God Is the all- 
loving God. An ever-present God 
is w ith us to uphold us. I t is re ­
m arkable how far back in human 
experience men cam e to this 
view. They learned to believe 
that there was a power In the 
universe which was on their side.
