The Legislature has passed
the 60th day of the legislative
session, which means bills that
are not classified as emergency
items can be heard and voted
by the Senate from this point
forward. Your definition of an
emergency item may not be the
same as your neighbor, but ulti-
mately it's the Governor that has
the final say on what is an emer-
gency item.

ing around the legislature, trying
to ensure their priority bills are
filed before the deadline. Many
offices place signs on their of-
fice door indicating they are no
longer filing additional bills, usu-
ally with a comedic twist such as
“Gone Fishin’.” While my office
does not have a sign, and will
happily greet all visitors, we are
sure to place extreme scrutiny
on bills that show up on the final
day of filing to make sure they
benefit District 19.

In theory, Senate bills must
pass to the House of Representa-
tives by the 130th day of session,

or May 19 to have a mathemati-
cal chance of becoming law. In
reality, however, a Senate bill will
need to pass to the House by the
beginning of May to avoid any
last minute procedural delays.

The attorneys who draft legis-
lation have been busy this ses-
sion. The legislature has filed
6,654 bills this session, nearly
six percent more than this
point last session.

One bill of great importance to
me is Senate Bill 1463. I filed this
bi-partisan bill along with Sena-
tors Donna Campbell and Jose
Menendez, and Representatives

Barbara Gervin-Hawkins and
Tomas Uresti to enhance penal-
ties for individuals convicted of
continuous abuse of a child, the
elderly or a disabled person. The
“Chipping Drive Case” of child
abuse in San Antonio brought to
light the weaknesses in our cur-
rent law when charging a person
who continuously abuses a child,
causing repeated bodily injury,
but not serious bodily injury.
The legislature also takes
up many issues that are light-
hearted, yet important cultural-
ly to us as Texans. For example,
some of my colleagues have
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bill filing for the ooth session ends

filed bills to designate a medal
to military who serve along our
Southern Border, designating
the Bowie as the official knife
of Texas, a bill to designate the
1847 Colt Walker pistol as the
official handgun of Texas, and
another to designate the can-
non as the official state gun.

er. Thirty-six hours

and more than 1,600
miles later, Congressman
Beto O’Rourke, a Demo-
crat from El Paso, and I,
a Republican from San
Antonio, had driven in a
Chevy Impala across the
country to Washington,
DC. Thanks to technol-
ogy, we livestreamed our
Bipartisan Road Trip via
Facebook, answering ques-
tions in real-time from the
public, the entire way.

We refused to let a bit of
snow keep us from doing
our jobs. We were deter-
mined to get back in time
for votes we had to take in
Congress.

We also thought the road
trip could demonstrate
that a Republican and a
Democrat can listen to
each other and find com-
mon ground. After a few
pit stops for Whataburger,
donuts, and a couple
hours of sleep, we made it
to the United States Capi-
tol with thirty minutes to
Spare.

During our trek, we took
turns answering questions
via Facebook Live about
everything from health-
care and national security
to music and dessert. It
was what we liked to de-
scribe as the “longest roll-
ing bipartisan town hall
meeting in history”. We
learned that we could dis-
agree without being dis-
agreeable and that instead
of focusing on what di-
vides us, there were many
things that united us.

The support we received
from the general public
was overwhelming. While
on the road, dozens of
our colleagues on both
sides of the aisle called
us to show their support
of increased bipartisan-
ship.

I read an article by an economist that
suggested in order to make a greater profit
you should get rid of your horses and buy
an ATV. Putting horses permanently out
to pasture sounds like some diabolical
PETA plan to me. Heck, the main reason
I wanted to be a rancher in the first place
was for the opportunity to climb aboard a
horse on a regular basis.

It used to be the biggest coffee shop
debate was between calf tables versus
dragging calves to the fire. Now it's horses
versus ATV's. While I admit to being in
close proximity to a calf table once or
twice, I've never owned an ATV. I'm sure
my wife would like one and I can see a
million instances where one might come in
handy. But replace the horse? NEVER!

An ATV should be an adjunct to, not a
replacement for, the horse.

There's an unwritten rule in the West
that a cowboy should walk as little as pos-
sible and with an ATV and a horse I see no
reason for a cowboy's feet to ever touch
the ground. And I grudgingly admit there
are pluses to owning one of these glorified
golf carts. While I have been unceremoni-
ously dumped and sent sailing by several
reprobate horses, I've never been thrown
to the ground by a four-wheeler. (Although
I was bucked off a three wheeler back
when those death machines were around.)
I admit an ATV won't run back to the
house and leave you stranded all by your
lonesome but a horse will never run out of
gas... at least the petrochemical kind.

An ATV is a cold,
impersonal hunk of
metal and plastic. It
can't nudge you on your
butt for not paying him
enough attention like my
horse Gentleman did. It
can't pick your pockets
looking for a carrot, and
it can't look at you with

PITTS that could melt an ice-
berg. Get rid of horses?

LEE PITTS I'd sooner be a sheep-

herder, pig farmer or
poultry plucker. Heaven
forbid.

Don't get me wrong, ATV's certainly
have their place. I'm a car guy and I love
everything with pistons and wheels. I think
every ranch ought to own an ATV or two,
but they still can't cut a cow. And where
do you dally or tie hard and fast?

One of the biggest advantages of
ATV's is they allow older folks to still par-
ticipate in the operation instead of sitting
on a couch. They are extremely helpful
for irrigating and I've seen a calf catcher
device advertised that hooks up to your
ATV and allows you to tag a newborn calf
without getting rolled by its mad momma.
I wish they'd make one that hooks up to
a horse. And here's an idea some trailer
company could capitalize on. I see a lot of
ranchers hauling their horse and an ATV
in the same trailer but if they want their

horse they have to unload the ATV first.
What's needed is a trailer with a separate
compartment that allows you to drive in
and out from either side without disturb-
ing your napping horse.

This admission may shock you but I
don't really love cows like I love dogs and
horses. You can't cuddle a cow and when's
the last time a steer retrieved a slobbery
tennis ball, or carried you on his back for
eight hours? Cows are not lovable crea-
tures in the way that horses are.

If we got rid of horses we'd lose a lot of
our western culture and traditions. There'd
be no need for bits, spurs, saddles, ropes
and cowboy boots. What would a Tim Cox
painting be without horses? I think this
whole ATV movement is caused by Russian
hackers who want to miniaturize every-
thing. First it was Bobcats® replacing skip-
loaders and now we have ATV's as minia-
ture pickups. What's next, miniature horses
with out-of-work jockeys for cowboys?

Horseless ranches may work on the
flatlands and some purebred operations
but you couldn't gather the cows on the
mountainous ranches where I've worked
with an army of ATV's. While I disagree
with the economist about horses, the
numbers-crunching professor did have one
good idea for improving profits on ranch-
es: he suggested we get rid of the haying
equipment.

Now there's an idea I think we can all
agree on.

date budget progresses toward vote by full Senate

AUSTIN — The Senate Fi-
nance Committee, at work on
the 2018-2019 state budget
since January, on March 16
approved workgroup recom-
mendations in preparation for
a final vote.

Committee Chair Jane Nel-
son, R-Flower Mound, said she
expects her panel to vote on
the state budget, Senate Bill 1,
this week, March 20-24. After
the committee votes, the next
step for the budget is consid-
eration by the full Senate.

So far in the process, the com-
mittee has approved more
money to reduce the caseload
for foster care workers, an in-
crease in payments for peo-
ple who take in foster chil-
dren and an expansion of a
privatized case management
program. Funding for mental
health would be maintained
at current levels while add-
ing beds for maximum-securi-
ty patients.

Health and human servic-
es takes up the largest share
of the state budget. Sen-

ate Health & Human Servic-
es Committee Chair Charles
Schwertner, R-Georgetown,
who serves on the Senate Fi-
nance Committee, comment-
ed on SB 1, saying, “Just like
the people of Texas, we must
live within our means. With
that said, I believe the prod-
uct before you represents a
responsible budget that will
meet the health and human
services needs of Texans and
address the most pressing is-
sues we will face in the com-
ing biennium.”

SB 1 would include less
money for education — the
second-biggest element in
the state budget. One issue is
funding for so-called “special
items” or one-time appropri-
ations to help colleges start
new programs or increase ca-
pacity. Higher education in-
stitutions that have come to
rely on the renewal of spe-

cial items every budget cy-

cle would be at a disadvan-
tage under SB 1, according

to Senate Finance Committee
member Kel Seliger, R-Amaril-
lo, who serves as chair of the
body’s Higher Education Com-
mittee. Previously, the state
spent more than a billion dol-
lars on “special items.” On
March 15, the Senate Finance
Committee approved lan-
guage cutting that amount to
$700 million.

IMMIGRATION BILL
IS HEARD
An overflow crowd num-

bering in the hundreds gath-
ered in the state Capitol
on March 15 to testify on
a House committee substi-
tute for SB 4, the immigra-
tion law enforcement bill writ-
ten by Sen. Charles Perry,
R-Lubbock,and passed by the
full Senate on Feb. 8.

The bill proposes to pro-
hibit “sanctuary city” poli-
cies that prohibit local law
enforcement from in-
quiring about a per-
son’s immigration
status and comply-
ing with detainer
requests by the
federal govern-
ment.

I can remember when ba-
con and eggs were replaced
by a bowl of cereal, some
low-fat milk, a couple piec-
es of dry toast and a glass
of orange juice and was la-
belled “healthy breakfast” in
the Standard American Diet
(SAD). If T knew then what I
know now, I wouldn’t have
found myself in such a meta-
bolic mess, with heart dis-
ease and having a basal cell
carcinoma removed from my
face when I was 50 years old.

No, it wasn’t just the re-
placement of bacon and eggs
but the transition to a diet of
predominately “real food” to
an endless supply of “fran-
kenfoods” (processed) filling
our pantries and crowding
out our healthy choices of
good things to eat at the gro-
cery store.

The Standard American Di-
et advised we eat less fat and
more healthy carbohydrates
to curb a misconceived pan-
demic of heart disease in the
mid 1980s.

Gary Taubes wrote in his
New York Times article en-
titled, “What If It's All Been a
Big Fat Lie,” on July 7, 2002,
“...a Senate committee led
by George McGovern pub-
lished its 'Dietary Goals for
the United States,’ advising
that Americans significantly
curb their fat intake to abate
an epidemic of 'killer dis-
eases' supposedly sweeping
the country. It peaked in late
1984, when the National In-
stitutes of Health officially
recommended that all Ameri-
cans over the age of 2 eat
less fat. By that time, fat had
become 'this greasy killer' in
the memorable words of the
Center for Science in the Pub-
lic Interest, and the model
American breakfast of eggs
and bacon was well on its way
to becoming a bowl of Special
K with low-fat milk, a glass of
orange juice and toast, hold
the butter -- a dubious feast
of refined carbohydrates.”

Never mind that we have
been agrarian for only about
10,000 years, learning ever
since to cultivate and geneti-
cally alter our fruits, grains
and vegetables for taste and
greater sugar/carbohydrate
content.

Never mind that our bod-
ies are carbon copies of our
ancestors 25,000 years ago,
and we have yet to develop
the nutritional processes
for beneficially assimilating
these very new nutrients in
our way of eating.

We say “food is fuel” but
we have made it so much
more than that. We eat it for
pleasure, for comfort, when
we're sad and depressed.

Food is our friend when
we're hurt, when we social-
ize, our reward, as gifts and
when we're lonely. Yet for
others, it’'s an obsession, or
an addiction that causes us
to feel intense hated and un-
worthiness.

The extremes of our food
attachments even Kkill us.
Worse yet, food imprisons
more and more of us ev-
ery year by confining us to
wheelchairs and beds, in the
solitary confinement of our
own bodies.

The macronutrients (pro-
teins, carbohydrates, and
fats) in our food are reduced
by our digestive systems into
components that supply en-
ergy, chemicals, hormones,
and support the magnetic
and electrical exchanges of

Flu season
still lingering

What in the flu is going
on? It is mid-March and we
are still seeing a heavy dose
of influenza A and B posi-
tive patients. Influenza com-
monly known as the flu has
reared its ugly head late in
the 2016-2017 season leav-
ing most folks to wonder if
the flu vaccine even worked
this year. Flu viruses often
cause the most illness in the
colder months of November-
February, but not this year.
We may continue to see in-
fluenza and influenza-like-
illness (ILI) into April or May
this year.

Influenza and ILI have
similar presentations of fe-
ver, runny nose, aches, head-
aches, cough, sore throat and
even occasionally nausea with
vomiting. It is impossible to
diagnose influenza based on
symptoms alone; and, yet lab-
oratory testing is not always
necessary given community
wide outbreaks, typical symp-
toms and your physician's
clinical judgment. However,
your health care provider may
chose to test high risk individ-
uals who are immuno-com-
promised, pregnant, elderly,
have certain chronic condi-
tions or are very young.

Prevention is key to pro-
tecting you, your family and
friends. Most healthcare pro-
viders recommend the flu
vaccine as the primary means
of prevention. This flu sea-
son the Center for Disease
Control (CDC) recommends
the injectable forms of the
vaccine. The three-compo-
nent vaccine has influenzas
AHIN1, AH3N2 and B Victo-
ria sub-type. The four-compo-
nent vaccine adds influenza

B Yamagata sub-type. In the
past the nasal live attenuate
virus spray was a viable op-
tion for immunization; how-
ever, this season the CDC did
not recommend it due to con-
cerns about its effectiveness.
After diagnosis or known inti-
mate exposure your physician
may prescribe an antiviral
medication that can reduce
your symptoms, length of ill-
ness, and risk of serious com-
plications.

It may seem late in the
season to get your vaccine,
but you can still get your vac-
cine especially since we may
continue to see influenza
and ILI until May. The CDC
"conducts studies each year
to determine how well the
flu vaccine protects against
flu illness." Recent studies
have shown that the flu vac-
cine can reduce hospitaliza-
tions of diabetic patients by
79 percent and intensive care
admissions of pediatric pa-
tients by 74 percent.

This season's studies sug-
gest the vaccine "reduced risk
by nearly half" despite the
overall low numbers of folks
being vaccinated. In addition
to getting vaccinated don't
forget the everyday com-
mon sense preventive mea-
sures like staying home from
work or school if you have
a fever or feel sick, washing
your hands frequently, cover-
ing your cough, and staying
away from other sick people.

Commissioners waiting on rain
before making road decision

The Crockett County
Commissioners are waiting
for rain before making a de-
cision about building a road
off of Buena Vista Street.

During a special called
meeting on Friday, March 17,
the commissioners met with
Road Superintendent Jeffrey
Stuart, Blas Vargas and Sam
Vargas about making a small
entrance for Sam Vargas'
property.

Sam Vargas made the re-
quest to Commissioner Frank
Tambunga.

Stuart said due to the
shape of the land if a big
rain occurs the water will run
right into Sam Vargas' front
door.

Stuart also said in con-
structing the road the county
would have to enter onto pri-
vate property because it's a
dead end road.

"That poses a problem
trying to finish that road,"

Stuart said.

Commissioner Eligio
Martinez said he would like
to see the impact of the wa-
ter flow when it's actually
raining.

"That way we can see ac-
tually what goes on with the
water flow," Martinez said.
"That would be something
we could look at and go from
there."

"T would hate to do an-
other road and all that water
comes into his house,"” Tam-
bunga added.

Stuart said the road de-
partment could remove the
hump in the road in front of the
house that was placed to divert
the water during flooding.

"Whatever you can do to
make it better," said Sam Var-
gas.

No action was taken dur-
ing the meeting.

The next regular commis-
sioners' court meeting will be
9 am. April 10 at the court-
house annex. The meeting is
open to the public.

Proposition 7 to voters later
that year.

Zerwas' office did not
immediately respond to a re-
quest for comment.

Some 83 percent of vot-
ers supported Proposition 7,
and it was widely cheered by
top Texas leaders.

At the Texas Department
of Transportation, agency of-
ficials have updated long-
range plans with new high-
way projects under the as-
sumption that the agen-
cy will have access to all of
the Prop 7 money. Gov. Greg
Abbott also released a pro-
posed budget in January that
called for directing all of the
Prop 7 funds to TxDOT as
voters intended.

“My fellow commissioners
and I view this as a Texas vot-
er mandate,” transportation
commissioner Bruce Bugg, an
Abbott-appointee, told report-
ers earlier this week.

But Texas lawmakers this
session are trying to craft a
budget with less money than
the previous legislative session.

Tax cuts in 2015 cut
available state revenues by
about $4 billion, and a slow-
down in the oil patch also
shrunk the budgetary pie. A
voter-approved transfer of
funds to the highway fund
would leave even fewer dol-
lars available to put toward
areas such as health care,
education and the state’s
collapsed foster care system.

Texans, but the bill’s author,
Sen. Lois Kolkhorst, R-Bren-
ham, said the legislation is
necessary to keep men out of
women’s restrooms.

The bill, which has moved
to the House for consider-
ation, applies to multi-stall
restrooms, showers, dressing
rooms and locker rooms in
public buildings. Private en-
tities and businesses would
be left to decide their own
policy, and government en-
tities would not be able to
use those policies as criteria
when deciding how to award
government contracts.

STUDY EXAMINES
HEALTH CARE

Texas Comptroller Glen
Hegar on March 15 posted
notice that the cost of health
care is rising faster than both
the general inflation rate and
the growth of the state’s pop-
ulation. In fiscal 2015, he
said, the state spent $42.9
billion on health care servic-
es, or 43.1 percent of all ap-
propriations from state, fed-
eral and other sources.

The March issue of Fis-
cal Notes, a publication pro-
duced by the Comptroller's
office, examines and quanti-
fies health care spending by
68 state agencies and higher
education institutions over a
five-year period.

“Emerging  technologies,
demographics and the growth
of our great state will ensure
the demand for health care
services continues to increase
even while the cost of these
services is on the rise,” Hegar
said. “The question for poli-
cymakers is how to contain
these costs.”

Many
offices place signs on their of-
fice door indicating they are no
longer filing additional bills, usu-
ally with a comedic twist such as

In theory, Senate bills must
pass to the House of Representa-

The attorneys who draft legis-
lation have been busy this ses-
sion. The legislature has filed
6,654 bills this session, nearly
six percent more than this
point last session.

One bill of great importance to
me is Senate Bill 1463. I filed this
bi-partisan bill along with Sena-
tors Donna Campbell and Jose
Menendez, and Representatives

Barbara Gervin-Hawkins and
Tomas Uresti to enhance penal-
ties for individuals convicted of
continuous abuse of a child, the
elderly or a disabled person. The
“Chipping Drive Case” of child
abuse in San Antonio brought to
light the weaknesses in our cur-
rent law when charging a person
who continuously abuses a child,
causing repeated bodily injury,
but not serious bodily injury.
The legislature also takes
up many issues that are light-
hearted, yet important cultural-
ly to us as Texans. For example,
some of my colleagues have

and more than 1,600
miles later, Congressman
Beto O’Rourke, a Demo-
crat from El Paso, and I,
a Republican from San
Antonio, had driven in a
Chevy Impala across the
country to Washington,
DC. Thanks to technol-
ogy, we livestreamed our
Bipartisan Road Trip via
Facebook, answering ques-
tions in real-time from the
public, the entire way.

We refused to let a bit of
snow keep us from doing
our jobs. We were deter-
mined to get back in time
for votes we had to take in
Congress.

We also thought the road
trip could demonstrate
that a Republican and a
Democrat can listen to
each other and find com-
mon ground. After a few
pit stops for Whataburger,
donuts, and a couple
hours of sleep, we made it
to the United States Capi-
tol with thirty minutes to
Spare.

During our trek, we took
turns answering questions
via Facebook Live about
everything from health-
care and national security
to music and dessert.

I read an article by an economist that
suggested in order to make a greater profit
you should get rid of your horses and buy
an ATV. Putting horses permanently out
to pasture sounds like some diabolical
PETA plan to me. Heck, the main reason
I wanted to be a rancher in the first place
was for the opportunity to climb aboard a
horse on a regular basis.

It used to be the biggest coffee shop
debate was between calf tables versus
dragging calves to the fire. Now it's horses
versus ATV's. While I admit to being in
close proximity to a calf table once or
twice, I've never owned an ATV. I'm sure
my wife would like one and I can see a
million instances where one might come in
handy. But replace the horse? NEVER!

An ATV should be an adjunct to, not a
replacement for, the horse.

There's an unwritten rule in the West
that a cowboy should walk as little as pos-
sible and with an ATV and a horse I see no
reason for a cowboy's feet to ever touch
the ground. And I grudgingly admit there
are pluses to owning one of these glorified
golf carts. While I have been unceremoni-
ously dumped and sent sailing by several
reprobate horses, I've never been thrown
to the ground by a four-wheeler. (Although
I was bucked off a three wheeler back
when those death machines were around.)
I admit an ATV won't run back to the
house and leave you stranded all by your
lonesome but a horse will never run out of
gas... at least the petrochemical kind.

An ATV is a cold,
impersonal hunk of
metal and plastic. It
can't nudge you on your
butt for not paying him
enough attention like my
horse Gentleman did.

PITTS that could melt an ice-
berg. Get rid of horses?

LEE PITTS I'd sooner be a sheep-

herder, pig farmer or
poultry plucker. Heaven
forbid.

Don't get me wrong, ATV's certainly
have their place. I'm a car guy and I love
everything with pistons and wheels. I think
every ranch ought to own an ATV or two,
but they still can't cut a cow. And where
do you dally or tie hard and fast?

One of the biggest advantages of
ATV's is they allow older folks to still par-
ticipate in the operation instead of sitting
on a couch. They are extremely helpful
for irrigating and I've seen a calf catcher
device advertised that hooks up to your
ATV and allows you to tag a newborn calf
without getting rolled by its mad momma.
I wish they'd make one that hooks up to
a horse. And here's an idea some trailer
company could capitalize on. I see a lot of
ranchers hauling their horse and an ATV
in the same trailer but if they want their

horse they have to unload the ATV first.
What's needed is a trailer with a separate
compartment that allows you to drive in
and out from either side without disturb-
ing your napping horse.

date budget progresses toward vote by full Senate

AUSTIN — The Senate Fi-
nance Committee, at work on
the 2018-2019 state budget
since January, on March 16
approved workgroup recom-
mendations in preparation for
a final vote.

Committee Chair Jane Nel-
son, R-Flower Mound, said she
expects her panel to vote on
the state budget, Senate Bill 1,
this week, March 20-24. After
the committee votes, the next
step for the budget is consid-
eration by the full Senate.

So far in the process, the com-
mittee has approved more
money to reduce the caseload
for foster care workers, an in-
crease in payments for peo-
ple who take in foster chil-
dren and an expansion of a
privatized case management
program. Funding for mental
health would be maintained
at current levels while add-
ing beds for maximum-securi-
ty patients.

Health and human servic-
es takes up the largest share
of the state budget. Sen-

ate Health & Human Servic-
es Committee Chair Charles
Schwertner, R-Georgetown,
who serves on the Senate Fi-
nance Committee, comment-
ed on SB 1, saying, “Just like
the people of Texas, we must
live within our means. With
that said, I believe the prod-
uct before you represents a
responsible budget that will
meet the health and human
services needs of Texans and
address the most pressing is-
sues we will face in the com-
ing biennium.”

SB 1 would include less
money for education — the
second-biggest element in
the state budget. One issue is
funding for so-called “special
items” or one-time appropri-
ations to help colleges start
new programs or increase ca-
pacity. Higher education in-
stitutions that have come to
rely on the renewal of spe-

cial items every budget cy-

cle would be at a disadvan-
tage under SB 1, according

to Senate Finance Committee
member Kel Seliger, R-Amaril-
lo, who serves as chair of the
body’s Higher Education Com-
mittee. Previously, the state
spent more than a billion dol-
lars on “special items.” On
March 15, the Senate Finance
Committee approved lan-
guage cutting that amount to
$700 million.

IMMIGRATION BILL
IS HEARD
An overflow crowd num-

bering in the hundreds gath-
ered in the state Capitol
on March 15 to testify on
a House committee substi-
tute for SB 4, the immigra-
tion law enforcement bill writ-
ten by Sen. Charles Perry,
R-Lubbock,and passed by the
full Senate on Feb. 8.

The bill proposes to pro-
hibit “sanctuary city” poli-
cies that prohibit local law
enforcement from in-
quiring about a per-
son’s immigration
status and comply-
ing with detainer
requests by the
federal govern-
ment.

Rep. Charlie
Geren, R-Fort
Worth, laid

Food is an expression of life giving life

I can remember when ba-
con and eggs were replaced
by a bowl of cereal, some
low-fat milk, a couple piec-
es of dry toast and a glass
of orange juice and was la-
belled “healthy breakfast” in
the Standard American Diet
(SAD). If T knew then what I
know now, I wouldn’t have
found myself in such a meta-
bolic mess, with heart dis-
ease and having a basal cell
carcinoma removed from my
face when I was 50 years old.

No, it wasn’t just the re-
placement of bacon and eggs
but the transition to a diet of
predominately “real food” to
an endless supply of “fran-
kenfoods” (processed) filling
our pantries and crowding
out our healthy choices of
good things to eat at the gro-
cery store.

The Standard American Di-
et advised we eat less fat and
more healthy carbohydrates
to curb a misconceived pan-
demic of heart disease in the
mid 1980s.

Gary Taubes wrote in his
New York Times article en-
titled, “What If It's All Been a
Big Fat Lie,” on July 7, 2002,
“...a Senate committee led
by George McGovern pub-
lished its 'Dietary Goals for
the United States,’ advising
that Americans significantly
curb their fat intake to abate
an epidemic of 'killer dis-
eases' supposedly sweeping
the country. It peaked in late
1984, when the National In-
stitutes of Health officially
recommended that all Ameri-
cans over the age of 2 eat
less fat. By that time, fat had
become 'this greasy killer' in
the memorable words of the
Center for Science in the Pub-
lic Interest, and the model
American breakfast of eggs
and bacon was well on its way
to becoming a bowl of Special
K with low-fat milk, a glass of
orange juice and toast, hold
the butter -- a dubious feast
of refined carbohydrates.”

Never mind that the hu-

Never mind that we have
been agrarian for only about
10,000 years, learning ever
since to cultivate and geneti-
cally alter our fruits, grains
and vegetables for taste and
greater sugar/carbohydrate
content.

Never mind that our bod-
ies are carbon copies of our
ancestors 25,000 years ago,
and we have yet to develop
the nutritional processes
for beneficially assimilating
these very new nutrients in
our way of eating.

We say “food is fuel” but
we have made it so much
more than that. We eat it for
pleasure, for comfort, when
we're sad and depressed.

Food is our friend when
we're hurt, when we social-
ize, our reward, as gifts and
when we're lonely. Yet for
others, it’'s an obsession, or
an addiction that causes us
to feel intense hated and un-
worthiness.

The extremes of our food
attachments even Kkill us.
Worse yet, food imprisons
more and more of us ev-
ery year by confining us to
wheelchairs and beds, in the
solitary confinement of our
own bodies.

The macronutrients (pro-
teins, carbohydrates, and
fats) in our food are reduced
by our digestive systems into
components that supply en-
ergy, chemicals, hormones,
and support the magnetic
and electrical exchanges of

Flu season
still lingering

What in the flu is going
on? It is mid-March and we
are still seeing a heavy dose
of influenza A and B posi-
tive patients. Influenza com-
monly known as the flu has
reared its ugly head late in
the 2016-2017 season leav-
ing most folks to wonder if
the flu vaccine even worked
this year. Flu viruses often
cause the most illness in the
colder months of November-
February, but not this year.
We may continue to see in-
fluenza and influenza-like-
illness (ILI) into April or May
this year.

Influenza and ILI have
similar presentations of fe-
ver, runny nose, aches, head-
aches, cough, sore throat and
even occasionally nausea with
vomiting. It is impossible to
diagnose influenza based on
symptoms alone; and, yet lab-
oratory testing is not always
necessary given community
wide outbreaks, typical symp-
toms and your physician's
clinical judgment. However,
your health care provider may
chose to test high risk individ-
uals who are immuno-com-
promised, pregnant, elderly,
have certain chronic condi-
tions or are very young.

Prevention is key to pro-
tecting you, your family and
friends. Most healthcare pro-
viders recommend the flu
vaccine as the primary means
of prevention. This flu sea-
son the Center for Disease
Control (CDC) recommends
the injectable forms of the
vaccine. The three-compo-
nent vaccine has influenzas
AHIN1, AH3N2 and B Victo-
ria sub-type. The four-compo-
nent vaccine adds influenza

B Yamagata sub-type. In the
past the nasal live attenuate
virus spray was a viable op-
tion for immunization; how-
ever, this season the CDC did
not recommend it due to con-
cerns about its effectiveness.
After diagnosis or known inti-
mate exposure your physician
may prescribe an antiviral
medication that can reduce
your symptoms, length of ill-
ness, and risk of serious com-
plications.

It may seem late in the
season to get your vaccine,
but you can still get your vac-
cine especially since we may
continue to see influenza
and ILI until May. The CDC
"conducts studies each year
to determine how well the
flu vaccine protects against
flu illness." Recent studies
have shown that the flu vac-
cine can reduce hospitaliza-
tions of diabetic patients by
79 percent and intensive care
admissions of pediatric pa-
tients by 74 percent.

This season's studies sug-
gest the vaccine "reduced risk
by nearly half" despite the
overall low numbers of folks
being vaccinated. In addition
to getting vaccinated don't
forget the everyday com-
mon sense preventive mea-
sures like staying home from
work or school if you have
a fever or feel sick, washing
your hands frequently, cover-
ing your cough, and staying
away from other sick people.

Commissioners waiting on rain
before making road decision

The Crockett County
Commissioners are waiting
for rain before making a de-
cision about building a road
off of Buena Vista Street.

During a special called
meeting on Friday, March 17,
the commissioners met with
Road Superintendent Jeffrey
Stuart, Blas Vargas and Sam
Vargas about making a small
entrance for Sam Vargas'
property.

Sam Vargas made the re-
quest to Commissioner Frank
Tambunga.

Stuart said due to the
shape of the land if a big
rain occurs the water will run
right into Sam Vargas' front
door.

Stuart also said in con-
structing the road the county
would have to enter onto pri-
vate property because it's a
dead end road.

"That poses a problem
trying to finish that road,"

Stuart said.

Commissioner Eligio
Martinez said he would like
to see the impact of the wa-
ter flow when it's actually
raining.

"That way we can see ac-
tually what goes on with the
water flow," Martinez said.
"That would be something
we could look at and go from
there."

"T would hate to do an-
other road and all that water
comes into his house,"” Tam-
bunga added.

Stuart said the road de-
partment could remove the
hump in the road in front of the
house that was placed to divert
the water during flooding.

"Whatever you can do to
make it better," said Sam Var-
gas.

No action was taken dur-
ing the meeting.

The next regular commis-
sioners' court meeting will be
9 am. April 10 at the court-
house annex. The meeting is
open to the public.

Proposition 7 to voters later
that year.

Zerwas' office did not
immediately respond to a re-
quest for comment.

Some 83 percent of vot-
ers supported Proposition 7,
and it was widely cheered by
top Texas leaders.

At the Texas Department
of Transportation, agency of-
ficials have updated long-
range plans with new high-
way projects under the as-
sumption that the agen-
cy will have access to all of
the Prop 7 money. Gov. Greg
Abbott also released a pro-
posed budget in January that
called for directing all of the
Prop 7 funds to TxDOT as
voters intended.

“My fellow commissioners
and I view this as a Texas vot-
er mandate,” transportation
commissioner Bruce Bugg, an
Abbott-appointee, told report-
ers earlier this week.

But Texas lawmakers this
session are trying to craft a
budget with less money than
the previous legislative session.

Tax cuts in 2015 cut
available state revenues by
about $4 billion, and a slow-
down in the oil patch also
shrunk the budgetary pie. A
voter-approved transfer of
funds to the highway fund
would leave even fewer dol-
lars available to put toward
areas such as health care,
education and the state’s
collapsed foster care system.

Texans, but the bill’s author,
Sen. Lois Kolkhorst, R-Bren-
ham, said the legislation is
necessary to keep men out of
women’s restrooms.

STUDY EXAMINES
HEALTH CARE

Texas Comptroller Glen
Hegar on March 15 posted
notice that the cost of health
care is rising faster than both
the general inflation rate and
the growth of the state’s pop-
ulation. In fiscal 2015, he
said, the state spent $42.9
billion on health care servic-
es, or 43.1 percent of all ap-
propriations from state, fed-
eral and other sources.

The March issue of Fis-
cal Notes, a publication pro-
duced by the Comptroller's
office, examines and quanti-
fies health care spending by
68 state agencies and higher
education institutions over a
five-year period.

“Emerging  technologies,
demographics and the growth
of our great state will ensure
the demand for health care
services continues to increase
even while the cost of these
services is on the rise,” Hegar
said. “The question for poli-
cymakers is how to contain
these costs.”
