The Crockett Coun-
ty CCSD School Board got 
their first glance at the new 
budget during a special 
meeting and budget work-
shop Monday night. 

CCCCSD stands to lose 
around $2 million in Ad-
ditional State Aid for Tax 
Reduction, or ASATR, if 
nothing is done in the up-
coming State Legislature 
Special Session scheduled 
to begin July 18. The 20-
item agenda includes dis-
cussion on school finance 
reform. 

“That’s what we are fo-
cusing on this budget cy-
cle is the loss of ASATR. We 
are preparing for the worst-
case scenario,” said Super-
intendent Raul Chavarria. 

ASTAR came about fol-
lowing the 2005 state leg-
islative session when HB 
1 reduced school proper-
ty tax rates by one-third in 
2006. The legislature guar-
anteed that school districts 
would have the ability to 
maintain at least the same 
level of per-student fund-
ing for its average daily at-
tendance as received for 
the 2005-06 school year by 
creating ASATR.

ASATR serves as a 
bridge to help districts 
achieve their target and 
cover the loss of local prop-
erty tax revenue. Each dis-
trict was entitled to differ-

ent target amounts based 
on a variety of district-spe-
cific factors, such as dis-
trict property values and 
tax effort at the time of tax 
rate compression, accord-
ing to a fact sheet from 
Texas School Coalition.

Districts receiving 
ASATR have not seen any 
increases in their funding 
above the 2006 levels ex-
cept on a per student basis 
to account for enrollment 
growth.  

The state significantly 
reduced funding for pub-
lic schools in 2011 with 
some of those cuts com-
ing through a reduction to 
ASATR. 

In the fiscal year that 
ends Aug. 31, the state es-
timates it will pay about 
$400 million to almost 300 
districts through ASATR. 
Then the program will ex-
pire.

“Where is that going? 
It’s not going to educa-
tion?” Chavarria said about 
the $400 million. 

Chavarria also said the 
state is gaining more mon-
ey in recapture from Chap-
ter 41 “property wealthy” 
school districts. 

“The impact of what the 
state legislature does man-
dates that we have to be 
very cognitive of what they 
are doing,” said Orlando 
DeHoyos, board vice pres-
ident.

Mendoza had the same 
eye-popping batting aver-

age as the All-West Texas 
MVP Emily Vanckhoven, of 
Junction. 

The Lady Lions' senior 
catcher hit .750. She had 
16 RBIs and two home runs 
and was named the District 
5-2A MVP. 

Mendoza will be con-
tinuing her softball ca-
reer at Concordia Univer-
sity this fall while studying 
physical therapy.

A one-of-a-kind science mu-
seum-on-wheels visited Ozona 
last week. 

The Texas Alliance for Mi-
norities in Engineering's Trail-
blazer II Trailer stopped on 
June 14 at the Crockett Coun-
ty Public Library. 

The trailer featured hands-
on exhibits teaching students 
about energy, space, weath-
er, biotechnology and aerody-
namics. 

Volunteers from Ozona 
Schools, the Crockett Coun-
ty Extension Agency and OHS 
Students helped guide stu-
dents through the trailer, 
which introduces visitors to 
educational and career oppor-
tunities in science, technology, 
engineering and math (STEM). 

Exhibits are mapped to sci-
ence TEKS for grades 3-8, and 
teachers receive pre-visit ac-
tivities and follow-up mate-
rials to sustain student inter-
est long after the Trailblazer 
drives off campus. 

"Each one of the stations 
has several exhibits the stu-
dents get to interact with, and 
they relay back to principles in 
careers in those areas. We're 
trying to stimulate interest so 
they will want to go to college

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BBB offers advice for choosing the right summer camp for your child 
Summer camp can be an ex-

citing time in a kid’s life when 
memories and friendships 
made last a lifetime. Whether 
it’s a day camp, sports camp at 
a local university or a private 
overnight camp in the moun-
tains, Better Business Bureau 
serving the Heart of Texas rec-
ommends that you research the 
camps you are considering.

According to the American 
Camp Association (ACA), more 
than 14 million children and 
adults attend camp each year, 
and there are more than 14,000 
day and resident camps across 
the U.S. It’s great to have op-
tions, but with so many to 

choose from 
it can definite-
ly be an intimi-
dating task. 

BBB offers 
the following 
advice for par-
ents searching 
for the right 
camp:
•	 Start with 

research. Find 
trustwor-
thy camps by 
checking the 
company’s BBB 
Business Pro-
file on bbb.org. You will find 
important background infor-

mation, such as how long the 
camp has been in business, ad-
vertising issues, ownership in-
formation and complaint histo-
ry. Also, you may want to find 
out if the camp is certified by 
the ACA. The organization re-
quires camps to meet up to 
300 nationally-recognized stan-
dards. 
•	 Protect your child’s person-

al information. According to 
the Federal Trade Commission 
(FTC), signing up for a summer 
camp or program may require 
you to provide you child’s per-
sonal information, like their So-
cial Security number. While fill-
ing out forms are routine, it’s 

important to protect sensitive 
information from falling into 
the wrong hands. Find out who 
has access to your child’s per-
sonal information, and how it 
will be used, stored and dis-
posed of. 
•	 Visit the camp in person. 

This will be your opportunity to 
check out living, dining, recre-
ational facilities and meet staff 
members. Be sure to ask about 
safety procedures and how 
rules are enforced. 
•	 Assess the quality of staff. 

Find out the camp director’s 
background, the criteria used 
for hiring staff and whether cer-
tification in CPR and First Aid is 

required. It is also important to 
know the ratio of staff to camp-
ers. Parents sending children to 
specialty camps should inquire 
about the staff’s level of exper-
tise in the specialized area. 
•	 Know the fees and payment 

policies. What is the total cost of 
tuition? Is your money refund-
able should the camp be can-
celed? Are there extra charges 
for any activities? Are meals and 
transportation included? Make 
sure all these details are includ-
ed in your contract.
•	 Ask about medical care. 

Find out if an infirmary and/or 
nurse or doctor is on-site. In-
quire about the procedures for 

transporting injured or sick 
children to nearby medical fa-
cilities and under what circum-
stances you will be notified of 
any problems. 
•	 Consider a backup plan. In 

case the camp you choose gets 
canceled for unexpected rea-
sons, be sure to have another 
camp or two in mind. It is ideal 
to also visit and research those 
backup camps in advance in the 
event of a last-minute change 
in plans.

Restoring our 
National Treasures

W
ith 29 coun-
ties, two time 
zones and 
more than 800 
miles of U.S.-

Mexico border, the 23rd 
Congressional District of 
Texas is certainly one of 
the most unique congres-
sional districts in the na-
tion. 
Throughout my two and 

a half years serving as 
your Representative, I’ve 
crisscrossed TX-23 numer-
ous times, meeting with 
constituents and exploring 
the variety of sites these 
29 counties have to offer, 
including the seven incred-
ible National Parks I have 
the distinct honor of advo-
cating for in Congress.
National Parks are an in-

tegral part of the American 
experience, and the seven 
in our district, including 
Big Bend and the San An-
tonio Missions, provide 
immeasurable cultural, en-
vironmental, and economic 
benefits. 
Each park’s landscape has 

a unique story that allows 
us to understand our past, 
appreciate our present, and 
know where we’re going in 
the future. 
For these parks to remain 

beautiful and accessible, 
we have a responsibility 
as a nation to care for and 
maintain them.
The National Park Service 

(NPS) was created just 
over 100 years ago to do 
just that. Today, NPS man-
ages more than 84 million 
acres comprised of over 
400 significant cultural, 
historic, and natural areas 
across all fifty states, the 
District of Columbia, and 
four territories. As you 
might imagine, it takes a 
lot of money to adequately 
maintain the unique needs 
of every property. Unfortu-
nately, NPS currently  faces 
a nationwide backlog of 
more than $11 billion  to 
repair roads, visitor facili-
ties, trails, and other park 
structures, $147  million 
of which needs to be spent 
right here in Texas.  
Recently, I toured Mission 

San Jose in 
San Anto-
nio to view 
examples 
of deferred 
mainte-
nance 
needed to 
preserve 
the original 
foundation 
of the Mis-
sion walls 
and raf-
ters. With 

flooding and humidity, the 
walls of the rooms swell 
and move causing visible 
cracks in the walls and 
foundation. But the needs 
at many National Parks are 
often the less glamorous 
projects like crumbling 
roads, leaky plumbing, and 
adequate bathroom facili-
ties that are necessary to 
keep these spaces acces-
sible for everyone.
This is why I introduced 

the National Park Service 
Legacy Act with my col-
leagues to fix our parks. 
The bipartisan bill would 
address the present back-
log by distributing cur-
rently unassigned federal 
mineral revenues back 
into a restoration fund. 
The funds can be used for 
overdue repairs so that our 
parks can remain beautiful 
and accessible for future 
generations of park-goers 
to enjoy.
I take great pride in our 

National Parks, and will 
continue to protect them 
in Congress. Big Bend, the 
Guadalupe Mountains, the 
San Antonio Missions, Fort 
Davis National Historic 
Site, the Rio Grande Wild 
and Scenic River, Amistad 
National Recreation Area, 
and El Camino Real de Los 
Tejas National Historic 
Trail are treasures we must 
protect for years to come. 
With the summer season 
upon us, I encourage you 
to experience these re-
markable destinations for 
yourself.

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Governor signs 2018-2019, two-year state budget into law

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	 AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Ab-
bott on June 12 signed Senate 
Bill 1, legislation that appro-
priates some $217 billion to 
pay for the state’s next two-
year fiscal period.
	 “I am once again sign-
ing a budget that addresses 
the most pressing challenges 
faced by our state. This bud-
get funds a life-saving over-
haul of Child Protective Ser-
vices, ensuring children in 
Texas’ foster care receive the 
protection they deserve,” Ab-
bott stated in his proclama-
tion. “Even in a tight budget 
climate,” he added, “this bud-
get prioritizes the safety and 
well-being of all Texans. It 
continues to fund our state’s 
role in securing the border, 
adding an additional 250 
troopers to keep our commu-
nities safe. It funds the state’s 
natural disaster response 
costs to provide state resourc-
es when disaster strikes. And 
it better protects our law en-
forcement officers across the 
state by funding grants for 

bulletproof vests.
	 “This budget ensures the 
workforce of today and tomor-
row have the resources they 
need to keep Texas’ economy 
growing and thriving,” Abbott 
continued. “Under Senate Bill 
1, all eligible prekindergarten 
students will receive a high-
quality education by increas-
ing standards statewide. And 
the state will remain compet-
itive on the job creation front 
with funds to help Texas re-
main the best state in the na-
tion for doing business.
	 “This budget achieves all 
of these goals while restrain-
ing state-controlled spend-
ing below the growth in the 
state’s estimated population 
and inflation. During the up-
coming special session of the 
85th Legislature, passage of 
legislation or a constitution-
al amendment to ensure the 
state continues to budget 

within responsible spending 
limitations will remain a top 
priority,” added Abbott.

	 Gov. Abbott further exer-
cised his constitutional pre-
rogative by vetoing approx-
imately $120 million in line 
items from the 2018-2019 
state budget. 
	 Examples of funding ve-
toed by the governor include 
more than $86 million that 
had been earmarked for LI-
RAP, the Low Income Vehi-
cle Repair Assistance, Retrofit 
and Accelerated Vehicle Re-
tirement Program; and
	 - $6 million to the Texas 
Commission on Environmen-
tal Quality for air quality im-
provement programs in cer-
tain counties; 
	 - $4.7 million to the Texas 
Department of Public Safety 
for safety education;

	 - $4.2 million to the Texas 
Lottery Commission for a bo-
nus to lottery retailers;
	 - $2.5 million to 
the Texas Soil and 
Water Conservation 
Board for water 
supply enhance-
ment, primarily 
a brush-cutting 
program con-
ducted on pri-
vate land;

When was the last time you

physician and an alternative 
medicine proponent. 

Dry skin brushing is vital, 
not only in exfoliating dead 
skin cells but in activating 
waste removal by way of our 
lymph nodes, as well as other 
multiple benefits by promot-
ing skin elasticity and rejuve-

nation. 
It also, 

increases 
circulation, 
reduces cel-
lulite, as a 
stress reliev-
er, improves 
digestion 
and kidney 
function, and 
it is invigo-
rating. 

The 
lymphatic 

system eliminates waste at 
the cellular level by way of 
tubules that collect waste 
from the body’s tissues and 
carries it to the blood stream 
for elimination. When this 
process is hindered, wastes 
and contaminants collect 
and cause inflammation 
and various other diseases. 
Dry brushing stimulates the 
lymphatic system to help it 
detoxify by releasing these 
wastes and contaminants. 

The Huffington Post re-
ported, “Dry skin brushing 
may help to soften hard fat 
deposits below the skin while 
distributing fat deposits 
more evenly. This may help 
to diminish the appearance 
of cellulite. 

“Dry brushing is also said

brushing to help with bloat-
ing because massaging the 
lymph nodes helps the body 
shed excess water and toxins. 
One of the immediate effects 
of dry brushing is smoother 
skin, but it can also help im-
prove digestion, kidney func-
tion, and more." 

For best results with dry 
brushing, it is recommended 
to obtain a high-quality dry 
brush with bristles made 
from natural fibers. They 
should feel moderately firm. 
Many dry-brushers purchase 
a hand-held brush and anoth-
er with a long handle to reach 
the entire back and other in-
accessible spots. It can be do-
ne as often as once or twice a 
day, such as before a bath or 
shower and after work. 

Dr. Mercola advises, “When 
brushing, always brush to-
ward your heart, which is 
best for circulation and your 
lymphatic system. You can 
brush your entire body (in-
cluding the soles of your 
feet). Start at your feet and 
work your way up your legs 
to your arms, chest, back, 
and stomach. Avoid brushing 
your face (unless you have a 
special brush designed for 
this delicate skin), your geni-
tals, or any areas with irrita-
tions or abrasions (including 
varicose veins). 

“The pressure you apply 
while brushing your skin 
should be firm but not pain-
ful (avoid "scrubbing"). Your 
skin should be pink after a 
session (not red or irritated) 
and you can brush for as long 
(or as little) as you'd like. An 
average dry brushing session 
may last between two and 20 
minutes.” 

Fitting dry skin brushing 
into our personal hygiene 
routine can weigh heavily in 
our favor regarding our good 
health and wellbeing.

In the museum's main 
room, a dress worn by three 
Crockett County Brides is on 
display.

William Dempster Jones (Es-
ther Kate Pierce) on Feb. 27, 
1937, the dress was worn 
again by daughter Mrs. Thom-
as Raleigh Conner Jr. (Shel-
ley Christy Jones) on Feb.

The Baggett Family Dress 
is on display worn by Lil-
lie Boerner Baggett in 1909 
and then her daughter Lil-
lian Baggett Brown in 1940. 
Granddaughter Susan Brown 
Swint wore it in 1960 and 
great-granddaughter Erin 
Swint Edwards wore it in 
1991. 

Sally Baggett Griffis wed-
ding dress and veil are also 
on display. The veil is called 
a "Peau d'ange."

in those career fields," said 
V.J. Willis, operator of the 
Trailblazer II. "When you put 
science into the hands of stu-
dents you get them enthusi-
astic about it and they under-
stand how much fun it can 
be."

Each Trailblazer, housed 
in a 40-foot trailer can ac-
commodate 30 students at a 
time. Students take at least 
35-45 minutes per group, 
and about 200 students can 
visit each trailer per day.

Around 183 students and 
50 adults visited the trailer 
on its stop in Ozona.  

"It's just amazing," said 
Library Director Susan Wil-
liams. "They get to touch 
things, and I really do think 
this will impact our children."

The Trailblazer typical-
ly visits 30 libraries between 
June – July. 

The trailer's visit was 
made possible through a do-
nation from the Tocker Foun-
dation in Austin, Williams 
said. 

The Tocker Foundation 
focuses on grant distribu-
tions for small, rural Texas 
libraries serving populations 
of 12,000 or less. 

Since 1976, TAME has 
been working to build a 
strong STEM workforce that 
reflects Texas: more wom-
en and more minorities con-
tributing to their communi-
ties and to the world through 
STEM careers.

Over the past 30 years, 
TAME has reached hun-
dreds of thousands of stu-
dents through comprehen-
sive statewide programs that 
motivate, inspire and pre-
pare K-12 students to pursue 
careers in STEM fields. While 
TAME programs are open to 
everyone, the organization 
targets female, Hispanic, Af-
rican American, and Native 
American students, accord-
ing to their website.

Earlier this year, both the 
House and Senate passed a 
version of House Bill 21, a 
measure intended to increase 
funding for most schools and 
bring the formulas for allo-
cating that money up to date. 
But the Senate added a "pri-
vate school choice" provision 
to the bill, which the House 
and many public education 
advocates refused to accept, 
arguing it would sap mon-
ey from public schools. The 
bill died, and so did any real 
chance in this year's regular 
legislative session of bolster-
ing funds for districts relying 
on ASATR.

Many of the districts that 
still rely on the money are 
small, rural and mineral-rich, 
meaning their property val-
ues fluctuate with the pric-
es of oil and gas, currently 
near a low, including Crock-
ett County. 

Chavarria also said the 
district is facing a 4 percent 
decline in values. 

The 2016-2017 school 
budget included a $5 million 
decrease in property values 
and the district sent $7.4 mil-
lion to the state in recapture. 
CCCCSD also received $2.5 
million in ASATR funds for 
2016-2017. 

At the Feb. 22 regular 
meeting, Chavarria told the 
board that the district was 
currently operating around 
$10 million below the 2015-
2016 budget. 

The district is still waiting 
from the state on final recap-
ture amounts for 2017-2018. 

On May 11, the Texas Ed-
ucation Agency website post-
ed that CCCCSD's recapture 
amount for 2017-2018 is 
around $5.6 million. 

Chavarria said the recap-
ture amount is expected to 
go down some to make up 
the difference, but that it will 
not cover the ASATR loss. 

 “Recapture and ASATR 
amounts vary year to year 
based on evaluations. For 
the past two to three years 
we have been preparing for 
the loss of ASATR, but it is 
impossible for any district 
to prepare for such a dras-
tic loss of state funding from 
one year to the next,” Cha-
varria said. “We’re not doing 
anything extravagant. What 

are you going to do if you 
are short $2 million? That’s 
about 40 teachers in a dis-
trict our size.”

ABBOTT VETOES 
LIST OF BILLS

	 In addition to his June 
12 vetoes of line items with-
in the state budget bill, Gov. 
Abbott on June 15 vetoed 
50 individual bills that had 
survived final votes in both 
House and Senate.
Among them were a few bills 
Abbott said he felt were du-
plicative of other bills he had 
approved. 
Examples of other bills he 
struck down on their own 
merits were:
	 - HB 462 by Tony Dale, R-
Cedar Park, relating to the 
provision of notice of pro-

posed rules by state agen-
cies. Abbott wrote that the 
bill  “has the potential to slow 
down the executive rulemak-
ing process.”
	 - HB 1284 by Senfronia 
Thompson, D-Houston, relat-
ing to the licensing and regu-
lation of a journeyman line-
man. Abbott said he vetoed 
the bill because he vetoed an 
identical bill that passed in 
the 2015 legislative session.
	 - HB 2943 by Lyle Larson, 
R-San Antonio, relating to the 
use of money in the state wa-
ter pollution control revolving 
fund. Abbott said the bill con-
tains mandates that “are un-
necessary and tie the hands 
of program administrators.”
