The Crockett County
Commissioners’ Court ap-

proved the hiring of Stormi
Oglesby as the director dur-
ing Monday’s regular meeting.
“I feel very blessed and
thankful to have been con-
sidered as a candidate and
chosen for director of the
up and coming wellness
center. I have specialized
in this field for the past
11 vyears, and throughout
my journey as an adult. My
cup overflows with excite-
ment and joy knowing the
citizens of Crocket Coun-
ty will now have access to a
facility that offers multiple
options for anyone in any
phase of their own jour-
ney to becoming happier,
healthier and having a bet-
ter quality of life,” Ogles-
by said. “I take this oppor-
tunity to heart as I do this
community that has always
accepted me and my fami-
ly with open arms and sup-
port. Truly, I am honored
to be a part of this incred-
ible vision. I will treat this
wellness center as I treat
clients, with respect, with
hope, with motivation and
with compassion. Putting
effort toward better nu-
trition, fitness and over-
all health and wellness are
keys to achieving the up-
most quality of life. And
who wouldn’t want that?”
A committee of Com-

missioners Frank Tambun-
ga and Wesley Bean, along
with Wellness Center Board
Members interviewed appli-
cants and made the recom-
mendation to the court.

Oglesby will begin her
new position March 1.

Wellness Center Board
Member Nancy Hale pre-
sented a revised salary bud-
get for the director and
three part-time assistants.

The revised budget
showed the director start-
ing out a $16 an hour for
the first six months and
then receiving an increase
to $17 an hour for the final
four months of the year.

The three part-time po-
sitions were budgeted at
$14.50 an hour for 25 hours
a week for nine months.

Total salary budget pre-
sented, including benefits
for the full-time director,
was $89,378.54.

The county had budget-
ed $98,388, which was for
one full-time director and
two part-time assistants for
12 months. This leaves a
cushion of around $9,000.

“This is such an invest-
ment for the whole county.
We have got to take care of
it. We want to take care of
this building and this pro-
gram,” Hale said.

Commissioner  Eligio
Martinez said what Hale
presented was just sugges-
tions, and that the county
had originally budgeted the
director’s salary at around
$15 an hour.

missioners and the Texas Su-
preme Court.

If you kept up with political
news from the Texas Capitol
last year, you'll remember that
Texas House Speaker Joe Straus
and a number of other legisla-
tors have taken the opportunity
to retire and move to the next
part of their lives.

That means there are a num-
ber of open seats to fill in this
election. In some districts in
Texas, we won’t be voting for
an incumbent versus a chal-
lenger. We will have two or
more fresh faces competing for

more important to vet the can-
didates who will represent you
to ensure they share your val-
ues.

As with the Texas Capi-
tol, there are also vacancies in
Washington, especially in the
U.S. House of Representatives.
We have a similar situation tak-
ing place on the national level,
where retirements and resigna-
tions are opening the door for
new candidates.

A cloudy day

for sunshine laws in Texas

t might deflate your

confidence in the

state of Texas to find

that the people pro-

tecting your access
to government information
have their thumbs on the
scale. That they’re playing
favorites. That they put re-
quests from their enemies
on the slow track. Or that
they advise the agencies
who come to them for ad-
vice to act that way.

But that might be your
takeaway from a remarkable
10-minute-21-second video
of Marc Rylander, director
of communications for Texas
Attorney General Ken Paxton,
talking to a crowd at an open
government seminar put on
by the AG’s office in San Mar-
cos last month.

Rylander seems to be jok-
ing at the beginning of the
video, but he’s persistent —
what communications pros
call “on message” — for the
whole time. That message? He
doesn’t trust the news media,
and you shouldn’t, either.

He’s not alone in that sen-
timent, even in the commu-
nications business. But Ry-
lander seemed to jump the
tracks with his suggestion —
delivered with a smile, but
delivered without rebuttal
— that the people in front
of him could use their bu-
reaucratic wiles to follow
the state’s open informa-
tion laws, which require re-
sponses to requests within
10 business days, as slowly
as possible.

“Communications guys
love it when reporters make
arequest and you all wait un-
til the 23rd hour of the tenth
day to send it back to them,”
Rylander said. “So it all
works out both ways, right?"

"I'm supposed to tell you
not to do that,” Rylander said,
laughing. “It depends on who
the reporter is. Can we name
names? I promised the attor-
ney general I would not say
anything bad about The Dal-
las Morning News, so I'm not
gonna do it. 'm not gonna
call any paper by name.”

It’s fair to say The Dallas
Morning News has been par-
ticularly persistent, though
certainly not alone, in re-
porting on criminal securi-
ties charges against Paxton,
Rylander’s boss. And it’s fair
to say that Rylander used his
time on stage to punch back
at the paper.

The Morning News got
a copy of the video and
wrapped a scathing editorial
around it. Here’s a sweet lit-
tle detail: The AG’s office shot
the video in question, and Ry-
lander’s office handled the
open records request that put

it in the pa-
per’s hands.

On stage,
Rylander
spent sev-
eral min-
utes ripping
the news me-
dia, direct-
ing most of
his wrath at
newspapers
in general and
his local pa-
per — he’s
from the Dal-
las area —
in particular.
“You ask the question, what’s
the one piece of advice you
give on dealing with the me-
dia?” he said in response to a
question. “Know who you're
dealing with. That’s it.”

He says he’s got a beef with
the Dallas paper and that it
doesn’t extend to everybody
else he deals with in the press.

“As a public official, do
you have an ethical responsi-
bility to answer the media?”
he said a little later, repeat-
ing a quiet question from
somewhere in the room. “My
answer to your question is
yes, and absolutely, unless
that reporter doesn’t have
the ethical responsibility to
report fairly and honestly.
At that point, I'll never talk
to you again. Call the open
records office.”

Rylander and the AG’s of-
fice are relatively responsive
to requests for information,
and Texas laws requiring
government employees to
give information to their
masters — that would be the
citizens of Texas — are bet-
ter than the laws in most
states. And the vast majori-
ty of information requests to
the state government don’t
come from the media. They
come from citizens, compa-
nies, accountants, lawyers,
you name it.

The problem with what Ry-
lander said is really about
who he was talking to when
he said it. State agencies and
local governments get their
advice on how to treat re-
quests for information from
the state’s attorney general.

Railing at the news media
is one thing. Telling a bunch
of government officials how
to stall out a request for in-
formation that belongs not
to the government but to the
public is another.

Listen to the last thing he
said on the video: “The prob-
lem with our culture today is
that journalists and report-
ers no longer have ethical re-
sponsibilities, but they de-
mand everybody else does.”

Legislation passed by Congress includes hurricane relief funds

AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Ab-
bott on Feb. 9 lauded Con-
gress’ passage of budget leg-
islation that contains nearly
$90 billion in hurricane and
wildfire disaster relief fund-
ing for Texas, Florida, Califor-
nia and Puerto Rico.

Hurricane Harvey pound-
ed Texas from Aug. 25-31, re-
sulting in disaster status for
some 60 counties. The feder-
al Office of Coastal Manage-
ment has estimated the total
cost of Harvey at $125 billion.
Cost estimates by various oth-
er organizations have reached
as high as $200 billion.

“Today’s passage of di-
saster funding marks another
crucial step forward as Tex-
ans continue to recover and
rebuild in the aftermath of
Harvey, and I thank the Texas
delegation and leaders in Con-
gress for taking action to pass
this critical recovery pack-
age,” Abbott said.

“The much-needed fund-
ing included in the bill for
flood mitigation projects,

— Includes funding to
help Texas address lingering
transportation issues result-
ing from Hurricane Harvey;

— Allows the Federal
Transit Administration to dis-
tribute formula money using
2000 Census data for areas
that temporarily fell below a
population of 50,000 as a re-

sult of a major disaster (this
applies to Galveston); and

— Authorizes $10 million
for the Ready Reserve Fleet
port facility in Beau-
mont damaged by
Hurricane Harvey.

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Kinder Morgan pipeline
coming through Crockett County

Kinder Morgan’s new
West Texas pipeline proj-
ect will be making its way
through Crockett County.

The $1.7 billion Gulf Coast
Express (GCX) Project is de-
signed to transport 1.92 bil-
lion cubic feet per day of natu-
ral gas from the Midland area
down to the Corpus Christ
area, including a 66-mile
stretch in Crockett County.

The Crockett County
portion of the pipeline will
run from the northern part
of the county along Ranch
Road 865 and State Highway
137, go west of Ozona and
head south along State High-
way 163 before entering into
Val Verde County.

The GCX Project Main-
line portion consists of
around 82 miles of 36-inch
pipeline and 365 miles of
42-inch pipeline originating
at the Waha Hub near Coya-
nosa, Texas and terminating
near Agua Dulce, Texas.

Additionally, the Mid-
land Lateral portion consists
of around 50 miles of 36-
inch pipeline and associated
compression to serve gas
processing facilities owned
by Targa, as well as facilities
owned jointly by Targa and
Pioneer Natural Resources,
and provide a connection
with the GCX Mainline, ac-
cording to information pro-
vided by Kinder Morgan.

“The project is a go and
is fully underway,” said Allen

affairs for Kinder Morgan.
Currently, the project is
in the survey stage right now
in Crockett County and of-
ficials are negotiating with
landowners, Fore said.
Kinder Moran has eight
employees in Crockett County.
TRC is the land contrac-
tor, which has an office at
1102 Avenue I. The construc-
tion office will be located at
606 State Highway 163 south.
PumpCo has been hired
to be the general contractor,
Fore said.
In 2017, Kinder Morgan

paid more than $110,000 in
Crockett County taxes. With
this new pipeline, Fore said
that is expected to increase
significantly.

The goal of the project is
to ship the gas to industrial
and port hubs near Corpus
Christi and Houston, where
the gas can be shipped to
power plants for electric-
ity generation, to liquefied
natural gas export termi-
nals, or to Mexico, which is
increasingly importing more
American gas for its power
generation, according to an

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before statins varied world-
wide from about 105 mg/dl
to 343 mg/dl (or 2.8 to 8.8
mmol/L) in healthy people,
making the average about
230 mg/dl. These levels of
cholesterol have been seen
in people both with heart
disease and those without,
as per data from the Fram-
ingham Study, one of the
largest studies ever done on
cholesterol. These worldwide
levels were the same before
the advent and hyped ‘need’
for statins. They remain the
same now.

Based only on the errone-
ous, 1950s diet-heart hypoth-
eses, pharmaceutical compa-
nies formulated a pill and
funded studies that claimed
cholesterol levels above 200
mg/dl put people at risk of
heart disease. This ‘adjust-
ment’ of more than 30+ mg/
dl down from the near world-
wide average is a big, fat lie.
Nevertheless, it increased the
industry’s annual profits on
statin drugs progressively to
its present-day, thirty-billion-
dollar mark.

“Pharmaceutical compa-

For millions of years, cho-
lesterol has been key in the
production of most our
body’s hormones. Ever con-
structing and repairing cells
and nerve fibers in our brain
and throughout our body, it
facilitates optimum health
and homeostasis. We would
not have survived these 2.5
million years without it.

Cholesterol has a more
complicated chain of fatty
acids than the usual simple
fats in our food and stored
in our adipose tissues. There
are varying types of particles
that differ in size, density,
and function like low density
lipoproteins (LDL), high den-
sity lipoproteins (HDL), and
a few in between variations,
the intermediate and very-
low density lipoproteins.

Every cell of the human
body is protected by a ‘skin’
or membrane made largely of
cholesterol, fat and protein.
It is porous, not solid, to al-
low nutrients and hormones
to pass into the cell while
holding toxins and waste
at bay. If cholesterol were
somehow removed from its
cell’s membranes, they would
simply disintegrate, and the
host would die.

That LDL is “bad” and HDL
is “good” is not exactly true,
nor is the myth that choles-
terol is responsible for heart
disease. When we take statins
to limit its production, it’s
like taking away half the fire

Every nerve cell and fiber in
the human body is made with
cholesterol. All the steroid
hormones, including Vitamin
D, the sex and adrenal hor-
mones are as well. Drugs that
reduce the liver’s production
of it will affect the hormonal
balance and result in damage
to the body in general. Cho-
lesterol is the solution, not
the problem. In most cases
inflammation is the prob-
lem to which the body’s im-
mune system is dispatched
to counter. Cholesterol is its
messenger, agent and watch-
dog for our good health and
wellbeing.

These needs in-
clude existing services, and
new services balanced with
the condition of our economy.

Thank God the Crockett
County Citizens, the commis-
sioners’ court, the elected of-
ficials, along with the Crock-
ett County Employees came
together to make this hap-
pen through sacrifice, ded-
ication, determination, and
hard work.

Maintaining our existing
infrastructure and services,
along with insuring a steady
budget and conservative tax
base for our county are ma-
jor issues facing the commis-
sioner’s court. At this time,
95 percent of our taxes are
based on a volatile commod-
ity; oil and gas revenues. Our
tax base has been affected
due to an oil and gas produc-
tion decline, while our taxes
have increased through the
building of a new clinic, well-
ness center, and jail.

I am not able to ac-
curately predict the future
of oil and gas prices for the
next year. The commission-
ers’ court has prudently used
foresight in saving a Fund
Balance (or Rainy Day Fund)
to smooth out the volatility
of our tax base, to overcome
any disturbances in services,
and to maintain a constant
budget. I will vote to use
from this fund if necessary.

The Crockett County
Tax rate cannot exceed the
current rate of $.80 cents per
hundred dollar valuation on
General Fund or $.15 cents
per hundred dollar valuation
on Road and Bridge Fund.

Tax-
es may have to be adjusted
because of several oversight
items that were not includ-
ed in the bond election. These
items are being absorbed as
we go. I can only hope that tax-
es do not have to be raised.

TO SEND REVENUE

Texas Comptroller Glenn
Hegar on Feb. 7 announced
he would send cities, coun-
ties, transit systems and spe-
cial purpose taxing districts
$911.9 million in local sales
tax allocations for the month
of February.

The amount is 6.2 per-
cent more than was distribut-
ed in February 2017. The al-
locations are based on sales

AG SEEKS ELECTION
SAFEGUARDS

Texas Attorney Gener-
al Ken Paxton on Feb. 5 sent
a letter to state Sen. Bryan
Hughes, R-Mineola, chair of
the Senate Select Commit-
tee on Election Integrity, an-
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nouncing a voter-fraud initia-
tive.

The letter mentions the
Office of the Attorney Gen-
eral’s “brief investigative sur-
vey” of four counties where
“165 unlawfully registered
non-citizens had been re-
moved from the voter rolls
after casting 100 illegal votes
in Texas elections in the last
two years.”

And, after stating that
the Office of the Attorney
General “is unable to deter-
mine the scope of non-citi-
zens voting across Texas,”
Paxton refers to “the lack of
safeguards in the voting sys-
tem to detect ineligible vot-
ers.” He suggests additional
measures to address mail-in
ballot fraud and the use of
public funds for political ac-
tivity.
