An open house for the 
new Crockett County Jail is 
scheduled for Jan. 3. 

During Monday’s reg-
ular commissioners’ court 
meeting, County Judge 
Fred Deaton announced 
that a ribbon cutting with 
the Ozona Chamber of 
Commerce will host the 
event from 10-11 a.m. at 
the new location on 121 
South Highway 163. 

The Texas State Jail 
Commission will be inspect-
ing the nearly 20,000 square-
feet facility on Dec. 19. 

Sheriff Robert Rodri-
guez told the commission-
ers he was “pretty confi-
dent” the building will pass. 

“I don’t foresee any 
problems. I would like to 
get someone on top to see 
all the mechanical, all the 
ducting, all the plumbing, 
all the electrical and over 
five miles of computer wire 
that was put into this build-
ing,” Rodriguez said. “I’d 
like people to see what they 

bought. I think they will be 
impressed.”

Rodriguez said the one 
area of the new jail he was 
disappointed in what that 
there was not quite enough 
parking. 

County Judge Fred De-
aton said this spring when 
weather warms up a little, 
county officials may look at 
getting more parking. 

In November 2015, 
Crockett County Voters ap-
proved a $6 million bond 
to build a new jail. Lyness 
Construction LP, out of Cle-
burne, Texas has been the 
company overseeing the 
construction of the facili-

ty. This is the same compa-
ny that built the new J. Cleo 
Thompson Wellness Center. 

The commissioners al-
so approve a jail housing 
agreement with Mitchell 
County. 

Rodriguez said even 
though the county has a 
new jail, he still wants to 
keep housing agreements 
with other counties in case 
Crockett County Jail’s ca-
pacity runs over. The new 
jail is 24-beds. 

Rodriguez also said he 
plans on moving the dis-
patch operations into the 
new jail by the Jan. 3 open 
house and get it operational. 

After the open house, 
the rest of the jail opera-
tions and sheriff’s office 
will then move into the new 
building. Rodriguez said he 
hopes to start bringing in-
mates into the new building 
by the end of January.

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Texas, nation mourn death of former president
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	 AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Ab-
bott on Dec. 3 proclaimed 
Dec. 5 as an official day of 
mourning across the Lone 
Star State in honor of former 
President George H.W. Bush, 
the 41st president of the Unit-
ed States, who died in Hous-
ton on Nov. 30. 
	 In the proclamation, Ab-
bott encouraged Texans to 
“gather, assemble and pay 
their respects to the memo-
ry of George Herbert Walk-
er Bush through ceremonies 
in homes, businesses, public 
buildings, schools, places of 
worship or other appropriate 
places for public expression 
of grief and remembrance.”
	 The proclamation also al-
lowed state employees to at-
tend such observances. State 
agencies, offices and depart-
ments were closed on that 
day, with general govern-
ment operations and services 
maintained by reduced-size 
work crews.
	 The former president’s 
body lay in state in the U.S. 

Capitol rotunda. Crowds 
viewed the casket and a 21-
gun salute was performed. Of-
ficial funeral services were 
conducted at the National Ca-
thedral in Washington, D.C., 
and the body was transport-
ed to Bush’s longtime home 
church, St. Martin’s Episcopal 
Church in Houston, for funer-
al services. Crowds lined the 
railroad tracks as a funeral 
train carried the former pres-
ident’s body to College Sta-
tion and its final resting place 
at the George H.W. Bush Pres-
idential Library on the Texas 
A&M University campus. 

PABLOS RESIGNS 
FROM POST

	 Secretary of State Rolando 
Pablos, Texas’ chief elections 
officer, has resigned from of-
fice, effective Dec. 15.
	 In his Dec. 6 letter of res-
ignation, Pablos wrote to Gov. 
Abbott: “With the midterm 

elections successfully behind 
us and the 86th legislative ses-
sion around the corner, I be-
lieve this would be a good time 
to begin the process of transi-
tioning out of my position and 
passing the baton to the next 
secretary of state. Serving Tex-
ans as secretary of state has 
been the opportunity of a life-
time, but I feel the need at this 
time to turn my attention to 
my private practice.”
	 Abbott said Pablos “has 
been a dedicated public ser-
vant who has done an excep-
tional job upholding the in-
tegrity of our election system. 
He has strengthened Texas’ 
standing on the internation-
al stage by fostering our cul-
tural and economic ties with 
countries around the world. 
The State of Texas is better 
for his service. I thank Rolan-
do for his commitment to our 
great state and wish him and 
his family all the best.”

	 Before serving as secretary 
of state, Pablos served as chair 
of the Texas Racing Commis-
sion, as a member of the Pub-
lic Utility Commis-
sion and as honorary 
consul to Spain. He 
also was founding 
chief executive of-
ficer of El Paso-
based Borderplex 
Alliance and Uri-
el Americas, a re-
newable energy 
company.

Animals Are People Too
Contrary to her name, Happy is a not-

so-cheerful 47 year old elephant who is 
being held in captivity against her will, at 
least according to the Nonhuman Rights 
Project (NRP). If you believe the NRP, Happy 
is being illegally held in the Bronx Zoo 
against her wishes and is being segregated 
from her “multi-generational social group”, 
which means “family” in English. The goal 
of the NRP is to liberate Happy by demand-
ing that the court recognize her “person-
hood” because Happy has a fundamental 
right to liberty as a nonhuman animal just 
like you and I. 

The NRP brags that it’s the only civil 
rights group in the country seeking rec-
ognition of the personhood and rights for 
self-aware non-human animals. In other 
words, they are demanding that animals 
be treated as people with all the liberty, 
equality and fairness that we enjoy. The 
group has been around since 1996 and 
they currently have lawyers working on 
four continents to secure the personhood 
of non-human animals who are the victims 
of abuses of power inflicted by you and I. 

The Nonhuman Rights Project has 
made Happy the unhappy face of their 
efforts and if they are successful in free-
ing Happy it could be the beginning of the 
end for the raising of all livestock. If they 
win in court, NRP lawyers will then attract 
new clients like show calves, hogs, and 
lambs who will sponsor a Million Hooves 
March on Washington to draw attention to 
their lack of liberty, equality and fairness. 
Henceforth there will be no Grand Cham-

pion ribbons awarded 
and all show animals will 
receive an identical “par-
ticipant” plaque. Junior 
Livestock Auctions across 
the country will be rec-
ognized as nothing more 
than “slave auctions”  
and will be cancelled.

If NRP lawyers are 
successful in achieving 
personhood for cattle, 
feedlots will be emp-
tied and bovines will be 
“rescued” and put out to 
pasture on former BLM 
and Forest allotments. If 

you thought wild horses are a problem just 
wait until the feedlots are liberated! Cows 
will start their own checkoff and with all the 
millions they collect they’ll buy Super Bowl 
ads promoting KFC, Pollo Loco and Popeye’s 
chicken because, try as they might, chickens 
will never attain personhood.

If NRP lawsuits are successful in giv-
ing nonhuman animals the same rights as 
people, cats could be issued library cards. 
They’ll claw their way through history 
books and realize that they’ve been treated 
as second class citizens all through history 
and they’ll form victim’s rights groups, hire 
the NRP as their lawyers and end up with 
the deed to your house.

In San Francisco an initiative will be 
put on the ballot enabling dogs to have 
all the rights of humans including having 
their very own transgender bathrooms and 

charge cards. Banks will then issue cash-
back credit cards to chihuahuas and charge 
them 21 percent interest per month when 
they fail to pay for all the leather chew toys 
they’ve been buying on amazon.com.

The NRP will also go to court for deer 
who are being killed at an unprecedented 
rate on our nation’s highways. The deer will 
demand their own lane, the deer lane, which 
will give all deer the same rights as bike 
riders, including the right to wear those 
tight fitting yellow Spandex tights and goofy 
looking helmets. Henceforth anyone who 
murders a deer or makes roadkill out of 
Bambi will go directly to death row.

Because they follow the money, NRP law-
yers will be especially active in getting horses 
an equal share of purses at horse races like 
the Kentucky Derby. From there it will only 
be a short reach until horses get half the 
winnings at team ropings and rodeos. Mares 
will get free child care for life and all horses 
will get medical insurance and receive better 
medical care than you and I receive.

NRP lawyers will hunt down hunters 
and take away their shotguns, deer blinds 
and Cabela’s catalogs. All animals will see 
what a good deal the spotted owls and fairy 
shrimp got and demand endangered species 
status too. It won’t be all bad though as the 
ninth circuit court will declare California a 
sanctuary state for all non-human animals 
and Trump will finally get his wall... around 
California, keeping any more goofballs from 
migrating to Idaho, Oregon and Colorado.

I remember meeting with a lo-
cal small business owner who 
was frustrated with the level of 
knowledge key employees had 
on what drives profits and cash 
flow.

DEATH NOTICESCardiorespiratory fitness, associated with longest life spans
Unless you’ve been living 

under a rock for the past sev-
eral decades, you know that 
exercise is good for you and 
you know that too much time 
sitting on your butt is detri-
mental to your health and 
quality of life. 

A new study entitled, “As-
sociation of Cardiorespira-
tory Fitness with Long-term 
Mortality Among Adults Un-
dergoing Exercise Treadmill 
Testing”, published in Jour-
nal of the American Medical 
Association (JAMA), Oct. 19, 
2018 of over 122,000 people 
made this even clearer.

The researchers found that 
high fitness levels were asso-
ciated with the longest lifes-
pans, and more importantly 
that the more a person exer-
cised, the longer their lifes-
pan. (Note: this conflicts with 
previous research suggesting 
that too much exercise may 
be harmful.)

According to the study, 
being “cardiorespiratory un-
fit” is a greater predictor of 
early death, than even being 
a smoker!

Exercise is one of those in-
terventions that makes sense 
on every level: it reduces the 
risk of disease, extends lifes-
pan, improves mental health, 
and feels great once you get 
started.

Walking conditions our 
body by allowing gradual ad-
aptations that strengthen our 
feet, knees, and hips. A long, 
brisk walk can help increase 
endurance. And if you are a 
runner, walking is a means of 
cross-training that gives your 
joints and running muscles a 
break that can help reduce or 
eliminate the aches and pains 
caused by running.

Jeff Galloway, in “Walk to 
Strengthen Muscles: Slow 
down to get stronger and go 
longer” advise, “Pay atten-
tion to form.  Most walkers 
find an upright posture to be 
the most natural and com-
fortable. Take short steps to 
avoid over striding, which 
can cause aches and pains 
in your legs, feet, and hips. 
Keep your feet low to the 
ground and step lightly.”

The National Academy of 

Sports Medi-
cine recom-
mends that, 
“Walking can 
actually be 
considered a 
full body ex-
ercise. 

Although 
the locomo-
tion comes 
from the 
work the legs 
are doing, 
the arms still 

have to swing, and the core 
still has to work to stabi-
lize you while you’re mov-
ing. The primary muscles 
involved in walking are the 
muscles of the lower leg 
(soleus, gastrocnemius, tibi-
alis anterior/posterior, and 
peroneals), and the thigh/
knee (vastus lateralis, me-
dialis, obliques, and rectus 
femoris).”

Besides conventional walk-
ing, Nordic walking (used 
by backpackers, skiers and 
trekkers) is also very ben-
eficial for adults, especially 
older adults. “Nordic walk-
ing provides additional ben-
efits in muscular strength 
compared to conventional 
walking, making it suitable 
for improving aerobic capac-
ity and muscular strength as 
well as other components of 
functional fitness in a short 
period of time.” - Wikipedia, 
the free encyclopedia.

Nordic walking is a form of 
fitness-walking with specially 
designed poles. 

Trekkers, backpackers 
and skiers have been using 
this concept of walking for 
decades, developed as an 
off-season ski-training ac-
tivity while using one-piece 
ski poles. Skiers, deprived 
of snow, have long used and 
still use their one-piece ski 
poles for ski-walking and 
hill-bounding.

As explained in Wikipedia, 
compared to regular walking 
the benefits of “Nordic walk-
ing involves applying force 
to the poles with each stride 
and will use more of their en-
tire body with greater inten-
sity to receive fitness build-
ing stimulation not found in 

normal walking for the chest, 
latissimus dorsi muscle, tri-
ceps, biceps, shoulder, ab-
dominals, spinal and other 
core muscles.  This may re-
sult in significant increases 
in heart rate at a given pace. 
Nordic walking has been es-
timated as producing up to a 
46% increase in energy con-
sumption, compared to walk-
ing without poles.”

The recent JAMA study fi-
nally concluded, “Cardiore-
spiratory fitness is inversely 
associated with long-term 
mortality with no observed 
upper limit of benefit. Ex-
tremely high aerobic fitness 
was associated with the 
greatest survival and was as-
sociated with benefit in older 
patients and those with hy-
pertension. 

Cardiorespiratory fitness 
is a modifiable indicator of 
long-term mortality, and 
health care professionals 
should encourage patients 
to achieve and maintain high 
levels of fitness.”

Regardless of your exercise 
preference, cardio machine, 
Nordic walking, or conven-
tional walking… such exer-
cises improve cardio-respi-
ratory fitness that resistance 
training does not. In addition, 
walking can provide the addi-
tional benefits of upper-body 
muscular strength and is an 
effective and efficient mode 
of exercise to improve overall 
fitness in older adults. 

Walking is as old as man-
kind, for it has been our pri-
mary mode of transportation 
since the dawn of our exis-
tence. You might say it is our 
nature… we were born to walk.

Most important: find a type 
of activity or exercise that you 
enjoy. Otherwise, you’ll be far 
less likely to stick with it.
