Former Resident of Cross Plains
Honored by City of Jal, New Mexico

Nevada Drive, in Jal, New
Mexico, has a new name. Itis now
MERRYMAN DRIVE, named as
a tribute to Jake Merryman,
former Cross Plains resident and
member of the graduating class of
1942. Jake was honored last
month for his citizenship and
longtime service to the City of
Jal, by Mayor Claydean
Claiborne, and friends of the New
Mexico town.

The honors came to Jake in a
special ceremony of Jal citizens
and business officials. Claiborne
said, “. . . his generous nature was
there to provide relief during the
most testing of times, such as
when the city didn’t have enough
money to operate.”

“He never made a big deal out
of it and he never said anything.
His contractor’s license has saved
our lives. . . if there’s anyone in
need anywhere in the community,
Jake Merryman is there.”

Jake passed his 81st birthday on
October 27 and is still working.
He started out, after Army Air
Corps duty in WWII, working for
El Paso Natural Gas, earned his
contractor’s license, and started
building houses with his two-man
company, himself and Jimmy
Coggins. Jimmy Coggins died a
few years ago, but Merryman
Construction Company grew to a
force of about 100.

“I built quite a few houses
here,” Jake told Richard Trout of
the News Sun, a newspaper in
Hobbs, New Mexico, “but I
don’t build houses anymore.”

“As the Oil Patch prospered, so
did the Jal Contractor which did
the majority of its work in the oil
field,” continued Trout. Now the
company concentrates its work
on oil field maintenance and
building small turbines. The
company still has a crew of
approximately 50 persons.

Jake Merryman is “a very
special person with a great big
heart,” said Susan Chacon, an
employee. “He is a very nice man,
a very kind man and a very
giving person and he is great to
work for — you couldn’t have a
better boss.”

“We don’t have a really big
town here, but we have a nice
little town,” Merryman told
reporters in his humble manner.

Remembering Jake as a
lifelong friend and former Cross
Plains schoolmate, is Francis
(Pierce) Galloway of Abilene,
Texas. “Jake has been a
wonderful friend all my life. We
used to play together as children
because his mother and my
mother. were friends. He was
always the kindest person I
know of, and got along with
every body even when we were
kids. He has really worked hard
and made good all his life,” she
said.

Jake and his wife, Betty Sue,
whom he married in 1946, have
one child; a daughter, Lana Sue,
and four grandchildren of
Midland, Texas.

Hunters Take Aim at
Hunger in TEXAS

It is once again that time of year
when hunters are "heading to the
woods". For more than a decade
now, Texas huntefs have
combined their skill, love of the
outdoors, and their generosity to
help Hunters for the Hungry
(HFTH) feed hundreds of hungry
Texans.

Here's something else a lot of
Texans probably don't know.
Texas currently ranks second out
of 50 states in the highest
percentage of hungry families.
Worse yet, an estimated 1.1
million or 32 percent, of all
children in Texas are hungry or at
risk of hunger, despite various
hunger relief efforts.

During the past hunting season,
Texas hunters, meat processors

and other bighearted program
supporters joined forces to donate
almost 127,000 pounds of wild
game (almost 508,000 servings)
to help families struggling to
make ends meet. With the help of
participating meat processors
throughout Texas and local
food distribution organizations,
the Texas Association of
Community Action Agencies
(TACAA) administers Hunters
for the Hungry on a statewide
level.

Administered with funds from
the Texas Department of Housing
and Community Affairs, Hunters
for the Hungry makes it possible
to provide nutritious, low-fat pro-
tein to numerous Texas families
needing assistance. In addition to
many generous private individu-
als, financial supporters this past
year include the National Rifle
Association (South Texas Region

and West Texas Region),
Arlington's Sportsman's Club,
Inc. and Sewell Lexus of Dallas.
HFTH coordinates activities with
the Dallas Safari Club. The Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department
has graciously provided
assistance over the years.

Hunters for the Hungry offers a
mutually beneficial means for
preventing malnutrition and
other negative effects.that plague
both human and animal species
when their food supply is limited
or unbalanced. For example, it
has been estimated that between
20 and 40 percent of the total
deer population in the Edwards
Plateau region die of malnutrition
each year.

High animal density poses a
problem for numerous other spe-
cies that compete with whitetails
for food and cover. Managing

whole kernel corn or drained
canned corn. Cut up green onions
including blades, a small jar of
pimentos diced, put in a cup of
each Monterey Jack and Cheddar
Cheese cubed. You can add some
celery and bell pepper chopped
fine. Salt and pepper to taste, then
add some dried parsley or dried
mint. Mix and fill each bell
pepper to-top.and place caps on
bell peppers. Next pour water into
pan about halfway up the bell
peppers. Place in oven at 350
degrees until cheese is melted.
Probably about 20-30 minutes,
until piping hot. Either remove
from water immediately or pour
water from pan being careful not
to dislodge caps from peppers.

The perfect dessert for Turkey
Day is pumpkin pie. However, if
some guest do not like pumpkin
pie, chess pie, lemon one crust is
good. Here is Reba Mclntire’s
recipe for chess pie: 3 eggs
beaten, 1 stick margarine room
temperature, 1-teaspoon lemon/
vanilla flavoring, 1-tablespoon
flour and 1-tablespoon cornmeal,
or 1-teaspoon vinegar, both work.

Mama says cornmeal and daddy
says vinegar. I tried both ways and
we like the cornmeal better. Bake
at 350 degrees until done. Happy
Turkey Day!!

The Cross Plains Garden Club
met for their regular monthly
meeting on Friday, November
12, at 2 p.m. at the American
Legion Hall. The theme for the
meeting was "There Is a Time
For Backyard Living".

Eva Fleming, president, called
the meeting to order and led the
members in repeating the

“Conservation Pledge.

Guest, Robert Pritz, Callahan
County Extension Agent, was the
speaker. He spoke on backyard
living, citing the first step is to
have a design layout and then
move on to develop a base map;
then inventory your property.
This includes all existing
plantings and areas you wish to
screen. Next develop a future use
of your property, and now you
will be ready to design a
functional plan. This will include
any water sources, rocks, bird
feeders, or any other features that
you'would like to add.

You are now ready to design a
functional plan. First, curved
lines in the landscape soften the
yard experience. Second, to
disguise small areas with vegeta-
tion, or create new ones by using
open material, such as lattice or
chain link fencing. Third, colors
affect your perception of space.
"Cool" colors (blue, green or vio-
let) seem to give the impression
of space. "Warm" colors (red,
orange, yellow) seem to make a
space smaller. Shorter plants
should be in front of taller plants
at the back of a space.

Last—develop the Final Plan.
Selecting specific plant species is
simply a process of elimination,
always considering the choices
of natives and adaptation may be
needed.

Questions and answers were

given on how to eliminate grass

burrs and "other" problems in the

landscape of yards.

It was a very informative
program and we are grateful to
Mr. Pritz for sharing. He passed
outacatalogue "Beautiful, Tough
and Texas—Let Your Landscape
Shine with Texas Superstars".

Dear Editor:

The letter from Don Tabor
(Thursday, November 4th)
spurred me to try to help solve the
linguistic problem he mentioned.
My approach has always been to
try to see both sides of any
problem. Sometimes I would be
so interested in seeing the other
side of the coin that I would forget
I had taken it out to pay the pay
toilet.

In the case of efforts to
converse with people whose
native language is other than
English, the idea of bilingual
education of students in THIS
country comes to mind. Bilingual
education is nothing new in our
country. The only question is
which language should be a
second language for Americans.
Of course this could be changed
from time to time, depending on
where the CEOs decide to send
the jobs. When in Sweden, I
learned that German was their
second language until D-day
when it suddenly became En-
glish. :
Can we expect those who are
outsourcing to lead the way to

. becoming fluently bilingual in

the language of the other country
or countries to which American
jobs are being sent?

If Americans need to become
bilingual to use American com-
munications equipment, there is

the matter of which language of
which country should be taught.
For India, there is Hindi,
Hindustani, and others including
Telgu (the oldest language stillin
use). A Chinese friend once told
me her siblings spoke Cantonese
so their parents (who spoke
Mandarin) wouldn't understand.
A bigger problem for Mr. Tabor
would be a matter of teaching his
typesetters to manipulate the ap-
proximately 1,500 characters
used in the average Chinese
newspaper.

For example, if the symbol for

ten is on the left side and the

symbol for a man's mouth is on
the lower right and lines repre-
senting steam or action are in the
upper right, the word involves
man speaking of numbers; or to
calculate. Ifinstead of the symbol
for ten, the symbol for woman is
used, it means "IF".
SAYS, THEN SHE MAY".
From this we learn that the Chi-
nese have long been ahead of usin
matters of culture. (Just kidding
of course.)

If we continue to owe Commu-
nist Chine (our "most favored
nation trade partner"—who
killed thousands of American in
Korea) we may soon be learning
to read and write Chinese to read
our (and Mr. Tabor's)
newspapers.
