Commissioners hire consultant 
for communications tower

Callahan County Commission­
ers approved a proposal with 
Texas C om m unications in 
Abilene to serve as consultant 
and project manager for a com­
munications tower in Callahan 
County.

The commissioners' court took 
the action Monday, November 
22 at the Commissioners Court­
room at the County Courthouse 
in Baird.

Rick Hanson with Texas Com­
munications presented to com­
missioners a proposal which 
describes the statement of work 
Texas Communications will per­
form for the Callahan County 
tower procurement and installa­
tion. The proposal delineates 
responsibilities between Texas 
Communications and Callahan 
County.

Texas Communications will be 
responsible for:

1. Meet with County officials to 
discus tower project.

2. Prepare Budgetary quote 
for planning purposes.

3. Prepare multiple propaga­
tion studies to determine best 
location and height for maxi­
mum radio coverage.

4. Fill all applicable FAA pa­
perwork to obtain construction 
clearance and assist in obtain­
ing clearance for requested 
height.

5. Upon FAA approval, update 
budgetary quote to reflect cur­
rent market pricing.

6. Write bid specifications to 
include tower specifications, site 
p reparation  specifications, 
grounding specifications, con­
struction specifications, vendor 
insurance specifications and 
time line for project completion.

7. Provide list of prospective, 
qualified bidders.

8. Review bids to assure com­
pliance with specifications stated 
in RFP.

9. Make recommendation to 
Callahan County based on bids 
received that meet specifica­
tions.

10. Serve as project manager 
through construction and imple­
mentation, interfacing with win­
ning vendor to insure compli­
ance with the specifications.

11. File all n e c e s s a r y  FA A  p a ­

perwork including:
• Notice of Commencement 

of Construction.
• Notice of Completion.
12. File necessary paperwork 

to obtain FCC Tower Registra­
tion Number.

13. File necessary paperwork 
to obtain FCC License Modifica­
tion to relocate repeater from 
existing tower to new tower lo­
cation.

Callahan County's responsibili­
ties include:

1. Provide a designated project 
manager to interface with Texas 
Communication project man­
ager for system implementation.
’ 2. Supply primary equipment 
housing, commercial power, 
wiring, and cable terminations 
at the site.

3. Supply all zoning, site ac­
cess, and other permits or agree­
ments required to gain use of 
site.

On a motion by Commissioner 
Bryan Farmer and second by 
Commissioner Tommy Holland, 
commissioners voted 5-0 to ac­
cept the proposal that Texas 
Communications serve as con­
sultant and project manager for 
a fee of $20,000.00.

The TWDB's Groundwater 
Monitoring Section will be visit­
ing Erath, Eastland, Callahan, 
Palo Pinto, Jones, Shackleford, 
and Stephens Counties to mea­
sure water levels from water wells 
in the aquifers within those coun­
ties.

This information is also stored 
in the TWDB's groundwater da­
tabase. The database is avail­
able by county on the TWDB's 
Water Information Integration 
and D issem ination (WHD) 
w ebsite at h t tp :/ /  
wiiddev.twdb.state.tx. us.

The TWDB conductions an 
active groundwater resource 
assessment program to collect 
date on the state's aquifers for 
water resource planning. This 
information includes the occur­

rence, availability, quality and 
quantity of groundwater present, 
and the current and projected 
demands on groundwater re­
sources. This is done through 
the statewide groundwater level 
measurement program, ground- 
water quality sampling program 
and groundwater studies.

The TWDB is the state agency 
charged with collecting and dis­
seminating water-related date, 
assisting with regional planning 
and preparing the State Water 
Plan for the development of the 
state's water resources, and ad­
ministering cost-effective finan­
cial programs for the construc­
tion of water supply, wastewater 
treatment, flood control and 
agricultural water conservation 
projects.

Is it a lady-bug or ^lady beetle? 
"B6eli^ ^ ^ l d ‘b6 Vr^t. Several 
species of lady bugs, both native 
and imported from Australia for 
controlling cottony cushion 
scale, can be found in various 
parts of the United States.

Beetles can be round or 
elongated, and can be winged or 
flightless, but have a hard shell 
and include more good guys 
than bad.

There are about 250 species in

the lady beetle fajpjjy^foqnd 
world-wide of which only tWo," 
the Mexican bean beetle and the 
squash beetle, eat plants.

As cold weather approaches, 
the native lady beetle prefers the 
woods and fields to house, and 
winters in colonies in piles of 
trash and rotting wood.

If any beetles collect in the 
comers of your house, or are not 
wanted—simply vacuum them 
up and return them to the woods.

In my teenage years, quite a 
few people grew peanuts in 
Clyde. 1 used to “shake” them 
after school for pocket money. 
They are grown in sandy soil 
underground, so when they were 
plowed up the sand stuck to the 
peanuts.

George Washington Carver was 
one of the major developers of 
the peanut. He developed 325 
uses for the peanut including 
paints and lubricants from the 
oil.

Barb’s Cue - Peanut Butter Pie

4 oz. cream cheese
3/4 Cup powdered sugar
3/4 Cup peanut butter
1 8 oz. container Cool Whip- 

thawed

Cream peanut butter and 
cheese. Add powdered sugar 
and cool whip.

Flu vaccine available 
for high risk children-

As the holiday season ap­
proaches and plans are made 
for children to visit their rela­
tives, plans should also be made 
to vaccinate any children in the 
high risk categories.

With the nationwide shortage 
of flu vaccine available for adults, 
health officials recognize the 
possibility that infected children 
could spread the virus to adults 
during visits over the holidays. 
Since children have contact with 
others in school or daycare, they 
often becom e an excellent 
source to transfer the virus to 
adults

"According to the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC),approximately l/5o fthe  
population attends or works in 
schools. So addressing the 
spread of germs in our schools 
will go a long way to preventing 
the spread of the flu virus among 
adults," said Jam es Zoretic,MD, 
Medical Director of Texas De­
partment of State Health Ser­
vices, Region 2/3.

The flu vaccine is generally 
available across the state for 
children who meet the following 
criteria, which qualifies a child 
as high risk:

• Children aged 6 months 
through 23 months

• Children aged 2 years of age 
through 18 years with chronic 
medical conditions.

• Females who will be preg­
nant during flu season, includ­
ing those under 19.

• Children aged 6 months 
through 18 years of age on 
chronic aspirin therapy.

• Children and adolescents 
aged 6 months through 18 years 
who live in a home with a child 
aged 6 months or younger.

Also, children who are unin­
sured or underinsured, covered 
by the Children’s Insurance 
Health Program (CHIP), who are 
of Native American or Native

Alaskan heritage, as well as those 
on Medicaid are eligible to re­
ceive the vaccine.

The flu vaccine and other child­
hood vaccines are available un­
der the Texas Vaccine for Chil­
dren (TVFC) program, which 
guarantees vaccine is available 
to health care providers at no 
cost for children meeting the 
above criteria. Children who are 
healthy and not at high risk need 
to practice frequent hand wash­
ing ant cover their coughs and 
sneezes.

“Children need plenty of sleep, 
physical activity, nutritional 
food, encouragement to fre­
quently wash their hands and 
drink lots of water during the 
winter months to stay healthy,” 
said Dr. Zoretic.

If a child does display symp­
toms of flu, the CDC strongly 
suggests keeping that child 
home from school that day. The 
infected child can spread the flu 
virus one to three days before 
they feel symptoms of flu, then 
another three to five days after 
experiencing the sickness.

Annually more than 50,000 
Americans die from flu-related 
causes, and more than 200,000 
hospitalizations occur due to 
complications, according to the 
CDC. A loving hug or kiss fronrt 
a child could provide a path for 
spread of the flu virus to an 
adult. More than ever before’ 
children who ate not feeling well 
may be a good reason to post­
pone a visit to relatives this holi­
day season, or use extra pre­
caution to prevent the transmis­
sion of the flu virus.

The TVFC program is only one 
step in the multifaceted approach 
to flu prevention this winter. More

1) Prepare before the 
winter storm 2) Check the 
weather forecast before you 
leave 3) Monitor freezing 
t e m p e r a tu r e s  4 ) D rive 
according to the conditions of 
the highway, and 5) Heed the 
warnings. Hector will also 
provide the updated winter 
weather outlook for December 
through February for West 
Central Texas.

Data from the Department of 
Public S a fe ty 's  A ccid en t 
R ecords Bureau com piled 
betw een 1991 and 2000, 
indicated approximately 70 
Texans die each .year from 
accidents caused by adverse 
winter weather such as ice, 
snow, or fog. The Texas 
Department of Public Safety 
urges motorists to slow down to 
the conditions of the roadway.

-J^otorists should not look at the 
speed limits and assume the 
speed limit is the safe speed

Freezing  drizzle a n d  rain a re  
deadly. When the temperature  falls 
below 32 degrees, even a little mist, 
drizzle, or frost can c reate  slick 
bridges o; ' ■ w
e sp e c ia l ly  on  o v e r p a s s e s  a n d

bridges. Speed and ice don't mix!
Each year people die in house fires 

and from carbon monoxide 
poisoning because of faulty heating 
sources. Be sure to place your 
electr^l^heating source in a safe 
plac^PRnvay from curtains and 
combustible materials. If you have 
a gas furnace, be sure to install 
carbon monoxide detectors. 
Always install smoke detectors, 
they could save our life this winter.

Severe ice storms can knock 
out power, making it important 
to have emergency'supplies on 
hand in your home." Colley 
recommended the following 
preparedness steps:

• Winterize your home by 
insulating pipes near outside

walls and by sealing leaks that 
might expose pipes to cold air.

•M ake sure th a t heating 
systems, fireplaces and wood 
stoves are clean, well ventilated 
and in good working condition.

•Winterize your vehicle by 
checking wipers, tires, lights, 
and fluid levels. Lubricate door 
and trunk  locks to avoid 
freezing.

•Prepare a travel disaster 
supply kit containing food, 
drinking water, blankets, rain 
gear, extra clothing, flashlights 
with extra batteries, jumper 
cables and a first aid kit.

•People who plan to travel 
should keep their gas tank at 
least half full and should make 
alternative travel plans in case 
bad weather forces trip delays. 
Do not travel when such 
conditions threaten.

•Check on friends and family 
members whose health or age-- 
especially the very young and 
very old--may put them at 
greater risk from cold weather or 
freezing temperatures.

By planning ahead and paying 
careful attention to road and 
weather conditions, Texans can 
enjoy an accident free and safe 
winter.
