Holiday Electrical 
Safety Tips

To help keep your home and 
family safe this holiday season, 
WTG Retail Energy offers the 
following tips for properly pre­
paring and using electrical 
decorations both inside and 
outdoors.

Home
• Install smoke detectors or, if 

you already have them, install 
new batteries and test them.

• Install at least one carbon 
monoxide detector in your 
home.

• Have an operable fire extin­
guisher readily available.

• Carefully inspect each elec­
trical decoration. Cracked or 
frayed sockets, loose or bare 
wires and loose connections 
may cause a serious shock or 
start a fire.

• Follow the use and care 
instructions included with you 
electrical decorations.

• Do not climb ladders, work 
in high places or put up electri­
cal decorations when you are 
alone. Avoid injury by decorat­
ing with friends or family.

Christmas Tree
• Keep tree away from floor 

heaters, fireplaces, or other 
heat sources and make sure it 
does not block any exits.

• Never use candles as tree 
ornaments, even on artificial 
trees.

• Do not use electrical orna­
ments or light strings on artifi­
cial trees with metallic li^^ves or 
branch coverings. This could 
create an electrical shock.

• Use miniature lights, which 
have cool-burning bulbs.

Lights
• Use only UL-listed lights, 

and no more than three strands 
linked together.

• Examine your old light 
strings each year, discarding 
worn ones.

• Review the original package 
for light strings to verify proper 
wattage and voltage.

• Use a power strip to avoid 
overloading wall outlets and 
extension cords to protect your 
decorations from electrical 
surges.

• Fasten the bulbs securely 
and point the sockets down to 
avoid moisture build up.

• Unplug light strings before 
replacing bulbs.

• Turn off the Christmas lights 
and all other electrical decora­
tions when you sleep and when 
you leave your home. Consider 
using a timer to automatically 
turn on and off your electrical 
decorations according to your 
schedule.

Outdoor Decorating
• Before using any light 

strings, animated display or 
other electrical decorations 
outdoors, make sure the prod­
uct is approved by a nationally 
recognized certification organi­
zation and marked "for outdoor 
use."

• Never use indoor extension 
cords outside.

• Keep outdoor electrical con­
nectors above ground and out 
of puddles.

• Make sure trees decorated 
with lights are not touching 
power lines.

• When connecting light 
strands, wrap a plastic bag 
around connections and tie 
ends with teflon tape.

• Do not staple or nail through 
light strings or electrical/exten- 
sion cords. You could damage 
the wire or insulation, which 
could lead to electrical shock or 
fire.

• Do not decorate after dark 
when it is difficult to see electri­
cal cords and easier to pierce 
one while hanging light strands.

Barb Cues

Continuing Tribute To Early
Country Women

Home Preserving

When produce “came in” or 
ripened, our woman canned, 
which meant a day with her 
stove. Her jars had probably 
been stored in the barn or under 
the house or in a cellar. This 
meant that before the canning 
process was even started the 
jars had to be washed and ster­
ilized, which meant lots of boil­
ing water, —yep—heated on the 
friendly stove.

Therle were no refrigerators, so 
our lady canned when produce 
was ready, whether she felt like 
doing it or not. If it was “in” it was 
“put up,” or otherwise preserved. 
This required spending long 
hours over a hot stove, mostly in 
the summer which made it even 
hotter. With no air conditioning 
the kitchen was already warm, 
and boiling large pots of what­
ever was being canned made 
this a difficult and grueling task 
for our country woman. The 
canning tasks usually took a 
larger part of the day and it 
seemed that as soon as one item 
was canned, another became 
ready and she would begin 
again.

Monday-Wash Day
All year long there was the 

weekly laundry. Though this was 
done outside, it was such a hard 
task that it didn’t help much. It 
still involved lots of water and 
the friendly stove. A huge vat of 
boiling water was suspended 
over a fire. Three big tubs of 
water sat on a nearby bench for 
rinsing.

First, our lady would pre-treat 
her clothes. This meant soaping 
the stains and scrubbing the 
garment on a rub-board before 
she dropped it into the big black 
pot of boiling water into which 
home-made lye soap had been 
shaved. She punched the clothes

occasionally with a broomstick 
to aid the process. When she 
thought it was ready, she picked 
up the garment and let the dirty 
water run back into the pot. 
Then they went into a rinse wa­
ter. One of the rinse tubs con­
tained bluing. 1 remember my 
mother using the bluing. 1 think 
it was supposed to brighten the 
colors and make the white whiter.

There were usually four loads 
of laundry, whites, sheets, col­
ored clothes and miscellaneous. 
When all was finished the clothes 
were hung on a clothes line 
Which was a necessity. Now few 
of the newer houses have clothes 
lines.

Tuesday-lroning Day
Ironing was probably harder 

on our woman than washing. 
NO permanent press. The irons 
were called “sad irons, probably 
she was sad after she used 
them.” The irons were heated 
on the friendly stove, of course. 
The newer modem ones had a 
wooden handle which attached 
and transferred to another iron 
when the old one got cold. The 
old kind were all one piece and 
called “irons" because they were 
made of iron. They had to be 
held with a pot holder and burns 
to the hands often resulted. ( 1 
think I would want to frame a 
garment instead of wearing it).

Thank You, Early Women
I do not know how to wrap this 

up except to say that our ances­
tors were AWESOME! There 
were things they did that 1 have 
not even mentioned, but 1 am 
tired just from thinking of them. 
However, to them “tired” was 
not an excuse. She did it any­
way and usually it involved wa­
ter, the stove, and LOTS OF 
WORK.

Again this was from my 
musings and the “Anthology of 
Lone Star Literature” by Robt.

Texas Leads Nation in 
fatai crashes with wiidlife

Far more people have died in 
Texas motor vehicle collisions 
with animals than in any other 
state. Many of these fatalities 
could have been prevented if 
motorists had worn seatbelts or 
motorcyclists had worn hel­
mets.

A new study by the Insurance 
Institute for Highway Safety on 
vehicle-animal crashes shows 
60 percent of the people killed 
riding in vehicles weren't using 
safety belts and 65 percent of 
those killed riding on motor­
cycles weren't wearing hel­
mets.

"The study shows that the ini­
tial impact with animals is not 
the direct cause of death in 
many of these mishaps," says 
Mark Hanna, a spokesman for 
the Insurance Council of Texas. 
"The study revealed that a third 
of these crashes involved a sec­
ondary collision with a fixed 
object or overturning, which 
caused the traffic fatality."

Texas recorded 161 fatalities 
in the 12-year study compared 
to the next most hazardous 
state, Pennsylvania, which had 
85 fatalities during the same 
time period. The study also 
showed that the number of ve­
hicle-animal collisions is rising, 
Hanna said this was a direct 
result of more traffic on Texas 
rural roads and the state 's 
abundant wildlife.

The Institute's study showed 
motorcycles were involved in a 
third of the fatal collisions, even 
though other vehicles on the 
road out number motorcycles 
40 to 1.

"Motorcyclists should think 
twice before venturing out on a 
highway, especially after dark, 
where deer are known to be 
prevalent," said Hanna. Deer 
were struck in 3 out of every 4 
crashes in the study that exam­
ined vehicle-animal collisions 
involving a human fatality. The 
study  closely exam ined 
crashes in nine states between 
1992 and 2003.
More than 1 million deer-ve- 

hicle crashes occur each year in 
the United States resulting in 
more than $1 billion in vehicle 
damage. Many animal-vehicle 
collisions are unavoidable, but 
recognizing the danger and be­
ing prepared can save lives.

• Crashes with deer occur 
most frequently in rural areas, 
on roads with 55 mph or higher 
speed limits and in darkness or 
at duck or dawn.

• Motorists should slow down 
and be more alert in areas 
where deer are most likely to 
appear.

• Wearing a safety belt will 
lessen the impact of a collision 
with an animal and may allow 
you to maintain control of your 
vehicle after the crash.

• Do not attempt to steer into 
oncoming traffic or veer off the 
roadway to avoid colliding with 
an animal.

• If you collide with an animal, 
immediately turn on your flash­
ers and move onto the shoulder 
to avoid oncoming traffic.

• Call 911 to report the mis­
hap and contact your insurance 
agent or insurance company to 
repair your vehicle.

How should your home perform?

What size gap is permissible 

between a window screen frame 
and the window frame? How 
strong should the water pres­
sure be in the shower? What if 
the m aster bedroom  feels 
warmer than the living room - is 
that OK?

Right now the answer to these 
questions depends on who you 
ask. You might get two very 
different answers, depending on 
whether you built the home or 
whether you bought it.

Disputes between homeowner 
and home builder over who is 
responsible for fixing a perceived 
problem are sometimes difficult 
to resolve. Legal proceedings 
can be time-consuming and ex­
pensive for both parties, when 
most homeowners really only 
want their home fixed.

Mow the Texas Residential Con­
struction Commission—a state 
agency overseeing the home 
building industry—is proposing 
standards to erase the uncer­
tainty about how a house should 
perform after it is built. The com­
mission has issued proposed 
rules that detail how the sepa­
rate components that make up 
a newly built home should per­
form while under warranty.

The standards—that will affect 
new home construction—are 
now under review and available 
for public comment. Final adop­
tion of the rules is planned for 
the end of 2004.

Home builders and m ost 
remodelers will have to adhere 
to these standards, which will 
give hom eowners certainty 
about what they can expect from 
their new home or major reno­
vation.

These standards also are im­
portant because they will be 
applied by the Texas Residential 
Construction Commission when 
it considers disputes between 
the two parties under the new 
state-sponsored inspection and 
dispute resolution process.

This process, overseen by the 
Commission, must be under­
taken before either party in a 
dispute can proceed with further 
legal action. The process is de­
signed to be a more efficient, 
less costly alternative to a court 
proceeding.

The proposed building and 
performance standards are a re­
sult of months of research, pub­
lic hearings held around the state 
and  input from builders, 
remodelers, associations, gov­
ernments, industry experts and, 
most importantly, from consum­
ers. Texas ASM University’s 
Construction Science Depart­
ment assisted the agency in the 
development and review of the 
proposed standards.

Now the Texas Residential 
Construction Commission is tak­
ing comments on the proposed 
set of standards. 1 encourage 
you to visit the Commission’s 
Web site at www.trcc.state.tx.us 
or call us, toll free, at (877) 651- 
TRCC for a draft of the proposed 
rules. Information on how to 
submit comments is detailed on 
the web site. All input must be 
received by Nov. 22.
