Dr. James E. Priest, minister

Our Children Deserve Their Textbooks
By Geraldine Miller

As the Legislature begins mak­
ing its difficult decisions on the 
state budget, I wanted to let 
them know that the State Board 
of Education (SBOE) has done 
its part to help.

The Texas Constitution re­
quires the SBOE, every two years 
before the legislative session, to 
set a percentage rate of funds 
flowing from the Permanent 
School Fund into the Available 
School Fund. This is the source 
of the Children’s Textbook Fund 
and pays for instructional mate- 

. rials for the more than 4 million 
children in our public schools.

1 called the State Board of Edu­
cation together for a special 
meeting in January 2005, for 
the sole purpose of rJlising that 
percentage from the level that 
we had set back in November. 
In January, we had better infor­
mation about setting the rate 
than we did in November, and 
Land C om m issioner Jerry  
Patterson helped enormously as 
well with additional resources.

We felt it was our duty to the 
children to come back into Aus­
tin for a special meeting to raise 
the rate. Our action increased 
the Fund by hundreds of mil­
lions.

The rate of return we set means 
that the Available School Fund 
can provide more than enough 
funding to meet our constitu­
tional ob ligation  for the  
Children’s Textbook Fund. The 
Texas Constitution gives the 
SBOE this duty: “It shall be the 
duty of the State Board of Edu­
cation to set aside a sufficient 
amount of available funds to 
provide free text books for the 
use of children attending the 
public free schools of this State.”

In fulfilling our constitutional 
obligations of setting the rate of 
return, we want to be clear that 
part of our motivation was to 
ensure sufficient funding to meet 
our other constitutional obliga­
tion of providing for the instruc­
tional materials that we have 
adopted. Two years ago, when 
the Legislature faced a difficult 
$10 billion shortfall, materials 
for three entire subject areas 
were delayed for one year from 
going into Texas classrooms. 
We don’t want to see this hap­
pen again.

The Legislature’s starting point 
on the appropriations bill cur­
rently has funding for instruc­
tional materials in only the three 
delayed subjects. However, we 
recently approved - and schools 
are selecting right now - materi­

als in four other subject areas. 
These materials in all seven sub­
jects are scheduled to go to 
schools in Just a few months, 
with our teachers receiving train­
ing on the new materials this 
summer and our kids getting 
these new books this fall.

All of these new materials will 
help ensure that the subjects in 
the state’s Required Curriculum 
will have materials that meet the 
Texas Essential Knowledge and 
Skills mandates. State law re­
quires our schools to teach the 
elements of the curriculum in 
each of these subjects, but cur­
rently schools do not have m a­
terials to do so.

In addition, many of the new 
textbooks have technology com­
ponents or are all-on-line text­
books. The Legislature has been 
talking a lot about requiring 
schools to use more technology 
and replacing textbooks with 
laptops. But the best way to 
move in that direction Is to con­
tinue to appropriately fund qual­
ity content and curriculum - the 
instructional materials - on a 
regular cycle and provide schools 
with a choice of formats. In other 
words, let the m arket (our 
schools and educators) decide 
when they are ready.

The SBOE for many years has 
been approving textbooks in 
print or electronic formats, or a 
combination of both. School 
districts can then select approved 
materials in the format they

choose. Schools that are ready’ 
have been incorporating tech­
nology. There are many on-line 
versions of textbooks, including 
science and social studies offer-’ 
ings that became available a few' 
years ago. An even greater num­
ber of textbooks are available in 
other electronic formats or in a ’ 
combination of textbook and- 
technology, as with foreign lan­
guage materials that let kids' 
hear and speak the language. ‘

The upcoming 2005-06 school' 
year is a watershed year for on-* 
line textbooks in Texas. The. 
SBOE approved, and schools 
have a choice of, at least 75; 
programs with on-line access,- 
and these programs will go intb- 
classrooms in fall 2005, if the. 
Legislature pays for them this 
session. If the Legislature wants 
to encourage technology in • 
schools, it should pay for the. 
technology that schools have, 
chosen and that soon will go* 
into our schools.

As chairman of the SBOE, 1 
am proud of what all board, 
members have done to assist’ 
the state. 1 encourage all con-, 
cerned Texans to please help 
our schools do their job by tell­
ing your legislators to give 
schools the textbooks they need 
to teach the Required Curricu­
lum. Further, I strongly recom- * 
mend to the Legislature that they , 
fund these instructional rnateri- * 
als we have approved for schools ' 
to use this fall. •

Texas House passes historic tax reform biii

Sick and tired of crippling prop­
erty taxes and Texas’ unfair, 
complex and burdensome tax 
system? If you are, help is on the 
way. The Texas House of Repre­
sentatives recently passed House 
Bill 3 - an historic tax reform 
cutting school property taxes on 
home, businesses and rental 
property by 33 percent.

This tax cut provides $5.4 bil­
lion dollars in relief from school 
property taxes, and creates a 
firmer, fairer and simpler eco­
nomic foundation for our state 
and our public schools. HB3 
protects against future property 
tax increases, modernizes and 
simplifies our business tax sys­
tem, and helps create Texas 
jpbs and investment reducing 
the crippling burden of property 
taxes and reforming and simpli­
fying state taxes.

To put these tax reforms in 
context, it’s important to con­
sider the existing state tax sys­
tem. Today, Texas suffers from 
a broken, dysfunctional tax code 
- a throwback to a Texas overly- 
dependent on land and cattle. 
Our existing franchise tax sys­
tem is plagued by loopholes.

Approximately 83 percent of 
Texas businesses pay nothing 
today. Most businesses contrib­
ute nothing to state health care, 
criminal justice, or college fund­
ing. Corporations can avoid the 
franchise tax by filing a little 
paperwork. One day you’re a 
corporation, the next a partner­
ship, and before you know it 
your tax burden drops to near 
zero.
.As businesses avoid and es­

cape paying the franchise tax, 
the burden is increasingly shifted 
t© working families struggling to 
pay higher and higher property

taxes. The current tax system 
undermines homeownership. It 
penalizes agriculture, manufac­
turing, real estate and other job 
creators. And as more busi­
nesses reorganize to avoid pay­
ing taxes, the fiscal hole, the 
inequality and the burden on 
homeowners grows and grows. 
House Bill 3 cuts property taxes, 
closes business tax loopholes 
and simplifies our entire tax sys­
tem. Instead of a few paying a 
lot, and homeowners saddled 
with ever increasing property tax 
bills, HB3 says everyone ought 
to pay a little.

All Texans ought to be helping 
pull the wagon, funding vital 
services and paying for Texas 
schools. It’s the fair thing to do.

HB3 provides an immediate 33 
percent school property tax cut 
for all property taxpayers, 
homeowners, rental properties 
and businesses. The maximum 
school maintenance and oper­
ating property tax rate would fall 
from $ 1.50 per $ 100 dollar valu­
ation to just $1.00.

The bill also ensures future 
property tax rate reductions. Fif­
teen percent of new state rev­
enues from one biennium to the 
next - excluding federal funds 
and constitutionally dedicated 
revenue - is committed to addi­
tional school property tax relief.

HB3 replaces the existing bro­
ken business tax system, requir­
ing all businesses to pay some­
thing instead of 8-in-10 busi­
nesses paying nothing. Corpo­
rations, partnerships and sole 
proprietor businesses have a 
choice of calculating tax liability 
on taxable capital, earned sur­
plus or employee compensa­
tion.

Gaping loopholes will be 
closed, but small businesses 
earning less that $150,000 in 
gross receipts will continue to be 
exempt. Non-profit entities will 
also remain tax-exempt.

To help fund the $5.4 billion

dollars in property tax cuts, HB3 
increases cigarette taxes by $1 
per pack, and adds a tax on 
foods of little or no nutritional 
value. It expands consumption 
taxes in Texas, broadening the 
sales tax base and raising it a 
penny.

These tax reforms caused 
much heated debate in the Texas 
Capitol. Some businesses who 
pay nothing today object to pay­
ing a little tomorrow, even if it 
means lower property taxes and 
a better school funding system.

Some preferred a personal in­
come tax, higher businesses 
taxes or less property tax relief 
for homeowners. Those ideas 
did not have sufficient support 
from the public or the Legisla­
ture.

Changing the tax system is 
never easy. Everyone wants to 
cut property taxes. No one wants 
to generate the revenue needed 
to fund education, health care, 
criminal justice and other ser­
vices we all depend on.

Ultimately, HB3 creates a sim­
pler tax system based on a simple 
concept: that we all ought to be 
pulling the wagon together.

By a majority vote, the Texas 
House of R epresen ta tives 
stepped up to the plate and 
passed the largest property tax 
relief in the history of Texas. 
And we replaced a broken, loop- 
holed, patchwork tax system 
with a fairer, flatter and more 
stable system for the Texas of 
the 21st Century.

There’s much more work to be 
done before these record prop­
erty tax cuts are a reality. The 
Texas Senate must act, and the 
Senate and House will have 
many opportunities to make 
changes before passing this bill 
into law. But millions of property 
taxpayers burdened by high and 
rising tax bills should rest as­
sured that the Texas Legislature 
is listening and help is on the 
way.

Written Advance Care Directives Recommended

AUSTIN, TX (3-22-05)— 
What would it be like for your 
family if you were-unable to 
speak for yourself and they were 
faced with having to choose 
whether you should be allowed to 
live or die? In light of the current 
Florida case involving Terri 
Schiavo and the controversy over 
who has the right to make medical 
decisions on her behalf, the Texas 
Partnership for End-of-Life Care 
(TxPEC) is encouraging Texans 
to make sure their family mem­
bers know their wishes for care at 
the end of life.

"Families generally want to do 
what their loved one would want 
when faced with the incredibly 
tough and personal decision 
about whether to allow nature to 
take its course," said Suze L. 
Miller, TxPEC Executive Direc­
tor. "The only way to ensure that 
its's crystal clear how you wish to 
be cared for is to fill out the proper 
paperwork and tell your family 
what you want them to do."

M iller advises com pleting 
Texas Advance Directives and 
giving these forms to members of 
your family, as well as talking to 
them about what you want in case 
you are ever in a situation where 
you cannot speak or advocate for

yourself.
The directives let you spell out 

what kind of care you would like 
if you develop a terminal or irre­
versible condition and can no 
longer communicate. You'll also 
need to name someone who you 
trust to act as your power of attor­
ney for health care to make medi­
cal decisions, including decisions 
about life support, if you can't 
speak for yourself.

"As important as putting your 
wishes in writing is making your 
choices known to your spouse, 
parents, siblings and friends so 
that as you face the last stage of 
life, you have the dignity of hav­
ing your wishes respected and 
honored—no matter what they 
are," said Miller.

TxPEC is a statewide nonprofit 
organization dedicated to im­
proving end-of-life care for 
people of all cultures and com­
munities in Texas and educating 
the public on issues of advance 
care planning.
