Since the largest
number of veterans were in
World War 1II, these facts are
pertinent.

* Among all males aged 75 or
over in 2005, 50 percent will be
WWII veterans.

*38.8 percent (6,332,000) of
U.S. servicemen and women of
WWII were volunteers.

*61.2 percent (11,535,000)

were draftees.

*The average duration of
service was 33 months.
*Qverseas service: 73 percent

served overseas, with an average .

of 16.2 months abroad.

*Combat survivability (out of
1,000) 8.6 were killed inaction, 3
died from other causes, and 17.7
received non-mortal combat
wounds.

*Average base pay: Enlisted
$71.33 per month; Officer
$203.50 per month.

*Toll of war: Army and Air
Force 234,874 killed, 565,861
wounded; Navy 39,950 killed,
37,778 wounded; Marines
19,733 killed, 67,207 wounded;
Coast Guard 574 killed, 432
wounded. Total military 292,131
killed; 671,278 wounded.

At the Tehran Conference in
late 1944, Marshal Stalin of
Russia proposed a toast saying
that without American war
production "our victory would
have been impossible."  Once
mobilized, U.S. production lines
turned out annually, 50,000
aircraft, 20,000 tanks, 80,000
artillery pieces and 500,000
trucks: American industry made
an overwhelming contribution to
final victory and  this effort
transformed the nation forever.

At the Omaha Landings on June
6, 1944, General Omar Bradley is
quoted as saying,"....though we
could see it dimly through the
haze and hear the echo of its guns,
the battle belonged that morning
to the thin, wet line of khaki that
dragged itself ashore on the

- Channel coast of France."

A famous quote from General
Douglas MacArthur is, "There is
no substitute for victory."

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Former Cross Plains Man
Recalls World War 11 Events

. Editor's Note: Denton
‘Thomason, reporter for the
\Vinita Daily Journal wrote the
,following article about a Cross
\Plains man, Bill Wood, who now
iresides in Vinita, Oklahoma.

. Imagine being 23 years old,
flying a medium bomber so low
.on the deck that you can hear the
branches of palm trees scraping
the belly of your aircraft, and the
juking hundreds of enemy guns
while strafing the heck out of
enemy troops.

‘That's what one  veteran
experienced when he fought
against the Japanese in World
War II as a B-25 Mitchell pilot.

‘He flew with the 83rd, 12th
Bomb Group, 10th Squadron, in
1943 and 1944 during the Pacific
campaign of WWIL.

‘A decorated pilot, Wood
enlisted in July 1942, flew 63
combat missions against the
Japanese in Myanmar (Burma)
and  China, eamed the
Distinguished Flying Cross, Air
Medal with Cluster and Chinese
Freedom Medal and has four
campaign ribbons.

But Wood is the type of guy
who never thought anything
much about being an officer. He
belonged to a rugged generation
of pilots who pushed their planes
to the limit, flying by the seat of
their pants.

"I just wanted to join, but I
didn't know what service to join,"
Wood said. "Of course, I talked to
arecruiter who told me to join the
Air Force. 1 said, 'Oh, gosh, I

don't want any part of that.' He
told me that if I got those silver
wings, I'd have to fight the girls
off with a stick."

And that's how Wood joined
the Air Force. Woad's squadron
was based out of Fenny, India,
located on the eastern side of the
country and flew a wide variety of
different missions over the skies,
or more accurately, just above the
treetops of Burma and China.

Wood was assigned to an
experimental group that some-
times flew modified B-25H
bombers that packed a 75 mm
cannon and eight .50 caliber
machineguns.

Heis a virtual well of intriguing
war stories.

Wild tales about dodging
Japanese anti-aircraft guns while
nailing difficult targets, that
nobody thought that would be
hit, with 250 and 500 pound
bombs.

Wood has a book of WWII
memorabilia that he made that
is filled with. old newspaper
clippings, letters, missions briefs,

photographs taken during the
war years of young, clean-shaven
guys in military dress uniforms.
He even has pictures taken
during a mission, that shows a
B-25 in the foreground and a
smoking plume in the back-
ground of a target his squadron
had just bombed.

Wood pointed to a black-
and-white phoivgraph as he
recounted one story.

"We were doing low-level work
and the Japs were in trucks," said
Wood. "We were about a mile or
so away, but we could see the
trucks through the trees. We had
to try and do some steep turns so
that we could strafe them, bomb
them and shoot-em up. I didn't
start pulling out (of his bombing
run) soon enough, and I had a
tree limb that got hung-up in my
engine nacelle."

But Wood is modest about his
war contribution.

"I'd never been anywhere but
Oklahoma and Texas, and I just
did what they told me to do, I
never backed down from any-
thing, but I never volunteered
for anything either. We never
thought that we were heroes, or
anything like that. We just did
what we were told to do. Things
happen and you don't think
anything of it, you just go on," he
said.

"Sometimes. you knew places
that you were hitting. You knew
if they had anti-aircraft or
something. You knew places
where it would be heavy, and
places where it would be light.
Our losses weren't heavy. We
tried to have a 20-second or less,
bomb run. If you go straight level
on a bomb run for a minute, or 30
or 40 seconds, then you're going
to get.shot up pretty bad. So we
tried to come in low and fast.
Usually the anti-aircraft guns
would be high, so we would try
and get wunderneath them.
Mostly, we flew in tight
formations, all the way to the

target and all tlw - way back, and

that helped keep our losses
down, explained Wood. Wood
shared a comical story about
one memorable instance where
he had to address the squadron.

"I was flying my fourth
mission...I think I was the co-
pilot and we were bombing
Akyab (Myanmar). And I
thought they couldn't shoot at
us. We came along on our
bomb run and two bursts of
anti-aircraft exploded just right
out in front of us. Man, you went
through that black smoke and
just rolled your eyes," said Wood
while making airplane gestures
with his hands.

"We knew that if we did that

again that they were going to get’

us. We made a slight turn
because we couldn't bomb on
account of the clouds, and we
were going to come back and
bomb them on another heading. I
looked back and could see all
the plumes of smoke from the
anti-aircraft that they were
shooting behind us. We had a flak
suit in there (the *B-25), but I
didn't have mine on. By the time
we made that second pass over
the target, I had it on," joked
Wood.

"We had a meeting after that
and my operations officer made
me get up in front of the whole
squadron and demonstrate how
to put on a flak suit. I told them
that if they didn't figure out how
by the time they were shooting at
you, then you'd find out in a
hurry," he laughed.

Wood said that one time he flew
a frigid mission where the
outside temperature was minus-
16 degrees.

"I got so cold that when I came
back I couldn't tell if my feet
were on the rudder (foot pedals or
not," said Wood.

The rain was heavy also. Wood
said that they would have to
cancel targets, find new ones, and
change bomb loads because of
the heavy rain on a regular basis.

On one occasion, Wood was
forced to land with his bomb
doors still open because his
ordinance malfunctioned and
didn't release from the bomb
shackle.

Wood's group consisted of 48
planes, with 12 planes a day on
bombing sorties.

"We would hit everything,"
said Wood. "We would bomb
airfields, bomb bridges, Jap
camps and troop concentrations.
One time we had 128 miles of
railroad that they wanted us to fly
down and attack. We only had
eleven airplanes and I was flying
tail-end-charlie. We would go in

-with three azrpianes atatime and

the leader would echolon them
out. The leader would go in and
drop bombs and shoot up railcars,
then pull out, and the next one
would go in. I was the last
airplane. We were suppose to fly
at 1,000 feet so that we could
watch our leader, so that when he
pulled out we could pull in. But
at the first village that we came
to, I could see so many guns
shooting at us that I told my
buddy to pinch me on the
shoulder before we came to a
village so that I could go around

~it. I'd have to pull up to avoid

palm trees. But
flying low, they don't have much
time to shoot you. At 1,000 feet,
they can shoot you-for a long
time.

Wood explained that:- he
preferred to fly at, an altitude of
about 50 feet, would climb to
about 300 feet for a bomb run,
then would peel off and drop
down low again.

"The first mission that I ever
flew was against Mandalay,
which had amote around it. The
English thought that we couldn't
blow a hole through the outer
wall, but we did. They counted
1,100 dead Japs that weren't re-
moved from the field then they
took the town the next day,"
Wood said.

Wood also said that one time he
could see a Japanese man turning
the crank on an air-raid siren just
before his formation began a
bombing run.

"I actually felt sorry for the guy

when you're

254-725-7363

because we knew that he was
probably going to get hit when we
started our run," said Wood.

Sometimes, the B-25s were
escorted by friendly fighters and
sometimes they weren't.

Wood explained how they were
attacked by Japanese fighters one
time.

"That's when we started hitting
their airfields. We hit them for
about a month so that they
wouldn't have any fields to land
on," he said.

"We had P-47s and P-38s that
flew escort for us. And when you
had those escorts, the Japs
wouldn't come up to fight. The
P-38s flew really good escort
missions. We would look up
above us a few thousand feet and
we could see them just
maneuvering back forth," he said.

And Wood did enjoy flying
B-25s.

"I'm like everybody else in the
Air Force. It doesn't matter what
type of plane that you fly, you
always think that yours is the
best," he said.

Wood now attends WWII
reunions every year, and enjoys
spending time hunting and
fishing.
