The following ordinance was pass-
ed by the Council:

An erdinance protecting the Side-
walk from being used for business
purposes and preventing parties from
vbstructing said sidewalks and pro-
viding penalty for the viclation there-
of.

1. Be it ordained by the City Coun-
cil of the City of Tahoka that it shall
be unlawful for any one to place on
the sidewalk any obstruction such as
boxes of merchandise or anything
which obstruct except seats so plac-
ed as not to obstruct a sidewalk and
| any one chstructing sidewalk shall
bo deemed guilty of nuisance.

2. That placing any implements,
wagons, goods for sale, boxes or oth-
er obstruction on said sidewalk shall
be deemed guilty of a nuisance.

3. It shall be unlawful for anyone
to place s sign over sidewalk which
is not more than six and one-half
feet above sidewalk.

4. Any person who shall violate
this ordinance shall be fined not less
