A. L. Lockwood, chairman of the
Lynn County Drouth Relief Commit-
tee, says that mary who have made
applications for loans from the Fed-
eral Drouth Relief fund seem to be
under the impression that the money
when obtained may be used for any
purpose which the borrawer chooses.
Such is not the case, however. He
calls attention to the following para-
graphs contained in each application
for a loan and says that each bor-
rower who wilfully disregards the
agreemen's therein contained may
be severely punished by the Federal
Government.

“If this application is granted, I
agree to use such seed, fertilizer,
and methods of farming as are ap-
proved by the Department of Agri-
culture, thropgh its local representa-
tives, I further agree to plant a gar-
den for my homé use and a suffi-
cient acreage of feed to supply feed
for my live stock. I also agree to re-
port to the Department of Agricul-
ture how | have spent money loaned
to me for crop production, and, if
requested, will report the average
yield per acfe of each erop grown by
me from seed and fertilizer purchas-
ed from the proceeds of this loan on
blanks furnished for the purpose at
or about harvest time.

“In consideration of the United |
States loaning the aforesaid sum of
(blank) _dollars, I agree to use said |
loan in purchasing seed of the va- |
rieties mentioned aforesaid for|
planting for the growing season of |
1931, fertilizer for the acreages and |
crops specified in this application, |
and feed for my work stock or fuel |
and oil for traciers used by me for
crop production.”
