Steel Bleachers 
To Be Erected At 
Douglass Stadium

New steel and treated wood 
bleachers are expected to be in 
place by the time the first home 
game is plated on October 4. it 
was announced this week.

The new bleachers w ill be 
erected on the west side of the 
stadium, and will replace rlie 
wooden seats which are to be re­
moved .

Bids for removing the old wood­
en bleachers will he received un 
til 8 p.m . August 12 at the school 
board office in Muleshoe. All 
material to be removed from the 
area by August 20, at which time 
work will I begin on the new 
bleachers. Successful b i d d e r s  
need not remove the concrete 
footings. Bid blanks are avail­
able al the school tax office.

At a later date, the Board 
plans to install concrete seats on 
tlie home, or east side of the 
field, with treated wooden seats. 
Date of this work is not known 
at piesent, but is expected to be 
some time during the school 
year.

The new bleachers w ill have 
a seating capacity of 850. as 
compared to 750 in the old 
stands.

More Weekend Rains Over Plains Aid 
Crops Headed For Record Production

Prospects for widening High­
way 70 and 84 from the old city 
limit west to the new city limit 
and beyond seem bright this 
week as practically all property 
owners have signed agreements 
to pay tor curbing.

This east-west thoroughfare, 
designated in the city limits as 
American Boulevard, is four 
lanes wide to about the location 
of Heathington Lumber, and the 
proposal is to widen the paving 
from that point to carry four 
lanes of traffic on past the high­
way roadside park in west Mule 
shoe.

Agreements have been.secured 
to 1 by a group representing the U.
in | S. Highway 70 association, join- 

ed by members of the Chamber 
of Commerce highways commit­
tee. *i

Working on the project for the 
Highway 70 association were Ed 1 
Johnson, Roy Dyer. Bill Collins, I 
and Harrol Griffiths. The group i 
met with the city council, the 1 
county commissioners court, with 
city engineer, and Highway De­
partment district engineer, to ex 
plain the proposal, and secured 
their endorsement.

The West Plains received more 
showers Sunday and Monday, 
adding to the chances for a 
bumper fall crop in dryland as 
well as irrigated sections of the 
area.

Sunday the south end of the 
county received general rains up 
to 1 '2 inches in the Stegall and 
Coyote Lake sections, with good 
showers throughout the dryland 
arpa.

At Muleshoe .83 of an inch was 
official for Sunday and Monday, 
while the Goodland area report­
ed heavy rains on both days.
Although the rains have caused

some insect infestation in cotton 
fields, the infestations are not 
considered serious, and the out­
look continues to be bright for a 
record cotton harvest and a long 
fall season

This week the Texas Employ­
ment Commission and the Lub­
bock Cotton Exchange boh issued 
long range predictions for one of 
the largest cotton yields in re- 
cen history for the 23 county 
high plains area.

Present predictions for Bailey 
county are in excess of 73,000 
bales. Last fall Bailey county 
had more than 69,000 bales.

It was said the widened high­
way will have a center divider; 
there will be 8 feet for parallel 
parking on either side of the 
highway, a n d  no additional 
right of way w ill be required 
since there already is 100 feet of 
right of way.

Mr. Griffiths said an effort w ill 
be made to get the highway de 
partment to extend the widening 
project to tlie point where Farm 
to Market Road No. 1760 enters 
the highway west of Muleshoe.

TEC Estimates 
3750 Nationals 
Needed For Crop
Two Bailey county citizens, W. 

T. "Bill" Millen, and Rev. J. E. 
Moore, members of the County 
Farm Labor Committee, met with 
Edward D. Vaughn and Elroid 
Travis, of the Texas Employment 
Commission office, to review the 
total seasonal employment needs 
developed by TEC at a meeting 
here Tuesday morning.

The Committee will function 
under Public Law 78, obtaining 
facts relative to the supply of 
domestic farm workers existing 
in Bailey county and the short­
age of workers, if any which 
must be met by importing Mex­
ican Nationals to harvest the cot­
ton crop.

The Committee was presented 
with figures of the TEC that Bail­
ey county will be short 37S0 cot­
ton pullers during the peak per­
iod of the cotton harvest.

Under Public Law 78 the TEC 
jo q e i jo AJKior.MS aqj o| uoij 
must supply shortage informa- 
who must limit the number of 
Mexican Nationals to be used in 
this county b> granting a “cell­
ing". The Committee consults 
with the local office manager to 
assist him in estimating the 
number of workers who will be 
needed, based on local conditions 
affecting the cotton crop.

"Ceilings” granted by the Sec­
retary of Labor limiting the im­
portation of Nationals in the 
area will be posted in the post- 
office in Muleshoe. in the county 
agent's office and the office of 
the county judge.

Tile TEC has estimated that 
3750 Nationals will have to be 
imported into this county to har 
vest this years cotton crop.

Checks Mailed To 
100.000 Disabled
More than 100,000 disabled 

workers all over the Nation have 
been notified that they are en­
titled to social security disabili­
ty insurance benefits and will re­
ceive tbeir first benefit checks 
during August, John G. Hutton, 
district manager of the Lubbock 
Social Security Office announced 
today. Most of t he checks were 
delivered August 3 and the re­
maining ones will be mailed on 
following days.

In making this announcement. 
Mr. Hutton noted that action is 
being taken as speedily as |>os- 
sible on all disability applica­
tions and that many other dis­
abled workers, who may not yet 
have received notice of final ac­
tion on their applications, w ill 
be receiving their first checks 
in coming months. No further ac­
tion is necessary of their part, 
he said.

In the first six months of 1957. 
applications for these new dis­
ability insurance benefits in­
creased to a rate of about 12,000 
a week throughout the Nation. 
Although social security benefit 
chicks for a particular month are 
ordinarily mailed out for delivery 
on the third of the following 
month, the heavy load of dis­
ability applications slowed up 
processing and made it impos­
sible to get checks issued on 
August 3 to all who are entitled 
to disability benefits for the 
month of July.

All disabled workers who nieel 
the requirements of the law. and 
whose applications have been 
filed with their social security 
office before the end of Decem­
ber 1957. Mr. Hutton said, w ill 
get benefit payments for t lie 
months of July through Decem­
ber. After December, payments 
cannot be made for any month 
before the month of application.

Farm Income Lags 
Behind Prices 
Paid By Farm er
Agricultural prices and income 

have not enjoyed the roses that 
some segments of our economy 
have in recent years because of 
surpluses or lack of larger mark 
ets.

Prices received by farmers have 
increased only 1.3 percent over 
those of May 1956. But prices 
paid by iarmers have increased 
3.5 percent and parity iCtio in 
May stood at 82 compared to 84 
in May 1956, says John McHaney. 
extension economist. Consumer 
disposable income in the first 
quarter of 1957 was more than 5 
percent above a year ago; due 
mainly to increases in wages and 
salaries. Too, the cost of living 
stood a few percentage points 
higher than a year ago. says Me- 
Haney.

General business activilk looks 
good for the rest of 1957. Budnes-s 
outlays for new plants and 
equipment during the first 9 
months of 1957 will be about 9 
liercent larger than those ft>r the 
same period in 1956. Apparently, 
businessmen are generally opti­
mistic about their future sales 
prospects.

Agricultural exports through 
April of the 1956-57 fiscal year 
were estimated at 54 hilGon — 
an increase of 13 percent over a 
year ago. Cotton exports were 
about 7.5 million bales, compared 
to 2.2 million in 1955-56.
Combined exports of grains and 

feeds showed an increase of 
nearly 50 percent for the fiscal 
year 1956-57 despite a decline in 
sorghum g r a i n  and barley. 
Wheat exports through April 
were 82 percent over la^t year 
and rice exports during JtG 1956 
— April 1957 totaled 22.6 million 
bags compared with 9.2 million 
during tlie 10 months ending 
April 1956. Exports of fats and 
oils have been running a fifth 
higher Ilian last year. Most ex ­
port gains are due primarily to 
government export programs, 
adds McHanev.

Care of Steam Iron
There is a good chance that 

your steam iron is collecting a 
mineral deposit unless you are 
using softened or distilled waler.

When the deposit forms it ad­
heres to the walls of the water 
reservoir and the steam vents, 
thus reducing efficiency of the 
appliance. The deposit can be 
removed by filling the reservoir 
with distilled vinegar. Let the 
iron steam for 15 minutes, and 
then let it set over night. In the 
morning, pour the vinegar out of 
the reservoir and rinse thorough­
ly. This rinsing is important and 
should be very carefully done, 
since vinegar steam on your 
freshly laundered clothes is most 

i undesirable.
Can Irish Potatoes 

With the harvesting of potatoes 
: you may have a good supply of 
! the small size that are so nice 
for canning. Here are the direc­
tions:

Select only fresh small po’o- 
toes, one Inch in diampter or 
smaller.

Wash thoroughly before and 
after peeling.

Peel, if potatoes are fresh the 
peel inav be removed by scrub­
bing with a stiff brush or a 
coarse cloth — a piece of burlap 
does a good job. In case the 
skins have dried, boil about 5 or 
10 minutes or until the skins can 
tie removed easily.

Precook potatoes 10 minutes in 
boiling water.

Pack into cans or jars. Leave 
I sufficient space at top of jar or 

. can for a '4 inch air space. This

Jack Wil 
liams, who had coached the Yel­
lowjackets the year before, help­
ed out some, but for the most 
part the team was handled bv a 
couple of seniors, Paul Gardner 
and Bruce Horsley.

The team played only a hand­
ful of games, since transportation 
and funds were scarce, and also 
because school turned out for cot­
ton picking in mid-October for 
two weeks. As far as we can tell, 
the final record was 2-2-1, both 
victories being over Morton.

The next two years were the 
worst ot the 40‘s from a won-lost 
standpoint. Nineteen forty-four 
found Muleshoe winless in six 
games (the team tied Morton 
0-0, not the first lime the "Jack­
ets” had failed to win a game, 
and definitely not the last time a 
Muleshoe team was to be win 
less.

Johnny Wight coached the ‘44 
team, which lacked the scoring 
punch, being held scoreless in 
five of the six games. The “Jack­
ets" seemed to be on their way 
to a win against Springlake, as 
quarterback Bill Renfro and half­
back "Porky” Farrell each ran 70 
yards for scores, but the Wolver­
ines erased Muleshoe’s 18-0 half 
time lead to win 20-18 with a last 
ditch passing attack.

1945
The record read 2-5 in 1945, wih 

George Bass as coach. Sidelights: 
quarterback Jack Young scoring 
his only TD in high school in the 
Morton game; Arlo Farrell re 
turning a punt 85-yards against 
Olton; shifting to the single wing 
in the Last quarter of The Soring- 
iake game.* without even know 
ing any plays; the first broad­
cast of a Muleshoe home game, 
done “ live” by KICA of Clovis.

James Beam became coach at 
Muleshoe in 1946, and drove the 
team to a third place finish in 
distriot 5-A. Quarterback “Porky 
Farrell captained the ‘46 team, 
which also had Bill Jim St. Clair, 
Wiley Moore, and Fuston Mc­
Carty in the backfield. Many con­
sider this backfield one of the 
finest in Muleshoe’s history.

picking the wrong game for the 
second homecoming, as the pow­
er-packed Littlefield crew blasted 
Muleshoe 48-0, en route to their 
state Championship; losing to 
Morton in an Armistice Day 
game — the last afternoon game 
played on the local field; the 
"Mule Barn” being used for the 
first time.

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Surplus Reduction Farm Plan Would 
Increase Loan Price On Commodities

m A farm program plan that 
"v'ould add millions of dollars 
net profit to tiho farmers of the 
South Plains and Panhandli area 
was submitted to the combined 
meeting of some 22 commodity 
groups In Washington, D. C„ on 
August 6 and 7 by The Grain 
Sorghum Producers Association.

R. G, Peeler o f Hereford and 
Frank Moore of Plainview at­
tended the meeting representing 

Jlte grain organization. The meet 
v*ng in Washington was planned 
for the purposeof all com modi y 
groups meeting together In order 
to work out a plan that all would 
support in the 1958 legislative 
session. The principal reason for 
failure to get a favorable farm 
program passed in 1957 was the 
fact that all commodities were 
fighting each other. Should such 
a meeting prove successful, there 
would be a greater chance of get 

fd-ng something beneficial done 
in Congress next year.

The Grain Sorghum Producers 
Association plan calls for all 
commodities to be supported at 
the same level. The plan provides 
for a percentage of the cultivated 
acres to be retired from produc­
tion. This is to prevent acreage 
diverted from basic crops caus­
ing a surplus of non-basic ones. 

jfThe group feels the plan would 
Ts dve the surplus of feed grains 
t quickly as it would take 50 m il­

lion acres of feed out of produc­
tion with a 15 per cent layout, or 
70 million acres with a 20 percent 
layout.

There would be no discrimina­
tion among farms as each farm 
could have the same percentage 
of price supported crops. It would 
have tlie effect of treating all 
fix'd grains alike and would take

August 15 is the date of the 

Annual ASC cotton meeting, 
which will be held in Harlingen 
this year. Texas Farm Bureau 
will have delegates there, as 
usual, and probably other local 
Farm Bureau leaders will be 
present to listen in. This is where 
some of the final policies of the 
cotton control year will be de­
termined.

The future for cotton producers 
looks much better than it did a 
year or so ago. The reason for 
this is that nearly everyone lias 
now agtped that competitive pric­
ing is a major factor toward 
keeping present foreign and do­
mestic markets, plus gaining 
others through research.

Public Law 180. written by the 
American Farm Bureau a few 
years ago has resulted in increas­
ing exports which have proven 
the necessity for such an export 
provision. On a .norc local bas­
is, many farmers have wondered 
why cotton acreages o n hi not be 
pro-measured, to avoid the neces­
sity for plowing up later.

At last month’s FB director’s 
meeting.

It claims this is 31,000 
miles more than will be needed.

Hammond said there were ” lv 
about 28,000 miles of farm-mark­
et roads completed now and that 
more than 100,000 miles of rural 
roads are still unpaved.

He said the state spent only 
about $36 million for farm-mark- 

1 e! road construction last year.
\ He said that compared to the 
"more t tan $300 millions" spent 

1 annually on other highway pro- 
gr :n". in the state, this was but 
“ a drop in the bucket — a little 
less than 10 per cent.”

Babson Discusses
RETIREMENT

Sandhills Philosopher F a v o r s ................
Part-Time Farming- Provided No Other Off-Farm Jobs Involved

Babson Park. Mass., Aug. 8—The present sys­
tem of retiring faithful and efficient workers is 
probably good for the junior employees. It gives 

j them a better chance for promotion. But the 
I younger ones must indirectly contribute to the 
, support of those being retired through paying one 
half of their Social Security and other benefits. 
Some one must pay the bills.

1 EVERY CASE DIFFERENT
| In many cases compulsory retirement is a 
blessing to all concerned. Many workers are phy­
sically unable to continue at their usual manual 
labor or even at office work. Thus, however, does 
not justify children putting parents into nursing 
homes. This procedure is becoming too common. 
There is money in nursing homes for the operat­
ors; but they are sad places to visit. When I see 
children ruthlessly put a parent into a nursing 
home, it makes me feel very sad.

| It seems as if some semi-retirement, or half­
time plan could often be used instead o f full re­
tirement. When I discuss this with employers they 
state that such an arrangement would upset their 
“ stream lined" production system and their e ffi­
cient office systems. This may be true in a few 
cases; but if this half-time arrangement were ap­
plied to all competitors, no one concerned would 
be handicapped.

j LONGER VACATIONS
I Another suggestion is that retirement sys- 
tems be based upon longer vacations, in both 
summer and winter. Instead of a worker going on 
half-time by working half a day, he could work 
all day when going to the plant or office but take 
two months off in summer and two months or 
more off in winter.

' With some businesses this would be a less 
disrupting method of adjustment; but with other 
Industries it would be more of a handicap. There­
fore. why not amend the retirement regulations 
to give corporations their choice? Undoubtedly, 
labor unions would want to be a party to such de­
cisions; but that, too. could be worked out 

i AN IMPORTANT WARNING
The most valuable advice which I can give

to readers who are approaching retirement is to 
avoid the temptation of going into business for 
themselves. If ycru want to take a salaried job 
with some other concern this Ls OK, provided it is 
not a company competing with the one from 
which you are retiring. Certainly It is bad ethics 
to retire from one company on a pension and then 
work for a competitor or start in business your­
self as a competitor. In my opinion, this comes 
close to plain dishonesty.

I Issue a special warning against starting or 
putting any money into a new business of any 
kind. I have seen thousands of cases where able 
retired persons have lost, after retirement, the 
money which they had earned and saved before 
retirement. This applies equally as well to suc­
cessful businessmen as to employees. They have 
thought that because they made a success of one 
business, they- could make a success of some other 
business. This has often proved a costly mistake.

LUCK VS. ABILITY
Although the men had business ability when 

operating the business from which they had re­
tired, their success was not due entirely to busi­
ness skill. Other factors contributed to that suc­
cess. A man may have entered his former busi­
ness when the industry- was young. The times, 
political atmosphere, or tax system, may now be 
different. They may have operated at a different 
period in the business cycle, but styles and de­
mand for the product may by now have complete­
ly changed. The person himself may be less v ig ­
orous or progressive due to advanced age; while 
competition is now such that more vigor and cap­
ital are needed.

I especially warn retired persons not to go  to 
California or Florida or some other booming state 
unless they can count on a check of at least $200. 
besides Social Security benefits, coming from 
home each month as a pension or as interest or 
dividends. Also, before you take any job any­
where after retirement, ascertain how it w ill a f­
fect your Social Security and other benefits. In 
most cases, if you earn more than $1,200 per year 
you will lose your Social Security-.

have been fully paid with interest, or 
after there are on deposit in the in­
terest and sinking fund sufficient mon­
eys to pay all future maturities of 
principal and interest, additional mon­
eys so received shall be deposited to 
the General Revenue Fund.

"A ll bonds issued hereunder shall a f­
ter approval by the Attorney General, 
registration by the Comptroller o f Pub­
lic Accounts of the State of Texas, 
and delivery to the purchasers, be 
incontestable and shall constitute gen 
oral obligation* of the State of Texas 
under the Constitution o f Texas.

"Should the Legislature enact enab­
ling law* in anticipation of the adop­
tion of this amendment, such acts shnll 
not be void by reason o f their antici­
patory nature."

Ser 2. The foregoing amendment to 
the Constitution shall he submitted to 
a vote of the qualified electors of this 
State nt an election to be held on the 
5th tiny of November. 1957, same being 
the 1st Tuesday after the 1st Monday 
in said November. 1957. at which elec­
tion each ballot shall have printed 
thereon, the following words:

"FOR the amendment to the Consti­
tution of Texas adding a new section 
to be known as Section 4#-c of Article 
III authorizing the issuance and sale 
of Two Hundred Million Dollars ($200.- 
noOOOfl) in bond* by the State of 
Texas to create the Texas Water De- 
vtdopmenf Fund to provide financial 
a^si*tance to certs in political subdi­
visions or bodies politic and corporate 
of the State of Texas in the conserva­
tion and development of the water 
resource* of the S ta te"

"AG AINST the amendment to th# 
Constitution o f Texas adding a new 
section to be known as Section 49-c of 
Article III. authorizing the issuance 
and sale of Two Hundred Million 
Dollars ($200,000,000) in bonds by the 
State of Texas to create the Texas 
Water Development Fund to provide 
financial assistance to certain political 
subdivisions or bodies politic and cor­
porate of the State o f Texas in the 
conservation and development o f the 
writer resources o f the State.”

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State 
of Texas ahall issue the necessary 
proclamation for said election and have 
the same published as required by the 
Constitution and law* o f this State. 
The expense of publication and election 
for such amendment shall be paid out 
of the proper appropriation made by

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Unique Irrigation System Used On 
Hendrix Farm Southwest Goodland

A surface irrigation system de­
signed to irrigate at the same 
time with a portable sprinkler 
system and gated aluminum pipe 
for rows lias been installed on 
the L. L. Hendrix farm four miles 
southwest of Goodland.

Tile farm is operated by Billy 
.Hendrix, son of L. L. Hendrix. He 
came into the offiee of the local 
work unit of the Soil Conserva­
tion Service for assistance on his 
irrigation. He .had a real problem 
since he could not efficiently 
utilize all of his water for sur­
face irrigation because of steep 
slopes on part of his land. His ir­
rigation well prtHluces 1800 ga l­
lons per minute and in order to 
fu lly utilize this amount the 
unique system shown in above 
picture was designed. A portable 
centrifugal pump picks up water 
from concrete line and operates 
four lateral sprinkler lines (one 
shown above). Alfalfa valve at 
next vent has aluminum trans­
port pipe and gatpd pipe to row 
irrigate the more level land in 
the lake bottom. This way he can 
use all of his irrigation water.

Another problem encountered 
wits the difference in elevation 
between the well and the land 
to be watered. The well was lo­
cated on high rim of the lake on 
the east side and most of the 
land to bp watered was across 
the lake on the southwest corner

of the farm. Static head in con­
crete line would have been too 
high and cost of steel line neces­
sary to overcome this head would 
have been prohibitive. Concrete 
line was laid on south side of the 
lake rim reducing friction and 
enabling sprinklers to be used on 
steepest land by using centrifu­
gal pump.

This sprinkler system has 
twelve in-line valves in the 1800 
foot main line. These valves are 
used with three 50-foot swing 
lines to facilitate pipe movement 
and ease of operation. One hun­
dred eighty-four sprinkler heads 
are operated, putting out .33 
inches per hour. With two sets 
per day (12 hours each), he can 
cover 115 acres in 15 days, put­
ting on four inches gross mois­
ture which will more than meet 
the needs of soil and cotton crop. 
It takes two men working three 
hours to move the four laterals.

The booster pump operates 
with 50 pounds pressure and the 
V 8 motor being used operates 
all four lines without strain. Billy- 
says that he can add two more 
laterals without additional pow­
er. The gravity flow of the con­
crete line will put the water out 
the sprinkler nozzles, but the 
pressure from the booster pump 
is necessary to make the heads 
revolve.

A little over a mile of 16" con-

crete pipe was used and 8” alum 
inum line used for transport with 
gated pipe for row application 
Tile sprinklers use 877 gallons 
per minute and flow lines use 
about 900 gallons per minute.

Billy and Mr. Hendrix are wel' 
satisfied with their system and 
are especially pleased with its 
many advantages. Seepage and 
evaporation loss from ditches arc 
eliminated, steeper land can b 
irrigated with sprinklers, and all 
the water can be used to irrigate 
all the cropland by applying con­
trolled amounts needed to meet 
the needs of the soil and crops.

Billy is a coopera'or with the 
Blackwater Valley Soil Conserva­
tion District and has completed 
t basic conservation plan with 
the District. This plan include- 
treatment practices which will 
meet the needs of each acre of 
the farm for pro’ ection and im­
provement. Technicians of the 
local work unit of the Soil Con­
servation Service assisting the 
Blackwater Valley Soil Conserva­
tion District w ill work with him 
in carrying out his plan.

Any landowner or operator liv ­
ing in the Blackwater Valley Soil 
Conservation District ( Ba i l e y -  
county) interested in conserva­
tion farming can become a coop- 
eratorand Should see his subdis­
trict supervisor, local technieions 
of the Soil Conservation Service 
or the County Agent about assist­
ance.

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I High Plains Station Conducting 
Tests On Com and Sunflowers

One hundred varieties and 
strains of corn have been plant­
ed in observation test plots at 
the High Plains Station. These 
varieties are in tests of 25 with 
2-row plots 22 feet long. Each 
plot is repeated four times. The 
varieties and strain include both 
white and yellow hybrids, sup 
plied by- Extension Farms, Plant 
Breeders and the Texas Research 
Foundation at Renner. Seed for 
T. R. F. No. 9. the latest white 
hybrid, produced by Lawrence 
Gundy at tihe Texas Research 
Foundation is being raised at the 
Station. Some fertilizer experi­
ments are being conducted for 
corn.

In the search for new cash 
crops for the High Plains area, 
the High Plains Station has a re­
search program on sunflowers. 
Some eighty varieties are plant­
ed in 22 foot observation plots. 
Forty of these plots are replicat­
ed four times and forty varieties

have three repetitions.
The sunflower has been devel­

oped as a cash crop in Argentina, 
Russia, Canada and in Califor­
nia and Kansas. It has not been 
a commercial crop in Texas be­
cause adap’ed varieties have not 
been available.

A breeding and cultural study 
of sunflowers has been conducted 
at the Texas Research Founda­
tion during the past nine years 
by Dr. Earl Collister and his 
staff. The objective of the breed­
ing program has been to develop 
high yielding varieties adapted 
to mechanization from planting 
through combine harvesting. Sev­
eral experimental varieties have 
been developed which meet the 
general rquirements of a com­
mercial crop. The plantings at 
the Station at Halfway include 
many of the strains developed at 
Renner.

Unless the grading is 
under USDA supervision, it shall 
be unlawful to use the prefix 
“ U. S.” on grades and weight 
classes.

Provides for licensing of egg 
retailers, dealers, wholesalers, 
processors and brokers. There is 
no licensing fee to any retailer 
as defined by law — that is, any

person selling or offering for 
sale, eggs to consumers only in 
this state.

But if 
they wish to claim a grade, then 
their eggs must meet the stand­
ards specified by the law.

It establishes an Egg Market­
ing Advisory board to be no- 
pointed bv the governor. This 
board will be composed of the 
Commissioner o f  Agriculture, 
who will bo chairman, and nine 
other members, all from Texas, 
who w ill serve six year terms.
