Arnold Alcorn, postmaster, is 
warning all holders of boxes at 
the postoffice that quarterly rent 
will be due squarely on April 1.

Tourist Biz Ranks 
Next to Cotton As 
Income Source

‘A check on the 1955 Texas 
Tourist Industry” was released 
today in Austin by the Texas 
Highway Department. The survey 
shows that 9.9 million out-of­
slate tourists visited Texas last 
;>ear, an Increase of 1.2 million 
persons over 1954.

In cash value the tourist in­
dustry ranks next to the state’s 
annual cotton crop, with cotton 
listed at $700 million and tourists 
at $412 million for the year just 
past.

"Texas has been slow to real­
ize Ihe potential value of the 
tourist industry as a source of 
cash income,” D. C. Greer. State 
Highway Engineer stated, “ but 
the steady rise of out-of-state 
visitors since the end of the war 
indicates that people in other 
states are becoming increasingly 
aware of Ihe state’s many at­
tractions as a vacation spot.”

Annual tourist expenditures in 
1950 were set by the Department 
at $276 million. By 1955 this fig ­
ure had risen by $136 million. 
During the same period the num­
ber of tourists had increased 
from 8 million to 9 9 million.

Mr. Average Tourist of 1955 
spent 5.5 days tour in," the state 
and spent $7.53 daily for food, 
lodging and other expenses. "We 
believe this daily expenditure for 
a vacation is substantially less 
than is necessary in some of the 
other 'big' vacation states, thus 
allowing our out-of-stale visitors 
to stay with us longer and see 
more of Texas” . Greer said.

The seven Highway Depart­
ment Travel Information Bureaus 
located at the state line were 
able to increase the itinerary of 
out-of-state visitors by assising 
in planning and routing trips to 
include points of i n t e r e s t  
throughout Texas. Greer said.

In addition to this direct coun­
seling of travelers, the bureaus 
and the Austin office during 1955 
answered a total of 56.506 re­
quests for Information on Texas 
from potential visitors.

“ In spite of the limitations im­
posed on us", Greer stated, “we 
in Ihe Highway Department are 
doing everything possihle to 
bring Texas to the attention of 
vacationers from other states. We 
believe that we have only begun 
to tap this source of direct cash 
income, .and in years to come we 
expect to see tourists move ever 
higher on the scale of top Texas 
Industries.”

The Department also takes ad­
vantage of evety opportunity to 
furnish out-of-town state news- 

1 papers and magazines with pho­
tographs and stories on Texas, 
Greer concluded.

Income Tax Facts No. 8—
PLAN NOW FOR NEXT YEAR’S TAX

The previous articles in thlsj sure to check the income of
series were intended to help you 
in preparing your tax return for 
1955. This article deals with your 
taxes for 1956 and beyond.

When the time comes to make 
out your tax return for 1956 it 
will be too late to take advan­
tage of some possible tax sav­
ings. Heie arp some possibilities 
for reducing your tax which you 
can’t do anything about after the 
end of the tax year:

1. If you are providing nearly

everyone ’you expect to claim as 
a dependent.

3. If you are planning to be 
married, a wedding before mid­
night December 31, 1956, will
give you the privilege of filing a 
joint return for 1956. This prob­
ably would result in substantial 
tax savin,g.

4. A baby born up to midnight 
December 31 qualifies as an ex­
emption for the full year.

5. If your medical expenses are

come this year and you expect 
them to be less next year, pay 
as many medical bills as possible 
before the end of the year, up to 
the maximum allowable deduc­
tion. if you borrow to do this, re­
member that you can also deduct 
the interest.

6. If your medical expenses are 
over the maximum deduction, 
perhaps you can defer part of the 
payment until after Ihe end of
the year.

7. Bot rowing to pay your taxes 
can sometimes let you take the 
deduction a year earlier.

8. If you sell your home at a 
profit, remember that you do not 
have to pay a capital gains tax 
if you pay more for a new home 
within a year than the price you 
get for the old one.

9. When investing money, re­
member that stock in a domestic 
corporation offers the possibility 
of dividend exclusion and credit.

10. If you sell securities or 
other "capital assets” at a profit, 
it is usually better to wait until 
you have held them at least six 
months so that the profit gains

11. When buying bonds, consid­
er not only the interest rate but 
the fact that interest on state 
and municipal bonds is exempt 
from federal income tax.

If any of these points is likely 
to make a substantial difference 
in your tax. it will probably pay 
you lo discuss your problems 
with the Interna) Revenue Ser­
vice, or to seek professional tax 
advice. Anything you pay for as­
sistance in preparing your tax re­
turn is deductible from your lax- 
able income.

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American Cotton Congress To Be

South Plains cotton production 
and marketing problems will re­
ceive special attention during 
the seventeenth annual Ameri­
can Cotton Congress to be held 
in I,uhbock, May 31-June 2.

Co., and 
former head of the textile depart­
ment at Texas Tech; F. Marion 
Rhoads of Washington. D. C., di­
rector of the Cotton Division U.

S. D. A.; and Dr. M. K. Horne, 
Jr., of Memphis, Tenn., chief 
economist of the National Cotton 
Council.

Other sessions will feature 
production and quality discus­
sions of direct interest to South 
Plains cotton farmers. A special 
effort will be made to have a 
large attendance of South Plains 
producers.

During the first two days of the 
Congress all sessions will be held 
in downtown Lubbock. The third j 
day’s program, on Saturday, June ! 
2, will be provided on the campus , 
at Texas Tech. Anyone interested :

To survive, little pigs must have 
heat. Under natural conditions 
they depend on each other and 
Rood weather for their heat. Little 
pilfs piling up creates a hazard, 
and the weather is unpredictable; 
also the mother sow often rolls 
over or lies down on the piglets 
crushing out their lives. The next 
best bet (safe, too) is the artificial 
heat created by electric energy.

While most pig raisers will use 
electric heat lamps, Panhandle 
Ag ricultural and Mechanical Col­
lege at Goodwell, Oklahoma, has 
been using a manufactured 
bpooder for the last nine years.

This brooder utilizes a metal can­
opy, which might also be con­
structed of plywood, under the 
roof of which is mounted a 115 
watt electric heating element 
coupled with a wafer thermostat. 
In addition a small lamp bulb is 
attached which serves to attract 
the little pigs to the heat source.

Professor Milton England, who 
raises the college’s pork supply, 
has high praise for electric pig 
brooders, and he should know for 
ht supplies the college cafeteria 
with about 1200 pounds of pork 
per week. Along with other live­
stock, the professor has in his care

thirty-five head of brooding sows
for 1966.

At current feed prices Profes­
sor England calculated that a
baby pig is worth about $10.00 at 
weaning time. So obviously every 
pig that can be saved to go to mar­
ket is a ten dollar bill in the sel­
ler’s pocket. Conversely, every 
baby pig that dies is a ten dollar 
loss. A few cents worth of electric­
ity can prevent this loss.

While the professor has had 
good results from the pig brooders 
using the electric heating ele­
ments, he expresses the opinion 
that heat lamps would do the same 
job. The main thing is to give 
your baby pigs the warmth they 
need at birth continuing until they 
are large enough to withstand the 
cold. One sure thing, there’s no 
chance of electric heat rolling over 
on a baby pig and crushing out 
its life.

Systemic Insecticide Control For 
Cotton Report By A and M Scientists

B ab y  pigs get the h e a t they  need to su rv iv e  In a sa fe  d ry  co rner of the 
pen, under the e le ctric  b ro oder.

Texas entomologists report 
that cotton grown from seed 
lieatod with new systemic in­
secticide has been protected 
against thrips, aphids, spider 
mites and leaf miners for four to 
six weeks from date of planting.

F. M. Fuller, Jr., and C. F. 
Garner, entomologists, Texas Ag­
ricultural Extension Service, say 
that the insecticide Is compound 
3911. A systemic insecticide is 
one that can be taken up by 
plants and translocated to all 
its parts.

Seed treatment such as this 
will replace the first two eari’y 
season applications of insecti­
cides# hut will not he effective 
against the overwintered boll 
weevil. Application of a recom­
mended insecticide should he 
made before the squares are one- 
third grown to protect the young 
fruits from weevils or othpr in­
sects.

Individuals can not purchase 
Compound 3911 because of the 
hazards involved. Severe toxi­
city to man calls for extreme 
caution, and all seed containers 
must be burned. Farmers must 
transport their seed to and from 
the treating plant. There are two 
companies in Texas equipped for 
treating seeds, both are at Waco. 
Seeds can be treated at a eost of 
about three dollars an acre.

Advantages of the systemic in­
secticide are tour io six weeks 
protection against certain insects, 
and elimination of the first two 
poison applications by spraying 
or dusting. Adverse weather con­
ditions cannot destroy the e f­
fectiveness of the poison in the 
plants, report the entomologist. 
Loss of time for transportation 
of seed, and three dollars per 
acre as compared to two dollars 
when dusting or spraying is em­
ployed, offer some disadvantage.

Expanded Research 
Asked on Soil Water 
Relationships

The Soils, Water, and Fertiliz­
er Research Advisory Committee 
of U. S. D. A., urged basic inves­
tigations of soil-water-plant re­
lationships for solution of many 
critical problems in agriculture 
during their annual meeting in 
January.

Considering icsearch proposals 
in six categories, the committee 
gave high prioriies to a number 
in each grouping. The committee 
stressed major importance to the 
nation of expanded fundamental 
studies on soils and water.

Improved methods for fertilizer 
quality control, new research in 
watershed hydrology, and soil 
structure, and expanded studies 
of moisture conservation In both 
arid and humid regions were 
among top-priority r e s e a r c h  
needs cited by the committee.

Proposals concerning soil and 
water management research hj 
humid regions included expan­
sion of humid-region irrigation 
research to provide more infor­
mation on soil-water-plant rela­
tionships. In urging more re­
search on these problems, the 
committee pointed out that bet­
ter and more efficient use of ex­
isting cropland in humid regions 
would result from research on 
problems of water-use, control, 
and conservation.

Moisture conservation and ero­
sion control in dryland areas 
were also named for research 
expansion. Research would be 
made of tillage implements,

Department inspectors arrang­
ed three bins of potatoes, clearly 
labeling each one according to 

f  grade and quality. The U. S. No.
1 grade potatoes were market at 
10c per pound. U. S. No. 2’s at 8c 
er pound, and the Unclassified 
potatoes at 6c per pound.

Actually, for the purpove of the 
test, all potatoes were of good 
quality, according to grade. The 
main difference between the first 
two groups was in size; the num-

Surprisingly, a total of 81 per 
cent of the housewives bought 
U. S. No. I grade sweet potatoes. 
The reasons varied, but the pre­
dominate attitude was “ I want to

he certain of getting the hi-si for 
my money.”

Anoher 15 percent chose the 
U. S. No. 2 potatoes. The two-cent 
price difference appealed to them 
but they were wary of the still 
cheaper potatoes in the unclassi­
fied bin.

Only 4 per cent or the buyers 
thrillly picked their choices from 
the unclassified potatoes. Of 
these, most of the shoppers indi­
cated they were familiar with the 
factors that made up a good 
sweet potato without having 
them graded beforehand.

Definite conclusion cannot be 
drawn from this one test but onp 
factor was clear — thp housewife 
is influenced a great deni by tbe 
grade of a product. Most of them 
stated that they preferred that 
produce he pre-graded so she 
could be certain of what she was 
getting. And In a relatively in­
expensive commixlity like sweet 
potatoes, she wants the best.

URANIUM
Babson Park, Mass., March 15 

— Readers are still being pester­
ed by Canadian brokers to buy 
uranium stocks. News i t e m s  
about building reactors on col­
lege campuses keep up the in­
terest. From studies, I believe 
that our money, if put in savings 
banks, can be both safer and 
more profitable than if put into 
a speculative clay bank.

URANIUM IS VALUABLE 
Uranium will have its uses, 

but for many years these will be 
confined to military purposes, es­
pecially in connection with am- 
muniaion, shipping, guided mis­
siles, and movable electrical 
plants. Urainum, however, is sub­
ject to many competitors includ­
ing water power, oil, natural 
gas and cheap coal. These other 
natural resources will hold down 
the price of uranium, especially 
in view of its great quantity all 
over the world. The main thing 
for the oil and gas people to fear 
is legislative persecutions such 
as the electric utilities suffered 
under Roosevelt. The recent ac­
tion of the U. S. Senate, however, 
in connection with the natural 
gas bill shows that there is no 
reason to fear such destructive 
legislation at present.

Probably the first competitor 
that all these natural power re­
sources will face is the unused 
power from the sun. This has tre­
mendous possibilities and will 
someday be harnessed. Looking 
ahead many years, I see much 
more profit in buying properly 
located land in Florida, Texas, 
Arizona, New Mexico, and south­
ern California, where the heat of 
the sun is great, than in buying 
land in Colorado, Utah, or some­
where else with the hope of get­
ting uranium.

DONT FORGET GRAVITY 
Gdandpa used gravity to help 

regulate his tall clock; later it 
W'as used to develop power from 
falling water. There are other 
uses for gravity, though they are 
very few at present. Yet. when 
we think of the tremendous un­
used power of the ocean tides, 
we realize the possibilities of 
harnessing gravity. Today grav­
ity power is where steam power 
was 200 years ago. Men of that 
era knew steam would lift the 
cover of a kettle; but no one 
knew how to harness it. For de­
tails, write the Gravity Research 
Foundation, New Boston, N. H.

The secret of harnessing most 
power is to have a “differential” 
which will enable the power to 
work in opposite directions. The 
great work of Watt's in harness­
ing steam was to devise the re­
ciprocal engine, which provided a 
differential, permitting the steam 

\ to automatically enter opposite 
ends of the cylinder of his en­
gine. This means that the harn­
essing of gravity may await the 
discovery of a partial insulator of 
gravity, — probably some new 
alloy. As there are millions of 
different alloys which have not 
yet been tested, it is probable 
that a partial insulator of gravity 

| will be discovered.
REMEMBER THE 

REVOLUTION OF THE GLOBE 
As you read this column, do

you realize that you are moving 
at the rate of 1,000 miles per 
hour? (The world is approxi­
mately 20,000 miles in circumfer­
ence and the day consists of 2-1 
hours.) This revolution offers the 
greatest oportunity for free pow­
er. Furthermore, it will not need 
a differential in order to be 
harnessed. The most hopeful 
thing is that most physicists, as­
tronomers, and other scientists 
agree that they do not know 
what makes the world revolve! 
They do not accept seriously the 
standard theoiy that — like a 
baseball — our globe was sent 
twirling when it was thrown off 
from the sun or some other plan­
et and has been twirling for bil­
lions of years ever since.

In view of experiments with 
toy meters, where the revolving 
armature has no electrical con­
nection with the magnetic field, 
another theoiy is possible. This 
is, that the interior of our Globe 
consists of some new metals or 
alloys making it the rotor of a 
great meter. The field of this 
meter is the electrical waves 
coming from the sun and other 
planets or generated by the 
clouds. Thomas Edison told me 
that more static electricity is 
used in one thundershower than 
is produced each day by all the 
nower companies in the U. S. 
When this static electricity can 
be harnassed, I forecast that 
every factoiy will have a large 
revolving globe on its roof which 
will furnish power, light, and 
heat for the factoiy without cost, 
or without the consumption of 
our natural resources.

' but what Congress is completely 
ignoring is this: what if you dug 
a pond, it fills up with water.

you stock it. and still the fish 
won’t bite.

It seems to me Congress is 
leaving out the most vital point 
in the whole plank. You mean 
to say Congress is willing to let 
a man go to ail the trouble of 
digging a lake and then showing 
absolutely no interest in whether 
he catches anything or not? How 
does our Congressman stand on 
this?

It’s bad enough to fish all day 
in somebody else’s stream or 
lake and not catch anything, and 
I've long felt Congress ought to 
do something about this, a sort 
of fish support program, but if 
you mean to tell me Congress is 
going to let a man build his own 
lake and then leave him with an 
empty stringer, then what I’d 
like to know is what sort of a 
farm program is that? They 
might as well let a man build an 
atomic bomb factory and then 
not tell him what the secret of 
building one of the bombs is.

If it’s not too late. I wish you’d 
use your influence to get Cong­
ress to write a guarantee into the 
Soil Bank bill that a man will 
catch fish out of his own soil- 
building pond at least three days 
out of the week, with proper pay­
ment in lieu of keepers.

It is open season 

this week in Wash­
ington on lobby­
ists, and as in any 
hunting season a 
lot of people that 

shouldn't are likely to get hurt.
The danger is that the investi­

gators of lobbying will use a shot­
gun Instead of a rifle when they 
start firing away at their target. 
Undoubtedly there are some bad 
lobbyists, but that doesn’t mean 
all lobbying is bad.

And like a shotgun, a broadside 
blast at lobbyists can have a 
etrong kick-back. There Is a dou­
ble-barreled danger^whlch could. 
If misdirected, do more harm than 
good.
! First, if carried to an extreme, 
it could impair the right of the 
people to petition their Congress— 
to try to influence the vote of 
their congressmen—as guaranteed 
in the Constitution. That could 
be an unintended step toward dic­
tatorship.

I Second, as President Eisenhower 
pointed out In vetoing the gas bill, 
there is the “risk of creating doubt 
among the American people con­
cerning the integrity of govern­
mental processes.” There should 
be no loss of public confidence in 
our democratic governmental 
processes.

The controversy over the Harris- 
Pulbright gas bill has caused 
many to question whether lobby-, 
ing is of itself wrong. The wrong, 
is not in t.he lobbying, but in the 
Hu oX wrong method*, *

. You are lobbying when you 
write your congressman, or talk 
with him, about legislation. Your 
farm organization leaders lobby 
when they testify on farm bills. 
Labor and business organizations 
employ people to present theif 
views to Congress. Churches some­
times engage in lobbying.

Freedom to petition Congress, 
like the freedom of speech and 
freedom of press. Is important to 
all of us. We should guard 
against its misuse if we are to pre­
serve it as a privilege of free peo­
ple. That is the purpose of the 
investigation by Congress.

Some uninformed, or malicious, 
people depict Representative Har­
ris and Senator Fulbright as dupes 
of the gas lobby. Actually. Rep. 
Harris has the morals of a Baptist 
minister. His uncle, his first cou­
sin and a nephew are all Baptist 
ministers. His reputation for op­
posing evil and greed is well 
known.

Sen. Fulbright was President of 
the University of Arkansas before 
his election to the Senate. His en­
tire life has been one of service— 
not to wealthy tycoons—but to 
the underprivileged.

Senator Monroney, floor leader 
for the gas bill, has always been 
known as a fighter against greed, 
private privileges and monopoly. 
No man in the Senate has been 
more forthright in defending the 
rights of the masses and the 
underprivileged.

We do not attempt to Judge 
whether the gas bill was a good 
measure, or a bad one, or to de­
fend the methods by which some 
interests sought to get It into law. 
The important thing is that we do 
not destroy public confidence in 
Congress, or that we discourage 
honest men and women from pe­
titioning their congressmen.

Even without those three cit­
ies, however, officials of the wa­
ter authority expressed confi­
dence the project can be financed 
and construrted.

The Tuesday vote was the fin­
al one needed to give Ihe go- 
ahead for a dam across Ihe Ca­
nadian near Sanford and for a 
pipeline to tke the water to the 
member cities.

If it wishes, file authority can 
sell water to other cities— Includ­
ing those which have withdrawn 
—or it can accept new member 
cities. Plainview, for example, 
could re-enter the authority if 
both the authority and the resi­
dents of Plainview so wished.

Not Critical Setback
At this moment, however, 

Plalnvew is "out” of the authori­
ty.

"We are sorry to see thal", said

It’s income tax season again, 
and sotpe farmers may have re­
ceived some net income above 
expenses in 1955.

If you’re one of these, here’s a 
suggestion for some self-educa­
tion in tax policies which may 
help you to understand why 
some people are so willing to 
make big cash contributions to 
the election campaigns of some 
Congressmen and Senators.

You must report your income, 
and pay the tax on it, before 
April 15. As soon as you have 
filled out one set of blanks, start 
over again on the other set.

But this time, instead of figur­
in'; your tax as you did on in­
come that you earned by work­
ing for it. figure it as if you had 
received it all in the form of div­
idends from corporations.

You will discover that the tax 
law enacted in 1954 gives about 
a 25G savings to people who 
don’t work for a living.

For example, a farmer and 
wife witli two dependent child- j 
ren and the standard deductions 
would have to pay a tax of $416 
on an Income of $4,999. (That’s 
Hie top income for which the tax 
can be computed by the tax 
table. 1

But another man and wife and 
2 children who got their income 
from corporation dividends in­
stead of by milking cows and 
mowing hay would Itavc a tax 
hill of only $317.

That’s a penalty of $99 which 
the farmer has to pay for living 
on the wrong side of Ihe econom­
ic tracks and having to work for 
his income instead of getting it 
from investments in corpora­
tions.

A stockholder without child­
ren gets an even higher premium 
lo rpward him for not having to 
work for his living. A playboy 
bachelor stockholder who clipped 
$4,999 last year on the General 
Motors stock his daddy left him

Uncle Sam than a bachelor farm­

er who dug ait ' qual $1,999 out 
of the cotton field.
