With a production of 66,476 bales,
Lynn county last year broke all pre-
vious records in the production of
cotton. In 1932 she produced 59,6518

Ellis county leads again this year
with Hill second and Jones third
in the state. Lubbock stands sixth
There are 23 counties that ginned
more than 50,000 bales. BEight of
these 23 counties are in West Texas,
4 of the 8 being on the South Plains
