died in the West Texas Hospital in
Lubbock about eight o'clock Sun-
day night.

Funeral services were conducted
in the Methidist Church here Tues-
day afternoon in the presence of a
crowd that almost filled the church
to its capacity, and a long funeral
train followed the body to the cem-
etery, where it was tenderly laid to
rest under the direction of Harris &
Applewhite, undertakers. Numerous
and beautiful beyond description
were the flora] offerings.

A one-time request of the deceased
was carried out in the processional,
“The Sweet By and By,” played by
Marjorie Wells. The choir sang

She underwent a
compound major operation but
physicians and surgeons never held
much hope for her recovery. On
the eleventh day after her entry
into the Hospital death came.

Mrs. Reid's maiden name was Oza
Lee Strasner. She was born near
Dierks, Arkansas, June 21, 1905. S8he
was married to G. M. Reid on De-
cember 12, 1922. Two children were
born of this union, Juanita, who
died in the spring of 1924, and Eva
Jo, who survives.

The county school board met in

Under this proposal, all high
school pupils residing in the two
districts will hereafter attend the
high school at Draw. School for all
pupils in the grades up to and in-
cluding the seventh will be main-
tained at both Redwine and Draw
as heretofore.

The soil is in ideal condition for
planting, though some complaint
has been heard to the effect that
the dry westerly winds of Monday
and Tuesday dried the top soil to
an unbelieveable degree.

In addition to rain reports pub-
lished last week, hard showers vis-
ited various portions of the county
Friday. The precipitation in Tahoka
amounted to .45 of an inch, making
the total for the eight-day period
2.36 inches.

Most farmers will be ready for
another light shower the first or
middle of next week, but all are
hoping that no hard driving rain
nor hail will come.

Completion Of Highway No. 9 Is Ex-
pected This Summer; Also,
Increase In 84 Work

County Judge W. E. §mith and
Senator G. H. Nelson, who attended
the state Democratic ‘convention in
San Antonio last week, ran over
to Austin to interview the state
highway commission. They found
opportunity to talk with Mr. Wood,
chalrman of the commission, and
with Gib Gilchrist, the state high-
way enginer,

Judge Smith states that while

{ little definite information was given

They were assured
that the work of hard-surfacing the
remainder of highway No. 9 in this

ASHINGTON, — The Repub-
lican clans gathering at Cleve-
land, Ohio, June 9, to choose
a man and adopt policies in a
hope to beat Roosevelt, will stage a pre-
lude to a great political adventure for
the American people.

The Democrats convene June 23 at
Philadelphia.

Landon, Knox, Dickinson or Vanden-
berg which outlines clearly any new
relief policy or any attractive promises
for giving the unemployed work enough
to go around.

DOES MUCH FOR AGRICULTURE

The administration plans to offset
the drlvg for the Frazler-Lemke farm
mortgage bill, defeated a few weeks
ago, and sure to be an issue In the
campaign. This administration cer-
tainly cannot be truthfully accused of
being deaf to farm pleas. It has done
more in many ways for agriculture
than several previous administrations
combined. In the iast two and a half
years more farms have been refinanced
by the Farm Credit administration
than in the 16 previous years of the
land banks' history. The FCA has used
nearly two billlons to make approxi-
mately 750,000 loans, and this country
aiready enjoys the lowest interest rate
on farm mortgages In the world, Our
rates are 3% per cent and 4 per ceat,
while the Old world rates run from
O per cent to 9 per cent.

The Frazier-Lemke rate of 1% per
cent Interest on mortgage sounds fine,
but the way the bill now stands there
are charges that bring the Interest rate
up to 4 per cent. What the adminis-
tration has In mind is the plan of
Representative Marvin Jones of Texas,
chairman of the house committee on
agriculture and father of the revised
Farm Credit administration. It would
set up a system to gulde the ebb and
flow of farm credit, Just as the federal
reserve system works for banking and

Industry. The detalls are not so im-
portant as the results—which are
promised to be farm credit so easy

that loans of $5,000 or less would earry
2 per cent interest charges. This low
rate would apply to the uncollected
balance of outstanding loans as wel)
s to all Joans in the future,

A SICK INDUSTRY

The soft coal industry, which is re-
sponsible for all the steam power In
the country and most of the heat In the
large citles, has been one of the sick-
est Industries on the continent. It has
been losing money for its owners, keep-
ing Its workers on a miserable star-
vation wage, and has been the subject
of 19 federal Investigations since 1913,
It perked up amazingly when congress
enacted the Guffey bIll, stabllizing
prices at a fair level, guaranteeing liv-
Iing wages and restoring peace among
the various coal concerns which had
been knifing each other in an uncon-
trolled coal market. This Guffey bil?
was an NRA for the soft coal Industry
and, with trifling exceptions, everybody
was satisfied,

If it violated those poor old states’
rights, be it known that seven of. the
eight states producing bituminous coal
sent word to the Supreme court that
they would pass up all states’ rights
in exchange for the grand and glorious
feeling thiit the United States govern-
ment had restored order, profit nnd iv-
ing wages to the industry.

But one company rebelled: and the
Supreme court declared the federa) ef-
fort in the soft coal fields to be uncon-
stitutional.

Loss From Farm Thefts Is Greater Than From Bank Robberies and

Kidnaping .in Tllinois; Organize Vigilante Corps

By WILLIAM C. UTLEY

HO is Public Enemy No. 1? The kidnaper? The gang kill-
er? The bank robber? The racketeer?

Perhaps. At least it is these desperadoes whose spec-
tacular exploits make the big headlines. Their ruthless and merciless
work, often conducted right out in the open, is not infrequently
touched up with a bit of showmanship which makes them the type of
characters which fire the public imagination.

The urgency for exercising every method within human means
for apprehending these criminals is not to be minimized. But the very

out the nation generally last year was
18 per cent, the decrease In IlMnols
was 40 per cent.

trucks It Is possible to steal a few

head of cattle, load them onto a truck
and move them across a state In a
single night. Often the gangs worked
in relays, one truck spiriting away the
stolen animals and another waiting for
the load to be transferred to It at the
state line, Sometimes the gang's hide
out was 300 or 400 miles away from
the area where most of thelr thievery
wWaASs perpetrated

Farmers, slow to awaken to the serl
ousness of the disappearance of their

Built-in
conveniences in the kitchen include
cabinet and sink, large storage pan-
try, and a hood over the gas stove.

The cellar openes from the kitch-
en and here a large part of the farm
food supply is stored. Several hun-
dred cans and jars of starchy, leafy
and other vegetables and fruits, to-
gether with the cured hams, bacons
and shoulders of three hogs, and
{about 200 pounds of dried . beans
and peas form the nucleus of the
food supply to which is added each
year canned beef and canned pork.

Ten milk cows, an orchard con-
taining four varieties of fruits, 19
grapevines, and a thrifty, growing
garden with 12 or more varieties of
fresh vegetables, and young ch
ens,, in addition to the laying flock,
assures this family a healthful and
economical diet 365 days in the
year. A surplus of poultry and dairy
products is marketed each week,
making it possible for the family
to live on a cash basis.
