A few junk parts and consider­
able ingenuity is all it took for Har- 
j>Id Dunson of Soagraves, Texas, to 
make an automatic electric water 
trough cleaner. This unit makes 
cleaning the water troughs in his 
caged layer house an easy silent job, 
Mr. Dunson finds this advantage 
important in caring for his 1,140 
laying hens.

For the power unit he used a dis­
carded portable ironer. After re­
moving the ironer roll and cylinder, 
he mounted a 12" squirrel cage 
blower from a discarded evapora­
tive cooler.

To make the cleaner unit, he took 
a 10-inch bolt on which he mounted 
three cubes of sponge by forcing the 
bolt through the centers. To sepa­
rate the sponges he used a one-half 
inch water pipe cut in lengths of 
about 114 inches for spacers be­

tween the sponge cubes. Also, as an 
additional aid to cleaning, he placed 
a one-half inch wide square steel 
wool at the forward end of the cen­
ter sponge.

One length of fishing string con­
nects the forward end of the bolt to 
the drum on the power unit. The 
other length of string connects the 
opposite end of the holt to the re­
wind reel. When the power is turned 
on, the electric motor silently and 
efficiently pulls the bolt cleaner 
through the trough by winding the 
string around the drum. When the 
cleaner has travelled the length of 
the trough, it is removed; and the 
two strings are tied together for re­
winding. The rewind reel simply 
pulls the fishing strings back 
through the trough to the starting 
position, where they are then in 
position for the next cleaning 
operation.

Al the strings are wound around the 
drum, the c lea n e r b o lts  are pulled 
through the water troughs. The Ironer 
prevtdes slew, steady power far the 
cleaning operation.

By placing the power unit in line 
with the center trough, additional 
troughs can be cleaned by duplicat­
ing the cleaning bolts and strings. 
The ironer motor has enough power 
to pull several cleaners at one time. 
Mr. Dunson cleans three troughs at 
one time.

SOIL CONSERVATION 
► DISTRICT NEWS •

Monday afternoon, February 6„ 
a'shorfstud y was made of fields 
in the Muleshoe area, to deter­
mine which fields held the most 
moisture from the snow which 
fell over the weekend.

Fields studied included sor­
ghum stubble which had been 
chiseled across the rows, listed 
sorghum stubble, listed cotton 
stubble and flat-broke land It 
was determined that a tall thick 
Sorghum stubble held the most 
moisture.

The cchiseled sorghum held 7 
inches of snow; listed sorghum 
held 6 inches of snow; listed 
cotton land held 4 ’ 2 inches; and 
the flat broke land held 4 inches 
of snow.

Advantages of the sorghum 
stubble are that the field mois­
ture was more uniform, and the 
fence row drifts were not as 
higli as in other fields.

The local Soil Conservation 
technicians are encouraging the 
farmers in the district to use 
residues for another reason. They 
would like lo see the wind ero­
sion decreased from these crop 
residues.

Farm Bureau Asks 
Aid Against House 
Bill Number 7225

The Bailey County Farm Bu­
reau, through its president, W. T. 
"Bill" Millen, has gone on rec­
ord as being opposed to House 
Resolution 7225 concerning the 
social security progrram, and a l­
so as being opposed to compul­
sory social security for farmers.

Millen last week addressed let­
ters to Senators Lyndon Johnson 
and Price Daniel, voicing the ob­
jections of the county Farm Bu­
reau organization to the two 
matters.

Millon's letter follows:
"Bailey County Farm Bureau 

wishes to secure your help con­
cerning the social security pro­
gram. We believe we should not 
have to pay social security on 
workers who work less than GO 
days, and that the present ex­
emotion should he $200 instead 
of $100.

“We would object to a Mexican 
labor program on a unilateral 
basis so lhat social security tax­
es would have 1o be paid on Mex­
ican Nationals.

“We would go along on the 
National Farm Bureau program 
of coverage of farmers to be op­
tional.

“We are strongly against H. R. 
7225 as we believe if it is once 
established that the social se­
curity program will be changed 
from a pension to an all embrac­
ing welfare program.”

ATTENDED MEETING 
AT TEXAS TECH

Carter won the irrigated cotton 
division of the county crop 
contest this past fall, harvest­
ing 1591.8 pounds of lint per 
acre. The story is by the county 
agent.)

By J. K. ADAMS
Mr. Carter's farm is a mile due 

south of Maple. It is a deep fine 
sandy loam somewhat deeper 
and tighter than average for 
Bailey County. Cotton burrs were 
applied and it was put under 
irrigation in 1954 "rowing cot­
ton Freddie planted c o t t o n  
again in 1955 on this same 
ground.

No early fertilizer was applied. 
Ground was broke 16 inches deep 
by government measure. Broke 
ground was drag harrowed twice 
then bedded for pre-irrigation. 
Pre-irrigation started March 5, 
using three hour sets on one- 
eighth mile rows. Beds were 
chopped with stalk cutter and 
knifed, then, irrigated a second 
time before planting.

Second pre-planting irrigation 
was also three hour sets and 
ground was harrowed. Ground 
temperature was taken daily in 
the hope of a sixty five degree 
reading. On April 28 the ground 
was 60 degrees, eight inches 
deep so Mr. Carter planted.

The seed was Georgia Empire 
sent to Maple bv mistake. The 
seed was meant for Naples, Tex­
as and first tried by Mr. Rich­
ardson and Mr Carter bought 
seed from Richardson for his 
son. Cotton was planted with disc 
opener planter throwing up very 
little bed. Cotton was given a 
quick watering down row thirty- 
days after planting, using only 
one hour per set. Rotary hoe fol­
lowed and cotton was dirted as 
soon as possible so second and 
more thorough watering could 
start. On July 20 Freddie Carter 
did a very unusual thing. He had 
a commercial operator come out 
and apply 195 pounds of Nitro 
Phosphate liquid fertilizer. This 
was about 16 pounds nitrogen 
and 48 pounds phosphorus (F205I 
per acre and was applied six 
inches below hasp of cotton plant 
and ten inches on each side of 
cotton plants. Second watering 
followed immediately and cotton 
was cultivated. Third watering 
was August 20 and was a good 
three hour soaking. Fourth irri­
gation was Sept. 10 and was very- 
light fast watering.

Insecticide program totaled 
eight sprayings Early Season 
Control started June 1 followed 
by three more sprayings at ten 
day intervals. Bellworms hit and 
four more sprayings were neces­
sary August 1. 7. 14 and 21.

Factors to consider relating to 
high yields:

Cotton burrs in 1953 and 16” 
deep plowing in 1955.

Never watering long sets that 
leach plant food.

Watered often enough during 
hot summer to prevent long 
Stress period.

High phosphate fertilizer was 
applied July 20 to cotton root 
zone, this permitted plant to use 
phosphate before lime in soil 
tied it up.

Insects didn’t have a chance.

Put ■ 
hand tools in neat order by as­
signing a place for every tool.

Clean and cheek machines and 
power tools for repair needs and 
safety precautions. Go over the I 
entire shop for fire hazards 
Check all wiring for wear and 
possible "shorts”. If a fire ex­
tinguisher isn’t available, better 
make a purchase. If an exting­
uisher is available, check to be ■ 
sure it is filled with the proper 
solution and is in working order.

Good lighting and plenty of 
ventilation are musts in the farm 
sltop, say tlie committeemen.

Finally, after the houseclean­
ing and checking jobs have been 
completed, the operator is ad­
vised to give himself a safety 
quiz, on shop work habits. If the 
methods and habits now used 
aren’t safe, change them, for the 
hand that may be saved will be i 
needed in performing other vital I 
farm jobs during 1956 and there-

McHaney cites these important 

developments as probable causes 
for-this unexpected strength in 
land values:

Farmers them selves are strong 
bidders for additional land to en­
large their farms. Caught in a 
cost-price squeeze, many farmers 
see increased use of machinery 
and more land as a means of in­
creasing their production effi 
ciency.
Too, credit to finance farm pur­

chases has become more readily 
available Several large lenders 
reduced interest rates and raised 
appraised values for loan pur­
poses in 1956, and a booming 
nonfarm economy has encourag­
ed investment in farm land .by 
urban people.

Despite the influence of these 
three factors on land values dur­
ing the past few years, the 
specialist believes that over the 
years farm land values will de­
pend. as they have in the past, 
upon the general level of farm 
earnings. Some current invest­
ments in farm land may be in­
spired by the expectation that it 
will develop “scarcity” value as 
our population continues to in­
crease. McHaney discounts this 
possibility on the basis that tech­
nical advances in prospect for 
agriculture over the next 20 y ears 
will make it possible for us to 
meet all foreseeable needs from 
present farm acreage.

mist, the value of farm land and 
buildings has risen when farm 
income rose and dropped when 
farm income declined, showing 
a definite relation between the 
two.

Since 1953, contrary to the 
usual pattern, farm land values 
have slowly and stedily risen to 
a new record-high peak, despite 
declining farm income. U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture figures, 
based on regular reports from 
16,000 farmers and 10,000 real 
estate repotters, show this to be

“If you are working in a job 
covered by social security and 
are earning around $3(H) a 
month, your insurance automat­
ically increases in value about 
$10,000 when your first baby is 
born’’, according to Mr. John G.

This year’s redesigned tax 
forms make it easy for you to 
indicate the personal exemptions 
to whioh you are >ntitl<g).

Every taxpayer is entitled to 
one exemption, which nie^is a 
deduction of $6fX). Those 65 or 
over have a double persona ̂ ex­
emption. and blind persons of all 
ages have an extra exemption. 
These rules apply to both hus­
band and wife on joint ret urns.

In addition, you are entitled 
to one exemption for each de­
pendent, but the extra exemp­
tions for age and blindness can­
not be taken for dependents. 
Rules for Dependents

1. Have received moire than 
half his support from you, unless 
you file a Multiple Support 
Agreement (see below). In figur­
ing support, scholarships receiv­
ed by your child do not count.

2. Have less than $600 grass in­
come unless he is your child and 
under 19 or a student,

3. Not file a joint return.
4. Have been either a member 

of your household or closely re­
lated to you, as defined in the 
official instructions. Although 
cousins are not usually ‘‘close 
relatives” for tax purposes, a 
cousin receiving Institutional 
care for a mental or physical 
disability who lived with you 
before going to the institution 
would qualify.

5. Have been either a citizen 
of the United States or a resident 
of the United States., Canada, 
Mexico, Panama the Canal Zone 
or, in some cases, a serviceman’s 
child living in the Phillipines.

Your exemptions usually de­

pend on whether you and your 
dependents qualify under these 
rules at the end of the year. 
However, if your husband or 
wife died during the year you 
may file a jejnt return and take 
the same exemptions that both 
of you would have otherwise 
had. Similarly, if a dependent 
died during the year, the rules 
are applied as of the time of his 
death.
Multiple Support Agreement

If you shared with others in 
the support of a dependent, but 
none of you provided more than 
half, you may still be able to 
arrange among you for one of 
the group to have the $600 ex­
emption. You might agree, for 
example, to take turns in having 
the exemption from year to year.

The one who claims the ex­
emption must have contributed 
more than 10'/, of the support 
and he must have been a mem­
ber of a group who although 
provided more than half the 
support. Each member of this 
group must have been entitled 
to claim the dependent except 
for tlie requirement of providing 
more than half the support.

In order for one of thp group 
to have the exemption all other 
members of the group who epn- 
tributed over 10% must sign dec­
larations that they will not 
claim tlie dependent. The Inter­
nal Revenue Service provides 
Form 2120 (Multiple Support 
agreement) for this purpose.

Be sure to claim all the ex­
emptions you properly can, be­
cause each one reduces your 
taxable income by $600.
