New Road Project

For Lynn

Highway No. 9
Being Widened

Work was begun a few days ago
on a project to w.den the hardsur-
face on highway No. 9 from Tahoka
to the Dawson county line just be-
yond O'Donnell, a distance of about
15 miles. Caliche will be extended
tix feet on each side of the asphalt
pavement. This makes the road
much more servicable, for while a
caliche surface is not the equivalent
of asphalt, it will enable cars to get
off the pavement proper without
encountering mud or loose sand.
This is a WPA project and it is
estimated that it will give employ-
ment to 47 men for a period of
four months

According to an Austin news re-
port published in the Dallas News
Sunday, State Highway Engineer
Julian Montgomery announced Sat-
urday that a permanent hard sur-
face of asphalt will be placed on
U. 8. Highway No. 380, better
known to our people as state high-
way No. 84, from Post to the Lynn
county line and from twelve miles
west of Brownfield to the Yoakum
county line. This work is to be
completed some time this year !

County Judge P. W. Goad says
that a like surface will be placed
on this highway from Tahoka to
the Garza county line, that the funds
for this project have already been
set aside, and that the work is o
be done this summer. The only
reason the improvement of this sec-|
ton was not mentioned in the Dal-
ias News report, he says, is the fact
thag it is to be done by contract,
whereas the state highway depart-
meny will improve the other sections
mentioned as WPA projects
