"When, will there be an end to 
-dicse Minora?" a newapaper editor 
from a neighboring town aaked ua 
recently after Max had outrun all 
hia town’a athletea.

The answer is, Max Minor prob­
ably la not the last. However, there 
will not be another in Tahoka ath- 
letica for four years at least.

The next Minor, A. J. Jr., ia in the 
fifth grade and probably will not be 
a threat until he la a sophomore. 
But all eyes will be on him when 
that time comes, and Max arlll have 
just graduated from some college or 
university with what may be a grewt 
record behind him..

All of the Minors, and there have 
been four of the boys up to now, 
have been malor athletes (no pun 
intended) in the local high achool, 
though A. J. and Jack were not 
quite as highly publicised as James 
and Max.

A. J. 6r., who was the first, was 
a guard and a mighty powerful <me 
on Tahoka*s football team in
’34 and '3S. He quit school bpifore he 
graduate, thoufh he < left f ,  good 
scholastic record, but those who Were 
studeata ot fans back In those days 
cannot forget A. J. Then came Jack. 
Prom 193S until 1031 he was one of 
Tahoka's leading halfbacks, and was 
captain of hia team one year.* Al­
though not very .tall he eras poweifol. 
with husky shoulders and a fast, de­
ceptive gait, and had his team been 

as bit stronger in opening holas,,had 
he had a b it' more publicity, ‘ he 
might have raced on down the pages 
of state athletic history.

Jack also exceUad In track, even 
as his younger brother. Max. Like 
Max, he eras particularly good on the 
low hurdlea, and was a district threat 
each of the three yeeis he mede ihe 
track teem.

Jack, like A. J.. did not go to ool- 
lege after graduating, although Tech 

> and one or two other larger schools 
invited him. Instead, iie went to 
srork, and now is managing success­
fully a groceiT store In Beagraves.

It wasn’t lottg after Jufll'tliiislMill. 
until Jamas came Into the plctur 
and from the fall of *33 until the i 
spring of 36. he comprlaed what waa 
a ong-man package of d^nssnlte on 
tha football team, and the fact that 
Tahoka k>et a mjority of Its gamer 
during that period proves nWhlng 
eaorpt that even tha best athletes 
cannot best eleven men. Par James, 
fullback, was light, and the o^er 
members of the team were also light, 
so that the line was easily, penetrat­
ed. But that did not keep Jsme* 
down. Word of the "Tahoka Tsrror" 
went oul.^and on graduation he had 
inviutlons from aevacal of the 
Southwe< tern conference teams. R it 

maeh tnfluenoad him to attand 
*  bU own alma mater, so off he went 

to Howard Psyne. where his name 
will atarays be remembared, and 
whtre he has been the star of 
the Texas conference games for 
the past three years In spite 
of numerous * injuries.

Both James and Max have at one 
time been so serioualy iD or injured 
that physicians and team >ldcU>T* 
thought they would never pUy ball 
or run again. But they did not recv,- 
on with the Minor detennlnaUoo.

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It is risky for s weekly newspaper 
to comment on the war situation In 
Europe for the' reason that the situ­
ation has been changing so rapidly 
that any comment made today may 
seem utterly absurd day after to­
morrow.

It Is safe to ray, however,. that 
that powerful Oennan war machine 
is still working .nost efficiently.

a

And Oermsny's' success thos far 
is due as much, perhaps, to her ruth­
less lightning strokes as it is to the 
superiority of her armed forces.

It can not be said that she sLuck 
in unexpected places but the has us- 
fiaUy struck before It was expvcied.

Re^MCtlng her swallowlng-up of 
Austria, her b.-utal assaul: u »n  
Czecho-slovakla, her perfidious in­
vasion of Poland, there was little 
that great BrlUln and France could 
do about It further than to pr-rtes- 
and to threaten.

But Norway was so situated t>-at 
the allies could send aid and Join in 
her defense. This they unde-tooc to 
do. But again Germany ttrucx eo 
suddenly and srlth such f o ^  that 
her victory was half won before 
England could get on the ground. 
And unfortunately, England was 
compelled to admit defeat axed with­
draw from the contest.

This doubUeet eras the most hu- 
mlUatlng blow that England has suf­
fered In a century.

We do not know what may have 
happened to Prime Minister NeriOe 
Chamberlain and hi# eablnat be­
fore this appears In print. It may 
be that there will have been a ter­
rible shake-up, or It may be that 
Old England win rally to his sup­
port and given him new courage.

Whatever re-ectlot^ to this dis­
aster in Nrrway the English people 
may express, not all the bUme, If 
there is blame, attaches to Cham­
berlain.

From the very moment that Adolf 
Hitler first stepped on the gas and 
.set his mighty war machine in mo­
tion. many Bigllshmen end most 
Ameiicane have bitterly crlUelaed 
Chamberlain at frequent Intervals for 
his alleged InecUvlty or efficiency.

This criticism finally baesune ao 
menacing that the BrlUsh oablnet 
sought to disarm It and to aatlMy 
the critics by giving more power and 
freer rein to Winston Churchill, the 
Idol of these critics, and Inviting him 
to do his ‘'damdest".

Winston dHnchlU was scarcely In 
the saddle beside the ooneervatlve 
and cautious Chambertaln until he 
was givan a marvaloue opportunity 
to show his stuff, muer had made 
hie aauult upon Norway. But slnee 
that time we heve heard scaroely a 
word out of Churchill; and Old 
John Bull la bowing hla head In hu­
miliation. English arms have been 
repulsed, end the RDgUeh navy has 
practically abandoned the Baltic Sea 
to the Oennana.

If Neville Chamberlain Is to be 
blamed, what about Churchlllf

Ing to enter the contest on one side 
or the other. ___

But it is not necessary for the 
American people to remain neutral 
In their sympathies. If they have 
opinions as to the culpability of any 
nation concerned they have a right 
to express them. If they have sym­
pathy for other nations concerned, 
they have a right to en»ress that 
too. The public opinion of the world 
Is a mighty force in the long nm in 
shaping the conduct of most nations.

In this European conflict, at least 
80 per cent of the people of the Unit­
ed States are in sympathy with the 
allies and are sternly critical of Hit­
ler and the German war lords. Prob­
ably 95 per cent of the people In West 
Texas are aggliut Hltlo'.

There la a reason for this.
It la not because they are ultra- 

friendly toward the English. In fact, 
there Is much more cooloese toward 
the English than one would suspect, 
coiulderlng the fact that m.‘  are 
closer kin to them than any other 
people Involved in this war.

It is not because the English have 
doire Us any special favora as a na 
tlon. They have not.

The Government of the United 
States must remain neutral In this 
European conflict unless It B wfll-

There are three vital reasons why 
naoel of our people are strongly cp- 
posed to Hitler and his war ma'.hii>e 
in this enfUct that many peoplj say 
is no correem of ours. They are:

Flnt. our love of peece arrd bur 
hatred of war; and we kPJS Wat 
HiUer started this war.

Second, our tauutte love of |u«Ucc. 
Wc do imA believe that might makes 
right. We do not beUeve In govem- 
icent by bruta force. We belHvo^tn 
fall play. We hate a bully mong We 
rat one Just as we bate a b*riy a- 
mong Individuals. Wc do not believe 
that a big, powerful nation has a 
right to tum bandit and commit 
murder and robbery any more than 
we believe that an individual has a 
light to do so. We have seen Hitler 
and hie war machine, unprovoked, 
over-run and brush three hetplese 
nations In quick luocaeslon: CMcho- 
slovokle, Poland, aiul Norway; not to 
mention Austria and Denmark.

Third. We are wedded to the great 
prlndplea of personal rights which 
are at cree the foundatloi elonei 
rn « l;«h our goveirunant H builder* 
and the vital force that mat ■< it tn« 
most just and salutary among all tlie 
ruUons rf the world; and we are de- 
vo:ed to the great Ideals of Christ- 
Imlty « l.kh makes a people, tndlvld- 
uall>, tht finest and beet among 
mankind.

In other words, we believe lt> Irb-
•It/ run ocracy, and Chrli Unlty.

Wc knom that HlUer has 4 w«r.>ved 
gopulsr govenunent In his own roun- 
uy and-scoffed at It eleewier.*. We 
know that ha has an utter oontemrt 
lor d^.i ocracy. ’

W# know that he holds that there 
Is no such thing as Indhridua', per­
sonal lights. He holds that the In­
dividual la nothing and that the 
Govemment ti everything—that the 
In^vkhael is entlUed to live only tor 
hie government; that the rights of 
the tadhrldusl to *Hfe, liberty, and 
the punnit of happineee" as set out 
in our tauDortal Declaratino of In-

dependence le <^ly the sheerest pop­
pycock and fobusnneev.

He holds'that freedom of speech, 
freedom of the press, freedom to 
worehip God aobordlng to the dic­
tates of one's conscience le flimsy 
noneense, and he has aboUahod all 
of them In Germany.

He holds that the right of one ac­
cused of crime to trial in open court 
by a Jury of his peers Is likewise 
pure bunk; and one does riOt often 
get such trial In Germany.

He holds that the rankest non­
sense of all Is “religious freedouT. 
All religious beliefs and forms of 
worship must be held in leash by the 
SUte, according to the HlUer'ideol­
ogy, and the SUto has the right to 
suppreaa and destroy anj religious 
b^lW or form of worship that it re- 
gards^as undesirable.
