When the cotton report eras gath­
ered at nine o'clock Thursday morn­
ing. 3483 bales had been ginned in

A heavy rain and hailstorm also 
I visited a largo area in the north part 
of the county Wednesday afternoon, 
almost totally destroying crops In 
some localities. The heaviest dam­
age reported was at New Home and 
vicinity, where lltWe was left o f the 
cotton stalks in some fields except 
mere stubs and the feed crops were 
stripped or beaten to the kround. 
Very large hailstones fell in that 
territory, and the hail covered the 
ground several Inches deep in some 
localities.

Much damage was also done in 
the Lakevtew, Petty, and Joe Stokw 
communities. A terrific hall is also 
reported to hare fallen at Slaton 
and vicinity.

The rain and the hall not only 
did much damage to the crops but 
also delayed the gathering o f the 
crops still in the fields.

Pouibly the Issue that has been 
stressed most by the Republlcana 
Is the third-term issue. This Is the 
Prst time in the hUtory <4 the 
United States that a President has 
become the nominee of his party 
for a third term.

While there is no provision in the 
OonsUtutlon respecting the number 
of terms that a President may serve, 
yet the popular inhibition against 
a third term has become a tradition 
in this country, and a precedent set 
by Washington himself was broken 
when the D sn ^ ratlc convention 
nominated President Roosevelt for a 
third term and he accepted the 
nomination. The reason for this 
unprecedented action is the emer­
gency existing respecting our for- 
legn relations. Millions o f voters 
probably will voU for ths President 
for a third term bseause they do 
not feel that It would be wise to 
place an lnemN*’i*i*<^ *nd untried 
man at the head o f this natkm at 
this particular time. But the Re- 
pubheana have been making much 
of the third-term iasus, playing up 
the dangers o f breaking this antl- 
Ihlrd-teim  tradition, and It la prob­
able that there are also milUons of 
voters who would vote for Prosi- 
dsnt Roosevelt but fw  this Is m . 
Their votes wUl go to WlUkle.

“Ihua in each dlatrict the man 

holdlnc aerial number 1S8, the first 
out o f the goldfish bowl, will be the 
first man to be called into service 
by his local draft board, provided he 
Is 'f i t  and available”. The man 
holding 192, the second number 
drawn, will be the second. The third 
number was 8,239. So far as is 
known no local draft board has a 
serial number running that high, 
and it will simply be counted as a 
blank, with the fourth number 
drasm becoming the third order 
number in those districts where it 
had been assigned to a registrant. 
For each district, all numbers 
greater than the total number of 
registrants will be similarly dis­
regarded in determining order num­
bers fo r 'th e  dlatrict.

“When the order numbers have 
been fixed, the classification o f the 
men will begin. W ith that process 
will begin also the weeding out of 
men needed in defense industries 
and men with dependents, and fin­
ally exemptions' for physical dis- 
abUlties. Meanwhile, the conscient- 
ious objectors will have an ojqmr- 
tunity to state their cases. I f .their 
rsasoni are found valid, they will be 
exempted from military service, but 
will still be subject to a year spent 
at work o f national importance.*' 

Washington authorities have an­
nounced that the first call for men 
will be for about 30.000, some time 
in the latter part o f November. Tex­
as’ quota has been set at 1873.

o f biology, chemistry, and medicine.

Louis Pasteur, a French chemist 
and biologist, is the man who really 
founded the science of bacteriology. 
His discoveries made possible the 
treatment of Infectious He
“ laid the foundation for the isola­
tion of the germs of tuberculosis, 
cholera, dlptherla, lockjaw; and 
ether Infectious diseases. He dis­
covered the method of checking 
hydrophobia by inoculation.”  He

We wouldn’t dare to attempt to 

go far or drive deep into this subject, 
however, for If we did we know that 
we would have all the doctors in 
town laughing at us. We claim to 
have a monumental- stock of Ignor­
ance concerning such matters as 
biology and chemistry and medicine.

W e have been taught from our 
youth up, though, that-the Univers­
ities o f Heidelberg. Leipzig, and Ber­
lin were among the greatest ip the 
world, and that Heidelberg in par- 
'tlcular was famous for is dissem­
ination o f scientific knowledge.*

The physicians and chemists and 
other scientists of Germany long 
have held a leading place In the 
worid.

It was Dr. fin ll Adolf Von Beh­
ring— that sounds German enough, 
doesn't it?— who discovered the 
antl-toxln for diphtheria and thus 
robbed that dlsesue o f much of Its 
death-dealing power.

Dr. Robert Koch, another German 
physician, discovered the tuberctilo- 
sis bacillus and developed a partial 
preventative, tuberculin. He also did 
excellent work In combating Asiat­
ic cholera and other dreaded dls-

Prof. Paul D irltch In 1010 develop­
ed a cure for syphilis.

Dr. William C. Roentgen gave to 
Medical science the X -ray.

Other German chemists and physi­
cians have possibly done as much

and Madam Curie, his wife, a native 
of Poland, discovered radium 
they gave the world much knowledge 
of radioactivity.

Alexis Carrel, a Franco-Ameri­
can, o f the Rockefeller Institute 

gave to the medical world the re­
medy of blood-transfusion,. whk^ 
has saved so many lives. He was the 
first also to transplant limbs and 
certain important organs of the hu­
man body.

Simon nexner, another emi­
nent American physician at the; 
Rockefeller Institute, gave to thej 
world about all It knows about the 
cure o f Infantile paralysis aitd cere­
brospinal meningitis.

And now yellow fever has been 
practically banished'from  tlie civil­
ised world, while thq ravages o f ma­
laria have been greatly circumscrib­
ed and mlnlmixed.

Medical and surgical science has

achieved many other triumphs dur-1 
ing the past hal.’ -century and !• xtlll j 
achieving them. Specialists an d ' 
leaders in the fight are not confined 
to any one nationality. The Germans 
are doing their part, and so are the 
English, the Americans, and many 
others.

The tragedy of It is that while 
these men o t  science have been 
striving to ptiunp out disease and to 
prolong human life, amMtloos and 
unscrupulous men have been spread­
ing war from natlo^ to nation—and 
In the wake of the destru<!tion and 
death wrought by war will come di­
sease and poverty and' hunger more 
horrible than death.

And the very Inventions that men 
have made for the convenience and 
happiness of the human race are be­
ing used for Its destruction.

The FUrm Security Administra­
tion secured mattresses and com ­
forters for lU borrowers. These were 
delivered to the applicants October 
31.

W ith little care these mattresses 
and comforU will be serviceable and 
comfortable for a long time.

Removable mattress covers protect 
the mattress and can be laundered 
as frequently as necessary. The mat­
tress cover protects the mattress tmt 
only against dust and soil, but also 
against the friction o f the springs.

A padded protector gives added 
protection to the mattress and at 
the same time makes It wanner. 
Theee can be inexpensively made of 
an old quilt which can be cut to 
the sise o f the mattress and bound 
around the edges or a quUted pad 
made from iiercale or flour, sugar, 
or feed sacks. Ready-made mattress 
protectors can be bought for 9Sc to 
11.87 and up.

A mattress should be turned reg­
ularly In order that it, may receive 

‘ even weiu-. It should be turned from 
side to side, and then from end to 
end—thus assuring complete distri­
bution of the weight of the sleeper. 
A mattreas should be turned and 
sunned at least once a week and 
aired dally. Sunning keeps the eot- 
ton fluffy.

Oomforters and quilts should be 
protected to keep them clean. Strips 
from old sheets are sufficient for 
this protection. These strips can be 
fastened to the comforter by bast­
ing or by pinning with safety pltu.

The life o f articles made o f coC- 
tdn Is determined by the care they 
are given.

Paralee Sayles, teacher of the col­
ored school, not only has taken the 
necessary training courses while in 
school but she has also had actual 
experience as a hoiise maid. Mr. 
Hanes thinks that she is amply quali­
fied to give the instruction .'' Her 
salary for doing such work would be 
paid by the government.

I f the housewives of Tahoka who 
employ colored help will cooperate 
and make It possible for these maids 
to take the training, it will probably 
be a great help to them in the long 
run, it is thought.

Care in the house and special 
duties in the home, 50 hours;

Courses may be given In the fo l­
lowing subjects:

Laundry, 50 hours; Eementary 
foods. 100 hours; Advanced foods, 
100 hours; Home hygiene and care 
of sick, 50 hours; Care o f children. 
50 hours.

A maid may take only one course 
at a time. Two hours for two nigh,ta 
In each week i\rill be devoted to the 
training. Maids will be required to 
furnish own tegt books. Housewives, 
of course, can assist the maids in 
this matter if they think it worth­
while and if the maids need the as­
sistance.

The only assistance required of 
housewives, however, is cooperation, 
so arranging the house-work that 
the maids may take the training at 
night.
