Any rural person, man,
woman, boy, girl, or family who de-
sires to become Victory Demonstra-
tors may do so by indicating his in-
terest to the County Extension
Agents and by developing a Victory
Demonstration.

War has cut
deeply into the imports of burlap
from India and the stocks of’ this
material now on hand must be shar-
ed with our military forces. We have
plenty of cotton in the raw state,
mills having the Yacilities to
make bagging material are operating
to capacity to turn out war orders.”

Key pointed out that farmers can
take the first step in bag conserva-
tion by taking stock of the bags
they have on hand, by sorting them
for size, type and condition and
storing them where they will be dry
and safe.
